TO REDUCE EXPENSES

Much Progress Made by Govern­
ment in Power Survey.

"Farmers |>ref«r tu ba-’e «xperlments 
la elecirU-al farm equipment pertunned 
by the giiverniiient iia a liinltiet, •taelg- 
aateil wala rather thaa al their indi­
vidual expense as waa ituor lu the pi­
oneer days of trarlur farming." J. W. 
Coverdale. secretary of the American 
Farm Bureau federatlim. luld lha ctua- 
inlllve on ilia relathma of electricity 
lu ayrlculturc, whh*h met raceotly In 
Watliinytoo.

The purpoae o f tlia meeting waa to 
secure the cosiperatlim uf tlio three de- 
lairtments of the guvemmeol which 
are Iniereaied la the UHire which I he 
famiera are making ovoperatlvely 
with industry, combinlag the activities 
uf the Ilepartmenia of Agrirulture, 
Coramercr and Interior with that uf 
tho cumraittae. The fanners hope to 
Inlrodut'e the electrioal |H>wer to the 
farm with a amaller slirinkage In 
farroera' pockelbuuks than «■corre«l 
during the period when heavyweight 
traciurs were purchased by farmers 
lony before they were to cunstrurted 
as to itperale ei-ooumlrally

"Bxlensire use of electricity on 
farms Is bound to rutoo In the next 
fen years Tlie farmers du not pm- 
IMwe to be caught with lines running 
to iheir farms which are loo light to 
bear the current, or with equipment 
which will have to be Junked after a 
short time because It Is nut fltled for 
farm ope*atloDS,*’ contiuiied Mr. Cov­
erdale.

8. H. McCrory. representing the De­
partment o f Agriculture, has already 
made much progress In his survey of 
all kiads of poser now In use on 
fanna. a preliminary report of which 
waa given confidentially to the com­
mittee.

Se«-refary of the Interior, Hubert 
Work, and Secretary of Commerie. 
Herbert Hoover, agreed to co-operate 
thn>ugh the depanroenls with the com 
raitiee. and ways and means to bring 
this about were worked out following 
• he Innrheon.

Secretary Work alreaaed the need 
for elect riclty In the farm home, and 
said he liad already pointed out the 
value of Ibo use o f etectrldiy In tha 
home, buildings, and Held In a comma- 
alcrtloa to forty tbousand farmers lo­
cated OB the reclamation projects

**We wish, mors than anybody else, 
to keep our farmers oa the reciama- 
tloa projects—to make Ihein proaper- 
noa and happy. We wIMi them to 
leach their children to stay therg, ami 
electricity will go a long way toward 
bringing It about,*’ conrluiled Secre­
tary Work.

Aaalatant Fecrefary of Agriculture. 
Howard M flore. said he expected elec 
trtrlty wnitid do more than almnal an.T 
other agency In taking the aches amt 
pains out of agriculture. "It will also 
offer a suhstantlal answer In the prolk- 
lein of redneing the coat of farm pm 
dnethm—particularly power "

Oscar E. Bradfiite, president of the 
Aniertcam Farm Bureau federnitnn.

Honey Olngar- 
Snapa.—Uring to 

s boll two cupfula of honey, add oim 
cupful of butter or s  mixturv of Sutter 
and lard and cool. Add three (abW 
apoonfnla o f ends, and beat until very 
light. Add two tablesiHionfuU of 
ginger to the flour, pour In tbe butter 
and buney and mix until atlff enough 
to roll. Rake In a rather quick oven, 
rolling the mixture quite thin.

Another OInger-Snap.—Take a plat 
of honey, thrve-fourtha of m pound of 
butler, two teaapoonfnla of ginger, 
boll together and then cool. When 
nearly cold add flour to make a mix­
ture to roll. Roll out very thin and 
bake quickly.

Cambridge OInger Bread.—Take
one-half cupful of butter, one-half rop- 
ful of boiling water, one cupfsl o f 
honey, one egg. three cupfula of floor, 
three tesopoonfuls of baking powder, 
one-half teaapoonful of aalt, one tea- 
apoooful of rianamon, one-balf tea­
apoonful of clovea, one teanpoouful of 
ginger. Melt the butter In tbe water, 
edd the honey, then the beaten egg 
and the other Ingretllenta well blend­
ed. Rake In a dii|iplag pan for 45 
mlnutea In a very roodrrafe oven.

Hanay and Almond Cakw.—Rut Into

Add 
one-half pound of candled orange peel 
rut flne, tbe grated rind of a lamon, 
one-half teasponnful each of clnaa- 
aion. nutmeg and aoda. a daah of wit 
and grape Juice lo aoften the batter 
aa that it may be rolled. Chill before 
rolling and stamp with sprengerlla 
rertanglea. Baka In a abaet and whan 
roM dtp Into Irinjr.
