The plun developed
rapidly until today it is one of the most portant
pleces of work being done by this organization
and there are permanent Y. M. C. A, camps in all
parts of the country., A newer develo] t, how-
ever, Is the winter camp fdea which gives the
city boy an opportunity to enjoy life in the coun-
try In the winter as well as summer and if the
experience of the Chicago Y. M. C with the
two winter camps, which it established three

years ago, is any eriterion, these camps with theie
opportunity to the city boy for an outing when the
@now covers the ground will be as popular as the
others which give him his recreation when the
earth Is carpeted with green.

The work of the Chicago Y. M, C. A, which Is
typlcal of the service rendered by this organiza-
tlon to Young America which lives In other con-
gested metropolitan areas, began with the estab-
lishment of one summer eamp back in 1000. At
the present time It has four camps in Michigan,
two In Wisconsin and three In Illinois, a total of
nine camps for boys, as well as anothe. for men,
The Michigan ecamps are the following: Camp
Channing, on Upper Scott lake, near Pullman;
Camp Martin Johnson, near Ludington: Camp
Pinewood on Echo lake, near Twin lake, and
Camp Wabash, near Benton Harbor. In Wiscon-
sin it maintaing Camp North Woods and Camp
Nawakwa, both on the Lac du Flambeau Indian
reservation In the northern part of the state, and
in Ilirols it has Camp Duncan on Fish Iake, near
Round Lake station, forty miles from Chlcago,
and two camps, the Hastings Lake camps, on
Hastings lake, near Lake Villa,

It is in the Illinols camps that the Idea of glv-
ing the city boy a winter outing was first tried.
Camp Duncan was given to the West Side depart-
ment of the Chicago Y. by Joseph 8. Duncan, and
1t serves particularly the poorer boys of Chlcago's
great West slde. This camp is open to boys be-
tween the ages of ten and eighteen, all of each
summer, and it Is also open during the Thanks-
glving and Christmas vacations and the spring
vacations for special outings. The boys pay about
half of the cost of the camp and the balance Is
made up by Mr. Duncan and other friends of the
boys, The Hastiugs lake camps were provided

| Indians of lowa began the acquisition
| of the English alphabet from mission-
| aries. They learned a method of
| writing their own language by means
| of the English alphabet, separating
their words Into syllables. Since
there is only a rough conformity be-
tween the characters as employed by
the Fox Indians and the
sounds, it Is necessary to restore the
phonetics of any Fox text so that the
symbols may correctly represent them
Dr. Truman Michelson, of the Smith
sonian Institution's Bureau of Ameri
can Ethnology, has been foremost In
this work of collection and restor-
ation.

Doctor Michelson, whose work has
made him the foremost authority on
the Fox Indlans, describes their rit
uals as consisting mainly
dancing and prayer. As Is natural
with a primitive people, their prayers
inyite material benefits such as long
life, freedom from
chief's village should be strong enough

According to Doctor Michelson, the
younger genersation now turn these
once semMous cervmonles Into ocea-
slons for amusement.
