sort to the making of magic to deieriiiliie «liât 
I'uarae he should pursue In a world ftlleil with 
bewtldermeiit and su| ersiitlous fi-ara. Arrow 
divination waa a favorite kind and to make this 
magic a circle was drawn nn the ground with the 
proper rites and Incantations and divided into the 
•'Four t >1 reel lone" Then with more mystic cere­
monies arrows were rast into the ring and u|k>o 
the manner of llieir falling depe.ideil the future. 
A sursival of thia rite and thes-> instruments is 
shown in the card game of the Koreans In which 
an arrow feather ap(ieari ufion the back of the 
playing card. (Figure -Vo. 4.)

In fact it was among the Asiatic peo|iiea that 
the beglnninga of card games and playing cards, 
as we know them now, took place. Marco I'oln, 
the famous traveler, returning |o V en ice late In 
the Thlneenlb century, told amting other won­
ders. how the great Citan In far off Cathay had 
pa{>er money made from the bark of the inuUterry 
tree. The Chinese had been making this (taper 
money since the Sixth century. At first a game 
was played with the paper monev Itaelf hut later 
carda In the form of paper m*iney were made, 
using the old money symbols, a coin, a string of 
coins, a myriad string of coins and ten» of myriads 
of stringa of coins, which are the names of the 
Chinese salís today. The form of the Chinese 
playing cards U ihoarn In Figure No. 2.

The Japanese i i  early as the Eighth century 
were making prints from wood blocks and pilgrims 
to the shrines in the monasteries were given 
these prints as souvenirs of their Jouraeyings. 
These prints were uaed then, as now, to play the 
Flowc r̂ game, founded on legends which date hark 
to the beglnnlag of the Japanese people The 
Hindus also have a card game but their cards 
were thin painted disks o f wood oi Irory or cotton 
fber paper. In their game there are 12 cards to 
a suit and the number o f suits to a pack vary— 
sometimes eight and sometimes fen. The court 
carda (king, queen and )ack) always picture on* 
of the Incarnations of Vishnu.

It wis probably Chinese cards, however, which 
found their way Info Italy In the Fourteenth cen­
tury Slid which soon afterwards liecame known In 
every European country. The gyiieles, after long 
wanderings through Arabia and Egypt, from their 
homes In India also brought Inte Europe cards 
which carried In their strange deslma. parts of 
the myths and legends of these countries. Grid- 
nally there evolved from all of the aourcea a 
game called “tarots." late In the Fourieenth cen­
tury. Theee tarot cards were made for the nohlee 
and were painted with the greatest care. They 
were so costly that the pooeer classea of people 
could not alfo.e them but evenfoslly another ctrd 
gams sprang up In which common cards made 
with iteorlls were need. Johennea,

ered. Then, too. the suit signs on the Itullnu 
card* were very different from llii«e of any other 
ctiuntry. They were long curved swords or 
srlDiltara. standing for the nohillly; cups for the 
clergy; daaari. or money, for the cttlxens; and 
bustonl. or clulo, for tlie iteasanfa.

Flnce muet of the | laying cards were made for 
the nobles on special order, tbe makers often 
placed on them such deyigns fut auit signs as 
would best please their patron. 8<imetiuiea be 
chose iheui himself an In other cases llgurea 
froDi his coat of arms were taken. Ilcferom-e 
baa already lieer. made to the prevailing suit signs 
In the cards made by the Germans but these 
hunting symbols were not nnlforn.ly used In that 
country, une set of round cards made In Cologne 
had auit signs of flowers, puiroU and rnliblta. 
Another used lions, muDkeya, pgrrots and i>ea- 
cocks.

*Tlie suit signs of today—spades, hearts, dia- 
mouds and dulis—originated In France and mud4 
their flrst appearance early in the Fifteenth cen­
tury. They were culled coetirs (hearti), piques 
(S|iudes), trefles (clulie) and carreaux (diamonds). 
The suit of coeurs stood for the church, or clergy; 
the carreaux was syinbollcal of Ihe arrow-lieads 
of the vassals (tlte class from which the arcliers 
and bowmen were drawn) ; the trefles, or clover, 
signified the hr.abundman. and the piques, or the 
points of lances represented the knights. It was 
about this lime, too, that the court cards were 
first named and these, too, we owe to the French. 
The earliest known cards primed from wood 
blocks whicb are preserved to this dny are six 
cards from a set made in I’rovence In 144d. Four 
of theae are in tbe llritlsb museum and two are 
in the museum of the United Slates Playing Card 
company In Cincinnati. (Figure Tt. They are the 
kaavet, or valets, at they are known In France, 
and bear the names of famous knights, l-anceloi, 
llogier and Valery. It la interesting to note that 
during tbe French revolution when the liouae of 
Bourbon was dethroned, the kings and queens 
diaappeareil from playing cards also. Instead 
there were sulwllluted phlloeophers (for the 
kings), emblematic personages (for tlie queens) 
and taasi'uloUet or the revolting workmeu (for 
the kntvea).

