It is all of this and much more which this
new biography of Jefferson reveals. But most im-
portant is the development of the thesis that

Thomas Jefferson was “the apostle of Ameri-
canism”™ and that he was the only original polit-
feal thinker that this nation has produced, The
conventional view of the origin of Jefferson's
political theories is that they were French, he-
cause of his residence In France at one time and
because, as secretary of state, Vice President and
President, he viewed with sympathetic interest
the French revolt against menarchy and the
French struggle toward liberty just as he sympa-
thized with all struggles for liberty.

Doctor Chinard's book shows that JefTerson's
principles were fixed long before the outhreak
of the French Revolution and that, althougzh he
undoubtedly drew some of his [deas from French
sources, much of his jolitical theory goes back
to British political philosophers, notably the
English Locke and the Scotch Kames. Even this
does not Invalidate Jefferson's claim to having
been an original thinker and a great political
philosopher in his own right, as Doctor Chinard
brings forth Innumerable documents to prove,

The development of that philosophy had its be-
ginning in the reading which the young Vir-
ginian had done during the first 30 years of his
life, during which time, according to Doctor
Chinard, “he never ceased, unknowingly as it
were, to prepare himself for the great part he was
to play.” Then, says the blographer in the Intro-
duction to his book:

When the call eame he was ready. The ldeas ex-
presred in the Declaration of Independence were
common property, but thair felcitous wording was
not due to a sudden and feverish Inspiration. The
young Virginian expressed only the definite con-
clusions he had slowly reached in reading the his.
torians and the old lawyers. The principles there
proclaimed were not abstract and a priori prin-
ciples; they were distinetly the principles that had
ed his Saxon forefathers in their “settlement”
ingland. They were the legitimate inheritance
of their descendants and continuators who had
brought over with them to America the right of
their ancestors to settle in sparsely Iinhabited land,
there to live freely and happily under institutions
chosen by themselves. . . This was the true
background of the Declaration of Independence, the
background of Jeffersonian democracy—a curious
Justification of the ploneer spirit by a student of
history who cared little for abstract reasoning and
philosophical constructions,

Thus far the national consclousness of Thomas
Jeflerson had been gomewhat hazy. Born In Vir-
ginla and Intensely devoted to the 0l2 Dominion,
he had never left his native habitat until he was
sent as a delegate to congress. There only did he
realize the divergences of the different colonles and
the imperious necessity for them to organize their
life and to agree to some sort of a4 permanent coms-

pact. No dealings with foreign nations could be
transacted, no efficient measures of protection
against the common foe could be devised, unless

the several states were held together by some sort
of a common bond and had achleved some sort of
unity While the Articles of Confederation were
being discussed, he puzzled over the essences and
meaning of those “natural rights” so often men-
tioned in the different comrmittees on which he sat.

The great obstacle to such an isolation was for-
eign commerce, for Jefferson clearly understood
that economic and commaercial bonds or dependence
would necessarily entall political bonds and po-
litical dependence. America was to live in her own
world, to pay her debts as soon as possible, to be-
come industrially independent of Europe, to manu-
facture at home enough for her own consumption
“and no more” She was also to seize every op-
portunity to eliminate dangerous neighbors, not
that she really coveted any territory or colony held
by foreign powers, not that she needed new land
for a surplus of population; but she could not keep
out of Kuropean polities if Europe remained at her
doors and used her colonies as a “fulerum for her
intrigues™ . .

In an unpuMished document which Doctor
Chinard discovered 1a the Library of Congress,
Jefferson had set down the result of those medi-
tations, First, he established a distinction be-

tween the fundamentsl natural rights which the
individual can exercise by bimself and another

And Jefferson bhelleved
that only by avoiding any entanglement with
European politics could America fulfill her des-
tiny, says Chinard, who continues:

Having removed all causes for forelgn frictions
and aggressions, America would be free to develop
along her own lines. She was to remain for long
years to come an agricultural nation; she would
grow towards the West by attaching to herself
new territories as thelr population increased, The
federal government was to retain a minimum of
pewer and attributions It was to be carefully
and constantly watched for fear of concentrating
too much power in a few,hands and in one place,
Federal legisiation was to be kept down, for the
more laws, the worse the republic o & .08
was desirable and necessary to preserve the maln
principles embodied in the Constitution In so far
as they expressed the permanent and inalienable
rights of the people and the states, but sach gen-
eration had a right to determine anew the detalls
of the legislation and how they chose to be gov-
erned. The different articles adopted in 1787 were
not to be considered as sacred as the Tables of the

Law, they were the work of fallible and changing |

human beings, and the essence of the American

government did not rest on a written document but |

on the dispositions of the individual citizens and
an enlightened public opinlon

This being the case It became necessary to pre-
pare each citizen for the part he was called upon
to play in the life of the country. The great mass
of the American people had a “cool common sense™
and a certain degree of instruction which fitted all
of them to do certaln things, but not everything.
A farmer could not overnight and by virtue of the
popular cholce become qualified to judge

legal points, to settle complicated economie prob- |

lems or to conduct difficult diplomatie negotintions
with foreign courts. All this required more than
ordinary common sense and ordinary education:
the country needed leader and experts to be care-
fully trained in special Institutions—in a national
university or, if this proved impossible, in state
universities. As to the great mass of the common
people, they could be trusted to judge of the facts
and to it on a jury; they were also good judges
of men and properly could choose between candi-
dates for the different offices, A free press would
keep them informed of the conduct of the men thus
selected; primary and gecondary schools would help
in the diffusion of knowledge, and enlightened self.
interest would prevent them at any time from mak-
ing grievous mistakes.

Such was the politieal philosophy of Thomas
Jefferson and his stating of its principles and his
exposition of them during his public career is
umple justification for conferring upon him the
title of “Apostle of Americanism.” For, as
Chinard sums it up, “Whatever may be the short-
comings of this political philosophy, It was dis-
tinctly an American doctrine; one eannot imagine
it to have originated in any Furopean country,
for what would have been a Utopian and chimer-
ical dream In the Old world was within the
reach of man In America, Whether it corresponds
to present conditions Is still another question;
it is nevertheless true that by emphasizing the
uniqueness of America and the political superl-
ority of his native land for more than fifty years,
Thomas Jefferson did more than any other man
of his generation to formulate the creed of Amers
feanism. The man who was accused of being
denationalized stands as the most Integrally and
truly American among his contemporaries.”

And that is why the birthday of Thomas Jef.
ferson should have more significance for Ameri-
cans than it now has and why his countrymen
might well look with favor upon a movement al-
ready under way for celebrnting April 13 as a na-
tional haliday along with February 12 and Feb-
ruary 22, The American pantheon, dedicated to
the man whose leadership made It possible for
the American natlon to be and to the man who
saved that nation, should have a place for the
man who made Americans conscious of their lib-
erties (n and thelir guties to that uation.
