The pilgrims will he met In New York by army
officers, mostly captains and lieutenants who have
been detalled to stay with the groups. The pil-
grims will be housed in firstclass hotels. Nine
dollars and fifty cents a day is allowed per person
in New York. They will stay In New York over-
night and the Gold Star JMothers organization will
entertain each group the day after they arrive
and before they embark. They will sail on Amer-
lean ships and go first class. Bverything will be
paid for them, from stewards to steamer rugs.

Arrived In Cherbourg the mothers will be met
by officers who will conduct them to Paris, where
they will stay two dovs, The groups on the ships
will be arranged by stutes and by cemeteries. As
they arrive they will be broken up Inte units of
25, each forming & busload. From then on each
unit will be in charge’ of an officer who will stay
with them until they re-embark.

The war mothers of France are preparing a
warm welcome for them. General Gourand, com-
manding the military district of Paris, will pat
himself at thei- disposal. There will he visits by
groups to the grave of the Unknown Soldier and
to the Suresnes cemetery, “the Arlington of
France,” which Is on the edge of Paris, a place
of surpassing heauty. Priests, rabbis and Prot-
estant ministers will be avallable. American nurses
will attend them and the doors of the American
hospital will swing open to any who need treat-
ment,

Not only will it be an Immense project to take
these mothers to Europe, but It was an almmost
equally stupendous task to search out the mothers
of the 30000 American soldlers who are buried
in France, Belgium and Enagland—mostly in
Frauce, There had been no occasion for locating
these mothers until the present legislation was
passed. The quartermaster corps started with the
name of the next of kin which was given by each
man when he went Intagthe army. It wrote 30,000
letters to the addresses given, Owt of every 108
sent, forty came back uncinimed, Theose who had
been set down as next of kin had died. or moved
away, or otherwise disappeared during the twelve
or thirteen years that had passed since they were
last heard from.

But 60 per cent of the next-of-kin letters
brought answers. Of mothers of those who had
died abroad, less than half were stil]l alive. Of
wives of these who had died abroad there were
many who had married again and so became Inell.

Trees, flowers and
shrubs contribute to the beauty and peaceful at-
mosphere, At each of the American cemeteries
there 1s a caretaker, a World war veteran, who
by reason of his own experience, (s able to meet
with proper understanding those who come to
visit the graves. Each cemetery has its chapel
and In nearly all the hostess houses have been
completed.

The Meuse-Argonne cemetery at Romagne, near
Verdun, which is the largest of all the American
cemeteries in Europe and wherein 14,167 Ameri-
can soldier dead are buried, Is approximately 150
miles by bus from Paris. A hostess housé Is main-
tained in this cemetery for the convenience of
those visitors who desire to stay overnight, or to
remain several days,

In the St. Mihiel cemetery 4,148 soldier dead
Ile buried. It Is located near the small town of
Thiaucourt, whose population is about 1.200, In
the department of the Aisné. Si Mihlel (s ap-
proximately 70 miles from Parls, 25 miles from
Metz and 30 miles from Nancy.

The Olse-Alsne cemetery, where 5902 Amerlcan
soldier dead are buried, is in the department ef
the Alsne, approximately 65 miles from Paris.
