In July of in.ti> the Vrbella was Joined hy six 
other shl[>s brinylny some Tuu more colnnlsts and 
In August it was decided to more the colony from 
Salem to Charlestowrn and the next month, hav­
ing found the water supply there poor they moved 
to the [lenlnaula whlrh lay to the south and west 
of Charleatown. There the city of itoatun was 
founded, so another high spot In the tercentenary 
celebration will be “ Boaton Week," September 
14 to 20 of til's ye.or. the seventeenth being the 
dale for the pn.-iripii| celebration since It was 
on Hint date thnt Ihe (Jeneral Court of Win- 
Ihrop's colony t<wik Ihe a>tlon that officially or- 
yanlred Boston. Incidentally one part of the cele- 
lirullon will he the dedication of a memorial on 
Boxlori Common to WInthrop and to William Blax- 
ton. Ihe first wldte settler of that historic si»ot.

It would he InipoKsIhle in the limits of tills arti­
cle to list all of the events In MasHaclitihetts his­
tory whhh will tie reculliHl duriiiy the many cele- 
hraiiona whn-h make up the ohservnnre of her 
tercentenary this year, nor to name all of her 
great nan who had a part In that history. If  It 
could tie done at all hriefly. It Is douhtfiil If It 
could lie aiToniplished heiter than It has been 
done In the words of a disllnyiilshed historian, 
now a cltlxen of MassnehusettA— I'rof. Allierl 
Busl.nell Hart of Harvard university. Writing an 
article for a Massachusetts paper, the ITainbrldye 
Trlliune, eiiriy this year under the title of “Why 
Maswarhusetts?", Profe.siior Hart suniiiiarlxed well 
the glory of the old liny slate's record In our 
national annals and the lntere.st which Ihe ter- 
• enteiiary has for all Americana. A part of hla 
arllcle follows :

Al the start. If a pcr«i.n or a community has 
lasle<l to s three liii;ii|reilih hirthilay the pre­
sumption Is that soiiieiMiig must h .iie  lieen 
dtHie ill the interval, lleiii-e. Ihe pro(Meed ter- 
ceniet niiil does not ine:in an alien ,it lo re­
vive Ihe exiierleiices of 11130. nor to mntent 
Itself with a movie of what Massacliuaells la 
today. Wa are proud of our stale— for all the 
heroic deeds and fraud couceptloiia and mag- 
nlflcent results which have studded the his­
tory of the commonwealtb during three 
cenlDrieo.

We are entllled to be proud of the physical 
anbstratom of Maasarhuaetts, “I love Ihy 
racks and rilla. Thy woods and tempted htlla." 
The children of the soli hava long been ac- 
qnalnled with ibe many heautlfnl scenes of 
seashore and river and plain and mountain; 
and of late our neighbors. In Blares less scea- 
Irally fortunate, are rediscovering the same 
thing. The Indeoled roast, with Its (wo nip- 
perjaw ca|iea. la the delight of Ibe yarbls- 
maa. the Oshermaa and tha bathing person, 
o a r hill villages ara being rapidly gobbled ap 
becauae of their pictureegoeaeee of olto and 
view, besides which Maaaaebasetu la a Haaoa 
la geography. Maes oar raraiad booada aace

ifretched a trenchant shai 
rivers and (ilaiiis and Uim- 
the I’arlflc.

Masaarliusetts wns a full-yrown colony, 
tbomblrig Ita nose (in a strictly coiislilutlonal 
manner) at the royal yoveriinient In Knyland, 
while New York and New Jersey and l*eimKyl- 
vanla and the Carolliius were still all back 
aettlemeiit. Hence, Mussiichusetts waa able 
te ralae a crop of .American italesmen before 
tbe IJvIngHtons and the I’enns and the IMnck- 
oeys and the Itutleilyes had begun to bloom. 
What a rich mouthful Is the list of .Massachn- 
aatta men who have become part of the na- 
tioaal history of the ('aite<l States I Bold 
John Smith and winning William llradfortl, 
and peppery, but etticleat. .Myles Standlsb; 
John WInthrop and John Kinllcott and Oov> 
emor Dudle.v, Parson t'otiun and President 
Increase Mather, and the vast-iiiindeil t'ottoo 
Mather, Anne llutcbinson (the flrst woiiian In 
America to start a wonmn's club)—she needed 
DO man to tell her mind: .Ann Bradstreet, tho 
poetess; Jonathan l-lilwards, whose sermons 
were thnnght hy his parishioners to ho a 
"Hell of a preaching"; Sir William Phipa, 
the treature-flnder; and Agnes Surrliiye, tho 
treasure found; governors and coiinsellora, 
and ensigns and military conimanders—all 
these stud the history of the future United 
States In the pre-<'oloniiil period.

