After the Ilevolutlon Molly lived for some years 
In an old guard house hull! by Hessiana taken 
prlaoiier at the battle of Trenton. Then she roovnl 
bark to Carlisle ind. her bualiand having died, 
she marrieil another veteran of the Kevolutioo. 
(ieorge McKolly or Mvt'auley. Both names are 
recorded on the ('arllale inonument aa are her 
two previous names, l.udwig and Hays. The date 
o f her death, as Is the case with the date of her 
birth. Is In dispute. One account Bays she died 
In January, 1833, but the Carlisle monument, 
which gives her birth as (k-toher 13, 1744 (Instead 
o f 1754, as the New Jersey tradition has It) gives 
the date of her death as January 22, 1832.

The other famous Molly o f the Rerolutinn waa 
Margaret Corbin who followed her busband, John 
Corliln.'to the war and stiHid at bis side when he 
waa killed while serving his cannon at Ihe battle 
o f Fort Washington on November 10, 1770. She 
Imiueillately leaned over, took the ramrod from 
his dead band and continued ttb serve the gun 
until she was severely woundeil when a charge 
o f grapeshot tore away |uirt of her breast and 
almost severed her arm. Site was taken prisoner 
by tbe Brillsh when Fort Washington fell, then 
paroled to lieneral tlreene at Fort t.ee and later 
was sent on to I'hlladelpliiu vsith the woundeil.

I'miuunted by this experience, “Captain Mollle," 
as she was now known hy tlie soldiers in the 
Continental army, enlisted In an Invalid regiment, 
was aeiit lo West I'oliit and reinuined with her 
unit there unlll niustereil out of service In April, 
17S3. I f you visit the cemetery of the L'nileil 
States Military academy al West Point today, 
you will find there a monumeni which bears the 
follovs'lng iDscriplion: "In Memory o f Margaret 
Corliin, a Heroine of the Itevolutiun known as 
'Captain Motile.' 1751-I8UU. Who al the Battle 
of Fort Washington, New Y’ork City, when her 
husliiind. John Corbin, was killed, kept hla field 
piece In action until severely wounded and (here­
after by act of congress received half the pay 
and allowance of ‘A Soldier In Hie Service.' She 
lived, died and was buried on the Hudson river 
bank near the village now railed Highland Falls. 
In appreciation o i l ie r  deeils for the cause of lib­
erty and lhal ber heroism msy not be forgotten, 
her dust was moved to this siiot and the roemurial 
erecteil by (he National Koclety of the Itanghters 
o f the Aineriian Kevolutlon In New Y’ork State, 
lir j«."

No less a person than .Mary A. Livermore, 
famous for ber connection wllh the hospitals and 
relief work o f the Sanitary cnmniiaslun during the 
Civil war, la authority fur the statement that (he 
number of women suldibra In service In that war' 
was "little less than (our bundreil. 1 cannot 
vsneb fur the correctness of this estimate, bat t 
am ceavlaccd that a larger number of women 
dltgnlvad theraaelvea and enlisted in the servica,

SCENIC 
PLAYGROUNDS 

OF AMERICA
By O. M. IILBOUBN

R o a d  R u n n er  U n ch a n g e d

F ro m  P le U to c e n e  T im e ?
The long-legged mad runner, a bird 

whose habitat Is In .the southwestern 
part of the L'clted States, has resisted 
evolutionary tendencies and remained 
practically unchanged since Pleisto­
cene time, perhaps lOO.OIIO years ago, 
according to a University o f Califor­
nia graduate after a careful coropar- 
Iton of the long-legged r<|ad runner 
with those of atmilar birds found In 
the rielitocene tar beds o f Kanebo 
La Brea, Los Angeles.

The study was made by I-eIgh Ma­
rian I-arson from specimens famished 
by the University of California mn- 
seum of vertebrate xooingy and by Dr. 
l,oye Miller, professor o f biology at 
the University o f California, at Los 
Angeles.

In explanation of the problem pre­
sented by the road runner, Mr. Larson 
says:

"It may be assumed that the modem 
mad runner Is the result of a marked 
change from the remote common rttekoo 
ancestry by gradually increasing leg 
development with a corresponding re­
duction of the wigg elements. Al­
though Pleistocene Is relatively close 
to us geologically, there have been 
faunal changes since then, and In 
tome Instances. It Is Judged by some 
students, evolutionary changes. The 
bird branch of the theoretical evolu­
tionary tree was the latest group to 
separate from the reptilian stock, and 
ao the evolutionary history of birds la 
comparailvely late. A degree o f change 
since Pleistocene might therefore be a 
logical preaumption, and It has been 
pmffered In some Instances.

“ With reference to the road runner, 
then, certain questions come to mind. 
First, whether the Pleistocene road 
runner had more powerful and there^ 
fore more useful wings, and less de­
veloped legs, than the road runner of 
the present time! Second, has the 
road runner carried on further devel­
opment since Pleistocene, or has It 
been a perfectly stable form for some 
100,000 years!"— Boston Herald.
