Germanium and Arsenic

Found in Meteorites

Arsenic, favorite of poisoners
germanium, a rare element that
been used in the treatment of anemia,
are both present in some meteorites
that fall to the earth from the skies
Dr. Jacob Papish and Zaida M. Han
ford, Cornell university chemists, re
port on results of a series of analyses
of six meteorites. Traces of germa.
nium were found in all of them, while
small amounts of both germanium
and arsenic were actually extracted
from two,

The meteorites were studied by
placing portions of them in an electric
arc and studying the light from the
arc with a Certain
lines, known to be due to germanium
were clearly apparent in all the
mens  studied By a
chemical treatment, which
with distillation of hydrochloric acid
In which the meteorites had been dis
solved, perceptible amounts of ar
senic and germanium were extracted
from one that fell in Mexico and an
other that fell in Canada.

Up to the present, the only place
outside the earth in which germa.-
nium has been located is in the outer
