HOW TO COOK RABBIT

THE HEDLEY INFORMER

HERE are few people who do not

like the gamey tlavor of wild
things. However, the following recipes
may be used for the tame rabblt as
well. For those fortunate enough to
have several rabbits on hand and who
wish to keep them for later use, the
following is a good recipe:

Pickled Rabbit.

Prepare the rabbit as for roasting
Place In a stone crock or Jar and cover
with one pint each of vinegar and
water, one onlom (into which stick
three cloves), two bayleaves, half
dozen allspice, one dozen pepper corns,
one dozen chill peppers cut |ato
halves. Let the rabbit remain in this
liquid for three days, turning It occa-
sionally. Drain and stew it, or briise
it. To braise it cut one-eighth pound
of salt pork Into slices to cover the
bottom of the baking pan. Place sliced
onlon, carrot and turnip and celery
over the pork. Lay the meat on this
and dredge with seasoned flour, Cover
and bake one-half hour in a moderate
oven. [Pour one pine of stock over
the meat, dredge again with flour, salt
and pepper. Cook very slowly closely
covered for two hours or longer. Dur-
ing the last half hour cook uncovered
to brown the meat. Serve on a hot
platter. Strain a portion of the gravy
over the rabbit and the rest; serve In
a gravy boat. Keep the pan from
the bottom of the oven with a grate
or ring all during the cooking.

Belgian Hare.

Clean and split a hare, season with
salt_and pepper and lard with strips
of fat salt pork across the back and
the legs. Place In a baking pan with
a small amount of bhrown stock and
carrot, onion and celery cooked In a
little fat. Baste the hare often with
the stock in the pan and bake forty-
five minutes. Add one cupful of cream,
the juice of a lemon and one table
spoonful of cornstarch made smooth
with cold water. Baste and cook twen-
ty minutes longer, then serve the
sauce, strained.

HENCH Morocco Is becoming oil
Fcunm'luus. Preliminary borings
near the town of Mekinex have
shown such promise that modern

machinery which will drill to great
depths has been ordered

French Moroeco, though streaked
with the rugged heights of both the
High Atlas and the Antl-Atlas moun-

tains, and dotted with vast dry plains
and deserts which give a large part of
its area a forbidding aspect, has sev-
ernl large citles of great commereial
and political importance in northern
Africa.

Casablanca and Rabat are the lead-
ing coast towns and handle a large
part of the colony’s sea trade, Casa-
blanca was founded by the Portuguese
ahout a decade before Columbus dis
covered Aqueriea, but the newcomers
held it onl} a short time until the na-
tives routed them and set up a Moslem
stronghold. Casablanea was occupled
by the French in 1907 and began Im-
provements that have made It the
show eity of Morocco,

From a city with a population equal

to that of Elgin, I, Casablanca has
grewn by leaps and bounds until it
now has nearly as many Inhabitants
as Kansas Oity, Mo, he pedestrian
i’(-unld easlly imagine himself in a
dnropean city were It not for the Afrl
{ eans of — midnight black, chocolate

| hrown and tan complexions.

One-half
the inhabitants are Moslems; slightly
more than a third are French, Span-
ish and Italian, and other Europeans,
and the rest are Jews,

The price of a room In one of Casa-
blanca's hotels not only affords Euro
pean comforts but also the equivalent
of a ring-side circus seat. An antomo-
bile rolls by with a prosperous French
business man or a fex-hedecked Turk-
ish merchant; wealthy shelks stroll
nlong In their flowing white garments
and tightly wound turbans, holding
each others' hands; dignified French
officers in medal-hedecked uniforms
are ousted from the paths of little
malnladen donkeys with harefoot
Moors astride, and now and then,
plodding along In awkward fashion,
three or four moth-eaten, end chewing
eamels pass hy, often followed closely
by a small future “ship of the desert.”

Thickly sprinkled among this seeth-
ing mass of humanity of various
breeds and hlends, are the ever-pres-
ent noisg street hawkers, darting here
and there with their home-made rugs,
sweetmeats, hammered brassware, and
“whatnots™

Bad Marbor Was Made Safe.

Why France poured a fortune into
Casablanca was a mystery to Europe,
It had one of the worst natural har-
bors on the coast. The low, rocky
shore Ilay open to the strong west
winds and the lashing waves of the
Atlantle. No river runs through the
city to the ocean. But the appropria-
tion was partly used for the ednstrnes
tion of hreakwaters and harbor Im-
provements that have been dom-
inant factors In the city's development
to the second largest eity In the pro-
tectorate, Ocean-going vessels that
anchored perilously off the coast can
enter Casahlanca's port today,

Casablanea also bas electrie lights
and power and modern water works.
Rallroads now connect the eity with
Moroceo, (Marrakesh) the capital of
thé protectorate and North African
points, Dally air service Is maintained

Native Rabat s another story.
Sauvat houses line the narrow streets,
From the mosque tower the muezzin
calls the faithiul te prayer. Tue
baned Arabs of the Benl Hassan tribe,
Berbers from the hills and negroes
file through the bazaars. Heavily
velled women travel silently through
the crooked streets. The plaintive,
barbaric walling, which the Moroceans |
eall musie, may be heard at all times
during the day. Groups of the sick
and the deformed, ciad in dirty white |
rags, sit in the streets of the baxz
begging alms from the passers-hy,

Native Rabat Is Picturesque. |

The souks or bazaars of Rabat are
as famous as thelr wares, red and
yellow leather boots, pottery, and the |
rugs which the Rabatl women weave
In their homes and color with vege-
table dyes. These rugs, when new, |
are a little (0o brilliant for Western |
taste but they fade into a pale, hlll\i
monlous blending of colors with wear, |

