Roosevelt Escapes Assassin's Bullets but Mayor Cermak 
Is Wounded—Senate Adopts Dry Repeal Reso­

lution bv Surprisingly Large Majority.

SHOT at flee tim es by an anarchist 
In Miami, President-E lect F ran k ­

lin D. Roosevelt narrow ly escaped be­
ing added to the list of Am erica's Illus­

trious victims of a s­
sassins. Not one of 
t h e  bullets struck 
him. but Mayor An­
ton Cermak of Chi­
cago. who was talking 
with Mr. Roosevelt, 
was seriously wound-

I ed. Two o ther men 
and two women In ttie 
throng th a t was gath­
ered In Bay Front 
l>ark to welcome the 
President-E lect a l s o  
were hit by the as­
sassin 's  bullets and It 

one of the  women
would not survive. Mr. Roosevelt 
had Just landed a f te r  his Ashing 
cruise, had uiade a b rief talk  to the 
thousands In the park and was being 
greeted by persona) friends when the
anarch ist, ldentlfled a s  Glusepiw Zan-
gara  o f Hackensack, N. J ,  fired a t 
him from  a distance of 20 feet. In 
th e  g reat excitem ent and turm oil Mr. 
Roosevelt rem ained calm and Insisted 
on taking Mr. Cermak to a hospital 
In his car. He rem ained over night 
on the  yacht Nourm ahal and visited 
the  wounded m ayor next morning be­
fore leaving by tra in  for New York.

All the  world was shocked by the 
a ttem pted  assassination  and messages 
o f congratu lation  on his escape poured 
In on Mr. Roosevelt, one of the  first 
received being from President Hoover. 
M rs Roosevelt heard the news as she 
re tu rned  home from a club where she 
had made an address. Her only com­
m ent on learning that her husband 
w as not Injured w as: “1 am thank­
ful." She did not change her plans, 
which took her next day to  Utica to 
speak a t a borne and farm  week cele­
bration.

Secret service operatives In Miami 
said Zangara. the asaasstn. was a mem­
ber of an anarchist group of P a ter­
son, N. J ,  and that he declared be 
had no accomplices, acting entirely  on 
h is own Initiative. Im m ediate steps 
tow ard his tria l were taken, but the 
au tho rities were careful to avoid any 
possible charges th a t Zangara was be­
ing “railroaded."

BY T H E  ra th e r surprising  vote of 
63 to 23 the  senate adopted the 

revised B laine resolution subm itting 
repeal of the E ighteenth amendm ent 
to  constitu tional conventions In the 
sta tes. In th is  form the  m easure Is 
alm ost In accord with the plank of the 
d em ocratic  platform . It provides for 
ou trigh t repeal except for federal pro­
tection for dry s ta te s  against liquor 
Im portations.

Speaker G arner predicted the  reso­
lution would he speedily accepted hy 
th e  house. The approval of the  Presl 
dent Is not req u ired ; hut It must be 
ratified hy thirty-six states.

Voting for the  resolution In the  !.n - 
a te  were 33 dem ocrats. 29 Republican* 
and 1 F arm er Labor!te. Against It 
were 9 dem ocrats and 14 Republicans.

T he m easure would 
perm it G reat Britain 
to  make the  payment 
on her debt due in 
Ju n e  in silver, and 
th is, according to Mr.
P ittm an , would oper­
a te  to th e  advantage 
o f the United S ta le s ; would enable 
E ngland to  avoid tra n s fe r  of gold to 
m eet the  next w ar debt payment and 
would make possible acceptance by 
G reat Britain of silver in payment of 
a large sum due from India before the 
Ju n e  w ar debt payment.

The lM.ltm an bill would au thorise  
th e  acceptance hy th is government of 
any sum up to $100,000.0110 due from 
G reat B rita in  In silver a t curren t mar 
ket value.

Its purpose was explained as fol­
lows by Air P ittm an :

"T he government of India owes 
G reat Britain approxim ately $S5.UU0.- 
O00 It bna been reported with some 
au tho rity  that India desires to pay this 
debt to  G reat Britain with stiver. The 
acceptance by the U n'ted S ta tes  of 
174.960.KM worth of silver at the world 
m arket price of allvev of approxim ate­
ly 26 cents an ounce, which Is prob 
a lfy  lower than It will ever lie again, 
would not only he profitable to  the 
U nited S la tes hut advantageous to 
both the United S ta tes and Oirmt Brit­
ain.

W ashington.—The Im portant nations 
if th* world a re  about to en te r upon a 

new era. H istorians 
New O rder in urge th a t the record 
W orld  Affairs of events repea ts 

Itse lf w ith sm ailng  
regularity, but doea history show any 
period wherein sta tesm en have turned 
to each o ther with an appeal, w ith a 
Willingness to  m ake concessions and 
sacrifices?

Such Is th e  perspective th a t we get 
of th e  next five o r six months. With 
C reditor America receiving Debtor 
England and D ebtor Italy  and o ther 
deb tor nations to talk  over the  w ar­
tim e loans m ade to them  and m eans 
of se ttling  th e  obligations, and with 
the  International m onetary and eco­
nomic conference arranged for. Is 
th e re  any parallel In history?

