— How It O perates

CH EC K S AND D O U B L E  
C H E C K

T H ER E la •  classical story  ex tan t 
here about s  mao wbo was re tired  

a f te r  som e forty  y ears of governm eut 
serv ice only to be notified two years 
la te r  th a t hla accounts showed an  un­
nam ed am ount still due him. He 
m ade num erous tr ip s  to  the  building 
w here he had been employed and even­
tually  waa told th a t  h i t  claim  had 
been approved. I t  was a m onth or so 
la te r  before be was paid, but he su re ­
ly waa paid, the  check being for a  
to ta l of th ree  cents.

Though th a t may seem to be an  ex­
aggera ted  case, It actually  Is not out 
o f  th e  o rd inary . Tour Uncle Sam 
w atches pennies closer, 1 d a re  say, 
th an  m ost of u i. He has to  do It. T he 
governm ent is approxim ately a  five bil­
lion do llar business. Its  records are, 
and have to be, exac t to  the  penny. 
H ad the  c ircum stance of th e  three- 
cen t incident, m entioned above, been 
favorab le  to Uncle Ham, th e  am ount 
would have been collected even had It 
been necessary to  aue in court and 
ob tain  a  Judgm ent 

The necessity fo r m aintain ing  such 
a  close watch on th e  pennies Is the  
reason why th ere  Is a general accoun t­
ing  office. T he com ptroller general of 
th e  United S tates, who Is head of the  
genera l accounting office, never h a s  the 
good will o f all offices o f th e  govern­
m ent a t  one time. T he n a tu re  of bia 
J«ib makes popularity  Impossible. He 
fa required by law  to tread  on too 
m any toes.

Let me Illustra te  how. In doing h it  
Job, th e  com ptroller general gains so 
much disfavor. He passes upon every 
paym ent th a t Is m ade ou t o f  federal 
fu n d s; every penny th a t Is ap p ropri­
a ted  by congress has to  he spen t ac ­
cording to  th e  le tte r of the  law. and 
th e  com ptroller gen era l's  Job ia to tee  
th a t  the  several hundred d isbursing 
officer* of th e  governm ent do It th a t 
way. It takes no s tre tch  of th e  Im agi­
nation. therefore, to understand  th a t  
when a disbursing officer m akes a pay­
m ent and then la told by th e  comp­
tro lle r general a few w eeks la te r th a t 
th e  paym ent was not In accordance 
w ith law—well. It la th e  exception 
ra th e r  th an  the  ru le when th a t de­
cision fa lls to  produce an  argum ent. 
Ton probably would argue, too. If you 
w ere held liable for thffi government.

It Is not alone with th e  disbursing 
officers th a t th a  com ptroller general 
has tro u b les; be m eets Individuals to 
whom th e  disbursing officers go lo get 
hack th e ir overpaym ents, and freq u en t­
ly they dem and reconsideration. O ver 
paym ents may result In the  purchase 
of supplies for the  governm ent. In th« 
paym ent of sa laries, in th e  settlem ent 
o f general claims, o r In inch  thing* 
a s  refund of expenditu res paid by gov­
ernm ental representatives.

l aw* require, for Instance, th a t an 
Individual traveling  a t  governm ent ex 
penae. m ust tak e  the  moat direct route. 
P ic tu re  then  w hat th e  reaction  la of 
an  Individual who la Inform ed week! 
a f te r  he had m ade a  tr ip  th a t If he 
had taken  the p roper train , o r  b o a t 
th e  expense to  governm ent would have 
been SLOT lets, and th a t be m ust pay 
back th a t sum nut o f hla own Jean s 
(You select your own language, and 
I will m atch It w ith expressions I have 
heard , because they cover th e  whole 
category o f ep ithets.)

But a ll of th is  Is necesaary. o r  else 
th e  governm ent would he the  loser, 
not In thousands of dollars, hut Id m il­
lions, annually . Governm ent supplies 
a re  costly. T he appropria tions for 
them  a re  astounding. If  th ere  waa no 
check on th e  way th e  money Is spent. 
It is easy to understand  g a t i  would 
happen. T he tax p ay ers  would he 
called upon to furnish  m ote  money.

Ho congress a rranged  a long time 
ago to have an  auditing  system  for 
a ll governm ent accounts. I t  waa not 
because It feared  dishonesty among 
th e  w orkers. T here  la very llttie  of 
th is  In the  governm ent. But th e  laws 
a re  Intended to provide for expendi­
tu res , and If those law s a re  not carried  
out, chaos na tu ra lly  would r e su lt  
T here  had to  be a  cen tra l au tho rity , 
therefore, for checking all the  pay­
m e n ts  T h is brings about uniform ity 
o f In terp re ta tion  of th e  law s and a s­
sures orderly  conduct o f paym ents by 
th e  governm en t No one doubts th e  
propriety  o f such a course.

