The teachers have begun their 
tasks with enthusiasm jest as if 
they were to be well and full} 
paid The school baa made a 
splendid beginning and the plans 
are set for the beat eehool Bedley 
ha« ever had Back np tbe teach 
era we have hired Let ue keep 
faith with them. They depend 
an tbelr small salary for their 
exiatenee They have no garde».

The enrollment is larger than 
last yaar,— a fine group of ehli- 
dran. They are your children 
They want an education. They 
are atklng ua to educate them 
We owe them a chance to acquire 
echoleetic training.

Tha Stats of Taxaa through tbe 
Department of Education ta new 
working overtime to provide 
means for every child to attend 
eehool. The State furn ishes  
Hedley more than three fourths 
of tbe money necessary to son- 
duct our achool for nina months.

Crocheted Motif« Are ia Gay-Colored Yarns on Linen.

of atltchery, as In all the unusual 
kinds of needlecraft. It Is the style of 
stltchery plus the unusual combination 
of materials which stresses the dtstlnc- 
11 vcries* o f the work.

Qrcular Motifs.
The simplest motifs are merely d r  

des of mixed colors of wool yarn 
Make a tirv circle o f chain stitch by 
slip stitching a Ana) chain stitch 
through the first stitch. Make a chain 
of three, throw the yarn over the

T T H E  fact that crochet is a popular 
style of needlecraft today la evi­

denced by the appearance of a distinc­
tive embroidery having separate ero 
dieted motifs on linen bureau scarfs 
and table covers, ebatr backs and arm 
pieces. The motifs, while not Joined 
by any stltchery, are so positioned that 
they form an Interrupted border. The 
material for the foundation Is heavy 
toweling, preferably not white, but 
some shade which Is more common 
to craft work, such as twine color, 
wood tones, the gray o f old tree 
trunks, etc.

None of the tones sre pronounced. 
They sre not strong enough to be 
called colors. Just tints or tones.. 
While there Is no reason why pro­
nounced colors should not be em­
ployed, If the worker prefers, there 
Is a beauty o f textile texture In the 
delicate shades that artists hare chos­
en for the development o f this unique 
embroidery.

Motif« sad Stltchery.

The medium In which the motifs are 
crocheted Is wool. Two ply Is ad­
vised, but Shetland and Iceland wools 
are appropriate. In each Instance the 
wool is not of threadlike Oneness, but 
rather sturdy. It is the combination 
o f colored wool yarns of these styles 
with linen which lends distinction to 
the novel needlework.

The crocheted motifs are square, 
round, oval or oblong. They may be 
In double crochet stitch, aa seen In 
some o f the squares They may be In 
triple crochet as found In some o f the 
circles. The work has a softness 
through stltchery being rather loose, 
not close, but the looseness must be 
even and regular. It Is not tight, and 
One.

“ Buckinghamshire, one of England's 
smallest counties, lies Inland Just west 
and north o f London. The winding 
Thames forms Its southern boundary, 
and the equally winding Onae circles 
It In the north. Across the county 
from southwest to northeast stretrh 
the low, wooded slopes of the Chil- 
tern hills.

"Because It Is cut off from all sen 
trade, and because It has no mineral 
resources o f value, the county has al­
ways remained primarily agricultural, 
despite Its geographical nearness to 
London. More than half Its entire 
area Is In permanent gra**. and rattle- 
raising forms the chief Industry. The 
Vale o f Aylesbury In particular Is fa ­
mous for Its dairy farm*. Wheat and 
fruit are also Important crops.

Laca and Furniture Making.
“Certain local Industries, principally 

lace making and the manufacture of 
furniture, are «till carried on. High 
Wycombe, largest town In the county. 
Is well known for Its fine chairs. It 
Is also famous as the home of that 
great British statasmsn, Benjamin 
Disraeli, who Js buried In the church­
yard at flughenden Manor.

“ In Buckinghamshire, too. Is Eton 
college, largest of England's ‘public 
schools.' those famous and ancient in­
stitutions, corresponding to American 
private preparatory schools for boys 
Eton, which was founded by Henry VI 
In 1440. Ilea In the southern part of 
the county. Just acroas the Thames 
from Windsor castle.

