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News Review of Current 
Events the World Over
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Senator Harrison Voices Demand for Monetary Inflation—  
Vi allace Warns the Farmers— Japan's 

Demands for Bigger Navy.

By EDWARD W. PICKARD
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BANKERS, business men and many 
other persons especially southern 

politicians believe Inflation soon will 
be here In full force. The financiers 

are trying to guess 
when and In what 
form It will come, 
and the southern sen 
ators and congresa- 
m en  a r e  u r g in g  
straight-out currency 
Inflation, which latter 
President R oosevelt 
has seemed desirous 
of avoiding as long 
as possible. Of course, 
we already have a 
degree of Inflation, 
shown by the declin­

ing price of the dollar on foreign ex­
changes—a few days ago It reached the 
lowest level In fifty years—but this U 
not enough for the downright Infla­
tionists Great pressure was being 
brought on the ITesident, the leaders 
In this being Senator Pat Harrison of 
Mississippi, chairman of the senate 
finance committee; Senator Fletcher 
of Florida, of the banking and cur­
rency committee; Senator Thomas of 
Oklahoma and Representative Byrna 
of Tennessee, house majority leader.

Harrison predicted adoption of « 
new administration monetary policy 
in tbs near future, indicating It would 
be in full swing by mid-October when 
the movement of cotton from the farms 
reaches Its peak.

"If the administration does not act 
before congress meets," he said, ’Yon- 
gresa will compel adoption of an Infla­
tionary policy and not leave It to the 
discretion of the admlnletratlon aa was 
the case with the Thomas Inflation 
amendment.”

Declaring that the dollar la too high 
and the price of gold too low, the 
Mlaalsslppian proposed an Inflation pro 
gram that would Include some or all 
•f these methods:

L Issue treasury notes 
2. Raise the price of gold In the 

domestic market
3. Purchase silver and Issue treas­

ury notes against It regardless wheth­
er French and British co-operation 
could be obtained.

4. Create a dollar stabilisation fund 
to force the value of the dollar down 
and to keep It there.

Washington correspondents said the 
administration was planning to act In 
accord with a report from the Presi­
dent'« secretly appointed committee 
of monetary experts, which la opposed 
to radical Inflation. Its proposal la 
that about November 1 an agreement 
shall be sought between the federal 
reserve board and the central hanks of 
Europe for the Immediate stabilization 
of American, British, French and Ger­
man currencies by a process of “ peg­
ging” them to one another. The dol­
lar would be pegged at a point be­
tween 70 and 80 cents 

President Rooeevelt maintained si­
lence on the matter of Inflation, but 
was especially concerned about the 
welfare of the farmer. By hla direc­
tion the Reconstruction Finance cor­
poration made available to the fed 
oral land banks another $150,000.01«) 
to aaalst In tbe Immediate refinancing, 
o f farm mortgages held by banka 
whose operations have been restricted 
by heavy portfolios of such paper. 
This step. It was believed, would help 
toward boosting prices for, farm prod- 
nca.

A d m in is t r a t o r  Jo h n s o n  and
his co-laborer* finally succeeded 

In producing a code for the bituminous 
real Industry that was accepted by all 
tbe operators except two small group* 
and by the miners' unions and was 
tpproved by President Roosevelt The 
principal points In this code are;

Provides for fixing of minimum 
prices; prescribe* a maximum 40-hour 
work week.

Seta basic minimum wage« for un­
der ground workers ranging from $3.75 
U> $5.63 In 16 districts.

Recognises right of miner* to or­
ganise.

Creates regional and national boards 
to govern the Industry and settle labor 
disputes.

Tbe aala of coal at leas than 'fair 
market prices" la forbidden, and these 
price* ere to be determined by region­
al marketing agencies and subject to 
government review. The labor pro­
vision! prescribed by tbe NBA ar* 
contained Intact In tbe code. Also the 
worker* are given the right to elect 
tbelr own check welghmen, and are 
not to be required by their employer* 
to live In com p a n y  rented bouse* or 
to trade In company stores.

SPEAKING to the convention of the 
Grain and Feed Dealers’ National 

• «aorta t Ion la Chlraro, Secretary of 
Vgrtcultnre Wallace ottered the warn- 
ng that all plana for fixing prices of 
(gricultural product* must surely fall 
i nlens the law of supply and demand 
e compiled with. Farmers, be de­
clared, must control production, and. 
ir they de net, even Inflation will not 
save them. Ha said the production 
control mensoras already adopted by 
the government, each as the plowing 
under of cotton, the curtailment of 

I whe'.’ acreage, and the slaughter and

total destruction of 5.000,000 little pigs, 
will bring about a substantial rise In 
agricultural prices soon after January
1, If not before.

