We need protein every 
day Id some degree to rebuild the 
tissues which are each day worn by 
the burden of everyday life. < hlinren 
need an extra amount to build new 
tissue while growing. Any protein that 
Is Dot used for building may he 
burned as tuel. which Is used 
for beating th* bony to a rormal 
temperature and for the energy which 
we use op Id the body process and la 
exercise.

experience baa showed us, -lowever, 
that protein should be used moder­
ately lb a well-helancev, diet. About 
1(1 per cent of the calories In day's 
diet— which average* «houi 240 calo­
ries— la the usual standard for the 
protein requirement Some luthorlties 
allow an Increa.-s* over that amount 
and others feel that it la larger than 
necessary, When calories are cut 
down to 1-2HM.3UI aa they sometimes 
sre In a reducing diet the proportion 
of protein Increases although the 
amount eaten remains about the aame 
as la an average normal diet.

We get onr supply of protein large­
ly from animal foods milk eggs. fish, 
meat and cheese Nuts ai\d the leg 
nines— pest, beans— are more complete 
In themselves and sre more complete 
ly otllized than those from vegeiable 
aourres. Proteins are much more com 
plicated In constructlm than are fata 
and carhohydretea. Protein la made 
up of Urge number» of substances 
which are known chemically aa ammo 
acids. The  efficiency of a protein de 
pends upon the number of these adds 
and the proportion ol each. O rts ln  
protein foods supplement each other, 
aa for Instance, the protein Id milk 
and that Id cereal which we so often 
eat together If milk It allowed In an 
otherwise vegetarlaD diet the result 
will be satisfactory There la. how­
ever. no good reason for person* In 
normal health to avoid any of the 
animal proteins. The body In good 
health la equipped to take rare of 
certain waste products which are 
found In the digestion of meal and 
fish. When our oigans lose some of 
this efficiency In later life. It ia some- 
times necessary to cut down on the 
amount of protein which we have 
been accustomed to taking.

Seek Some Method 
to Use Lightning

Much Electric Energy Is Lost 
Each Year.

Washington.— Due btHlun kilowatts 
ef electrical energy Is poured dowo on 
the earth every year by thunderbolts, 
the American Meteorological s^ lety 
was told here recently at Its annual 
■Meting.

'l*he tremendous potentialities for 
power from the clouds, at present out 
of the reach of man, were described 
l>j Dr. B. P. J. Schnnland, director 
of research for the Institute of Klee- 
trlcul Engineers, at Johannesburg, 
Month Africa.

Th e  studies of the vnrlous phases of 
llEhtnliig and thunderbolts have been 
■ndertaken. Doctor Schonland said, 
with the hope that knowledge of the 
anechanlsm and nature of thunderixdt* 
rosy enable man to utilize at least 
l » r t  of the tremendous electrical en­
ergy being constantly built t v  L* the 
clouds and discharged to the earth.

Much New Information.
The  latest research to make light­

ning divulge Its secrets has already 
yielded much new Information as to 
the speed of lightning. Its manner of 
building up voltages, and the amounts 
of these voltages, I Victor Schonland
«aid.

Measurements of the electric poten­
tial In the cloud show that each cent! 
sneter of cloud has a voltage of lO.UltO, 
or more than 1.300.000.000 volts per 
linear mile, (ienerally. the vo'tage Is 
dissipated before it reaches this high

potential, though some thunderbolts 
have been estimated to reach 1.000.- 
000.000 volts.

By far the largest part of the elec­
trical energy In the cloud, fully nine- 
tenths of It, la discharged Inside the 
cloud before It reaches the earth, and 
only one-tentb is discharged In the 
bolts that reach the ground, the re­
search shows*.

The electrical potential of 2.V400 
volts to the Inch. It was determined. It 
hullt up by the splitting of dm[>a of 
water In the cloud.

The top of the cloud, the ei|>ert- 
monts show, Is positively charged, 
while the base of the cloud Is negative. 
The large drops have a positive charge 
and the small have a negative one. By 
gravitation the large drops fsll down 
from the top of the cloud to a lower 
level, where the small negative dropi 
are discharged.

“ Leading" Flash.
The downward movement of the 

large droplets carrying positive elec­
tricity. Doctor Schonland state-1, ac- 
counts fnr nine tenths of the discharge, 
and this takes place within the -loud. 
The negative charge from the l»ase of 
the cloud to the earth accounts for 
the remaining one-tenth of the charge.

The  latest findings. I>octor .Schon­
land added, dispute the theory promul­
gated several years ago by I’rof. G. C  
Simpson of Isindon. that the base of 
the cloud Is positively charged, while 
Its top Is negative. Rxiieriments. he 
auld. show the opposite to he the rase.

By the device of a special camera 
Doctor Schonland. In collaboration 
with H . roller.« of South Africa, It 
h.-ia been possible to make photographs 
of lightning whlrh furnish data for 
measuring Its S|ieed.

