Something out of the ordinary has 

been attempted at the Pennsylvania 
Museum of Art with an exhibition of 
miniature Kngllah silver, says the Boo- 
ton Transcript. This dwarfed form 
of silver collecting runa Into great dif­
ficulties because of Its comparative 
rarity, yet the Philadelphia Institution 
has assembled more than forty pieces 
which show the changes In design 
from Charles I to George III.

It Is necessary to recall that a con­
tinuous argument has raged concern­
ing miniature silver or, for that mat­
ter. miniature met*I work of any kind, 
some protagonists saying that these 
delightful little pieces were made as 
toys for fortunate children and others 
asserting that they were used as work­
ing models for larger plecea. To an 
Impartial observer It would seem aa 
though both aides were right, as must 
he the ease In a prolonged argument

There are records of silver toy* be­
ing made for young royallty. In IS74 
a daughter of Henry II of Franco or­
dered a silver toy set made for the child 
of the Ducbeoa of Bavaria, and the 
practice grew common in the Seven­
teenth century. On the other hand. 
It was a frequent practice. In the case 
of a large or elaborate piece, for the 
silversmith to make a preliminary 
model and submit It to tbe patron, so 
that changes could be made without 
undue trouble.

May Be Forbidden

Holy Synod Would Stop 
Pagan Ritual in Bulgaria.
Sofia.—la the little «¡Hare o f Vul­

gar!. deep la tbe forest which extend« 
from a few mile« south of Burga* te 
the Turkish frontier, an «mating an­
nual ceremony which date* from pagan 
time* took place recently. It la now 
Strangely combined with Christian 
ritual, but It Is performed In dells ace 
af tbe H oi; Synod.

It was the festival of Sts. Constan­
tine and Helena : and upon that day 
every year several women o f a small 
community known aa the Neeiinarkl— 
dancer* upon fire—dance with hare 
feet upon red hot etubera. an act of 
•elf mortiflcatlon which bring* fruit- 
fu!ue«a ah'! health to their tillage and 
friends, and yet. according to wit­
nesses. apparently causes them no 
pain.

After a service In the village church 
which is attended by nil the villagers 
In their best clothe*, three young men 
carry from the church an Ikon and oth­
er sa.-red symbol*. Before them walk* 
the master o f ceremonies. Klro Kosta- 
dinoff. a man sixty-nine years old. 
•winging a censer. Klro lead* across 
the village to another tiny church dedi­
cated to St. Constantine, the church

of the Neatinarkl. a dark place hung 
about with picture* of saints The vil­
lagers crowd in after him, each hang­
ing a present for the church.

Big Drum Is Used.
On the wall hangs a big drum, 

which Is taken from Ua peg only upon 
this day each year ; and by the drum, 
holding a burning candle, waits old 
Baba Nnna. the "high priestess" of 
the Nestlnarkl. At the door the vil­
lagers buy tbelr slender candles, aa 
they do In all orthodox churche* and 
light them from old Baha Nuns'* tiH 
shadow* dance on the walla

Then all emerge again. At a *ign 
from Baha Nuna a man with (he drum 
and another with Ibe crude bacpiiws 
common in Bulgaria strike up strange 
music. The Neatinarkl—there were 
four at the recent ceremony—dressed 
ia black, their face* pale, begin to danc« 
rhythmically, their hand* outstretched, 
chanting a* they go. Faster and fast­
er goes the music and old Baha Nuna 
urges on the dancer« till they are In a 
frenry. though apparently oblivious of 
their surrounding*. Suddenly the mu­
sic and dancing atop and the proces­
sion re-forms, winding It* way from 
the village to a little valley where 
there la a holy spring In a grove of 
ancient oak* Here another service Is 
conducted by the village priest, while 
the people drink the water of the 
spring and eat unleavened bread.

Dance on Glowing Embers.
In the dusk the procession returns 

to the village square, where a great 
wood fire ha* been l it  As the flame* 
die down the embers are spread, their 
glow giving the only light. The smell 
of incense mingles with the acrid 
fumes of smoldering wood. On one 
aide of the carpet of red embers stand 
the bearers of the ikon and holy sym­
bol* on tbe other aide tbe musician* 
who now strike up their wild tunes 
again.

Suddenly tbe Neatinarkl run for­
ward. take the holy symbols In their 
hands and dash upon the glowing em­
ber* with their bare feet, dancing aa 
before, faster and faster, for ten or 
fifteen minute* round and round, and 
finally twice across to describe the 
Sign of the croa* Then the music 
suddenly cease* all go to the church 
igain. the oldest Inhabitants first, and 
sit upon the floor to end the day's per­
formance with a holy feast.

