Preparing Stew.

I be bureau of flahorio* of the Cuit­
ad Slate* l>o|iaarmoui of Commerce 
be» been making elaborate studies 
of the nutritive value of tbo oyatera, 
•nd «b ile  « e  are eating them for the 
•ake of their flavor, « 0  can fool that 
» 0  are not only pat ing for It but for 
lm|M>rtaat contribution* eaperially of 
Iron, copper and manganese. which 
are now considered as safeguard* 
from and remedies for anemia. And 
by i be way, tbo combination of milk 
and oysters which » e  lake *0 often 
In slew form is particularly recom­
mended. because milk Is low in the 
very mineral* which the oyster sup 
plie* so liberally.

speaking of stews. | bo|ie that you 
know bow to make one in the approved 
manner, which you tnny observe at 
several well known oyster bars where 
they are prepared before your eye». 
The oyster* are taken out of the shell 
to which they cling tightly aa all live 
oyster* do. and put immediately Into 
but butter In which they are cooked 
for a few minutes. The milk and what­
ever seasoning* you like are adiled 
and Ihe mixture ia brought almost to 
a boll. I wonder If there I* anything 
hotter than an oyster stewr made this 
way and served either in the dish in 
which it wa* cooked or a hot soup 
pinte. For seasonings, you may add 
salt, paprika, or black pepper. Add a 
little celery salt. If you like. The 
te ster stew needs no further garnish 
«>f minced par«ley or whipped cream 
which are very good with creamed 
sou pa.

Oyster Stor.
2 doaen oysters
3 tablespoons butter
1 quart milk
Fall, pepper, paprika

Clean oysters, draining off the 
Mqnor and removing any bits of shell. 
Cook them In the hotter until the 
edges begin lo rnrl. Add the milk, 
and bring almost to the boiling point, 
hen son and serve.

Have ready two dishes of crumbs, one 
dish of beaten egg and water, (line 
e g g  beaten with one tablespoon wa­
ter). Dip first In crumbs, then in egg , 
then In crumb*. Fry in deep fat. 
Drain and serve at onee.

Oyster Corn Chowder.
‘ 2 si.res fat salt pork

1 onion
it cups diced boiled potatoes 
Salt and pepp«-r 
1 cup cooked corn 
1 piut oysters 
4 enpa milk

Fry out salt pork and cook sliced 
onions in this fat our or two min­
ute«. Add potatcu-s. cook two minutes, 
add oysters, corn and milk and cook 
until milk is hot. Hy this time the 
edges of the oyster will enrl. Serve 
at once.

Aa la err a t  la solar radiation, he 
said, would mean that there w:is more 
difference in temperature between the 
equator and the poles. There would, 
therefore, be stronger winds, more 
cloud, and more rain and snow.

"A t Brat," he explained, "the In­
creased precipitation would result in 
greater accumulation o f anew, and the 
increased cloud would prevent summer 
melting. The polar ice caps and the 
Ice fields on mountains would extend, 
spreading Into lower latitudes and 
down to lower heights."

Warm Pariod to Follow.
That would bring the next Ice age 

to ita maximum tens, perhaps hun­
dreds of thousands of years hence. 
Then, as the sun's radiation further 
increased in strength, the Ice would 
he first checked in Its advance and 
finally melted. There would follow 
the warmest time of all. "a warm, wet 
Interglacial period," with half as much 
cloud again as there la now.

Next, as the sun s radiation began 
to decrease In Intensity again, the 
same sea o f changes would be re­
versed. and after another Ice age we 
would drift slowly hack to present con­
ditions. We should have had two Ice 
ages In the course of the one solar 
cycle, while In the tropica there would 
have been a single wet period corre­
sponding with the wet. interglacial pe­
riod nearer the poles.

When the next Ice ages are on. the 
Atlantic will be a much less healthy 
place for ships than will the Pacific. 
It will be largely filled up with ice, 
because Arctic Ice has a much greater 
tendency al this time to drift down by 
that route than Into the Pacific.

Cherry Jelly.
(Any kind except wild cherry or

chokecherry). 
it cups ( l 1*  pounds) Juice 
OH cups 12« pounds) sugar 
1 bottle fruit pectin.
To prepare Juice, stem aud crush 

about three pounds fully ripe cherries. 
Do not pit. Add one-half cup water, 
bring to a boil, cover, and simmer 10 
minutes. (For stronger cherry flavor, 
add one-fourth teaspoon almond ex­
tract before pouring). Place fruit In 
Jelly cloth or bag and squeeze out 
Juice.

Measure sugar and Juice Into large 
saucepan and mix. Bring to a boll 
over hottest fire and at once add fruit 
pectin, stirring constantly. Then bring 
to a full rolling boil and boil hard 
one-half minute. Remove from fire, 
skim, pour quickly. Paraffin hot Jelly 
i t  ooce. Makes about nine glasses.

We have been re-reading some of the 
novels published about twenty flveyeara 

ago. which at the 
time were ranked 
as "first sellers” ; 
"Trail of the Lone­
some P 1 o e,”  by 
Jtb.a F“X Jr.. “The 
C h o i r  Invisible," 
by James Lane Al­
len. and o t h e r s .  
We were much im­
pressed with the 
wholesome style of 
these b o o k s  aod 
their clear delinea­
tion of characters 
dominated by that 
knightly spirit of 

feudal times, chivalry. The influence 
of such books upon the young people 
of these days was most beneficial and 
in no small sense helped to develop 
character. Of course these books nre 
still being read, and upon Inquiry at 
a public library In a town of about ten 
thousand population w-e discovered 
that they are dally withdrawn. The 
publishers of "The Trail of the Lone­
some Pine" placed a reprint edition on 
the market in 19C11.

ago, we are seriously Impressed with 
the absence of this element of chiv­
alry. The so-called modern novel makee 
Its appeal to sex and the morbid de­
pression*. with delineations of char­
acter largely In the field of psycho- 
analysis. This Is not true of all litera­
ture which has come from our press 
or that of Europe, but Is quite charac­
teristic of what we call the American 
noval. Books o f this nature have been 
sold In large quantities, which Indi­
cates a demand of a certain type. On 
the other hand, books on philosophy 
and biography have had an equally 
large sale, which clearly indicates that 
popular demand was not wholly on the 
side of the novel.

In one of our leading magazines 
there recently appeared a cartoon 
which pictured a movie-producer look­
ing out of his window at a crowd 
waiting to gain admittance to a thea­
ter where the film “Little Women” 
was on the screen. He could not un­
derstand why such a picture appealed 
to so large a crowd and remarked. "It 
Is not In accord with human nature." 
One needed only to glance at the walls 
of his office, filled with salacious pic­
tures. to understand how grossly he 
was misled in Judging the demands of 
the popular mind. Movie producers 
have sensed this very fact and are 
now filming novels of recognised lit­
erary merit Perhaps we shall soon 
have a new era for the novel as we 
seem to be promised for the movies.
