Make Increasing Us« of
Shark Flesh ns Food

Knowledge that some species at 
sharks prey upon man when they get 
a ebam-e Is probably responsible for 
the widespread aversion to the Idea 
of using shark flesh as food In thin 
country, note* a writer In the Detroit 
New* although some change tn thin 
attitude has been apparent recently. 
According to officials of the Ftah and 
Game Department of California, adver­
tising has overcome the prejudice 
against eating sharks somewhat, and 
they are now sold tn fairly large quan­
tities In the markets of San Pedro and 
San Francisco. They are first beheaded, 
skinned and finely flleted and. as a 
rule, are sold under the name of 
“ filets'' at ten to twenty cent* a pound. 
Not Infrequently do they masquerade 
successfully as filet o f sole, or filet of 
sturgeon, which reveals that the flavor 
of some species, at least, compares fa­
vorably with that of more popular 
fishes.

There Is no reason why many spe­
cie* of sharks should not he fit for 
human consumption and All a real 
need among those persons who cannot 
afford to buy the more expensive sal­
mon. tuna or halibut. In the opinion of 
the department, for the smaller vaiie- 
tie* at least, are equipped with small 
teeth and. like most of the flab suitable 
for human fare, they feed on smaller 
speclea of fishes and on Invertebrate*. 
Even the basking shark, one of tbs 
largest of the Pacific varieties found In 
California water* eats only very tiny 
marina organism* It Is pointed out

Fish That Build* Nast
Among th* many wonderful Inhabi­

tants of th* waters ta the stickleback, 
which Is remarkable as being a nest 
builder. The male sets about building 
a nest. First he forma a depression 
In th* sand by rolling hla prickly body 
about therein. Then he collect* vege- 
lable fiber* and other material build- i 
Ing a nest with roof and all complete, I 
leaving an open apace for the front 
door. He next selects a bride and 
drive* her Into the opening. After she ■ 
has laid her egg* be officially look* 
them over and gets another bride to 
add to the number after which both 
brides may go where they like. He 
takes care of the eggs and also father* i 
the little fish until they ar* able ta 
care for themselves.

I f a 
person va ses his health, he first 
will obsetve simple precaution* In 
living tl at will prevent disease and 
at the same time will act quickly If 
aymp’ uus o f an ailment appear.

Speakers on the subject of cancer, 
at the doctors' meeting, were au­
thority for tbe statement that most 
of the toll o f life claimed by the dis­
ease would he prevented If victims 
recognized potentialities o f danger 
In small skin growths. Irritating 
sores that fall to heal and unnatu­
ral bleeding and lumps In organa of 
the body. In Its struggle against the 
ravages of cancer, science has 
learned control In most cases If the 
disease still Is In Its Infancy, but Is 
baffled If cancerous growths have 
developed too far. — Indianapolis 
News.

A city mother was telling a country 
mother how lucky she was that she 

c o u l d  raise her 
bnhy where there 
was clean air and 
o p e n  f i e l d s  and 
sunshine.
• "lan ow  those are 
Important." s a i d  
the country moth­
er. “ but you city 
people hnve pas- 
t e u r i t e d  milk, 
while we never 
know what disease 
our babies will get 
In the milk they 
drink."

The couutry mother wa* right. Pas­
teurization of milk la one of the great­
est boons to health that the city offers 
children. Milk Is one o f man's best 
foods, but It Is also a good food for 
germs, (ieruis grow well In milk. Milk 
from rattle certified to he free from 
disease and handled by persons free 
from disease Is good wholesome milk, 
hat unless this certification of health 
has been made, then a family should 
hot take any rhances on milk that Is 
used for drinking or In the preparation 
of uncooked food. I ’ npaxteur’.zed milk 
may of course he used safely In cooked 
or baked dishes.

Milk, as stated above, is a food m 
which many kinds of germs thrive. 
Some of then* are harmless to man, but. 
unfortunately, many art decidedly 
harmful Among these are the tuber­
culosis, typhoid fever, septic tore 
throat and infectioua diarrhea germs.

Pasteur discovered that when he 
heated milk to s certain degree for a 
certain length of time, these harmful 
bacteria were destroyed and the milk 
was safe for drinking. This principle 
la the one uaed In th* large commercial 
pasteurising plants In the large cities.

