On Ungraded 
School Set At Bovina Schools -- 

Roberts Resigns; 
Counselor Named

Like it or not, Daylight Sav-

ings Time is coming. Accord-
ing to the information we have, 
it'll be here at 2 a.m. April 
30. That's Sunday morning. 

Unless you make special ar-
rangements to avoid it, you'll 
sleep an hour less Saturday 
night than usual. Clocks will be 
run forward at 2 a.m. Sunday 
to 3 a.m. Sunday. This means 
that there'll be an hour lost 
there. 

Don't worry about it, though, 
because we'll get that hour back 
next fall when DST is over. We 
believe the completion date for 
this year is October 30. Then, 
the clocks will be moved back 
and the hour we'll lose in the 
beginning will be returned in the 
end. 

A limited survey aroundtown 
shows that Bovinians will go 
along with the changed time law. 
No organized effort will be made 
to hand onto the "old" time, as 
far as we can tell. 

We've been making a strong 
attempt to not appear non-pro-
gressive in regard to the time 
change and we're trying to go 
along with it without complaint. 
But, frankly, we haven't been 
able to work up much enthus-
iasm for it. 

A coffee-drinking buddy tried 
to console us with the fact that 
"within a week after the change 
we won't know the difference." 

Right he is. 
But if we won't be able to 

tell the difference, what's the 
use in making the change in 
the first place?

Bovina water users may 
change to irrigation rates at 
any time they choose, according 
to Mrs. Mary Ruth Martin, city 
secretary. 

However, those who make the 
change from regular rates must 
stay on irrigation rates for at 
least five months, she pointed 
out. 

A cost of $6.50 is charged 
for water users up to 30,000 
gallons, along with $3;75 for 
sewer, garbage andfire depart-
ment services, for a total of 
$9.75. An additional 20 cents 
per thousand gallons is charged 
for that used over 30,000 gal-
lons per month.
