“It is almost spooky the 
way he seeems to feel out everything 
around him." i ,

Perhaps, maUag his franh ad­
dress befere the Batieaal assem­
bly, he has a hole card wfaieh 
the Jaggeraaot powers hada’t 
Ignred oo. At aay rate, he is 
bald aad explicit about Turhey’s 
determtaatiou to stick ta her al- 
liaace srith Great Britala, aad 
proclaims that “Tho beads of 
alUaaco which aaito as ta her 
are solid aad aabreakable.’’
Thoae who have played poker with 

the man, ingratiating Uttle fighter 
and diplomat aay that orhen he beta 
’em he has ’em—aU kibitaers gloom­
ily ahaking their heada, however, 
aa they figure the Azia hand.

It waa aa lahmet Paaha that he 
made hia career, changing hia name 
in line with Kemal Ataturk’a mod­
ernization program. A colonel in 
the Turkiah army, he made a peril- 
oua paaaage through hoatile linea in 
1930. and joined Kemal Ataturk. 
Jointly, in leaa than two yeara. they 
drove the Greeka out of AnatoUa 
and Smyrna and in the foUowing 
yeara built modem Turkey. He waa ' 
myaterioualy benched during Kemal . 
Ataturk'a last year, but appeared 
at the helm, with power and prestige , 
unlessened at the latter's death.

Far the last two years' Oer- 
maay’s clever aad resooreefal 
Vea Papea has beea atteadiag 
ta pelitieal aad diplomatic sabo- 
tago la Tarkey. The word has 
beea that the aatate Prcaideat 
laoaa has always beea a jamp 
ar two ahead of him aad that 
Tarksy hasa’t beea readied for 
the kin la the maaner o( other 
amaU powers. The presldeat has 
fettered carefully the Turkish 
hegemony over the Moslem bloe, 
and srbeaever the Axis powers 
kick Islam ia the face, hia pee- 
pie kaow about H. His ailiaiice 
gives England a valuable lial- 
sea with Islam, which may be­
come mere mad more impertaat 
aa iha war wears ea.

D E B A C L E :
Fascists Meet Greeks

The Greeks, aided by heavt 
storms and mountain torrents, 
claimed to have dealt a crushing 
blow to tlie Italian armies attempt­
ing invasion.

The Italians, using the accepted 
German formula of “pincers’’ inva­
sion, were attacking boldly on two 
fronts, the left fiank moving frqm 
Koritza as a base, and the / '  
flank smashing southwud *' 
the Adriatic coastline tot 
cina (Janina or Yanina)\

The right fiank was makuto 
progress, and at points had croasea 
the critical Kalamas river. The left 
fiank, however, never had made any 
advances, and it waa there, in the 
vicinity of Koritza. that the Greeka 
claimed their first and continuing 
successes.

Latest dispatches indicated that 
these auccesaes were colossal. 
Thirty thousand Italian troops were 
first described as trapped, then 
nearly half of them cut off and cap­
tured, and finally thousands of them 
caught in a mountain torrent ta a 
gorge and drowned.

Cut to pieces, London has heard, 
is one of Italy’s crack divisions of
Atoofool MOO w«* moooAmIo«A âAAAAp WA AAÂ eaAAoeaai« wo vewgJSi «»Aooev»
the Centaur division. Trapped ta the 
Pindus mountains, the Greeks say 
it has been annihilated.

There was wild enthusiasm in 
Athena and throughout the nation. 
Added to this was the favorable re­
port from the Kalamaa river sector, 
where the Greeka reported the 
mechanized advance had been halt­
ed in its tracks and forced to take 
up defensive positions.

Heroes of the Greek victory seem 
to have been the Evzones, or moun­
tain guerrilla troops, who have been 
clipping away at the Italian columna 
ta a manner reminiscent of the Fin­
nish depredations on Russian troopa 
during the early da;« of that war.

Neville Chamberlain, tall, lean 
statesman who led Britain from the 
Munich appeasement through tha 
first sight and one-half months of 
war with Germany and then resigned 
as prime minister, died at his Hamp­
shire countryside estate. He was 71. 
Chamberlain’s long record of serv­
ice to his country waa climaxed by 
work aa prime minister in the hectic 
days before the outbreak of the pres­
ent war. Ha gained world-wide recog­
nition with his attempt to “appease” 
the dictators in the now famous 
Munich pact of Sept. 30, 1938.
T R IP L E  T H R E A T :
Diplomats Gather

‘The Axis Allies Have been de­
scribed by observers aa a “near- 
triangle” in which two of the sidea 
do not quite meet.

In other words, Italy and Ger- 
mapy touch and unite, but the Rus­
sian side of the triangle, while ap­
parently touching Germany, has not 
united with Italy.

The first triple threat was noted 
ta the meeting of diplomata from 
Russia and Germany ta BarUn, with 
Ciano announced as the third to be 
invited and to have accepted.

Purpose of the meeting, to dis­
cuss the Italian-Greek-Balkan situa­
tion. The Turks were frankly wor­
ried over the conference, having 
hoped to have found Russia aloof 
to the Axis move toward the Black 
sea and the Mediterranean.

The Turks have been willing to 
throw in with Greece if necessary, 
but had hoped it wouldn’t ba neces­
sary. If Russia finally has decided 
to take an active part in tho Mace­
donian situation with Germany, giv­
ing active aid to Italy, then Ankara 
saw itself up to the neck in the war. 
with dubious hopes of victory.

Bulgaria's position was the great­
est threat to Turkish non-interven­
tion, and it was in that direction 
that the Turks were casting anxious 
eyes.

