Allies Meet

Rommel's Drive

From Cairo came the first reports
of the opening of a new offensive
by the Nazis across the sands of
Libya in a drive for Egypt, then
Iraq and the rear gate to the
Caucasus.

It was Field Marshal Erwin Rom-
mel whe was leading the German
tank forces against the British in
this hot desert campaign. But Rom-
mel’'s rush met not only the British.
It met the full power of American-
made tanks.

And with these tanks, Lieut. Gen.
Neil M. Ritchie’'s British troops
turned the first spearhead of the
Nazis and the terrific engagement
of armored forces began once more.

The fury of the battle was de-
scribed as so fierce that a decision
in the Tobruk area would not be
] long in coming, for one side or the

Gets a Taste
From London ecame the first word

| of the new United Nations offensive

against Hitler on his home grounds
—occupied Europe. This first word

| was described as part propaganda
| and part actual heavy aerial war-

The propaganda effect was
to strike a definite element of fear
into the hearts of the German peo-
ple by announcing that high U. S.
officials had arrived in London to
plan an all-out attack upon the
Nazis.

There was loud talk of non-stop
bombing attacks on the Reich. Said
some reports, these attacks would
be the heaviest and most fearful the
world had ever seen. For the first
time American bombing crews were
taking their places in the non-stop
bombing raids being dealt to indus-
trial centers of the Rhineland.

The London radio let the Ger-
man people know that Britain was

But the Nazis had something to
listen to that was stronger than
propaganda. It was the whir of
1,290 British bombers and the thud
of 6,000,000 pounds of high explosive
bombs as the RAF unleashed the
“most devastating aerial raid in his-
tory”’ to level and burn three-fourths
of the industrial city of Cologne in a
single night.

Called the first of the “four-figure”
bombing raids on German industrial
centers, this raid on Cologne saw a
British bomber swoop over its ob-
jective once every six seconds.
Equipped with both British and
American-made planes the raiders
were reported by London sources to
have made the vicious Nazi annihi-
lations on Britain last year look fee-
ble by comparison.

Even Berlin admitted that terrific
damage had been done. The Royal
Air force used so many planes in
the mass raid that anti-aircraft de-
fenses were of little use. This meth-
od was described as ‘“‘super-saturat-
ing’’ the Nazi target field so that his
aim was constantly diverted. One
after another the planes dove low to
blast their objectives. One Canadian
flier was quoted as saying that when
his turn came so much of the city
was in flames that he felt like leay-
ing the scene and seeking another
target. It didn't seem possible, he
said, to do any additional damage.

RUSSIAN FRONT:

| Two Offensives

As the Nazis began massing new
panzer divisions for the first 1942
thrust at Moscow from the west,
further to the south their forces
scored a strategic victory as they
forced withdrawal of Russian troops
from the Kerch peninsula. Their
goal in that section of the front was
of course the vital oil fields of the
Caucasus.

Around Kharkov, to the north of
the Kerch area, Marshal Semeon
Timoshenko's armies of the Ukraine
held the offensive after more than

| two weeks of steady intensive fight-

ing. Success by the Russians at
Kharkov would expose rear lines of
main German units attacking the
Caucasus.

Just across the narrow strait from
the Kerch peninsula the Russians

| were reported to have heavily re-

inforced their defenses on the Cau-
casus shore and the Soviet Black
sea fleet was said to be massed

| near the strait and loomed as Hit-
| ler’s biggest obstacle in any jump

toward the oil treasure.

United Nations strategists hope for
a successful stand by the Russians
in the Caucasus region. For if Hit-
ler can be kept from this oil his time-

| table will be once more upset. Some

experis expressed the suggestion
that the threatened Moscow offen-
sive was a feint to lure heavy Rus-
sian defenses away from the oil
fields. While the moral effect of

‘ Moscow’s fall might be bad, the loss |
| of rich supplies of oil in the Cauca-
sus would be far more damaging to |

the Allied cause.

Both the Nazis and the Russians
were claiming that the other had suf-
fered huge losses in tanks and other
armored material all along the front.
In three days of fighting on the Iz-
yum-Barvenkova front, the Russians
reported the destruction of 75 Ger-
man tanks.

REGISTRATION:
Of 18, 19-Y ear-Olds

Young men between the ages of
18 and 19 will register for selective
service on June 30. The registra-
tion will include youths whose 20th
birthdays fell between December 31,
1941, and June 30, 1942. Under pres-
ent law, the first age group is not
subject to military service but the
latter group can be called.

Informed sources report the possi-
bilities of a proposal to lower the
minimum age for compulsory serv-
ice to 19 years—and possibly 18. An
estimated 1,200,000 persons are in
each age group.

When the selective service act
was revised by congress after Pearl
Harbor, the war department recom-
mended making 19-year-olds subject
to the draft. The senate acted fa-
vorably but the house voted to place
the minimum age at 21. A com-
promise resulted, permitting 20-
year-olds to be drafted.

Rep. Andrew J. May of Kentucky,
chairman of the house military af-
fairs committele, expressed the be-
lief that the house would be willing
to lower the age minimum. How-
ever, Sen. Lister Hill of Alabama,
Democratic whip, said he expected
no immediate action. New draft
classification measures are expected
to be acted upon in the near future.

