Equipped for 36 People

When su%vivors of torpedoed
ships and ditched planes cannot be
rescued in other ways, a United
States AAF plane now drops to
them, by parachute, a boat called
the Flying Dutchman, gsays Col-
lier's. Weighing 3,000 pounds and
holding about 36 people, this boat
carries food, clothing, radio, water
still, fishing tackle and blood
plasma; also sails, two engines
and a large supply of gasoline.

When the Flying Dutchman hits
the water; a mechanism sets off
smokepots to mark its loca-
tion and fires rockets which carry
long buoy lines to assist survivors
in reaching the boat.
