So, oo, regardless of how hungry
your cows are for fresh green forage,
they want some side dishes also, con-
sisting of grain supplement. They
need grain for two reasons—to keep
them in top condition and to main-
tain milk production at high levels.

The amount of grain a cow
should get while on pasture
depends largely on the amount of
milk produced. Each cow should
be fed on a basis of its
