In Washington, John W. Snyder, 
secretary of the treasury, told a 
news conference that an increase 
in tax rates may be asked by the 
administration next year if there la 
sharp inflation In prices following 
the ending of OPA. The additional 
tax would be levied on individuals 
and corporations when congress 
meets after the first of next year.

Mr. Snyder gave flat assurance, 
however, that the administration 
would propose no new tax levies 
during 1946.

The D. 8. treasnry, Mr. Say- 
der stated, had ever 14 billion 
dollars eash balance, bat baa 
temporarily halted its program 
of retirlag the pablic debt 
through cash redemption of ma­
turing seenritiea. To redeem 
these securities now would add 
to buying pressure. The treas­
ury has taken this step, it was 
learned, as an anti-lnfiationary 
step.

l'ix5 Results Are Argued

The wrath of the atomic bomb 
was unloosed, but goats kept on eat­
ing, palm trees waved their fronds, 
and birds still flew over Bikini la- 
gocsi. To many eye-witnesses the 
pyrotechnic display was colorful 
and gorgeous, to others the whole 
show was a dud. Arguments have 
already started and will continue 
for weeks and months, or even 
years. Is atomic energy so fright­
ful as we supposed? Is the mod­
em battlc-wdgon still miftress of the 
seas?

But five ships were sunk, 6 were 
wrecked, 25 were badly damaged, 
and possibly all the rest of 73 in the 
naval fleet bear scats. However, not 
a capital ship was sunk by the 
atomic Mast, although havoc 
wrought by the bomb's might was 
evident on every hand. Fires raged 
aboard at least eight of the vessels, 
including one ship two miles from 
tbe target center.

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FREIGHT RATES: 
Up in Some States

Several Middle West states regu­
latory commissions have approved 
new freight rate increases on in­
trastate commerce similar to the 
general boost authorised by the In­
terstate commerce commlasioci.

Kansaa and Miaaouri have placed 
in effect temporary increases, the 
same as authorised by the ICC. No- 
braidM granted increases except on 
sugar beets, beet sugar, final mo- 
laasaa and wet boot pulp.

Even if inflation comes, workers 
must eat. That is the gist of labor 
unions' comment. “ Employers 
failed to keep their word, and so 
did the government. We are no long­
er bound to keep our word not to 
strike.”

Blaming the house and senate for 
not holding the line on prices, 
many labor leaders have indicat­
ed that if prices go up—and prices 
are going up—then demands for in­
creases in wages will come. And if 
those demands aren't met there will 
be strikes.

HOBBS’ BILL:
Restricts Labor

Although he signed the Hobbs bill, 
whicdi applies heavy federal anti­
racketeering penalties to labor un­
ions, President Truman attempted 
to safeguard legitimate rights of or­
ganized labor by a simultaneous 
message to congress limiting the 
impact of the law.

n b  message stated that the Pres­
ident signed the act only on the un­
derstanding, asserted by Attorney 
General Clark, that the law would 
not molest “ the great legislative 
safeguards which the congress has 
established for the protection of la­
bor in the exercise of its funda­
mental rights.”

SCRAP PLANES;
Sell for Less

Airplanes cost a lot of money 
when they are new, but when the 
government sells the scrap the price 
is down. For $3,900,000,000 worth 
of scrap war planes the government 
received apparent high bids total­
ing $0,582,156, or some three billion 
dollars less than cost.

Sale of these scrap planes will vir­
tually clean out such government 
aircraft, except for Another 15 mil­
lion to 18 million pounds of alumi­
num scrap now in Hawaii to be sold 
in August.

The surplus bombers, fighters and 
other tactical ships sold for scrap 
are located at five air fields in the 
United States. The fields vrill be 
leased to buyers for $1 per year 
while scrapping operations are in 
progress.

FOURTH OF JULY:
New Republic Born

A  crowd of 100,000 packed the 
greensward of the historic Luneta 
in Manila on July 4 and faced the 
grandstand where 3,000 special 
guests and notables had gathered. 
Gen. Douglaa MacArthur was there; 
so was Paul V. McNutt, now U. S. 
ambassador to a new republic.

The occasion eras the birth of a 
new republic, when the Philippine 
Islands, a territory of the United 
States, became the Republic of the 
Philippines. The first president of 
the new nation is Manuel Roxaa, 
who paid a tribute to the United 
States.

“ We are no longer protected by 
the mantle of American sovereign­
ty,”  Roxas warned. “ No longer can 
we look to America to shield us 
from our follies and excesses.”

