Devastating tornadoes cut a wide
swath through midwestern and east-
ern states, leaving a wide path of
destruction in their wake.

Striking in a thickly populated
rural area south of Fairmont, N. C.,
a high-riding twister killed at least

.'one person, left an estimated 300

homeless and caused severe dam-
age 10 tobacco crops.

The death toll from a tornado
which leveled the communities of
Bright Water and Garfield in north-
west Arkansas was placed at nine.
The business section of Bright Wa-
ter, population 100, ‘was virtually
destroyed.

Most destructive of the twisters
was one which tore through small
towns in Missouri and lowa, causing
13 casualties in the small town of
Worth, Mo. More than 50 others
were injured and property damage

The explosive Palestine question
was marked by the usual wrangling
and confusion in action before the
steering committee of the United
Nations general assembly.

The l4-nation steering committee
rejected requests from the Arab
countries for the assembly to debate
at this session the gquestion of can-
celing the British mandate over
Palestine and freedom for the Holy
Land.
