Later reports by “ highly authori­
tative persona“ Insiiled that Maa- 
aryk had been murdered by Com- 
muniata. An alleged “ eyewitness“ 
testified that ha had seen Mas- 
aryk's body after iu  reported fall 
xt a concrete pavement and th a t 
it bore no evidence that the fore­
go minister had died in such a 
nanner.

Supporting the m urder tlieory 
vas the (act that Masaryk waa re- 
M>rtad to havt met President Ed­
ward Benea the day before his 
teeth, and the two were maid to 
lave planned aomething the Com- 
nunista wished to prevent.

Unidentified Cxech officiale wbe 
•ave aecaped from Prague re­
torted alao that President Benea 
vaa a  prisoner of the Communist 
■egime.

But whether Ja a  Masarylt. aon 
if the founder of the Cxechoelo* 
rakian republic, bad been m u^ 
fared or goadod to auicido by hia 
ntolerablo poaitioo. ona thing waa 
rertain; Commumata had killed 
Tun Just aa aurcly aa if they had 
put a pistol to hia head and pulled 
the trigger.

If Masaryk took hia own life It 
a a s  not just because he waa neekr
ing an escape, but because it waa 
the last sarvice he could do for his 
country—throwing light, by hia 
own deatmclion, on the terrible, 
destructive force that la commun­
ism.

NERVES;
Warlike

The alternate, ostentatioua flex­
ing of muactes by the United States 
and R ussu was, it appeared, shift­
ing in sCatua from a cold war to a 
war of nerves.

There were the unmistakable 
signs of the m ilitary preparing to 
reassert itself. Many reaerve of­
ficers had received letters point­
ing out that, although they were 
not being called to active duty 
immediately, they would do srcll 
to prepare themaclves for such a 
possible eventuality.

In the Pentagon building in 
Washington arm y ptannera wera 
working lata at their desks. Pro­
curement officers were reported 
to be showing great interest m ce­
ment factonea, aince cement le 
vital in building underground ahel- 
tera and fortifications.

Russian troops were said to be 
massing in eaatMn Germany, but 
DO ona would /  ventura to say 
«whether this was pure bluff, a 
threat of retaliation to the Mar­
shall plan and union of western 
Europe, o r a show of force in­
te n d ^  to influence the coming 
elections in Italy.

But President Truman himself pre­
cipitated the worst outbreak of 
w ar Jitters when he publicly pro­
claimed that his faith in the at­
tainment of real world peace had 
been shaken, although he still be- 
licw a real peace is poesibla.

In this crisis the U. S. govern­
ment waa stressing these points 
which e m b o d i e d  administration 
policy for meeting the situation:

1  The European reciovery plan 
should be carried out promptly.

^  The U. S. encourages (orma- 
tion of what Marshall called a 

political association in western Eu­
rope aa the first step toward re­
storing stability.

o  Spread of Communist govem- 
menta anywhere in the world, 

including China is opposed by the 
American government «which will 
do everything in its power to block 
communism.

a  The U. S. will continue to 
'*  work for world peace «wher­

ever possible.
Finally, any estim ate of the sit­

uation must include this inesca­
pable conclusion: Neither Russia
nor the U. S. wants war now; and, 
more important, neither could af­
ford to fight ona. This particular 
decade continues to be a period 
worked by a shifting of forcea and 
consolidation of strength artiere H 
will do the moat good If and when 
the real showdoam comes.

STRIKES;
Minern

Widaspread strikes in the na­
tion's soft coal fields were touched 
off by John L. Lewis* latast foray 
into tha national acene. a demand 
for glOO-a-month pepaiona for his 
miners.

The United Mine Workers leader 
had askad rank-and-file “ reaction“ 
to hia charge that coal operators 
had “diAionored" the 1M7 contract 
by failing to grant panslons. And 
his miners produced the exact re­
action h( wanted aa almost 200,000 
of them in 11 stataa quit to sup­
port L«wia' stand at tha very out­
set of t difficulties. ^

It was not a strike in the techni­
cal sense of the word. Lewis, in 
all h u  power, simply had nodded 
his shaggy head and his men. 
quick to catch the signal, walked 
away from their jobs.

The current mine contract does 
not expire until June 30, but it 
provides that the miners need 
work only as long as they ara  “ will­
ing and able."

Im pact of the soft coal «walkouts 
showed first in the natioo's steel 
industry «where output is threat­
ened If the shutdo«wns continue for 
any length of tim e. Many of the 
c l o s e d  m i n e s  are “captives" 
whose entire output goes to tha 
steel companies.

Packers
Fraught «with an even greater 

immediacy than tha mine walk­
outs, however, was a nationwide 
strike for more pay by 100,(X)0 
members of the CIO packing­
house «workers.

Tha strike went off as sched­
uled despite an urgent request by 
President Trum an asking the pack­
ing companies and workers' rep­
resentatives to maintain tha status 
quo «without interrupting negotia­
tions until April 1, a t which time a 
board of Inquiry was slated to re­
port to him on conditions -of the 
strike.

In reply to the President, the un­
ion strike board rejected his pro­
posal because, it said, the pack­
ing firms would not agree to plac­
ing even their wage proposals 1» 
to effect during the negotiation.

As the strike began, govern­
ment records indicated that the en­
tire nation tvould come to feel the 
curtailed m eat supply after the 
first week, «with soma areas more 
severely affected than others.

GOVERNMENT;
Expensive

Total per capita cost of running 
the federal government for ona 
year has xoomed $201 sines IBM. 
acording to a report by the Tax 
Foundation. It now Is about $270 
a year, compared «with $dB in 1939.

War. of courst, waa mainly re­
sponsible for tha incraaaa.

T o t a l  esUmatad aapenditures 
for tha fiacal yaar 1948 ara  37.7 bil­
lion dollars. War and its aftar- 
m ath aiicounted for alm ost 23 bil­
lion of that.

Communist expansion was going  ̂
to m eet a roadblock if tha nations 
of western Europe had any voie# 
in tha m atter.
