$850,000 PROJECT

THIS WEEK'S NEWS release from 
Senator Lloyd Bentsen is on the 
subject of the U.S. Postal Service's 
plans to shut down hundreds of 
rural post offices in Texas. 

Although Bovina's post office 
would not be affected by the plans, 
there are two or three in Parmer 
County that could be. 

Bentsen says he will vigorously 
oppose plans by the Postal Service 
to close all of the fourth class 
offices and half of the third class 
post offices, 

The senator says he has agreed to 
co-sponsor legislation which would 
force the Postal Service to consider 
what the loss of a post office would 
mean to the residents of our rural 
areas. 

"Ours Is a widespread state, with 
great expanses of rural areas and 
countless small farm communities. 
For many of the residents of these 
areas, their local post office is the 
only way to get necessary postal 
services without having to travel 
miles to the nearest big city," 
Bentsen said. 

The senator says he cannot 
accept closing such rural post 
offices unless he can be convinced 
that the people they serve will not 
be hurt. 

His bill would require the Postal 
Service to consider the number of 
families served by a post office 
before closing it, its nearness to 
other post offices, and the amount 
of travel required to reach them. 

"if closing a post office will have 
a negative impact on the rural 
community it serves, it should 
remain open. Where closing a post 
office will mean that citizens will 
suffer from a decline in postal 
services, where it will have a 
detrimental effect on a small 
community's attempts to attract 
new businesses; where it will hurt 
an area economically, we should 
keep it open," Bentsen says. 

We are encouraged by the 
senator's position, in regard to a 
problem facing the rural areas. 

However, Bentsen's voice, al-
though he commands a good deal of 
respect, is declining in number, due 
to the decreasing rural population. 

We are fortunate in this area to 
have folks like senators Bentsen 
and Tower, Congressman George 
Mahon, and on the state level 
House Speaker Bill Clayton and 
senator Max Sherman, all of whom 
we consider extremely dedicated 
men who are doing all in their 
power to help our area. 

Occasionally we hear complaints 
about the "incumbents," this being 
an election year. But in the cases of 
these we have mentioned, we can't 
see how there could be many valid 
complaints. Their records speak 
for themselves. 

The terms of Billy Smith and 
Edwin Lide expire this year. 

Four candidates have filed for 
places on the ballot. They include 
Lide, an incumbent; Jimmie 
Cockerham, Tom Ware and Leroy 
Mayfield. The four men are 
farmers in the Bovina area. 

Deadline for filing as a candidate 
is 5 p.m. today (Wednesday). 
Candidates may file, or petitions 
may be filed, at the school's tax 
office in Ridgelea Elementary 
School.

"Highfalutin debate on 
the pros and cons of revenue 
sharing doesn't mean a 
thing to the taxpayer," the 
Comptroller said. "The cold 
truth is that in most cities 
and counties, he'll have to 
pay at least 20 percent more 
in local taxes if the program 
ends." 

The death of the program 
would also be a hardship on 
the state, Bullock added, 
noting that the Legislature 
would have to write a budget 
without the $100 million a 
year it could otherwise 
expect. 

"But the real impact 
would be on the cities and 
counties that have received 
nearly $1 billion during the 
five-year life of the revenue 
sharing program," he said. 
"It's time for state officials 
to worry about more than 
the state budget. We've got 
to start thinking about our 
county and city govern-
ments." 

Bullock said a study by his 
office shows that inflation 
has gradually forced local 
officials to rely on revenue 
sharing as part of their 
operating budgets. 

"A lot of people warned in 
the beginning that this 
would happen," Bullock 
said. "And they were right. 
But like it or not, a vote 
against revenue sharing at 
this point is most surely a 
vote to decrease local 
services or increase local 
taxes."

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JOE BUCHANAN: TOP FARMER 

Lady Succeeds In Man's Domain 
Lady In A "Man's World" 

"You'll never make it." 
"You'll lose everything." 
"You don't know anything about 

farming" 
These were the encouraging 

words Elsie Joe Buchanan heard as 
she began farming. Her career as a 
farmer can be compared with the 
legendary Phoenix. From ashes 
came success. 

The story begins nine years ago. 
Mrs. Buchanan was a young 
woman recently widowed with 
three children to support. Chief was 
fifteen, Mike was thirteen, and Lisa 
was six. 

The land that was left to them 
had a large inheritance tax 
assessed, and the rental received 
from the land would no more than 
pay taxes. How would they 
survive? 

system to conserve irrigation 
water.

home is constantly busy with 
neighbors coming in to check on the 
market and to seek her advice. 

She soon learned that hard work 
and the market place were not all 
there is to farming. Her newness 
and inexperience were not a 
handicap in one respect. She was 
not tied down to the "old accepted" 
traditional type farming methods; 
accordingly, she was not ingrown 
in her thinking. 

Joe began assembling informa-
tion on farming methods and 
practices. She decided that there 
was no future in farming practices 

The decision was made. They 
would not rent the farm. They 
would farm it themselves--they had 
to. It would be a family affair and 
would not be easy, but they were 
committed. 

Joe recalls the first few years 
with mixed emotions, The crops 
were planted in the afternoon and 
at night when the boys got out of 
school. Fertilizing was too danger-
ous for the youngsters, so Joe did 
all the fertilizing herself. Cultiva-
don and irrigation were her 
responsibility until school was 
dismissed for the summer, then 
everyone helped. 

Then came marketing and 
equipment management. This was 
an alien world to Joe, but she soon 
learned to take care of herself in 
this man's world. She studied and 
learned. Today, the office in her 

that "mined" the land with no 
planning for the future. Where was 
there information available about 
retaining productivity and correct-
ing problems that had appeared on 
the land? 

The Parmer County Soil and 
Water Conservation District was 
willing and able to help her. She 
took advantage of this and inhaled 
every piece of information she 
received. She was interested in the 
behavior of irrigation water on her 
different soils; in soil, their 
characteristics and potentials, and 
with soil, plant, and water

As the first in the community to 
convert to minimum tillage, she 
saw the advantages and limita-
tions. She believes the limitations, 
when the practice is properly 
managed, are minimal. Erosion 
has been brought to a virtual halt 
and moisture conditions of the soil 
are surprisingly favorable. Or-
ganic matter is returning to soils 
that were nearly "burned out" by 
high fertilizer applications and 
intensive irrigation. 

Joe readily admits that before 
trying minimum tillage she thought 
it was a lot of nonsense. Today, Joe 
is just as much an advocate for it as 
she was against it a few years ago. 

With all this conservation of 
residues, pheasants have become 
abundant. With plentiful wildlife 
populations, hunters and hunting 
requests have proliferated. It has 
almost become too much of a good 
thing with hunters coming from as 
far as Fort Worth. 

Joe enjoys having wildlife and 
encourages its spread. She respects 
nature and its ecology and for this 
reason, she wants to start a hunting 
club. Her desire is for it to be 
administered by a service club with 
all proceeds to go to charity. This 
would not only make the hunting 
season more orderly, but give 
out-of-the-county hunters a definite 
place to hunt. 

Does she teach? Her office on her 
farm fifteen miles southeast of 
Friona looks as busy as Grand 
Central Station at times. Why do 
neighbors come to her? She has the 
facts and backs them with figures. 
She teaches conservation and 
survival.
