CottoD Classing
The first light frost of the season

Om 
Thursday we initiated the second 
Fibronaire set up thus permitting 
IIS to keep up with the "miking”  
of each sample from 55 of the 56 
gins in this classing territory

Percentage-wise, the grades of 
cotton decreased from that classed 
trbe previous week; however, the 
predominant grade was Middling 
Light Spotted, 15-16 inch, which 
was the same as the week before.