Playing cards came Into England early In the 
Fifteenth century, during tbe flglitlng In Ner- 
mandy end Toiiralne. Anjou and Poitoa English 
Boldlera brought hack French curds with them 
and these served a* the mmlels for English card 
makers. In spite of the fact that paper was not 
made in England antll the end of the cemury. In 
I483. upon the petition of the Engllsk craftsmen, 
the iicporlallon of playing card* was forbidden. 
By 1484. card playing had become an Important 
pan of tbe Chrialmaa feetivlties. at least among 
the oobllily, end It spread so ra;>ldly to the lower 
claanes that Henry VII In I4nfl iaened an edict 
forbidding their use to servants and apprenlicce 
except during the Cbrlalnia* hoihuyt.

Although the French gave to ns the familiar 
ralt signa and the flgures oa the "picture cards.’ 
tbe -qneer rastumee which we see on the kiagt. 
queens, and Jacks, when we pick ap unr hands, 
are English of the lime of Henry VII. The queer- 
looking leppeti over the queen's ear* are the 
aaaw kind as were worn hy tbe ladle« of Henry's 
eoart. although tbo wearing of ibeir crown* far 
back ea their heads did not beeoea* common 
aotll Qncen Kllaahetk'a time. The knnvaa with

battlements of a house” are like Ihe flgtirea which 
we see In the palntingt and lein-airies of that 
time. Incidentally, tbe meaning of the name for 
Ihit card has changed greatly through the years. 
In those days Ihe term of knave was used In the 
same way ua Ihe French varlet or valet and 
meant merely a son or young servant, luiter It 
came to inpun a rogue and from that meaning 
our present term. Jack, la supposed to have come. 
It was prolmhiy Jackana|>e8, originally, which wai 
derived from Jurka-iiatiies. “nnl|iea” being the 
jSpunlsIi word for ennia.

Card playing grew In great favor In England 
during the reign of Henry VII and the king him­
self was an addict. Among his private expenses 
are several entries for money at cards, ilia 
daughter was also a fan and of James IV and his 
bride it is written; “ the Kynge came prlvly to the 
auld castell and entered within the chammer with 
a small coniiutny where he found the (Jueene 
playing at C'artles." When English royalty was 
overthniwn and the commonwealth came Into 
power cardplaying fell under the stern displeasure 
of the I’urilana. But und^r the gay rule of 
Charles II it was again In favor. Moreover, be­
sides the playing cards with the conventional 
suit signs we find many other early English card* 
hearing curious pictures, political satlree of the 
dny which served much the same purpose as the 
cartoons and comic atriiie of the present time. In 
view of the recent revival of the Beggar's Opera 
In this country It Is Interesting tt note that one 
pack of English playing cards was adorned with 
songs from that | famous compusition. (Figure 
No. 0.) It is also curious to And that, despite the 
Turltan disapproval of playing cards, one of the 
well-known card makers of that period was L. 
Ilewson. who was a son of Cromwell's general 
"Hewson, the cobbler.”

The practice of printing upon the cards many 
other things besides tbe flgures of the various 
suits bad a greut vogue In Eurni>e during that 
time For Instance Cardinal Matarin, In an 
effort to interest (he young prince, who later be­
came Iu>uis XIV, In Ills studies, at ranged for sev­
eral sets of playing cards, each bearlag Mime 
geographical or historical Information. One set 
was Dlusirated w'th the pictures of famous 
queens and short biographical sketches and an­
other with symliolical flgures of the different 
countries and a short detuTlptlon of that country. 
There was also a heraldic series illustraitng the 
various coats-of-arma of the Dobtllty, another 
Illustrating the famous military operations of 
the period and another adorned with various 
m.vUiologlcHl flgures. Among the English cards of 
this iieriiMl were some In which the different suits 
>Mire the portralta of kings and queens of vaiions 
cxmtiiriea. Another waa devoted to Illustrated 
proverha; another to Aesop's fables, another 
showed scenes from the Monmonth Kebelllon and 
still another scene illustrative of the reign of 
Queen Anne. This practice continued down to 
the Nineteenth century. One aet of French cards 
made In 1814 reflected the wsr-llke spirit of the 
Napoleonic era (Figure 3). being Illustrated, pic­
tures of soldiers upon whose baunera appeared 
the suit signs nd numbers. Another set of 1830 
bore tbe luaslc of famous dances of th* time and 
Btlll another of that period showed th* work of 
famous caricaturists. ’The aame thing was being 
done In England where the playing cards bore 
such designs ae money tables, the multipllcttlun 
tables. maiw of the varions countries, tbe signs 
of Ihe Zodiac, portraits of all tiM kings of EJng- 
land and rariona other edncailoaal fealurea.