The American Itevoluthm really heyaa la 
the struggles of the centleinen of the yetieral 
court with the royal governors all the way 
along from the charter of liKn and the atring 
of royal governors from Ciiv. .Sir William  
Phips to tiovernor Cencral liaye. Other colo­
nial legishiturea expressed llielr minila to and 
at their royal governors, es|ieclall.v In Vir­
ginia ; hut the cyclone of the UeroliiMoD flrst 
blew- with violence In Massucliusetls. and 
never stoi>ped blowing niitll .Mussachusetta 
waa a state of the old Thirteen.

Uaas“chusetts asserts no pre-eminence Ih 
that great moveinenl vvhich begun the polltl- 
cal transforiiiatioii of mankind; hut In tha 
cooncils of the Continental congress, side by 
side with Jefferson of Virginia and Kninkltn 
of Pennsylvania, and Pinckney of South Caro- 
llna, and UriiiysioD of .New York, glitter tba 
names of the Iniinortnl siH-oiid-i-oiisln twln^ 
John Adams and Siiintiel Aihinis. of Hancock 
and AVarren, of llery old '•pun.' and Manley, 
flrst commander of a niitlonal aidp of war. 
Tbe new lilclionary of Aiiiericnn Biography 
could not do hiialiiiws without that couple of 
hundred notidile nundier of Massarhiisetts 
names in the galaxy of the Uevolutlon; not 
men only— Abigail Adams nnd .Mercy Warrea 
and other lovely nnd dlsiingnlsheil Massarhn- 
eetta women. Abigail Adanis had decided 
views as to the capacity of the female mind 
to enniprelicnd politlea. and as to the dra­
matical question whether all men are created 
free and equal. Included the female part of 
mankind. From s<inie of those strong minded 
ladles were descended the Intrepid leaders of 
tha woman suffrage raoveiiient, eKpectally 
Blixabeth Cady Stanton.

Boma of the original states, prominent lo 
Ibe HevoluMonary iieriod. rsn out of timber 
after Ibe Constitutional (leriod. but stalenmaa 
aad other national leaders coallaued to Mos- 
Bom and fruit on tba Mussachusetta trae.

London Naval Treaty Will 
Be Dealt With by Senate 

in Special Session.

D  ATIFICA TIO .V  or rejection of the 
London narai treaty will be nc- 

tonpllihed by the aenate Id a i|w>c<al 
session, to bs ealle<l by I ’reaiilent 
Boo Ter Immediately after the adjoum- 
Ment of congress about June IS This 
was the plan decided upon by majority 
leaders of the senate and bouse with 
the approral of the President. It was 
considered best for roncreas to fo  
abend with the business before It. 
complete that and adjourn without 
taking up the treaty. The house lead­
ers said they were ready to set a date 
for ending the session as soon as the 
senate was prepared for such a steti.

Opposition fo hasty action on the 
treaty, by opponents of the part, and 
a desire on the part of memtiers of 
the house to get through and go home 
were two of the major reasons hir 
the decision reache.1. President 
floorer's announcement that he In­
tended to call s s|>ecial sess:on. if 
Beceesary. to Insure early action on 
tbs treaty was a principal factor.

Renators Johnson of California and 
H als of Milne, leaders of the np|se 
Bitlon, wers especlnlly rehement In 
their objections to what they called 
• a  attempt to railroad the pact through 
the aenate by administration senators, 
fa d e r  the program adopted, the tariff, 
rtrers aj>d harbors, omnibus and ret- 
arant bllla will be seted on in tbe 
acnsis before congress sdjounis.

More members of the nsvy general 
hoard and other high officers of the 
BSTy sppesred before the senate com­
mittee on foreign relations and naral 
affairs to tell why they consider the 
London treaty dangeroiis f<ir the 
fa lted  States.