There is slight demand for chairs |
or knives and forks In the souks,
Chairs are used only by the stiff
legged Christian tourists who visit the
city and Kknives and forks are not
necessary to eat couscous, the I(-pla
viand of the Moroecan menl. Couscous
is made with flour and meat nndl
vegetables, and tastes not unlike the
American dish of dumplings coode’
with meat. It Is served In a big pot |
and everyone sticks In his hand and |
brings forth his pertion in three fin- |
gers. To use four fingers or l'oi
fingers Is extremely bad manners, |
Morocean etiguette demands three,

Because of its mild climate, Rabat
Is a favorite residence of the present
Sultan of Morocco, SidI Mohammed,
who has other palaces In Fez, Mekines
and Marrakesh,

Marrakesh and Fez are the out- |
standing inland cities. Marrakesh is |
one of the busiest marts in French |
Moroceo. An almost constant stream
of camel and donkey carmvans passes
through the city gates where traders
meet each other and also the loeal |
wool and leather merchants, tanners, |
silk weavers, armorers and manuine- |
turers of agricultural lmplements,

In the Marrakesh Bazaars.

The bazaars In the narrow, dusty |
streets of the city ure thronged from |
dawn to dusk. In one street deeply
sunburned Berber men In lowlnc.!
white robes and turban-wound heads |
stand in groups while others blcter!
with sullen, bewhiskered shopkeepers
over the price of inexpensive mer
chandise. Silent, heavily-veiled Mos-
lem women peer into yarn and lll!
shops where red, yellow, green and
blue strands form colorful displays.

Fierce looking tribesmen from the
near-by Atlas mountains with fire-
arms protruding from their belts ap-
pear hypnotized by half-naked silk
spinners and dyers plying their trades
in congested stalls. Frightened black
slave men, stooped under back-break-
Ing loads, slink before the plercing
glances of their beturbaned masters.
Robust slave girls, with cumbersome
Jars balanced on their hips, cautiously
come and go without jJostling other
pedestrians of high caste. Vivacions
Berber women, vith homemade blan-
kets naccost dusty camel men fresh
from the outlying desert regions,

races watch metal workers hammer
copper, siiver and steel into plate and
receptacles of all kinds, between
shelves where finished articles of,
their labor glisten in the bright Afri-

named, 1 interjected
that “there was an
old sealawag.™

My Indian friend
smiled; “He was a
very brilliant orator”
he sald, and passed on
to another name, So |
I shall give Red |
Jucket's history as |
know it and let you
Judge for yourself.

Wihen the Seneca entered the Revoln
tlonary war, Red Jack t opposed the
move, but Joined with h's tribesmen on
the British side. An ofiicer, possibly
attracted by the eloquence of the In-
dian, gave him a red coat, and from
this he took his name. V. hen one coat |
wore out, he was given another, and |
this semi-uniform became the sign of |
the talkative Seneca. ‘

Red Jacket enjoyed nothing more |

than bharanguing his tribesmen, ex-
horting them to be b ave and fight |
boldly and well. Yet he led them in
retreat, and on one occasion, after |
promising to be In the thick of the i
baitle, he was found behind the melee, |
entting up a cow belonging to another |
Indian.

Brant named him Cow-killer, from
such exploits; Cornplanter told his
young wife to leave the coward: he
went merrily on his way, His gift for
oratory and a tenacious memory made
him valuable to his people In spite of
his worse qualities,

The fact that he wore a white man's

the white man's favor. “What have
we here? lhe exclalmed to a young
Indian who had been educated by the
white people; “You are neltber a white
man nor an Indian: for heaven's sake
tell us, what are you?" This fight
against the adoption of white customs
of any sort, he carried to great lengths.
Indeed, for an Indian to as much as
use a chair In his eabin was an In-
ecentive for Red Jacket's contemptu-

His fight against the white man's
virtues, however, did not extend fto
their vices, which he adopted with en-
thusiasm,

In spite of his propaganda azainst
churches and Industries, they gained
hold on the Seneca people. His con-
tinual opposition made him unpopular
with the white men and his own peo-
ple alike, and at last 26 leading chiefs
of the tribe signed a document depos-
fng him as chief. ~He was accnsed,
among other. things, of sending false-
hoods to the President ; of creating dis-
sention among his people; of stealing
their annuities from eorphans and
the old; and—worst crime of all in In-
dian eyes—of hiding a deer which he
had killed In time of famine, instead
of sharing It with his people. This
loss of power was later revoked.

Although he was doing what he
eould to thwart the Indian policy of
the United States, Red Jacket never-

theless became one of a delegation
which went to Philadelphia in 1792 to
vigit President Washington. The Pres-
ident gave Red Jacket a silver medal,
and this paradoxical Indian kept it as
“a treasure, wearing it proudly and
taking the best of care of it. It Is
hard to understand what thoughts
prompted this, dn the face of the
steady opposition te white man's rule
which he always showed.

Red Jacket's wife was one person
who measured wills against him and
won. He had threatened to leave her
if she joined the church. but In 1827
she and several neighbors became
Christians. Since he had made the
threat, he felt bound te earry It out,
and according!y left his wife and
plunged into a life of extreme dissipa-
tlon. After a few montha this began
to pall. He thought of his home, as
Bill Balley In the song “thought about
his pork chopa™ *“and back to the
house he went.”

His wife must have been fond of the
old sinner, for she took him back, but
she made It clear that there must be
no Interference with her new religion,
Red Jacket meéekly acquiesced. and it
18 said that sometimes he even alded
her in her religious duties,

It is a little difficuit to understand
this long-ago Indian in view of the
various lights s which he appears,
History has given him a contradictory
character, by turns heroic and ridie-
ulous, and always—to me, at least—