But why the  debt discussions? And 
why the  conference of nations on eco­
nomic and m onetary m atters?

T he answ er Is the  peoples of the 
world demand th a t som ething be done 
to  remove the  b a rrie rs snd  the bur­
dens th a t hold commerce and Industry 
w ith a death like grip. Statesm en 
charged with official responsibility are  
se ttling  to their task . They have re­
sponded, as they m ust, to the  public 
calL Some observers think th e  picture 
Indicates a new and higher order In 
world affairs. It certainly se ts down 
the  year 1933 as epochal.

s * •
W hile the  United S ta tes has con­

sisten tly  m aintained th a t the  debts 
owed th is  nation oa account of w ar 
loans a re  a m atter sep ara te  and apart 
from  any of th e  o ther world problems, 
th e  contention has been, and Is now 
being m ade to  apply only to the  ex­
ten t th a t readjustm ent of those debts 
would never he considered In the  sam e 
conference with economic problems. 
No one In au thority  here doubts the 
relation  betw een foreign debts and 
num erous o th er phases of th e  great 
depression. It Is simply th a t the  
United S ta tes Is not disposed to do 
horse trad ing  with her debtors while 
they  a re  try ing  to give us a Model T 
Ford  In exchange.

Senator Borah, of Idaho, sta ted  the 
situation  succinctly when he said he 
w as willing to concede some new and 
easie r term s for the  paym ent o f the 
w ar debts provided the  nations which 
owe th e  money w ere willing to  forego 
som e of th e ir own selfish purposes In 
re tu rn . He w ants to  use the  w ar 
debts as a  club to force cu ts in m ili­
ta ry  and naval expenditures by those 
nations who find It hard to pay th e ir 
d eb ts; he w ants to compel them by 
force of circum stances to  live within 
their Income, and he seeks a t th e  sam e 
tim e to rem ove th e  underhanded and 
schem ing conspiracies to which so 
m any of the world powers a re  ad ­
dicted.

T he debts approxim ate $11,000.000.- 
000. T h eir Influence, therefore. Is 
quite  beyond th a t of a sim ple com­
m itm ent to pay. It ham strings the  na­
tion owing the  m oney; It burdens the  
people of th a t nation, and It is s  h a r­
r ie r to trad e  because It Involves the  
tran s fe r  of moneys between nations, 
known as International exchange.

* • #

B ut the  In ternational debts consti­
tu te  only one harrier. T here  a re  

others. The list Is
M any B arriers Im pressive: m istahle

to  Be Faced currencies, fear and 
uncertain ty , private  

debta. disordered governm ent finances 
In th is  country  a s  well as abroad, 
trad e  restric tions laid down to  help 
pay In ternational and o ther public 
debts, restric tions on exchange so that 
th e re  Is not a free flow of money be­
tw een nations In paym ent for commod­
ities paw ing In commerce, falling
prices, and contracted  and disturbed 
m arkets.

The list explains why they m ust all 
be considered togrther. It explains 
why we have heard constantly  thn t the 
depression Is not a problem peculiar to 
th e  U nited S tates. Every nation seeks 
to  trad e  with every o th er nation. If 
e ith e r one or both parties to the
tran sac tio n  Is handicapped. Just to 
thn t ex ten t Is trad e  slowed down.

The surp lus o f goods which America 
sells constitu tes only shou t 10 per
cent of the  to ta l norm al on tpu t of this 
country, yet when th a t 10 per cent 
falls to  move Into the  channels of 
trad e  with o th er nations, hard tim es 
Invariably result. It Is easy to see 
from the  list set forth  how that stir 
plus which we ordinarily  sell Is 
blocked from  foreign m ark e ts

T ake th e  trad e  restrictions, for ex­
ample. Many foreign nations,-In fact, 
most of them , have established a max­
imum quantity  of m any commodities 
which they perm it to be Imported. If  
th a t maximum Is half of normal, oor 
trad e  ha* suffered accordingly. The 
purpose of such a restric tion  Is to 
crea te  a home Industry In th a t n a ­
tion, but It h a s  raised havoc w ith ns 
snd  with o thers In the meantim e, add­
ing to the  unemployed of selling na­
tions and destroying the  m arkets for 
the  raw m aterial which those factories 
h itherto  had b ough t

T ariff policies fall Into the  same 
category. T he United S ta tes uses th a t 
method. It Justifies Its  course on th# 
ground th a t It must pro tect Its home 
Industries and Its labor.

T he exchange restric tions a re  prob­
ably m ore serious from th e  American 
(>olnt of view than  most of the others, 
because they fit hand In glove with

the depreciated currency situation  Is 
many foreign n a tio n s  Some of the 
nations, because they yielded to the 
Impulse to Inflate th e ir currencies, to 
p rin t m ore money, have found them ­
selves w ith only a little  gold In their 
hands. Consequently, their govern­
m ents have laid down rules th a t gold 
may Dot be exported.