Most vital of th e  problem s to  he 
tackled  Is adm ittedly  the stab ilisa tion  
of currencies, w hich Involves th e  re ­
tu rn  of a il na tions to  the  gold s tan d ­
ard  o r a t least to  a  m etallic s tan d ­
ard  : and th is  re tu rn  m ust be a syn­
chronous m ovem ent so th a t all coun­
tr ie s  will be on the  sam e level a t  all 
tim es. In the  debate  on th is  question 
leading p a rts  will be taken by Senator 
Key P ittm an  of Nevada and Ralph W. 
M orrison, re tired  banker of Texas, tbe  
m em bers o f the Am erican delegation 
to  whom th e  m onetary problem  was 
especially  given fo r fnrm nlation  o f , 
th e  policy of th e  U nited S ta tes.

Senato r P ittm an  before th e  confer­
ence opened told som ething of a plan 
he had devised by which th e  nations 
could use silver a s  a  certa in  percen t­
age of th e ir  currency reserves, th e re ­
by econom ising on gold and stabilising  
th e  price of sliver. He insisted this 
would not constitu te  bim etallism  as 
gold would still he th e  standard . The 
na tions appear to be In agreem ent. 
Mr. P ittm an  said, th a t the  currency 
reserve of gold should be lowered be­
low th e  «1 per cent now required  In 
th e  U nited S ta tes. Twenty-five per 
cen t gold coverage was m entioned for 
purposes o f Illustra tion  by the  sen­
a to r, who said th a t one-fifth of th is 
reserv e  should be silver.

W hen th e  price  of silver was low 
th e  governm ents would buy and m ain­
ta in  reserves of th e  m etal, which they 
could aell when th e  price was up. the 
sen a to r said.

T he o th er m ajo r aim s of the  con­
ference a re  th e  ra ising  of the  world 
price level, and th e  lowering of In ter­
national trad e  barrie rs. Of course the 
th ree  a re  inex tricab ly  intertw ined, and 
th ey  affect all o th er problem s th a t 
will come np. Back of it all Is the 
m a tte r  o f th e  ten  billions odd owed 
by E uropean na tions to the  United 
S ta tes. W ar deb ts were excluded 
from  the agenda by W ashington, but 
they  will he continually  In th e  minds 
of m any of tb e  delegates and even tu ­
ally som ething m ust be done about 
them.

IL L IN O IS  and  Indiana by popular

National Topics Interpreted
by William Bruckart

W ashington.—W ithin a few dnya 
Dow. tbe  treasu ry  will be closing th e  

g i g a n t i c  set o f 
B u o in e o t  books and accounts.

I m p r o v i n g  ,h,m  w l"  n,arlt 
the  end of ano th er 

isc a l year for our government. Thla 
event will tran sp ire  a t  the  close of 
business. June  30, and on the aucceed- 
Ing day fresh  accounts will be opened 
and new appropria tions will be avail­
ab le  out of which th e  governm ent 
will be ru n  In th e  next twelve months.

It seems, therefore, th a t a review 
may well be undertaken  to show, a s  
I  believe to be true, th a t the low point 
o f the depression w as reached some­
tim e last w inter and th s t  now a slow 
but steady Im provem ent Is tak ing 
place. Rome years will b a re  to elapse, 
however, before th e  full effect of th is 
g reatest o f economic breakdowns can 
be thoroughly npprslsed  and the  les­
sons learned. T his review then m ust 
be confined a s  closely a s  may be lo  
an analysis of » h a t haa happened to 
th e  governm ent, how It haa sustained 
Itself under conditions of the kind and 
consideration of what is scheduled to 
be o r la being accomplished.

T h at any sta tem ent a s  to »-hen the 
bottom  o f the depression »-as hit will 
be questioned Is qu ite  obvious. I base 
my statem ent, however, on th e  best 
barom eter th a t  la available, namely, 
•ax paym ents under levies applied to 
sa les of certa in  m erchandise. The re­
su lt Is definite. T hese taxes have been 
Increasing through th e  last four 
months. Experience has developed the  
fact th a t the  receipts do not s ts r t  
reaching the treasu ry  In any volume 
until th ree  to four m onths a f te r  the 
business Itself has begun to Increase. 
I know th a t th e  governm ent au th o ri­
ties who read all of the  signs and read 
them  accurate ly  consider th e  p icture  
m ost heartening.