"In his 'Ode to the Distant Prow 
pert of Eton college,' Gray, a loyal 
Etonian, describes *Te distant Spires, 
ye antique Tower«,' rising beyond the 
shining curve of the Thames.

EUROPE Is not feeling at all peace­
ful these days, ami this Is due large­

ly to the doings o f German Chancellor 
Hiller and hia Nagia in Ihelr conflict 
with the government o f Austria. Tlie 
Austrian Naxis are hurrying across 
the border to Join their comrades In 
Germany, and the threat of invasion 
grows day hy day. Hut. If II comes, 
the Invaders will be met at the fron 
Her by a vastly increased Austrian 
army. Among other ste|is by the Vien­
na government is the decreeing of a 
new short-term enlistment force In 
which from Hknoi to Jtlnot men will 
be trained annually and a second army 
created.

President Von Hindenhurg and Hit­
ler attended a huge meeting of Ger­
mans at Tunnenberg to celebrate the 
German victory there over the Rus­
sians. and the former, accepting aa a 
gift from East Prussia a forest es­
tate, said: “ I am thinking with rev­
erence, fidelity and gratitude of my 
kaiser, the king amt lord, in this 
hour, when I am thinking also of my 
deceased comrade* In arms, and when 
I proceed to thank you for the gift."

Tlie chancellor, flying the same day 
to Mnlerwald. near the Saar fron­
tier. to|d a crowd o f JlkMkZl that Ger 
many would never give up the Sanr. 
At the time of the latter demonstra­
tion there was a secret meeting of 
Nazi chieftains to whom Saar Stats 
Cbiinclller Simon said:

"Wherever the German language la 
Spoken, sherever German blood run* 
In the vein*, greater Germany ex 
tends.

The German lan­
guage is spoken as far west as Met* 
and Mulhoiise. The Saar. Alsace, lor- 
raine ami parts of Belgium and Hol­

The compiest of the Saar 
will he the point of departure for 
other |M>lltlcal aucressea on the west­
ern frontlera of Germany The Naxl, 
the relch and Chancellor Hitler will 
not rest until this aim—a Germany 
o f IIO.OIKMIIK) inhabitants— has been 
achieved."

The Saar matter, which supposedly 
will be settled in IU33 hy a plebiscite, 
especially interests France, which now 
bolds the valuable basin. Significant­
ly. Premier Daladler took occasion to 
Inspect the vast new French frontier 
fortifications, the main works of 
which are about completed. This 
great chain of forts and tunnels la 
designed to protect France from a 
surprise Invasion hy Germany.

caused so mnny

pigs to go to market that the distin­
guished secretary has had to Issue a 
warning against shipping so many of 
them at this time. The markets were 
nearly glutted In the first days of op­
eration o f the program under which 
the government Is buying pigs and 
bows, soon to farrow, at premium 
prices. Secretary Wallace certainly 
demonstrated that he la the nation's 
champion hog caller, especially when 
the Inducement was cash In hand.

As soon as the Department of Agri­
culture decided that a reduction In the 
potential marketing o f hogs during 
the coming year was advisable and 
made known that th* government 
would buy pigs weighing between 25 
and 100 pounds and sows, soon to far­
row, there was a rush for market 
Despite the fact that the government 
Is prepared to buy 4,000.000 pigs and 
1 .«KlO.OOO sows, at the premium prices, 
approximately 80.000 pigs snd 1.000 
sows reached the main markets on the 
first day. Mr. Wallaee watched the 
pigs go to market for a few days more 
and then tried to shoo them bark a 
bit. explaining that the farmers would 
have until around October 1 In which 
tn ship their pigs and obtain the 
premium prices.

By the end of September. It is fig 
tired by the experts, the potential mar­
keting of hogs during the coming yeur 
will have been reduced by about 2.000.- 
000.000 pounds. In this manner. It Is 
claimed hy Mr. Wallace and those who 
sponsored the Idea, the first step will 
hare been taken In establishing and 
maintaining a balance between the 
production and consumption o f hog 
products. It Is their belief also that 
thia course will establish prices around 
the level that prevailed between 1910 
and 1914.