But this “certainty," tbe secretary 
added, had brought from the farmer* 
a great cry for Immediate price fixing 
to tide them over the ensuing three nr 
four months. The general tenor af hla 
remarks Indicated that he was op­
posed to taking any such action, but 
that the government was standing at 
the crossroads of economic policy and 
might have to listen to political clsmor.

After conferring with the secretary 
of agriculture and the heads of the 
farm and relief administrations. Pres­
ident Roosevelt announced that tbe 
government would spend $75,000,000 
to buy surplus food products and cot­
ton and give them to tha needy who 
are out of employment.

A S SUCCESSOR to Prof. Raymond 
* *  Moley In the position of assistant 
secretary of state. President Roosevelt 
has turned to tbe ranks of the more 

p ra ctica l politicians 
and selected Robert 
Walton Moore, a man 
of l o n g  experience. 
Mr. Moore la a native 
of Fairfax. Va., where 
he now resides and is 
seventy-four years old. 
By profession be Is a 
lawyer. He was elect­
ed to tbe Sixty-sixth 
congress to fill out 
a vacancy and was re­
elected to eacb suc­

ceeding congress until the Seventy-sec­
ond. He then retired to his home. 
During the World war he wa* assist­
ant general counsel of the United 
States railroad administration. He I* 
also a regent of the Smithsonian Insti­
tution In Washington.

Mr. Moore Is an old friend of Secre­
tary of State Hull, and presumably 
will be able to act In accord with the 
secretary’s views better than did Pro­
fessor Moley.

D  EPEALIST8 raptured two more 
state* New Mexico and Idaho, 

these being the thirtieth and thirty- 
flrst to turn thumbs down on prohibi­
tion. By November 7 eight other 
states will have voted, and there Is 
no reason to believe that the wet« will 
fell to win In at least five of them— 
all that la necessary to remove the 
Eighteenth amendment from tbe Con­
stitution.

In New Mexico the vote wa* about 
three to one In favor of repeal, only 
two of the 27 counties showing a ma­
jority In favor of the prohibition law. 
Idaho, however, was much closer, the 
dry* there making a showing of 
strength second only to that In 
Tennessee. The reives list majority In 
Senator Borah’s domain was only ap­
proximately five to fonr.

Attorney General Homer Cummings 
handed down a decision In Washing­
ton that permits bankers to finance 
the wholesale manufacture of liquor, 
preparatory to. repeal.

W .F
HI1.E the statesmen of Europe 
and tha United States are pre­

paring for reopening the disarmament 
conference, there Is great Interest In 
the naval plans of 
Japan. Mlneo Osuml. 
nsva' minister of the 
Island empire, has an­
nounced that his coun­
try will seek a re­
vision of ratios at the 
next International con­
ference so that Japan 
will be permitted to 
build Dearly np to 
parity withGreat Brit­
ain and United States.
He bolds that under " ,n*° ° ,uml 
present condition* tha defense pur­
pose of tbe Japanese navy la Impaired 
and that more warship« are required 
to protect tbe empire from outside 
attack.

Counteracting this somewhat are 
statement* from Kokl Hi rota, the new 
foreign minister, and Capt. Gum pel 
Seklne, spokesman for the naval min­
istry. The former asserts that Japan 
Is striving for the best possible re­
lations with all foreign nations, espe­
cially the United States, China and 
Russia. Captain Seklne declares Japan 
baa no Intention of challenging Amer­
ica to a naval building race, although 
It will ask permission to construct a 
larger navy.

“The Japanese navy la defensive, 
not aggressive,”  Seklne asserts “The 
Japanese public does not want a war. 
Wa want honorable co-operation. We 
do not want to be oppressed or die 
graced. No happiness comes out of 
war. Rut when pressed to the wall 
we will fight."

He deplores propaganda asaertedly 
aimed at stirring up trouble between 
Japan and tha United States

“There Is no real reason for a war 
between America and Japan,” says 
Seklne. "but there are many people 
who would Ilka to see such a sear. I 
have read many books and magazine 
articles the aim of which seem« to be 
to stir np bed relatione between Japan 
and A merles I hope the people sf 
Amerlru will not be misled by

What he told has not been made pub­
lic. but It la a certainty that be found 
conditions very bad and that hla report 
will have much to do In determining 
the attitude of the American govern­
ment The State department Insisted 
there was no present Intention of land­
ing marines or bluejackets but the 
sudden sending of four deetroyers from 
Guantanamo to troubled spots waa In­
dicative of the serious situation on 
the Island. Mr. Hull said that Amer­
icans endangered In tbe Interior should 
move toward the warships for protec­
tion.