The main flash, the photographs 
show. Is always preceded by a “ lead­
er." or trail blazer. Th is  “pathfinder" 
travels from the negatively charged 
base of the cloud to the positively 
charged earth at ajieeds ranging from 
hJO to I ».HIM miles per second.

The main flash travels in the oppo­
site direction from the “ leader." «tart 
Ing upward from the earth, from the 
spot struck hy the “ leader.“ and fol­
lowing exactly the same path traversed 
hy the "leader." hack to the cloud.

The length of the "leader" was found 
to vary from 1.6 to 4.7 miles. The 
longest time occupied by a “ leader" 
stroke was measured at 1,670 mil­
lionths of a second for the 4.7 mile 
stroke. The quickest flash took sixty- 
nine millionths of a second to travel 
lt..r> ml lea.

and dry pots, pans, 
and cooking uten­
sils.

H o w e v e r .  I n  
homes of average 
size and moderate 
means there Is hut 
one maid or none.
In the first case the 
homemaker d o e s  
part of the clear­
ing up except In 
the kitchen. And 
In the second place 
she does all which 
attends upon uer 
work, and unless the members of the 
family have learned to clear up after 
themselves, she has to do more than 
her share hy clearing up after them 
If the place it kept tidy and neat

When some one wants to help or 
craves a cake or randy or a dessert 
or any of the extra dishes which are 
so welcome to have, and then piles 
up the bowls, pans, and other utensils 
and leaves them for some one else to 
wash and put away, this other some 
one loses a hit of her relish for the 
'nod. If the kitchen la left In real 
disorder, and the homemiker has to 
set It to rights again ahe may find 
annoyance, which is certainly excus­
able. out-welgha all her appreciation 
of the food. Yet If a mother does not 
teach her children that the clearing 
up la part of a task, whether It he 
a pleasant one or not, she cannot well 
find fault with the extra work coming 
to her.

Sewing.
It la by no means In kitchen work 

alone that clearing up la part of a 
job. Sewing la another outstanding 
occupation In which confusion la rife 
In a home unless the one dressmak­
ing. mending, etc., puts away what­
ever la taken out. and keeps the room 
as tidy as possible. During the occu­
pation It la permissible to hare want­
ed things about.

In cooking, for example, seasonings, 
flavorings, and all needed Ingredients 
should 1« at band while the dish la 
being prepared. Th is  is equally true In 
sewing. Patterns, materials, scissors 
and all materials and utensils re­
quired must he out. all or part of the 
time. It la only when work ta done 
or working time la up, that the clear­
ing away has to be done by some one. 
and this tidying up should lie consid­
ered as part of the occupation of the 
worker.

Think of Neighbor«.
Th e  season of open windows has 

come, and It ta a delight to have the 
fresh air course through the house, 
ana to hegr the song of birds and the 
buzz of bees. But It should be remem­
bered that sounds go out through the 
windows as well as come In through 
them, and that the air may carry the

noise from our house <o neighbors. 
While we inny like tie  sounds, they 
muy be disturbing to outsiders.

For examine, every one has been 
disturbed at one time or another by 
the noise of alarm clock or radio 
which made the air vibrate when 
quiet wus craved. The  first of these 
mechanical Instruments la necessary 
and Is not thought of except In such 
capacity. Th e  second la a luxury 
which haa become almost a necessity 
by Us power of transmission of mes­
sages. mgsic, drama and news. Fo r­
tunately the noise from both can b« 
so tempered, with a little care, that 
while performing their missions of 
help and pleusure, they would not In­
fringe upon the privacy of other«

NOVEL PLEA FOR

But It 
may well lie a much more disconcert­
ing experience to be yoked with an 
unbeliever and to have the Impllc- 
able erltie always under the same 
roof ns the exasjieratpd author. Mil­
ton. a writ»? who had views of his 
'»■ar:. on matrimony ami also on di­
vorce. seems to have anticipated the 
German author's grievance. His de­
scription. In "Samson Agonlstes," of 
the wife who before marriage la 
“ soft, modest, meek, demure," hut 
afterwards . . . "the contrary she 
prove*, a thorn Intestine, far within 
defensive arms; a cleaving mischief, 
lu Ida way to virtue, adverse and tur­
bulent." sounds exceedingly like the 
sort of adverse Influence to escape 
from which the German petitioner 
now throws himself on the mercy of 
the court. The  wife's answer to that

court la blunt and uncompromising. 
“ It Is Impossible for ao educated 
woman to respect a man who writes 
such liad books as my husband.”  Un­
usual as are the grounds for the ap­
plication, perhaps It would ha better 
to grant a divorce— o r at least a 
Judicial separation. Th is  sounds the 
kind of "cleaving mischief" that will 
not be mended by mild advice and 
half measures. —  Manchester Guar­
dian.