Vulgarl la the only village where 
this strange ceremony survives, though 
it used to he common to many villages 
of thst region. Spectators are not en­
couraged. This year Ibe ceremony 
has attracted so much attention In the 
Bulgarian press—tbe papers being no 
longer able to fill their columns with 
political news since the establishment 
of the dictatorship— tint the Holy 
synod considera It time to Intervene 
and la considering what measures 
must he taken to pot s stop to such 
pagan rite*

At last the public mind has become

Those that would 
not be tolerated In an American thea­
ter were sent to China and other for­
eign countrle* The sole object of 
those who had charge o f exporting 
these pictures seemed to have been 
the amount of money which the pic­
ture could earn. The educational and 
moral factor never entered their cal­
culation* It seemed that the produc-

era concluded that the public con­
science had been completely calloused, 
consequently their efforts to present 
the grotesque and Immoral became 
bolder and bolder. All of a sudden 
something happened. The mind of the 
public spoke. These producers were 
given something to think about. As 
one critic pnt It, "They've got It com­
ing to them.*

There are many channels through
which the pobllc conscience may 
apeak. The moat effective la the one 
through which this protest has come, 
the organized force« of Christianity. 
Never In the history o f modern times 
have the different divisions of organ­
ized Christianity spoken more earnest­
ly nr unitedly on any moral Issue. The 
Roman Catholic, the Jewish and the 
entire Protestant world have arisen In 
vigorous protest saying you have 
gone far enough, you can go no farth­
er. we declare a moratorium, or better 
atlll. a complete elimination of the Im­
moral plctura. These Christian Torres 
hold the balance of power. The pro­
ducers know that right well: so we 
may soon expect better things for this 
part of our amusement program. The 
movie may heroine an Important 
source of great good. Perhaps that 
day la near.

Seven Year»’ Work on 
World’s Smallest Book

Omplellon of what Is diwcrfbed as 
the smallest printed book In the 
world, a tiny volume of 2H pages of 
verses by the Persian post, Omar 
Khayyam, was announced recently at 
Worcester. Mass.

The book, so small that Its entire 
contents would barely cove» half of 
au ordinary postage stamp, contain! 
4« quatrains of Omar's poefry from 
■ translation made several years agA 
by a Worcester man, Rbee Francis 
Thompson, a widely knowt student 
of Persia.

The liny book is the work of I’htia- 
delpbla publishers, who completed U 
some time ago. after more than sev­
en years' effort. In Its final form, 
hound In leather covers. It Is 3-10 by 
5-IB.of an Inch tn dimension.

It was printed from copper plates. 
Seven plates, each containing four 
pages, were made hy photo-engrav­
ing. Two qnatralns appear on a 
page. The completed bock weighs a 
third of a carat

The smallest printed book previ­
ously known was a miniature print­
ed tn Cleveland, Ohio, la 1900. This 
vohrme, which has since become a 
tlternry rarity, was al»> a book ef 
Omar's verses, made bp from the 
feurth edition of Kltr.geraVTs trans­
lation. It was approtlmately one- 
eighth of an Inch taller than the lo­
cal book.

Frogs Reveal the Earth’s Past
From Them Scientist Has Learned of Lost Continents 

and Vanished Seas; Furnish Information 
of a Long-Ago Ultra Far West.

When the frogs croak you can well 
Imagine, with scientific backing, that 
you bear the nature aongs of lost 
continents and vanished seas of tbe 
past 175.090,000 years.

For, In a new kind o f frog geog­
raphy, the records ef these lost 
places have been found In living 
frogs by Maynard M. Metcalf of the 
National museum. Ills studies are 
an almost unique method of reading 
the earth’s past, lie  has published 
the first report In tbe affirial Journal, 
Science.

The frog map shows the possible 
existence of a great contfnent In the 
Pacific, In Trlasslc times, >?.'k080i,000 
years ago. This was Gondwanda 
land, some evidences of which scien­
tists have fbund previously by other 
methods. Gondwanda hold probably 
connected with South America.

Another foot frog continent was 
Lemurta. It likewise was about 175. 
000.000 years back, but tn the Indian 
ocean. It appears to have connected 
Africa, Madagascar. Ceylon, south­
ernmost India, the tsiaods of south 
west Maylasia and probably some of 
the southwestern Malay archipelago 
Islands.