In a survey made several years ago 
we learned that 70 per cent of the pop 
alatlon In Illinois outside of Chicago 
was without benefit of pasteurization.

So In the research laboratory of the 
University of Illinole we worked ort a 
plan that would allow for home nae- 
tetirlxatlnn. The various steps may 
seem complicated the first time, but 
after a little practice, yon will find 
that the routine Is very simple. Cer­
tainly much simpler and leas worri­
some than the care of a sick child 
would be.

We devised two simple temperature 
Indicator! containing chemicals that 
would “ clear" at the desired tempera­
tures. By the first you can easily tell 
when the right heat point la reached; 
by the second when the danger point 
o f coolness Is reachnl and the milk Is 
no longer safe for the baby.

The heat-telling Indicator la a saus­
age-shaped glass tub* 11 mm. In di­
ameter and 4.1 mm. long. Into which 400 
mg. o f palmitic acid Is placed.

The cooling-point Indicator Is a glass 
tube 4Vi mm. In diameter, approximate­
ly 8 Inches In length, with a bulb blown 
at one end. Thla bnlb Is filled with 
menthol, and the open end of the tube 
sealed.

With these two tubes, a vacuum bot­
tle of one quart rapacity, and a pan of 
more than one quart rapacity with a 
side Up to facilitate pouring o f milk 
from pan Into bottle, you are ready to 
go Into the pasteurisation bualneaa. 
The equipment neeensary to carry out 
this method o f pasteurisation will cost 
less than S3. If yon want to pasteur­
ize more than one quart at a time, then 
do not nse a larger bottle, but get sev­
eral quart bottles The results are 
better.

Pasteurization technique:
1. Clean out vacuum bottle with hot 

soap water several times Rinse well 
with water about ISO degrees F„ fill 
bottle with this water and let stand.

2. Wash the stopper well, place In 
a pan of water and boll for ten min­
utes Pour water out o f pan. leaving 
the clean stopper tn the pan.

3. Clean the lipped pan well and 
pour a quart of strained milk Into IL 
MU*- should he leas than 12 hours from 
th* cow.

4. Drop Indicator No. 1 Into the 
milk. Place pan on etore and bring 
teiuperaturw of milk np alowly. stirring 
constantly with a clean spoon.

B, When the Indicator becomes 
transparent, the temperature of the 
milk has reached 143. Remove milk 
from etove Immediately and take out 
Indicator with the spoon.

A  Pour the hot water out of the 
vacuum bottle.

7. Pour the hot milk Into the bot­
tle. Seal with stopper.

8. Set the bottle In a warm cupboard 
In the kitchen.

0. Do not use this milk until It has 
stood In the vacuum bottle for at least 
odo hour.

16. When ready to nse the milk, hold 
one end of Indicator No. 2 In the hand 
and put the bulb end down into the 
mHk In the bottle. Hold for two to 
four minutes If the milk Is above lift, 
the bulb will dear. I f below. H will 
remain opaque.

11. I f the bulb clears pour out 
enough milk for a feeding and replace 
the stopper, and put the bottle back 
Into the cupboard.

12 If the bulb does not clear, the 
milk la unsafe for the baby. It ran 
then be used in cooking or eat aside 
to sour.

I f  this technique is followed carefully, 
the milk usually stays sal* for about 
eight to ten hour*, to  that a pasteurisa­
tion in the morning and on* in th* eve­
ning will give the baby safe milk all 
the tPss

Sacred and Lucky Numbers
Superstitious Notion« Connected With Almost Every 

One of the Digit«; Six 1« Held Highly 
Potent in Mystical Properties.

Very man) superstitious and curi­
ous Ideas have been and are still 
connected with numbers. Great hopes 
have been founded upon certain com­
binations of numbers In lotteries. In 
horoscopes, or In prediction* regard­
ing Important events Important un­
dertakings hare awaited favor­
able dates for their Inception, and 
the live* o f more than one leader of 
men have been more or less Influ­
enced by a regard for certain nu­
merical combinations, supposed to 
have a dominating power In shaping 
a successful career, writes a con­
tributor In th# Birmingham (Eng.) 
Weekly Tost.

There have been superstitious no­
tions connected with nearly every 
one of the nine digital numbers.