That the Russian visit to Berlin 
might eventually have a far differ­
ent outcome than that apparent on 
the surface was seen in many quar­
ters as a possibility. There waa 
believed to be Uttle Russian S3rm- 
pathy for either Italy's or Germa­
ny’s alms in Europe, and historians 
who remember the treaty of Tilsit 
ta Napoleonic times have long won­
dered whether Russia may be plan­
ning to toss her alUea overboard at 
the last instant, and go out for her­
self again.

H ook r o s y  P a d  for

V ^ H E N  1 made the sketch in 

Sewing Book 5 showing tha 
method that our Grandmothers 
used for making original hooked 
rug designs, I forgot that Grand­
mother did not wear silk stockings 
every day. There have been doz­
ens of letters saying, “I would 
like to hook the flower designs for 
which you give directions in Book

5. Will you please tell me if I 
can use old silk stockings for 
these?’’

Silk stockings may be used for 
hooked rugs but they do not wear 
as well as woolen materials. They 
are perfect for hooked chair pads, 
foot stool tops and wall hangings. 
All the popular stocking colors 
may be dyed soft green, red and 
brown tones, without first remov­
ing the tan color. “White dye” 
should be used first if bright colors 
are needed. After dyeing, cut a 
strip around and around the stock­
ing spirally, making it from % 
inch to m  inches wide according 
to how fine the work ia to be. When 
your design has been marked as 
described in Book 5, draw the 
stocking strips through the burlap 
with a rug hook.

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FOB THAT EXTRA SPECIAL LUNCHEON 
See Recipes Below.

When your children are in school, 
and your husband is at work, you 
And little pleasure in eating a soli­
tary meal. And when you are rushed 
with household duties, you arc apt 
to grab a quick sandwich, or a 
■teaming bowl of soup, and then 
continue with the tasks that are still 
before you.

But, you can take advantage of the 
days when the family ia away, and 
the work all finished, to entertain 
your friends at a one-o’clock lunch­
eon, a deaeart luncheon for the 
bridge club, or for just a friendly 
get-together. A good menu and an 
attractive table will give you the 
poise and enthusiasm necessary to 
serve your guests easily and gra­
ciously.

Oftentimes the most easily pre­
pared food may be the most attrac­
tively served. A fluted orange cup 
makes a colorful container for many 
fruits, which may be varied with 
the aeason. The fruit must be cut 
into pieces of convenient size, free 
from seeds and akin, except for 
grapes. It should be thoroughly 
chilled and combined ao that it is 
a neat arrangement. If a few pieces 
are crushed or wilted, the whole 
concoction will look careless and un­
appetizing. Remember, an appetiz­
er should not be too sweet, for as 
the name implies, the first course 
should sharpen the appetite.

For the rest of the menu you 
might like to serve mock chicken 
legs, baked potatoes, crisp green 
salad, crescent rolls, and as an un­
usual dessert, chocolate mint rolL •

Fluted Orange Cup.
(Serves 6)

S oranges '
1 banana
1 cup grdpes
3 tableapoona sugar 

With a sharp knife pierce to cen­
ter of orange. Cut ffie orange in 

half, using zig­
zag atrokas that 
meat to make the 
points of the acal- 
lopa. Separate the 
2 orange halves, 
and ramova meat 
from ahella. (^ t 
orange meat into 
pieces.

Chodolate Mint Roll.
(Makes 1 11-inch roll)

1 tablespoons cake flour (sifted)
14 teaspoon baking powder 
Va teaspoon salt 
% cup sugar (sifted)
4 egg whites (atiffly beaten)
4 egg yolks (beaten)
1 teaspoon vanilla
2 squares unsweetened chocolate 

(melted)
Sift flour, baking powder and salt 

together 3 times. Fold sugar gradu­
a l^  into egg whites. Fold in egg 
yolks and vanilla. Then fold in flour 
gradually. Add chocolate, and beat 
gently but thoroughly. Turn into a 
16 by 11-inch pan which has been 
greased and lined with paper and 
greased again. Bake in a moderate 
oven (350 degrees) for 15 minutes. 
Cut off crisp edges and turn onto 
a cloth covered with powdered sug­
ar. Remove paper, roll, and cool. 
Unroll and spread half of mint 
frosting over cake and roll again. 
Wrap in cloth and cool for abw t 5 
minutes. Cover with remaining 
frosting. When frosting has set, cov­
er with bitter sweet coqtiog, made 
by melting 2 additional squares of 
unsweetened chocolate with 2 tea­
spoons butter.

Mint Frosting.
2 egg whites (uqbeaten)
1A4 cups sugar
5 tableapoona water

teaspoons light com syrup 
Green vegetable coloring 
% teaspoon peppermint extract 
Combine agg whites, augar, water 

and com syrup in top of double 
bolter. Beat with a rotary agg beat­
er until thoroughly mixed. Place 
over rapidly boiling water, and cook

for 7 minutes, beating constanuy, 
until frosting stands in peaks. Add 
coloring gradually to hot frosting to 
give a delicate tint. Remove from 
boiling water, add flavoring and beat 
until thick enough to spread.

% cup celery (chopped fine)
2 tableapoona onion (chopped fine)

Rice Batterscotch.
(Serves 5 to 6)

2 cups milk 
H cup rice 
2 cups brown sugar 
2 tablespoons butter 
1 teaspoon salt

Scald the milk in a double boiler. 
Add the washed rice and cook until 
nearly tender (about 30 minutes). 
Meanwhile, melt the brown sugar, 
butter and salt, and cook for 10 min­
utes over low fire, until a syrup is 
formed, stirring constantly. Gradu­
ally turn this mixture into the rice 
and continue cooking until the rice la 
tender. Turn into wet molds and 
chill. Serve, with cream and sugar, 
if desired.