LAVAL ON SPOT?
Nazis Impatient

The removal of fuel from French
warships at Martinique was an-
nounced by Secretary of State
Hull, who stated that further de-
mobilization work is in progress and
proceeding satisfactorily.

Meanwhile rumors were revived
that Pierre Laval might step out as
chief of government in Vichy. La-
val had conferred in Paris with Ger-
man military and political leaders
who are said to have become in-
creasingly impatient with his slow-
ness in bringing France into full col-
laboration. Nazi party leaders were
extremely critical regarding Laval's
handling of the Martinique affair.

Jacques Doriot, former Commu-
nist, has been suggested as Laval's
successor. Rumors from Vichy stat-
ed that he might enter the govern-
ment or form his own collaboration-
ist regime in Paris. In a May 16
speech, Doriot evinced his own read-

Mobilization

In a program to promote fullest

MEXICO:
‘National Pride’

As Mexico moved toward war,
government officials explained the
necessity for such a step. Mexican
national pride demanded that the
deaths of 21 sailors killed by Axis
torpedoes be avenged.

A solemn demonstration in mem-
ory of the dead sailors drew thou-
sands of people to Mexico City's
huge central plaza. President Man-
uel Avila Camacho, members of the
cabinet and congress appeared at
the demonstration. The memorial
program was followed by a pageant
at which the Nazi banner was
burned amid cheers for Roosevelt
and other Allied leaders and boos for
ﬁliuer, Mussolini and Emperor Hiro-

ito.

Many German, Japanese and Ital-
ian business houses were painted
with slogans “Down With the Axis!™
and ““Down With Hitler!”

TRANSPORTATION:
Lonely Highways

By June, 1943, the Office of Emer-
gency Management reports that 20,
000,000 passenger cars will go off
the roads—leaving about 8,000,000
unless car pooling can be made ef-
fective on a nationwide scale.

According to OEM statistics, the
average passenger load per mile
last year was less than 2 persons,
although the average car capacity is
42 persons. The War Production

O THOUSANDS of Americans

seeking news of their families
and friends in war-torn countries,
25 words on an official Red Cross
form have meant all the difference
between hope and despair.

Ever since the outbreak of the
war, the American Red Cross has
been for many people the only me-
dium through which they could get
news of their relatives in Poland,
Molland, Belgium and the other oc-
cupied nations. Even when the
news has been bad, even when it
has been the worst possible, it has
at least meant merciful release
from torturing anxiety and uncer-
tainty.

For a while it ‘was possible
in a few cases to maintain
contact by letter over long
roundabout routes. Since
Axaerica’s entry into the war,
al remaining avenues of com-
munication have been closed.
Today, under the rules of the
United States Office of Censor-
ship, personal messages to
residents of enemy or ememy
occupied territory may be for-
warded ONLY through the Red
Cross inquiry service here and
the International Red Cross
committee in Geneva, Switzer-
land,

Regulations governing the send-
ing of one of these messages feom
the United States are that the com-
munication, which should be filled
in at a local Red Cross chapter,
must not be more than 25 words,
and should be in English. If it is
written in a foreign language, an
English translation must be at-
tached.

The United States Office of
Censorship rules that no men-

. tion may be made of politics
or military subjects, defense
materials, shipping or weather
conditions, business matters
or geographic names,

But even the strict regulations
cannot rob the brief message on
the International Red Cross form
of its human warmth and drama.
The original message, made out in
some local Red Cross chapter
here, goes on its long and slow
journey across ocean and conti-
nents. Space is provided on it
for a reply message, to be re-
turned to the original sender.

AMERICAN RED CROSS

ATERIAL assistance to serv-
ice men's dependents by the
3,700 chapters of the American
Red Cross has increased more
than six-fold in the past few
months, officials announced today.

Families or dependents of
men in the armed forces are
urged to keep in close touch
with their Red Cross chapters
so that existing problems may
be handled promptly and oth-
ers arising from war condi-
tions may be prevented.

When war was declared whole-
sale cancellation of applications
for discharges from the army on
the grounds of dependency upset
families’ plans for the immediate
future. Likewise, the transfer of
troops from one station to another,
and orders for departure from the
country, left many unsettled prob-
lems. These sudden shifts creat-
ed an unprecedented increase of
work for the chapters.

However, with its resources gen-
erously contributed by the Amer-
ican people, the Red Cross is en-
abled to relieve immediate hard-
ships of the service men’s fami-
lies and to help them plan adjust-
ments to wartime conditions.

Officials stress the fact that
this service to dependents is
a legal and moral obligation of
the Red Cross derived from its
congressional charter.

Young wives and children left
stranded far from home; parents
who are hard-pushed to make ends
meet; younger brothers and sis-
ters in need of food or clothing—
these are just a few of the thou-
sands of situations which are be-
ing taken care of by local Red
Cross home service workers.

If a service man is reported
Killed, wounded or missing the Red
Cross will obtain information
through its communication facili-
ties. The men of the armed forces
are likewise served by the thou-
sand or more field workers on duty
at all major military and naval
stations at home and abroad. The
minds of men on duty are relieved
by the knowledge that the Red
Cross will help clear up the un-
settled problems they left behind.