But in Washington, President Tru­
man said; “ The United States 
stands ready to assist the Philip­
pines In every dray possible dur­
ing the years to come.”

The Stars and Stripes, which have 
flown for nearly half a century over 
the Pacific island group, was hauled 
down. Tbe silver-starred flag of the 
Republic of the Philippines was run 
up as church bells rang out. A 
new nation eras bom on July 4, 1946.

406,000 Started
Wilson W. Wyatt, national hout 

Ing expediter, is confident that Uv 
1946 goal of 1,200,000 housing unit 
will be, met. He has also reported 
that 406,000 dwelling units have been 
started so far this year, this figure 
representing approximately 34 per 
cent of the goal.

The housing expediter, in his first 
report to the nation on the hous­
ing program, said that “ prices for 
new homes and rentals are still too 
high to fit the purses of many veter­
ans.”  He called for the erection of 
more rental housing and promised 
that all construction will be careful­
ly inspected to insure both good 
quality and fair prices.

He strongly implied that unless 
price controls are restored the vet­
eran, more than anyone else, will 
be the victim of the bousing situ­
ation.

Tribute to FDR

INDIAN FORTS

Throughout the Great Plains re­
gion and the western part of the 
United States are several old fron­
tier posts, or forts, which were 
built from 50 to 100 yeara ago dur­
ing Indian insurrections.

Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhower has 
decided to abandon some of these 
old forts because there's no longer 
any danger of Indian attacks.

The late Pres. Franklin D. Roose­
velt was brave, steadfast and a man 
who “ saw the facts and faced 
them,”  said John G. Winant, for­
mer ambassador to Great Britain, 
who spoke at the solemn service on 
July 1 when President Truman and 
members of the congress paid trib­
ute to the departed leader's mem­
ory.

Mrs. Eleanor Roosevelt, FDR’s 
widow, attired severely in black, sat 
directly behind Mr. ‘Truman. With 
her were Josephus Daniels, secre­
tary of the navy In World War I, 
her son and his wile, Mr. and Mrs. 
Elliott Roosevelt.

Winant concluded his tribute with 
these worda:

“ Oed give ss heart and will 
ta take this aatiea forward as 
he meant te take it te a new, 
more daring fntnre, a new 
world of peaee."

SENATORS;
Higher Paid

A year ago members of the 
house of representatives voted 
themselves a 0,500 annual expenae 
account. At that time the senators 
refused to give themselves a sim­
ilar expense account. But they 
changed their minds about It and 
recently voted themselves similar 
auxiliary funds.

Members at both houses of c o b - 
greas get a salary of $10,000 a year 
plus secretarial help.

ABOARD USS APPALACHIAN 
OPERATIONS CROSSROADS. — 
Second or Baker test of the atomic 
bomb in Bikini lagoon, now tenta­
tively set for July 2S, will be like 
dynamiting flah in a pond. .

Lacking will be the glamour bf 
the army air force and precision 
bombing as the whole thing will be 
a navy show. The bomb will be 
submerged some 75 feet beneath 
the surface in about 30 fathoms of 

I water, 180 feet, and detonated in the 
midst of the target fleet, which ia 
being regrouped to meet new con­
ditions of the test.

This second test also will lack the 
drama of the bomb burst and the 
atomic cloud, which is characteris­
tic of atomic bombs exploded in air. 
What is likely to happen ia that the 
Intense heat will generate steam in 
the water and the terrific force will 
expend a part of its energy in a 
waterspout with a cloud of steam 
and vapor shooting into tha air. In­
tent of this test ia to measure force 
of atomic energy upon the hull 
structure of naval ships spaced at 
varioua distance! from tha canter 
of the explosion.

Saba to Submerge.
There will not be the visible dam­

age which was inflicted wholly up<» 
the topsides or superstructures as in 
tha first blast. Sines there is to be 
no ship placed directly above the 
point of blast, the prediction ia be­
ing made freely that no capital ships 
will be sunk, although lighter craft 
may be capsized. Another feature of 
the second blast is tha placing of 
submerged submarines in the target 
fleet, and it will be interesting to 
note the effect of the bomb force 
upon the steel hulls of these ves­
sels beneath tha watar.