Since England heenme a card-playing astioo 
within a comparatively short time after playing 
cards were introduced Into that country, it was 
only natural her colonies should follow the lead 
of the mother country. Ko Agierira. too, has be­

SFXTIETART of the Treasury Mel 
Ion annonnced that the treasury

BO was Slft.vntaMS'O. Actual reduc­
tion In the public debt during the year 
waa t873.0UU.nnn. The aurplua would 
hare warranted a total reductloij of 
approximately ITS.t.uon.nuO. the addl 
tioual amount being carried temporär- 
Uy aa an Increase In the net balance 
In the general fund.

The aurplua waa accounted for 
largely by the uncxpecte<lly large in­
come tax recelpta In March and June 
of thla year baaotl on abnormal prolfta 
from alock atieciilatlona during the 
year 1U2S. The hage UfJS earnings 
nlll be further reflected In the Sep­
tember atid Itei'ember Income tax pay­
ments. The surplus for the calend.ir 
year 1IK3) may easily exceed tlKiO.ntSI.- 
OUO. unless It Is greatly cut down by 
IcHua under llie farm relief act, for 
which Slf>0.nu0.000 already baa been 
•liproprtated-

Kollowlng Secretary Mellon’s stale- 
oient, rreshlent lloorer made It 
known that “careful study" was being 
made of the question of further re<luo- 
tlon of federal taxes, and It waa In­
ferred that he probably would recom­
mend another cut In hla l*e«emher 
message to congress.

Cho- | 
taro Murakna, who commanded the 1 
Japanese army In Manchuria at ths i 
time of the aasassinatlon, has Just 
been relegated to the reserve list with­
out being promoted to the rank of a 
full general; he was succeeded by Gen. 
Eitaro Hats.

Tanaka also was blamed for bad 
handling of the ratification of the Kel­
logg peace pact, which was accom­
plished a few days aga It waa said 
he permitted too much opposition to 
develop. Just before resigning Tanaka 
and some of the cabinet members 
were decorated with honorary ImperlaJ 
orders.

O H IN A  la planning to make Itself a 
sea power of considerable Import­

ance and will develop a modem naval 
base on the Chekiang river. The Na­
tionalist government announces that 
It has signed an agreement with Great 
Britain providing for the training of 
Chinese naval cadets In England and 
has engaged a British naval mission to 
assist In the development of Its navy. 
It is understood that British shipyards 
will receive eontract.s for the build­
ing of Chinese warships. Most of 
China’s war vessels were bought from 
England and Germany 20 years ago, 
hut she has lately built a good-sized 
fleet of light craft In her own ship­
yards. Id KKl? Prealdent Chiang Kal- 
aliek said It waa Chinn's Intention not 
to be bound by any agreements per­
taining to naval Itmltatton which th* 
powera might make.

"Centleiiien.“ I replied. "1 hove Just 
. now resletl the safely of my ship on 
Captain klnllen’s word. You are all 
ship masters. You know s cs(>liiln a 
duty to the vessel he communds Very 
well, I know that Caiiisln Mullen's 
word Is giKid. I have taken the oth­
ers of you el your word, and you have 
not failed me. But Caiilnin l«coq 
broke hit word, ('an I trust him not 
to break ll again?“

They argued so hard h»r their on- 
forlunaie fellow skipper ihui I tlnoliy 
gave la. After all even II he did break 
hit word again and tell of the rmsllion 
of my magaxlnea. It did not necessa­
rily mean disaster. I made him sign 
a promise and made the other cap­
tains sign as witnesses to tils prom­
ise. Then I gave orders that be 
should go with the rest.

We puld onr prisoners off. Just at 
If they had been working for us. Hack 
received wages fot the time he had 
spent atjosrd. and each was pnid fur 
the sage he ortllnsrlly received from 
hla shipowner. By Joe. that made 
them happy. We had a linai benqiiel. 
The sailors feasted In their quarters. 
I entertained Ihe olllcers and ladln 
In my cabin. Toasts of cliampngne 
were drunk and at Ihe end tliere were 

’ cordial handaliakes. We transferred 
the crowd to Ihe Camhronne In boat 
loads, and each boat, as ll pushed oft. 
gave three cheere for the Seeiidler.

We had been sway from |airi tor 
eight weeks and had sunk eleven re* 
sels. repreaeiiling a total of more tlian 
forty thousand tons of allied shipping 
The Atlantic bad given i»s Its share. 
Now to the I’acHIc. And Cud save 
ua from the cruisers