•  * e
W hen an Am erican firm w ants to 

sh ip  a  tra c to r  to the  farm er In Ru­
mania, fo r Instance, he cannot sell 
the  trac to r because Rum ania does not 
perm it th e  exporting of gold a t  th is 
time. T he buyer, therefore, has noth­
ing to use for money. There Is no 
sale.

• • »
A discussion of th e  Influences that 

flow from these various barrie rs could 
go on alm ost end-

Test Nations’ lessly. It doubtless
Sincerity will go on a t consid­

erable length when
the represen tatives of the several na­
tions get together In the  forthcom ing 
International m onetary and economic 
conference.

T hat conference, however, Is going 
to test th e  sincerity of a g reat many 
foreign n a tio n s  T here  will be plenty 
of m aneuvering for advantage. Of
th a t, th ere  Is no d o u b t Selfishness 
will be evident from  the s t a r t  Tha 
conference may even fail altogether. 
Yet there  Is hope In I t  If  ar.y prog­
ress a t  nil Is made, to  th a t extent 
will there  be benefit for all of the 
world.

It would be wrong to suggest th a t 
even a com plete agreem ent ways 
and m eans of removing trad e  barriers 
and a settlem ent of the  International 
debt question on a basis sa tisfactory  
to  the  debtors would have the effect 
of Im mediately restoring  prosperity 
everywhere. T he world has heen too 
sick for that. Behind It all, however. 
Is th is assu ran ce : unless the  debt con­
ference and the  m onetary and econom­
ic conference are  com plete failures, 
some of the  fear and some of the 
u n certa in ty  will be removed. Mr, 
Hoover and Mr. Roosevelt snd leaders 
In congress all have said th a t one of 
the  g reatest needs Is a  feeling of safe­
ty about one's food and clothes snd  
money In the days ahead.

R ay of H ope In th e ir hands, there  
Appears Is somehow a ray of 

hope f l i c k e r i n g  
through th e  clouds. I t  surely seems 
like they a re  going to  re tu rn  to  the 
old-fashioned system  of party  cau­
cuses. If they do. they will get things 
done. W hether you agree with th e ir 
program  or not, a t  least they can suc­
ceed In pu tting  It through congress.

It has been a long tim e since a real 
pa rty  caucus has lieen regularly used 
In legislative m atte rs  in congress.

A fter all, a party  caucn* Is no more 
than  t h a t  All of th e  m em bers of that 
party  In one branch of the  legislative 
body get together. T he doors are 
closed. T h e re  Is no congressional 
record upon which to  spread the  say­
ings and doings of th e  Individuals. 
Newspaper correspondents are  barred. 
T he urge for the  Individual to play 
politics fo r th e  benefit of the  folks 
hack home Is qu ite  effectively de­
stroyed. T he resu lt naturally  Is some­
thing of s  willingness among the mem­
bers to  pledge them selves to vote as 
the  m ajority  of th e ir members think 
best. They bind themselves.

W hen controversial legislation 
reaches the  floor of th e  house or the 
senate, a f te r  a caucus, the party  pro­
posing it can reasonably count on a 
fight only from  the  m inority party. It 
does not have to ba ttle  Its own ranks.

T here  a re  many reasons why the 

party  caucus commends Itself to those 
who believe In s tric t 

Provides a W ay party  regularity  snd 
O u t party  governm ent

One of them  Is that 
only by this method can the  legisla­
tion he planned on a national scope. 
If an Individual representative  Is not 
hound by action of his party  In cau­
cus, his breast Is bare to the  sharp 
knives of local Interests. If a particu­
lar congressional d istric t Is going to 
lose a navy yard or an arm y post be­
cause of economy and the party  says 
thn t course m ust he followed, the  rep­
resen ta tive  from th a t d istric t Is pro­
vided with a shield by being hound. 
T he folks hack home can be told that 
“th e  party  did It. and I stand with 
the  party  th a t elected me."

Another phase Is th is : In the Inst 
few years there  have heen many rep­
resen ta tives end senators elected be­
cause they shouted from the housetops 
of th e ir comm unities th a t they were 
Individualists. But when they took 
th e ir  oath of office and entered  upon 
th e ir  duties, they were forced to  the 
sudden realization th a t they had to 
trad e  co-operation with the  o ther fel­
low, o r 400-odd o ther fellows, to  get 
anything accomplished. In o ther word*, 
the party  caucus provides a way out. 
At th* sam e time, regular party  men, 
he they R epublicans o r Dem ocrats, 
m aintain *hat n (»arty caucus system 
regularly  used m akes of congress a 
national legislative body as distin­
guished from a body of legislators In 
behalf of Individual comm unities and 
Interests.

bu tte r, using two tableapoonfuls to the 
d ia h ; add some from a  ha lf cup 'u l of 
ra isins, the  pulverised candy to  which 
h as  heen added one-half cupful of 
brow n sugar. Repeat un til a ll the In­
gred ien ts are  used, having a layer of 
m arshm allow s on top. Bake In the 
oven until it Is a delicate brown. It 
Is well worth a tria l.