• •  •
B ut let us get down to cold figures 

and let them  tell the  story. For ex­
ample, we may first look a t the  con­
dition of the  trea su ry 's  books as the 
end of the  fiscal year passes. They 
show to ta l receip ts for th e  year to  
have been around $1.950.000.000, and 
expenditures to h a re  aggregated about 
$3.725.000,000. So there  la a  deficit 
o f around one and th ree-quarter bil­
lions. T hat la. »he gorernm ent spent 
th a t much more th an  It received In 
taxes and o ther revenue. It has bor­
rowed Just th a t much .money In the  
year, over and above tbe  refinancing 
th a t It had to do In m eeting bonds 
and notes th a t m atured.

Such a vast deficit would seem hope­
lessly Insurm ountable were It not for 
th e  consolation of comparison. When 
we look back to th e  fiscal year th a t 
ended Ju n e  30. 1032, we nre  astounded 
to  find th a t the  deficit approached 
th ree  billion dollars, so that a reduc­
tion of more than  one billion dollars 
has been achieved.

At the  s ta r t  of the cu rren t fiscal 
y ea r last Ju ly  1. there  was every In­
dication th a t th e  cost of governm ent 
fo r the  tw elve m onths would be a t  
least tw o and a half billions g reater 
th an  Ita revenues. E xpenditures have 
been cut. however, so th a t th e  outgo 
during th e  last eight m onths of the  
Hoover adm in istration  and th e  first 
fo u r m onths o f the  Roosevelt adm inis­
tra tio n  was m aterially reduced. Yet 
th a t alone could not have brought the 
deficit down as much a s  has hap­
pened. T he answ er to  the  question 
concerning th e  source of the  o ther fac­
to r  lies, as I said  before. In growing 
tax  receipts.

T he reference to Income taxes 

b rings to  mind a  point about federal 
r e v e n u e  th a t has

m ight be supposed 
th a t  If business Is b e tte r th ere  a-ould 
be m ors Income taxes paid. T h a t la 
a correct supposition. T he e rro r lira 
In tb e  tbonght th a t these taxes a re  
helpful Immediately. They cannot be. 
They a re  alw ays a  year la te  Insofar 
as tbe  governm ent Is concerned, since 
th e  Income taxes paid In 1033 are  
on Incomes earned or received In 1032. 
which happened to he the worst of 
the  series of hard  years. In addition, 
th e re  Is th e  condition existing th a t re ­
su lts  In Income taxes being paid In 
two fiscal y ears on Incomes received 
In one calendar year. The first and 
second qu arte rly  paym ents a re  made 
In M arch and in June, which m onths 
a re  In the  last h s lf  of one fiscal year, 
and the paym ents In Septem lter and De­
cem ber a re  In the first half of the  suc­
ceeding fiscal year. W hile th a t fact ac­
tually  m akes no difference since tbe 
governm ent gets tbe money anyw ay It 
happens to m ake a  difference In th e  to ­
ta ls  th a t Is of consequence wheb the 
treasu ry  Is so fa r behind on receip ts as 
now occurs. Tbe point Is mentioned 
In o rder to co n trast tbe  Im portance at 
th is  tim e of receip ts from those taxes 
th s t  have to  be paid m onthly, such a t  
tbe  m snufacturers* sales tax  on ra ­
dios, c ig arettes and beer, to m ention 
only a  few.

The m iscellaneous tax es th is y esr 

b a r s  yielded close to $N17.,000,(X<0. Just 
about $250.000.000 m ors th an  was re­
ceived from  th is source In tha last 
fiscal year, but th* difference la 
am ount to m ade tbe m ore significant 
when It U known th a t St w as regis­
tered  la the  last four or C»s months.

Twke th e  month of May, for instance, 
the  las t month for w hich final ofllelal 
figures have been compiled, the  m is­
cellaneous Internal revenue am ounted 
to  $93.501,000, ,  w hereas In May. 1932, 
th is Item was only « ligh tly  more th an  
$30.000.000.

Undoubtedly, the  legalization of 
beer has m ade n vast difference In 
the to ta l m iscellaneous tax receipts, 
although It haa not accounted  for all 
of th e  to ta l by any means. T reasury  
officials say th a t the  beer tax is larger 
than  they  had an tic ipated  and  th a t It 
may possibly average $20,000.(X)0 a 
m onth fo r a  y e a r  a s  a  whole. It has 
not been a tax  th a t could be applied 
everywhere, however.