While the potential marketing Is ex­
pected to he reduced by about Z000.- 
000.000 pounds, tbe actual-live tonnage 
o f the pigs and sows for which the 
government wilt pay a premium during 
the emergency period la expected to 
appt iilma'Je 650,000.000 pounds. The 
government has not bound Itself tn 
buy more than 4,000.000 pigs and 
1 ,000.000 sows, and so Secretary Wal­
lace has suggested that farmers who 
plan to shop should get In touch with 
their county agent or some other au­
thority and learn whether they ean 
sell their stock before the little pigs 
are sent to market.

It might be well to supply hers the 
premium prices which ir e  to h* paid 
for those pigs and sows which will be 
purchased. The secretary used the 
Chicago market as a base and the 
prices which he fixed for that market, 
therefore, generally will run somewhat 
higher than ihe farmer will receive al 
Interior points. Just aa they would un­
der normal marketing conditions. The 
scale o f prices per hundredweight, for 
pigs Is ts follows: 25-80 pounds. $9.50; 
81-88 pounds, 89.25; 36-40 pounds, $0; 
41-43 pounds, $8.75; 46-50 pounds. 
$8.50; 31-53 pounds, $8.23; 364»
pounds, $8 ; 61-65 pounds. $7.73; 66-70 
pounds, $7.50; 71-73 pounds, $7.23; 
76-80 pounds. $7; 81-83 pounds, $6.73; 
86-90 pounds. $6.50; 0195 pounds. 
$6.25; and 96-100 pounds. $6.

For the sows that are soon to farrow 
-«and the requirements are that this 
fact shall be unmistakable— tbe gov­
ernment will pay a premium o f four 
dollars per head, but it will buy only 
those sows weighing 273 pounds or 
more. Tbe farmers, therefore, will get 
the market price for parking sows on 
the day the shipment Is received In 
the market, plus the premium o f four 
dollars for each sow sold.

There la, therefore, n- 
doubt about the existence, nor th 
serious character, o f the hog prnblet.

As every one knows, much of the 
corn raisers' success depends upon the 
extent 10 which corn la fed to hogs. 
This condition Is accentuated these 
days because not *0 many years ago 
about 1 1 .A00.tm0 horses and mu lew 
more than now exist were eating 
corn. That corn has been diverted to 
hog feed. Students of the problem 
are saying, therefore, that If there Is 
lo be a satisfactory relationship be­
tween hog and com production, thw 
com acrenge must he adjusted down­
ward as the hog production shrink*. 
Otherwise. Ihe quantity of corn re­
leased from hog consumption would 
cause the price of com to go to the 
bottom, snd the com farmer would 
get It In the neck In that way.

It Is an extremely delicate balance 
that Mr. Wallace Is seeking.

State College Poultry
Department Sells Meat

The poultry department at the state 
college of agriculture at Ithaca. N. T „  
•old solid chicken meat to Its egg cus­
tomers In disposing of several hundred 
eight-week-old brollen at the end of 
a feeding experiment The method la 
recommended by U  M. Hurd to poul- 
trymen In localities where the meat 
can be retailed.

The broilers were killed and skinned, 
and only the breasts, thighs, livers, 
gizzards and hearts were sold. One 
man osually killed and stripped from 
eight to ten birds an hour. At twen­
ty-five cents an hour the cost was 
about three rents a bird. The meat 
sold to regular egg customer* for 
thirty cents a pound, and moved read­
ily. he say*. A two-pound broiler 
brought about thirty cents, or about 
the cost of growing a broiler. The 
shrinkage from the Uve weight waa 
about 54 per cent

It la unnecessary, Profeeaor Hurd 
points out. to wait until the broilers 
weigh two pounds, for they can be 
killed any time after they weigh a 
half-pound. It la more profitable, be 
raya, to sell broilers as solid chicken 
meat than to- kill and bury the cock­
erels as soon as the sex can be de­
termined, as many poultrymen did this 
year.