The Impressive ceremony 
was witnessed by the crown prince 
and crown princess of Italy, tha papel 
nuncio, Msgr. Oraenlgo; Ambassa­
dor William K. Dodd of the United 
8tate* and other members of tha 
diplomatic corps; but both President 
Ton Hlndenberg and Chancellor Hitler 
were absent

The new council la merely a con­
sultative body, having no voting pow­
ers because, as Goering explained, 
“that le a relic of parliamentarism,” 
whlcb he declared bad been destroyed 
by Nazism, together with pacificism.

Tbe same day Foreign Minister Ton 
Neuratb expressed Germany's deter­
mination to obtain security and equal­
ity In weapons of defense or withdraw 
from the arms conference.

In Paris the representatives of the 
United States Great Britain and 
France held conversations prelim- ! 
Inary to the resumption o f tha dts- . 
armament conference, the main topic 
being France's proposal for rigid and 
permanent control o f arms which must | 
be tried over a period of years before 
she will consent to disarm.

G e t  J o b § weather, two facts 
about tbe g o v e r n -  

tneut’s general recovery plans have 
become apparent; the NRA and agri­
cultural adjustment programs have 
been yielding some benefit, but weak­
nesses of eacb program are becoming 
painfully evident Full advantage la 
being taken of the gains registered. 
Whether the vulnerable spots In the 
programs can be fully corrected, how­
ever, remains a matter of conjecture.

There has been undisputed progress 
made toward recovery In a great many 
Unea of business; there hare been at 
least two million workers restored to 
Jobs and there has been an Increase In 
income to farmers to Industry and to 
workers But there has been a fly In 
the ointment at the same time. De­
spite the enthusiasm with which the 
recovery program has been supported, 
there hare been some very sore spots 
created by mistakes on the part of 
government leaders as well as some 
rancor on the part of a limited num­
ber of Industrial leaders that has come 
from selfishness From all of tbe in­
formation available here at the seat 
of affairs my conviction Is there has 
been some bull-headedness on each 
side, and this condition has disclosed 
where the weak spots of tbe several 
programs obtain.

To make tbe going tougher, labor 
leaders have swooped down to nail 
fast every possible advantage they can 
find that they may be In a better po­
sition whenever normal economic con­
ditions prevail again. There can be 
no more mistaking this bit o f selfish­
ness than there can be by closing one's 
eyes to tbe attempts of some Indue 
triallst* to line their own nest. The 
difference la that under present cir­
cumstances and with the terms o f the 
national recovery act to back them up, 
labor leaders are considerably more 
powerful now than are the employers

The greatest weakness thus far evi­
dent In any of the several recovery, 
efforts according to the consensus I”  
have gathered. Is tbe attempt to make 
the . .ue, >f codes hidebound and In- 
elast z. This course has resulted In 
handicaps being placed on some bnal- 
neaaee that actually prohibit expension 
of operation where the desired end ob­
viously la more volume. Observers 
here are contending that tbe NRA au­
thorities particularly, have employed 
too much haste in some Instances and 
again haste has made waste. I am 
told that there are a good many codes 
that will have to be amended or re­
vised or worked over In some respects 
In the light of experience, but the pity 
of tbls is that able men were not giv­
en the chance to have tbe changes In­
cluded In the codes In the first In­
stance.

Probably, the answer to these state­
ments will be that hearings were held 
and each Industry was given an oppor­
tunity to state Its case, which Is true. 
Yet, In all of the terrific hustle and 
bustle that has gone on in NRA bead- 
quarters there were Influences wield­
ed that appear to some persona here 
as having been tinged with selfishness 
I do not seek to defend either side tn 
such controversies as occurred over 
tbe coal code or tbe automobile code or 
some of the others for eacb side rath­
er messed up the program, but, speak 
lng generally, the staff which General 
Johnson baa around him waa capable 
of doing better work than was done 
on most of the codes

As to tbe gains resulting from the 
united effort, figures tell the plainest 
story. Official statistics show that In 
the majority of lines of trade, there 
has been a greater volume of business 
done since NRA and tha agricultural 
program got going than there had been 
In months before.