Then the frogs show an ultra-Par 
West. This was a strip of hud wes* 
o f the present I’aciflc coast of the 
United States. It ran from Siberia,

; down past Alaska. Central America, 
and perhaps even for a time, May- 

1 nurd finds, to Ecuador and Chile. 
Its heyday was 00,000,000 to 100,000,- 
000 years ago.

In this same cretaceous times, 
there probably wasn't much Texas. 
Instead the frogs Indicate an arm of 
the sea there, running up from the 
western Gulf of Mexico all the way 
Into the Arctic ocean.

Bark In the days when monarch! 
were all that the word Implies, Au­
gustus Caesar added a day to Au­
gust, the month of his birth, to put 
It on ■ par with July, which com 
memorates Julius Caesar. It would 
scarcely be worth while to estimate 
the cost of that act of vanity during 
the last 1,942 years Even the en 
orgy spent by calendar reformers in 
trying to correct this and other Ir­
regularities In the measurement of 
time is considerable. But it Is worthy 
o f note that persistent efforts are 
still being made to substitute for tbe 
Itoman calendar a more systematic 
measure o f time.

Interest In this subject Is attested 
by the fact that 29 nations have ap­
pointed committees to confer with 
the League of Nations regarding I t  
The Eastern Orthodox churrh, with 
a membership of 140.000,000 persons, 
recently endorsed the so-called world 
calendar. Its action Is especially 
significant because much of the op­
position to calendar reform has come 
from churches and other organiza­
tions that oppose the shifting of aig- 
nlftmnt historical dates. I f  opposi­
tion from these sources Is over- 
rcihr. the difficulties of securing a 
new calendar will be greatly mini­
mized.

Adoption of a 13-month calendar 
now seems to be out of the question. 
Most o f the reformers appear to be 
swinging to the improved 12-month 
calendar of 384 days plus one year 
day that would not he placed In any 
month. Under this plan the year can

The farmer sounded his horn sev­
eral times before he realized why 
the hog-calllng method he had used 
successfully a hundred times before 
was not producing results. He had 
traded automobiles the week before, 
and his new car had a different- 
sounding horn.

He located the old horn In Jack­
sonville. Fla., nnd reclaimed It.—Lit­
erary Digest.

All birds descended from flying 
reptiles with teeth, according to Dr.

He has traced the family history of

At 
the top e f the scale e f evolution are 
the songbirds, while the most primi­
tive birds living today are the os­
trich and tbe penguin.

The story of the Wright brothers 
la well known. But how did the first 
flying reptile manage to "take offT' 
There were few airports at that time 
and those were not equipped with 
modern safety devices. None of the 
animals or reptiles had made a trans- 
Atlantic flight or a Journey to tbe 
stratosphere and these were no birds 
to soar and glide gracefully through 
the air. Flyfng existed only ta the 
mind's aye of the lowly though Im­
aginative reptile, and while It had • 
good set o f teeth. It eouM net see 
them In such an undertaking.

This happened about 150.000,600 
years ago, and we are freryuently re­
minded that evolution ean accomplish 
wonders tn millions o f years. But 
It cannot ba rushed. The copper­
heads, rattlesnakes, water moccastas 
and black snakes of the Oxarks have 
never sprouted wings, nor has any 
ons of them ever been heard to slDg 
like a mocking bird. Their offspring 
always lack both the ambition and 
the ability to fly. But that does not 
mean they will always re mais as 
they are. unless. Indeed, evolution 
sometimes runs Irno a blind alley, ■ 
possibility suggested by Doctor Wet- 
more himself.

He ventures the opinion that birds 
may have reached the end of tlie evo­
lutionary road, because be says, i-lv- 
lllzed man Is disturbing the natural 
conditions of the earth. And If Mrd? 
will never become reptiles, perhaps 
reptiles win never become bird*.— 
St. Louis Globe-Democrat

I f  the talk of a gangster and tbe 

words of a poet were scrambled, It 
Is bard to say which would yield 
the larger number of poetic phrases. 
Does this sound as though written 
In Jest? A list of slaL-g terms used 
in prison, published In American 
Speech, offers many a gem for col­
lectors o f poetic figures; diamonds 
In the rough, they might be railed. 
Leaving aside the question whether 
these are genuine specimens of prison 
-slang—and tome o f them sound 
though they may not be fouDd out­
side the covers of a crime novel— It 
Is Instructive to observe how faith­
ful to the mute o f poetry !■ much 
that the pickpocket, the awtixller or 
the bank robber says in the course 
of his trade.