The number 1 was held to be sa­
cred because It represented tbe unity 
of the Godhead. This number la 
esteemed as very lucky by th# Jav­
anese, who allot but one day to each 
of tbe several operations o f husban 
dry, leaving that portion of the crop 
that coaid not he gathered In one 
day.

The second digit acquired an espe­
cially evil reputation among the early 
Christians, because the second day 
hell was created, along with heaven 
aDd earth. The Caballsts laid It 
typified union of Christ. It seems 
to have been a number unlncky in 
English dynasties Harold II was 
slain In battle; William II and Ed­
ward II were murdered; Etbelred II 
Richard II and Jatuet II were forced 
to abdicate: and Henry H  Charles 
II, aod George II were unfortunate 
In many ways. Tbe number seems 
to have been an unlucky one to tbe 
sovereigns of other European coun­
tries. The Charles II's of Trance, 
of Navarre, of Spain, of Anjoo and 
of Savoy passed or ended their reign* 
unhappily.

The number 8 has an abundance 
of superstitions connected with It. 
It was the perfect number of tbe 
Pythagoreans, who said It represent­
ed the beginning, middle and end. 
A greater Importance was given to 
the number because It represented 
the Trinity, not only In the Christ­
ian religion, but to many others.

There was but little mystery at­
tached to the numbers 4 and 5. In 
folk-lore the four-leaved clover Is 
especially lucky. Tbe four of clubs 
la an unlucky card, and It Is named 
the devil's four-poet bed.

The Caballsts asserted that the 
number 6 was potent In mystical 
properties. Th# world was created 
In six days, the Jewish servant 
served six years. Job endured six 
tribulations, and hence tbe figure 
typified labor and suffering. The 
rabbis asserted that tbe letter vau. 
which represented six, was stamped 
on the manna, to remind the Jews 
that It fell on six days only.

The number 6 was an unlucky one 
at Rome. Tarqulnius Sextus was a 
brutal tyrant and the church was dl 
tided under Urban the Sixth.

Tbe number 7 has been Invested 
with more mystery than all the oth­
er digit* together, and to It were 
ascribed magic and mystical quali­
ties possessed by no other numtierz. 
Several learned treatises have been 
written on thla number, aod sep­
tenary combinations have been 
sought everywhere. In an old writer 
o f two centuries ago we may read 
why. In his opinion, tbe number Is 
peculiarly excellent. First, he Bays. 
“ It Is neither begotten nor begets” ; 
secondly, “ It Is a harmonic num­
ber aDd contains all the harmonies” ; 
thirdly. “ It is a theological number, 
consisting of perfection” ; fourthly, 
“ It Is composed o f perfect numbers, 
ami participates of their virtues.”

He may find better reasons for th* 
Importance attached to thla number. 
Much o f It Is doubtless due to Its 
prominence In the Bible. The seven 
days o f creation led to a septenary 
division of time to all ages Several 
o f the Jewish feasts lasted seven 
«lays. Elisha sent Naaman to wash 
in the Jordan seven times, and EUpali 
sent his servant from Mount Carmel 
seven times to look for rain. For 
seven days seven priests with seven 
trumpets Invested Jericho, and on 
the seventh day they encompassed It 
seven times There were seven vir­
tues and seven mortal sins.

The ancients not only noted tbe 
Importance o f seven as an astro­
nomical period, but also connected 
with the seven planets the seven

metals then known. The sool at 
men waa anciently supposed to be 
controlled hy this double septenary 
combustion. It waa also an amieat 
belief that a change In the body of 
man occur* every seventh years 
year.

Hays an old writer: “ Augustus 
Caesar aa Gelliua aatth, was glad, and 
hoped that be was to live loag, be­
cause be had passed his aixty-thraa 
years. For old# nice seldom passed 
that year, but they are In danger * f  
their live*. Two years, the seventh 
and ninth, commonly bring great 
changes to a man’s life, and great 
dangers; therefore 63, that contata- 
eth both these numbers multiplied to­
gether, contained) unknown dam 
gera."