Naval aclaaUsts predict that 
feres a( the aaderwater blast 
win ereata waves of snfflclent 
height, possibly 1» ar more feet 
which will sweep ever lew-lylng 
Bikini Island, aithongh this was 
also forecast In the flrst blast 
and did not matertalisa. 
Meantime, endless arguments pro­

ceed as to the degree of damagn to 
the shipa, the location of the bomb 
burst, whether the drop from the 
plane was a “ near miss," probable 
loss of life had tha ships been 
manned with full complement, and 
comparative efficiency of this flrst 
Bikini bomb aa compared to the 
bombs at Alamogordo, Hiroshima 
and Nagasaki.

Precision Bombing.
When it is considered that this 

bomb was dropped from a height of 
something like six miles and hit 
within a 1,000-yard circle, this re­
porter would consider that pret­
ty good precision bombing.

Adm. T. A. Solherg af the bn- 
raaa sf ships, hnwever, deelared 
that insofar aa be eeald Jndge, 
every ship damaged by the 
bomb, with the exception ef the 
Independence, conld be put Into 
fighting shape within two or 
three yienthi.
For the Independence, battered 

and ripped apart by explosions of 
her own torp^oca, her ammunition 
and aviation gasoline and burning 
for almost two days, it would take

about nins months to putMier in 
shape.

Also all ships damaged, with the 
single exception of the Independ­
ence, towed away and anchored far 
out in the lagoon, likely could have 
pulled away under their own steam, 
had they been manned with crews.

Study Effects.
In tha meantime, Bikini lagoon 

has been turned into a vast labora­
tory of science, chief intereat be­
ing the effect of the bomb and its 
subsequent radiological rays upon 
tha live animals placed aboard tha 
ships at various locations likely to 
be occupied by the men aboard. 
Amazingly, only about 10 per cent 
of the animals were killed by the 
force of the blast. Some arc burned 
and sick and others may become ill 
from effects of radioactivity. As 
a matter of fact, a few already have 
been destroyed by medical doctors, 
who are studying this phase of 
atomic energy in an effort to deter­
mine how this radioactivity can be 
used in medicine in treatment of 
diaeaae.

Persona or animals which receive 
these powerful rays Into their aya- 
tems are variously affected and the 
boarding teams upon these ships are 
preceded by a trained man carry­
ing a “ Geiger counter," a small 
box-like apparatus which registers 
radioactivity by a ticking noise.

Estimate Losses.
A  fleet such as those which com­

posed the target fleet would normal­
ly carry approximately 30,000 men. 
It ia reasonable to assume then that 
approximately 10 per cent, or 3,000 
men, would have been killed by the 
atomic bomb blast and that mors 
would have been injured by radio­
activity. Whether much of the dam­
age to ships caused by subsequent 
fires aboard could have been avert­
ed had crews been aboard ia a moot 
question. Some ships captains de­
clare that damage would have been 
much less had the ship flre-flghting 
equipment been brought Into play, 
and this seems reasonable in that 
most of the loss on the Independ­
ence was due to fire and explosion 
and not the bomb blast.

There la no sttempi however 
on the part af naval anthoriUes 
to minimise the terrible power 
of this atomic bomb. No other 
single bomb ever did the dam­
age to a fleet that this one did 
. . . five ships sank, one com­
pletely ant ot commission and 
approximately 10 others oot ef 
action for two months or long­
er, and small to negligible dam­
age done to 1» ethers.
However another atomic bomb 

likely would not find 73 ships to 
make up a helpless ghost fleet 
grouped conveniently like sitting 
ducks and whether use of the atom­
ic bomb aa an offensive weapon of 
naval warfare upon ships at sea 
is militarily sound still is a debat­
ed question and one which the naval 
evaluation board will study during 
the next few weeks or months.

It must be remembered that what­
ever is said about this sacood bomb 
test before the actual test ia in the 
realm cf conjacture. and much of tha 
conjecture made prior to the flrst 
test did not materialize.

Arkansas May Be Second Target Ship
Target ship, or vessel nearest cen­

ter of the Mast, for tha second 
atomic bomb test may be the over­
age battleship Arkansas, it has bean 
indicated by reliable sources al­
though no definite announcement 
has bean made by Adm. W. H. P. 
BUndy, commander of oparatloos 
crossroads and tha joint task force.

The carrier Saratoga was flrat 
alatad to bo socond target ship.

An IntaresUng aldallght on fate o<

the Sera toga, which suffered only 
negligible damage in the flrst teat, 
is that her commander, Capt. Don­
ald MacMahon, knowing that aha 
was alatad for the second target 
ship made a wager with a friend in 
Washington, before bringing the 
ship to Bikini, that ha would taka 
her back to the East coast under 
her own power. It looks now that 
he has better than a 50-50 chance 
of winning bis bat.