And ano ther source of revenue 
should be exam ined to  prove th a t 
th ere  Is an  improved condition in 
business. T h at source Is receipts 
from  tariff du ties laid  on Im ports 
from foreign lands. I t  was only last 
sum m er th a t m onthly to ta ls  of tariff 
du ties were little  m ore th an  ha lf of 
the  am ounts paid  In com parable 
m onths o f th e  preceding y ears for the  
privilege o f bringing m erchandise Into 
the  United S ta tes  fo r sale. T h at 
condition has now been changed. In 
April and May of th is  year, custom s 
receip ts w ere larger In each period 
than  In th e  sam e month of 1932. Last 
month, the  tariff du ties yielded $20.- 
515.000. while In May, 1932, they yield­
ed only $18.003.000.

He said th ere  bad been 
m any worda w ritten  about th e  delay 
In effecting reorganization  of govern­
m ent agpnclea and th a t In m ost In­
stances. the  new spaper account o f the 
s ituation  had left the  Im pression th a t 
th is  would cause th e  program  for 
economy to fall short of com plete ac­
com plishm ent. T he President explained 
with tom e care  how savings o f  only 
sm all am ounts a re  obtained through 
reorganization  while real economies 
m ust come through elim ination of 
functions such as duplicated work.

I t  la still an  open question w hether 
Mr. Roosevelt will be able to save 25 
per cent In the  next year from tbe  
to ta l o f governm ent expenditures as 
they  are  being recorded In the  fiscal 
y ear Just ending. T he 25 pe r cent 
which he pledged during  bis cam ­
paign to cut from  the  federal budget 
to slightly m ore than  one billion dol­
lars. It tak es no soothsayer to  fo re ­
see th a t If th a t am ount to lopped off 
from governm ent outgo, num erous 
phases o f governm ent work heretofore 
perform ed e ith e r m ust be crim ped or 
done aw ay with entirely .

A realizing sense of th e  Im portance 
of these  moral norms Is  one of the 
most Im portant signs o f the  tim es, and 
muy prove of great value In de term in­
ing the ch arac te r of o u r economic re­
covery. T he sacrifices and suffering 
Incident to th e  depression, In whicn 
every person has ilm red. revealed the 
u tte r  fu tility  o f depending fo r the 
realization o f our fondest hopes upon 
speculative m ethods of conducting 
business. Nothing artificial can en 
dure. Selfishness a lw ays kills. No n a­
tion can possibly exist alone. We are  
all so dependent upon one another 
that where one nation suffers, a ll o ther 
nations suffer w ith It. T h is sense of 
interdependence upon one another, 
substitu ted  for the  theory th a t "m ight 
m akes righ t,’’ will c lear aw ay many 
obstacles which h itherto  stood In the 
path  of in te rnational peace. T he ap­
preciation of the  value of m oral p rin ­
ciples ns th e  basis of se ttling  d isputes 
and m isunderstandings Is one of the 
g reat benefits grow ing ou t o f the 
period of depression.

A nother benefit is th e  necessity  for 
economy. T he governm ents o f the 
world, as well a s  th e  heads o f  every 
household, have a lready  begun to 
economize. W asteful ex travagance ran  
no longer be to lerated . Arm am ents 
a re  very costly. It has been estim ated  
th a t $5,lXXt,l»«).fXX* a y ear has been 
spent for destruction . Some nations 
spent more on weaim ns of w ar »»an 
it took to  run th e ir  government. 
Economy and confidence l ire  the  p a th ­
ways to peace. Every person Is con 
vlnoed of the  Im portance of these fac­
to rs In o u r strugg le  fo r recovery. If 
these two principles a re  applied In our 
personal a s  well a s  o u r national lire, 
the  suffering caused by the depression 
shall not have been in vain.

M ake rich  suds with mild, neu tra l 
soap flakes, alw ays keeping th e  w a­
te r  lukew arm  o r cool. Put 00 th e  
gloves and wash Juat aa If you were 
w ashing your hands. If there  a re  
stubborn  spo ts o f soil, gently work 
dry soap flakes Into the  lea th er and 
continue washing. If  th* suds get 
d irty  use a fresh  lot o f suds. (Chamois 
and doeskin gloves need not be put 
on the  hands. Just souse them around 
la  th e  suds a s  you would a  blanket).

Remove th e  gloves by gently ro ll­
ing them  from the  w rists and rinse 
In c lear water, lukew arm  nr cool, to 
remove particle* of d irt. Then work 
them  around tn light suds of mild 
soap flakes. Leaving a  little  mild 
soap tn th e  gloves helps to keep th e  
lea th er pliable.

Squeeze out the  m oisture. Don't 
tw ist, and roll In a dry tu rk lsh  towel 
te  rem ove excess m oisture. Enroll a t  
once, blow Into shape and dry a t  
m oderate tem perature. Don't frees*  
o r put n ear excessive h e a l  W hile 
slightly  dam p soften the  gloves by 
gently  stre tch in g  and working th e  
lea ther betw een th* fingers Then 
finish th e  drying.