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Accompaniments That Give 
Flavor to All Sorts 

o f Desserts.
To those fond of pudding as a des­

sert, these directions and suggestions 
by an authority, cannot fall to be of 
taterest:

When the English talk about pud­
ding they usually mean a steamed 
pudding, often Ailed with fruits and 
well spiced and served with a sauce. 
These puddings are of the type 
which we call Christmas puddings 
or suet puddings. Custard* and ar­
rowroot puddings are usually desig­
nated as milk puddings.

In our country we have a much 
greater variety of desserts to which 
we give the pudding title. They are 
rice, tapioca, hlanc manges and some 
of the gelatin mixtures. Perhaps 
our standard pudding, however, la 
that known, for some uncertain rea­
son, as “ cottage." I think that 
there la nothing better tban a good 
cottage pudding, although, 1 am sure 
you have suffered as I have at vari­
ous times nnd places In trying to eat 
a very plain poor rake covered with 
a lumpy sauce o f neutral flavor 
which has been given this name.

Cake for cottage puddlDg may be 
plain, that Is to say, It may he made 
with a comparatively small amount 
o f shortening and few eggs, because 
It la supposed to be served hot from 
the oven. The rake, however, should 
be made just as carefully, with the 
same regard for the proper amount 
of flour, as Is the moat delicate rake 
which Is to tie served cold. A quick 
method may tie used If the recipe 
contains the proper amount of Ingre­
dients. Let me suggest that a vari­
ation of the cottage pudding may be 
made by baking the mixture In muf­
fin tins. This gives a crustiness 
which adds to the flavor.

While a butter cake Is used for 
the proverbial cottage pudding, a 
quirk sponge rake Is very good In­
deed when served with a. good sauce. 
These puddings naturally depend 
largely upon the sauce for their In­
dividuality. The simplest sauce of 
all ts made by crushing fresh fruits 
with plenty of sugar and allowing 
them to stand some time before they 
are used. Hard sauce supplies the 
richness lacking In the cake and Is 
another appropriate sauce to use. A 
combination of hard sauce with 
crushed fruit Is particularly good. 
You may like to beat the crushed 
fruit Into whipped cream. Perhaps 
the sauce moat commonly used la fla­
vored with lemon. A hot chocolate 
sauce, with or without nuts, a but­
terscotch or maple or any one of the 
very good sauces which are used 
with the heavier puddings mentioned 
above, will be found delicious with 
any of these cake puddings.

peak In the Darla mountain range, 
which pokes Ita pine-covered aides 
some 6.890 feet Into the heavens, and 
the McDonald observatory, as the es­
tablishment will be known, will hear 
the distinction of being the second 
highest observatory In the United 
States.

The region la one of the most 
sparsely settled In the United States. 
Jeff Davis county has only about 800 
population, virtually all residing In the 
hamlets of Port Davis and Valentine.

Not more than twenty persons re­
side In a ten-mile radlua of Mount 
I-ocke. but deer, black bear and moun­
tain Ilona abound. The region la tins 
bered. but In many spots tha green 
terrain la broken by canyons aa much 
as 1.300 feet deep.

Until recently no highway worthy of 
the name ventured closer than 200 
miles to the site, hut In recent months 
the state of Texas haa built a road 
to the base of Mount Locke. Now en­
gineers are mapping out a winding 
road to make the laat 700 feet ascent 
to the peak.

Tan Buildings Planned.
Some ten buildings will be erected 

atop Mount Locke to house telescopes 
and Instruments and to aerve as dor­
mitories for scientists and their fam­
ilies. In all. ten scientists will he sta­
tioned there eventually. The tele­
scope's lens will require three years 
to prepare and will be the second larg­
est In the world, with an 80-Inch reflec­
tor.

Neighboring ranchmen, accustomed 
to tha wilderness, are viewing thla In­
vasion of tha primeval with a great 
deal of wonderment Heretofore there 
have been no aapecte of the world of 
culture. Heretofore the lo r « ^ ,I -J c  
cowboy has been that of the reglwi. 
Now the echoes of a fast-fading “ wild 
West" wtll be thrown in sharp con­
trast with the world of today and to­
morrow.

Already tourists In large numbers 
are Inspecting the site of the obser­
vatory and once it has been completed 
It will he an attraction o f the first 
magnitude for the thousands who tako 
the road each summer. A land of 
great natural beauty, once seen utmost 
exclusively by the cowboy and the oc­
casional huntsman will now be opened