One of the examples compiled fay 
J. Louis Kuetha, of Johns Hopkins 
University library, ta tbe word 
“ tears” for pearls. There It as much 
poetry In this as In such an Image 
from Shakespeare as “Those are 
pearls that were his eyes." Another 
term from the cells Is "sunshine," 
meaning gold. The phrase "last 
brightening" Is defined In tha crim­
inal's thesaurus as "yesterday morn­
ing." It might have come from Shel­
ley. A gangster is “ hot”  when he la 
wanted by the police. Shakespeare 
wrote "how like a winter my absence 
has been.'’ Here we see merely a re­
versal tn seasons. The criminal who 
says "vine” for a suit o f clothes Is 
no less poetic than Campion was 
when he wrote "There Is a garden In 
her face." When contemporary 
poetry of the school of T. S. Eliot 
has wearied of the search for phrases 
among old Australian ballads or 
among the verses of medieval Kpaie 
tab poets It may turn wMh profit ta 
tha cell blocks at Sing Sing tad 
Great Meadow.—New York Sun.

Results ia Thyroid Operations

ONE of the problem* facing both 
patient and physician In goiter or 

thyroid aliments la whether aa opera­
tion should be performed at one# or 
whether treatment by rest. Iodine. X- 
ray or other method* should flrat be 
tried.

Now do one likes the Idea of aa 
•p.'ratlon because there Is the anes­
thetic, th* time le hospital with Ua 
expense, and the danger of the opera­
tion. Naturally thea tf all this caa be 
avoided it would seem like good sense 
to wait

However, physicians always keep In 
mind that the extra Jelce from the 
thyroid gland makes the heart beat 

' more rapidly all the time and thin ex­
tra work, together with poisons ia the 
system, can so damage the heart that 
rest and other forms o f treatment are 
of no avail.

Therefore we now find that the con­
dition o f the heart Uaelf and the 
strength o f Its muscular walla In 
pumping the blood, la the factor that 
Influences the physician whether or 
not to advta* operation. In fast saany 
surgeons favor operation area whea 
heart symptom* are mild.

What la (All operation?
The operation coexists la tha re­

moval of a large part, but not a lt  o f 
the thyroid gland la the neck, la for­
mer time* this operation was consid­
ered ao dangerous that patient* trav­
eled hundreds and often thousands o f 
miles to have It performed by some 
renowned sugeon. Today, la practical­
ly every hospital, surgeons are per­
forming this operation with splendid 
results and with a very low death 
rate.

Thus Dr. J. de J. Pemberton In Jour­
nal of Surgery aod Obstetrics report* 
a death rate o f lees thee I per cent.

Whet about the results obtained by 
operation?

Statistics from Kocber’s clinic la 
Vienna and Mayo's cilnfe. Rochester, 
Mian., give 80 per cent of satisfactory 
results after operation to serious case« 
of the sever* type o f goiter.

Th* thought, thea is that where 
rest and other forms o f treatment are 
not giving results la these thyroid 
cases when the heart Is affected, the 
earlier the case la turned over to the 
surgeon the leas danger there la from 
the operation.

Sometimes the operation Is per­
formed because the patient oaa't spare 
the time required by the rest treat.

But the body at all times has a 
good supply of water oa hand, and 
only need* a certain amount every day 
to keep Its needs supplied.

Just aa you aee storage tanka e f 
water on the roofs o f  factories to be 
used ia aa emergency, so all your tis­
sues bare a goodly supply or water 
stored away. This water Is not la any 
one place like the sthrage tank, but 
In and about all the tissues, and ac­
tually forming part o f the tissues 
themselves.

When you exercise and the perspi­
ration pours out os the surface of tha 
skin, then your tissues have gives up 
that much water and you are Just that 
much lighter ts weight Some flat tis­
sue has been used up by the exerclee. 
hot water makes up most e f tb* 
weight lost.

If, however, after exercising and los­
ing all this water, or even tf you sim­
ply perspire without taking exercise, 
snd because you feel thirsty drink 
three or fonr glasses of water thea tm- 
metfately you are Just that much 
heavier again. *  ,

With those of normal weight, this 
perspiring and then drinking water I* 
helpful to the system; la fact R Is 
helpful also to the overweight Individ 
ual la s general way. hut ns a matter 
of f » d  he doesn't need alt this wa­
ter. and It only Increases hta weight.

In other words the tlesum end spaces 
e f the overweight hold so muth more 
water than he needs, that he has real­
ly toe large a "storage tank" e f wa­
ter. Thus If he loses considerable 
water hy perspiration and uses up 
some e f the water In his storage tank, 
ke Is bound to tone some of hta weight