There Is an Important difference be 
tween liberty and license. By liberty 

we mean, “exemp­
tion from external 
restraint — f r e e  
dom.”  In govern­
ment it me a ns ,  
"freedom from po­
litical usurpation; 
the condition o f a 
people which par 
11 c 1 p a t e s In the 
making o f Its own 
laws.” L i c e n s e ,  
means a s p e c i a l  
grunt o f privilege, 
like the right to 
conduct a certain 
business, operate 

uu automobile, conduct an entertain­
ment or show. The distinction between 
these two term* la not always clearly 
understood. We And them seriously 
confused In many of our public ad­
dresses and press articles. Perhaps It 
Is quite Important that this distinction 
should be emphasised these days when 
the problem o f freedom la being chal­
lenged by many writers.

Fsr be It from the spirit of this ar- 
tlcls to criticise the N IIA or any as­
pects of the so-called New Deal. It Is 
Impossible, however, not to notice, with

Just as I 
pleats. True, my license may be re­
voked, If I disobey a law. which limits 
my speed., but my license haa nothing 
to do with that Or, again, my neigh­
bor's house may be on Are. While I 
am under no legal obligations to notify 
him of that fact, the very nature of- the 
freedom of choice Implies a moral ob­
ligation to do so. Liberty Implies a 
moral obligation to lira and let live 
License may give me the right to con­
duct a certain business, but liberty lim­
its the methods and motives which may 
seriously affect the physical and eco­
nomic condition of the other person.

License to do a i I  please, regardless 
o f others, and liberty which safeguards 
the rights of others are two different 
things The latter Is what wa have In­
herited from our forefathers. Let ua

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G ARMENT baugvr* require correct 
use for beet service. It la not 

enough that the clothes are put over 
their branching anna. They must be so 
put on that they hang straight from the 
shoulders. If the frock or coat doe* 
not fit the hanger It Is almost better 
not to use a hanger at all for the gar­
ment will bulge In odd places where 
tha end* of the hanger-arms push out 

the material. When 
a garment remains 
long in such a pe­
culiar position. It 
la difficult to re­
store the right shape 
even with good 
pressing. The tex­
tile la stretched ont 
of shape and has 
to he coaxed hack 
by steaming with a 
hot Iron pressed 
down over a wet 
cloth. A tailor's 
service* may be 
required, and all 
for the lack of a 
moment's attention 
to putting th* gar­
ment on th* hanger 
In the correct way.

If a coat banger 
Is rightly used. It 
will save trouble 
and time otherwise 
needed In pressing 
garment* So why 
not let your coat 
hangers give you 
the best service) 

See that tb* arms of It come directly 
under th* top of th* shoulder. In 
tome cute of garments (his place la 
th* shoulder seam, but not always la 
this true. See that the garment hangs 
in Its right folds, that the hem at 
bottom o f skirt, or th* lower edge of 
a coat or blona* la not turned up. and 
that th* sleeves fall as they should. 
There are women who ere so par­
ticular about proper adjusting o f gar­
ment to hanger that they seldom have 
to lroa their garments. Dresses will 
have to be laundered or cleansed when 
tolled and acme materials, which have 
to be crisp and which rumple easily, 
will need pressing, of course. But a 
correct use of hangers will reduce 
work amazingly.

Don't Crowd Hangers.
After garment* are put on hanger* 

properly they must not be crowded to­
gether In a cloaet. There are more 
ways of pressing clothes thao with a 
flatiron. One of them Is to hang them 
to close together that they press 
against each other and crush materlsls 
badly. So don't crowd hanger* on 
rods. Some day soon I shall tell you 
about various rods, poles, arms and de­
vices on which to suspend garment 
hangers In closets. Some of them keep 
the hangers sufficiently far distant 
from one another to eliminate crowd­
ing.

Hints on Dyeing. '

The home dye pot will work wonder* 
In changing colors of textiles to make 
them look like new and different fab­
rics. Now Is the time to make It prove 
Itself beneficial In supplying what 
would appear like new frocks, or It 
may be different draperies. cushion 
covers and such upholstery materials 
as can he taken off and put Into the 
dye pot.

To get good results the dye must not

only be the right kind for tb* mate­
rial, silk requiring silk dyes, etc., but 
the color must be sufficiently darker 
than the color to be changed, to 
sura hiding raded places, stains, ar.i 
■pots. It Is because there la difficulty 
In doing this In some Instances, that 
makes dye house* advise black, which 
is a sure hue as far as concealing de­
fects In colors le concerned.

It le wiser for tbo home worker to 
pick out a ton* which la sufficiently 
dark for her purpose than to experi­
ment. unless she is perfectly willing to 
redye the article. However. If she Is 
willing to experiment she can often 
get stunning effects In what are known 
ss “off-colors." those exquisite hues 
of artistic beauty not on color charts,

She Sees Through “Grafted” Eyes

T h *  Q u e b e c  M y » t e r y

ONE morning la th* spring of tha 
year, Mrs. Caroline Poirier, o f St. 

Canute, la th* Province of Quebec, 
roused one of her neighbor* and aald 
with much agitation Chat aha waa un­
able to get into ber borne or rouse her 
husband.

She had been spending th* night 
with a friend nearby, aud said that 
bar husband, who had been working 
on th* repairs to a church at SL Je­
rome, nine mile* distant, was expected 
home some time the previous eve­
ning.

Tb* police were summoned, th* door 
broken In and the husband found lying 
on tb* floor dead.

Hla body bore three knife wounds. 
•Ld It was quit* evident that them 
had been a Ufe-and death struggle.

But beyond th* disordered appear­
ance of th* room there were no dues 
to Indicate who the culprit might have 
been.

Tb* srraos* part of It was that 
nothing bat been taken from tha 
house, so that the murder could not 
have been foe the purpose of theft.

Mr*. Poirier waa naturally distract­
ed, and went about tha work of set­
tling op tL* estate Uk* a woman 
In a trai/c*.

The man, who bad led a dissipated 
life, died practically penniless, hut ha 
did leave an lnsumac* policy o f <2.000 
la favor o f hla w ife

Isidore Poirier had been a contrac­
tor and builder In a email way. and 
b* had married Cordelia Via a, the 
handsome daughter of a farmer, after 
a whirlwind wooing.

They bad no children, but for some 
years after their marriage they lived 
vary happily.

At th* and of that Lima tb* woamn 
seems to bava conceived an aversion 
for her husband.

The reason for this, according to 
one of the commentator* on th* affair. 
1* that she waa a masterful woman 
and b* wa* •  man of “ very common
mold.“

The gossips had It that she waa #*- 
» mo red of another man. one Samuel 
Parslow. a carpenter who worked far 
ber husband.

At all event* they were seen to­
gether very muck, and he paid bar 
marked attention.

Indeed, on the night when tb* mur­
der had occurred the two were to­
gether.

But that la Itself did not neceo- 
aarily connect either of them with the 
crime.

Mrs. Poirier waa th* organist of 
the village church, while Purslow waa 
a member o f th# choir.

That fact might wall hare explained 
their frequent meetings.

In the meantime, th* authorities 
were working hard to trace the move­
ment* o f th* dead mao prior to th* 
murder.

It waa ascertained that be had bean 
working that very day at St. Jerome.

The people of the village informed 
them that ha had left there In a car­
riage. saying that he wa* going home 

Other persons living on the mad be­
tween the two towns testified that 
they bad sees him pass with tb* team.

One o f them aald that a woman ac­
companied him.

Unfortunately, this person was Dot 
able to give a very good description 
of the woman.

At this stage o f tb* Investigation 
the agent o f the Insurance company 
which had Insured th* victim appeared 
to aay that Mrs. Poirier had personally 
taken out tb# Insurance, bad carried 
on all of th* correspondence, and was 
particularly anxious at tb* time to ha 
sure that she would get th* money, no 
matter what might have been th* 
cans* of death.

The authorities determined to taka 
tb* hull by the horns, and both Mrs. 
Poirier aud Parslow were arrested. 
They were placed In different cells, 
and enrh told a atory that conflicted 
with th* other.

The evidence waa circumstantial, hut 
It waa shown that th* woman had gone 
te St. Jerome and had bronght ber 
husband home on th* night the trag­
edy waa supposed to havo occurred.

Both were found guilty, end sen­
tence of death wn* at once pronounced.

In spite of the fact that the womau 
had been shown In anything but ■ 
favorable light petitions were numer­
ously signed and presented to the gov­
ernor general urging him to show 
clemency to the female convict.

He declined to Interfere, saying that 
the law must be permitted to take Its 
course.

When the noose waa prepared Sam­
uel Parslow was so limp that be had 
to be literally carried to the platform. 

Not ao the masterful woman'.
She walked up the steps with a arm 

tread, and aa th* reached tb* execu­
tioner, exclaimed:

"Re quick: that ia all I ask.“
