Great Britian to which the free 
traders in the United States point 
with so much convincing argument 
Ires a deficit of 822.500,000.

The spring clip of wool is com­
ing in very slowly and local ware­
houses haye a very lonesome ap­
pearance. This is probably due 
mainly to the present uncertainty 
regarding prices. With every 
other product declining, it is hard­
ly possible that wool alone will 
advance. Cotton has held up bet­
ter than any other product, but 
even cotton is declining now and 
bids fair to continue to decline. 
The experiences of the past two 
seasons has been that opening 
prices were the highest and that 
those who sold in this market 
made much more than those who 
shipped their wool to Northern 
markets. In fact there was not 
an instance last year where wool 
i hipped to Northern markets net­
ted the owner what it would have 
netted in this market. Prices here 
looked small, but the returns on 
New York and B >ston accounts 
sales were smaller. There hue 
been seasons where prices advanc­
ed later and it paid well to hold 
wools until towards the last of the 
season. But financial and busi­
ness conditions then were not like 
those prevailing at this time. 
Present indications do not indicate 
any marked improvement in busi­
ness during the summer months. 
— San Antonio Express.

El Paso, Tex., April 17.—The 
attention of the United States dis­
trict court here today was taken 
up with the trial of W. F. Buch: 
anan, Charles Roe and John D. 
Walling, who are charged with 
having conspired to defraud the 
U. S. government at Robert Lee. 
Cuke county, on the 4th day of 
October of last year. The scheme 
concocted is alleged to have been 
to it-sue a large number of money 
orders payable at various places. 
These money orders were to be 
negotiated by W. F. Buchanan, a 
banker of the same town, and the 
stage driver, John D. Walling, was 
to explain the absence of 
tance sheets by stati^s^hat he haa 
been held wp aac* robbed on the 
road.

Everything is alleged to have 
worked beautifully. The conspir­
ators had divided the plunder and 
were congratulating themselves on 
their success, when, suddenly one 
of them, J. M. Harris, assistant 
postmaster at Robert Lee, was ar­
rested on a charge of embezzle­
ment, a shortage of something over 
8100 having been discovered in 
his accouuts. To save himself 
from the penitentiary he told the 
government officials the history ol 
the stolen remittances and the 
forged money orders.

The result was the arrest of the 
present defendants. The case was 
first brought before the U. S. com 
missioner and was then transferred 
to the district court here. Messrs 
Culberson and Evans are acting as 
counsel for the government, while 
the defense is looked after by 
Messrs. Thurman and Wilcox.

J. M. Harris was the first wit­
ness placed on the stand. He tea 
tiffed that on the night of the 4th 
of October last he and Walling 
rode out about two miles fn.m 
Robert Lee to the point where it 
had been agreed the robbery 
should take place. They arrived 
at their destination about midnight 
and proceeded to scatter along the 
road torn remnants of several reg­
istered packages which they had 
brought with them. Next morn­
ing Walling started with the stage 
between 6 and 7 o’clock. Harris 
said that Walling had agreed to 
cut open the mail bags and then 
claim that he had been held up 
and robbed by two masked men.

Harris further stated that on the 
night before the robbery he and 
Walling made the tracks which 
were supposed at the time to have 
been made by the robbers. The 
thirty money orders of 8100 each 
were to thus disappear. Harris, 
Buchanan and Roe were to divide 
the 83000 equally among them and 
Walling was to receive as remuner­
ation for his services whatever 
amount should afterwards be agre­
ed upon. The horses used for the 
midnight ride were the proper!}’ of 
Walling and were the same as were 
used in the stage. Harris claimed 
that he never received any portion 
due him under the agreement.

Mrs. Brooks, assistant postmis­
tress at Bronte, a plaee distant 
about five miles from Robert Lee, 
testified that on the morning of the 
oih of October, Walling arrived 
with the mail bags cut open. lie 
told her that in a little gully about 
two miles from R >bert Lee a couple 
of masked men had sprung from 
the bushes that lined the road and 
held him up. One of the men was 
tali, while the other was short, 
dark and thickset. The short man 
covered him with a Winch-s er 
and ordered him to sit still, which 
he did. The tall man entered the 
vehicle, cut the bags open with a 
knife and took out what he wanted 
They then ordered Walling to 
move on, an order which he lost 
no time in complying with.

E. M. Mobley, deputy sheriff, 
told of his efforts to trace the sup­
posed robbers. He started our a? 
soon as he heard of the affair and 
was joined on the road by Wailing 
who acted as pilot. He found the 
torn letters among the bushe*« 
about fifty or sixty yards from the 
road on the right hand side. He 
also saw and examined the tracks 
near where the stage was stopped. 
At that time he saw nothing sus­
picious in the story told by Wall­
ing.

Several witnesses were called to 
testify that on the morning of Oct. 
5th the stage started earlier than 
usual, but on cross-examination 
showed that Walling had been 
driving it only four days and sig­
nalized the beginning of his servi­
ces by elarting promptly at day 
break or a little before.

J. M. Hamilton, postoffice in­
spector, testified as to his examin­
ation of the books at Robert Lee.. 
The money orders were entered in 
proper form and appeared to have

been paid for with two $500 bills, 
fourteen $100 bills and twelve 850 
bills. The size of the notes had 
attracted his attention and he had 
spoken of it to the banker, W, F. 
Buchanan. Fourteen of the orders 
had been purchased on the night 
ol Oct 4th and the other sixteen 
before the stage left on the morn­
ing of the 5th. The postmaster’s 
remittance sheet showed the num­
ber and date of issue of each of the 
buls received or alleged to have 
been received by him in payment 
for the money orders. Lie had 
gone over Harris’ books and found 
a discrepancy of ®10U, though he 
did ¿«re rt m ember the exact 
amount.

I . C Sterne, an official ot the 
treasury department at Washing­
ton, was next examined. He was 
shown the remittance sheet con­
taining the date and the number 
of the various notes supposed to 
have been paid for the money 
orders. Then he was asked:

“ Were bids or notes of such a 
number and date ever issued by 
the U. S. government?”

“ They were not,”  was the re- 
idy. “ The United ¡States has 
never issued a single one of such 
bills as those mentioned here.”  
He was not cross-examined.

Several witnesses gave evidence 
as to a light having been seen in 
'.he postoffice up to a late hour on 
the night before the alleged rob­
bery. One witness had seen Har­
ris and Walling standing together 
in a vacant lot about 11 p. m. and 
had shortly afterward heard horses 
moving off, but could not say in 
what direction they went.

The prosecution rested after 
some further unimportant testi­
mony.

i he theory of the defense as de­
veloped by the evidence thus far 
seems to be that the money orders 
were really bought and paid for 
and that the money received for 
them was stolen by J. M. Harris, 
the man who claims that he turned 
state’s evidence

George Williamson, treasurer of 
Coke county, test fled that on the 
evening of Oct. 4 he went into the 
postoffice and saw Buchanan there 
with a package of money. Wil­
liamson said to him: “ Are you
going to buy the drug store?”  to 
which Buchanan replied: “ No, I
am only getting some money 
orders.”  Witness was unable to 
say how much money there was in 
the package he saw.

Three witnesses swore to having 
seen John D, Walling in church 
that Sunday night. That after 
church he went to the saloon, 
where he remained until after one 
o’clock. This testimony was for 
the purpose of offsetting the con­
tention that Harris and Walling 
rode out that night to the scene of 
the alleged robbery and distributed 
tne contents of two marl bags over 
ihe ground.

Several witnesses were called to 
testify as to the general character 
of J. M. Harris.

The main witness of the day was 
the defendant, W. F. Buchanan. 
He swore that he actually bought 
and paid for the alleged fraudulent 
money orders. He took the money 
for them over to the postoffice in 
the evening and the following day 
returned for the money orders 
which had been written out in the 
meantime. He wanted the orders 
to deposit in banks in various 
points throughout the country for 
the purpose of improving his 
credit at different financial centers 
he having been refused credit at 
these points and had been required 
to make deposits as security. He 
denied positively eyer having 
stated to Postoffice ^Inspector 
Hamilton or anybody else that the 
notes with which he paid for the 
money orders were of the same 
number and denomination as those 
desciibed in the postoffioe remit­
tance sheet. He had paid two 
8500 bills and a number of 8100 
bills, but had no means of identi­
fying the particular notes.

I he f ff >ris oi the defence were 
mainly concentrated to save one of 
the defendants,Charles Roe. They 
contended that the only evidence 
against him was that of J. M, 
Harris, who admitted himself to 
be an accomplice. Apart from 
this, it was shown that Walling 
had borrowed money from Roe lo 
purchase the stage route, and had 
also got from him two horses, for 
which he gave a note due in 12 
months, at 10 per cent interest. 
The defence denied strenuously 
that Walling bought the stage 
route for the purpose of robbing 
the maii,or that Eoe had furni-h- d 
him money to buy the equipment 
on the strength of any such under­
standing. The dealings between

ailing and Roe were, according

to their view, simply a plain busi­
ness transaction. It was also 
maintained that Buchanan had 
really purchased the money orders 
and paid for them, that Harris and 
some unknown accomplice had 
fixed up the scheme to rob the 
uiaij, and that Walling was actu­
ally held up on the road, as he 
contended.

The speech of Jack Evans, for 
the government, occupied nearly 
five hours in its delivery. He 
poimed out the curious methods 
ol the alleged robbers, who, ac­
cords g to Walling, ripped open 
the bag ai.d took out the letters. 
Jhey took the package containing 
the 83 000, hut aid not even touch 
the letters from W. F. Buchanan, 
addressed to the various banking 
houses in different parts of the 
country. Walling’s conversation 
and his asking if the transmittance 
Gleet nad been found showed that 
he knew the contents of the mail 
b;ig, which as a stage driver it was 
not nis business to know. R >e> 
connection with the affair had been 
shown quite clearly, even apart 
Oom the evidence of Harris, be­
cause a few days after the alleged 
robbery he was found in possession 
of a portion of the plunder. Buch­
anan s financial condition as direc­
tor and manager of an alleged 
wild-cat bank was commented on, 
as was also that the entries regard­
ing the purchase of the money 
orders appeared in the postoffioe 
register in the handwriting of 
Buchanan. The conspirators had 
overlooked one very important 
point. 'I hey were evidently not 
familiar with the method of num­
bering United States notes, and 
had consequently made the mis­
take of entering on the transmit­
tance sheet the numbers of notes 
that had never been issued. Judge 
Mfcxey, in his charge, made no 
comment of any kind on the evi­
dence, but confined himself to 
stating the law bearing on the case 
and the considerations by which 
the jury should be governed in 
estimating the value ot the testi­
mony.

Jhe jury, after a few'minutes’ 
deliberation, returned a verdict ol 
guilty against all three defendants, 
W. F. Buchanan, Chas. Roe and 
John D. Walling, and the court 
assessed the punishment at three 
and a half years for Buchanan- 
two and a half for R >e and two 
years for Walling. After being 
found guilty in one case they pled 
feUilty to another and the balance 
of the charges against them weie 
dismissed.

JFoster’s Weather.

Held As Assassins.

Llano, Texas, April 20—Quite 
a crowd was gathered at the train 
tonight to catch a glimpse of one 
Charlie Gailiff, who was arrested 
a few days ago in the Indian Ter­
ritory by C. S. Stoudenmier, and 
is charged with the murder of Cap­
tain Thomas Dunn. When Gatlifl 
was taken from the train another 
man was observed chained to Gat- 
liff. whose name is John Cherry 
and is charged with the murder of 
Robert F. Rountree, who was as­
sassinated about four months ago 
near his ranch in this county. The 
arrest, of Cnerry is something of a 
surprise to the people, but the re­
port had already reached here that 
Gatliif was captured and in the 
hands of the officers.

These two men are charged with 
two of the foulest crimes that have 
ever been committed in this coun­
ty, The people are worked up 
over the matter and are determin­
ed that if they are guilty they 
shall get the punishment they de­
serve, and vigorous efforts to con­
vict them will be made. While 
the people are stirred up over the 
matter, yet it is hoped and strong­
ly believed that reason will pre­
vail and that justice will take its 
course and no violence be used 
save that dictated by the law of 
the land.

St. Joseph, Mo., April 21st. ~  
My last bulletin gave forecasts of 
the storm wave to cross the con­
tinent from April 22 to 26 and the 
next will reach the Pacific coast 
about the 27th, cross the Western 
mountains by the close of the 28th 
the great Central valleys from the 
29,b to May 1st and the Eastern 
States about May 2nd.

This disturbance will be at its 
greatest force in ihe Eastern Slates 
about May 2nd or 3rd and more 
than the usual amount of rainfall 
may be expected. 'This storm will 
endanger shipping on the great 
lakes and the Atlantic coast.

The first storm wave of May will 
reach the Pacific coast about May 
2nd, cross the Western mountain? 
by the close of the 3rd, the great 
Central valleys from the 4ih to the 
Gih and the Eastern Slates about 
the 7;h.

This disturbance wil; develop 
extreme temperatures, dangerous 
storms, possibly tornadoes, and 
will have unusual force in us en­
tire journey of four or five day.- 
across the continent.

Rainfall will not be general, but 
heavy downpours will occur ii 
places. O ver the greater portion 
of the country strong symptoms ot 
drouth will accompany this storm 
wave and moisture will rapidly 
evaporate from the soil.

Warm waves will cross the 
Western mountains about April 27 
and May 2nd, the great Central 
valleys about April 29 and May 4, 
the Eastern States about May 1st 
and 6th.

Cold waves will cross the West­
ern mountains about April 3.) and 
May 5th, the great Central valleys 
about May 2nd and 7ih and the 
Eistern States about May 4 n and 
9th.

May will average warmer than 
usual. The first half will average 
more above the normal tempera­
ture than the last half. The rain­
fall of the month will be about the 
general, average in the great Cen­
tral valleys and the Eistern States 
except within 200 miles east of the 
Rocky Mountains, where the rain­
fall will be below the general aver­
age. Most rain will fall during 
the last half ot the month. Tire 
hottest weather will occur in front 
of the storm wave that will cross 
the continent from the 9 h to the 
loth, moving eastward.

An attempt was made last Sun­
day to rob the Provident national 
bank at. Waco, bv drilling through 
a brick wall to the vault.

Terrell, Kaufman Co., Texas, 
April 20.—In an interview today 
with the Hon. M. II. Gossett of 
Kaufman the following facts re­
lating to a remarkable murder case 
were obtained.

Some time prior to the 10th day 
of August, 1887, a man named 
Coker was placed on trial in the 
criminal court of Henderson coun­
ty. One of the principal witneseer 
against the defendant was Thomas 
Fulton, and it was upon his evi­
dence that the conviction was had. 
Lee Coker, a son of the defendant, 
on the evening after the trial re­
marked to a young lady whom he 
met:

“ While my father is serving a 
term in the penitentiary Thomas 
Fulton will be serving^Herm in 
hell.”

Oil the night of the I0™>f Aug. 
a few days after, Thomas Fulton 
while standing on his front gallery 
was fired upon by an unknown as­
sassin, Fulton falling dead on his 
front gallery. rihe threat made by 
Lee Coker to the young lady led 
to his arrest. Near Fulton’s dead 
body was found some pieces of 
newspaper which had been used as 
gun wadding. Coker was granted 
a change of venue to Canton,. \ au 
Zmdt county. IL-re two trials 
were given him, both resulting in 
mistrials. O i the 16 h of April 
of this year, Coker was tried the 
third time, and Friday night a 
decision was reached, fixing the 
penalty at life imprisonment. He 
was convicted wholly upon cir­
cumstantial eyidence. The pieces 
of paper found by the body proved 
to be a copy of the Comanche 
Chief. The pieces of paper found 
by the body and those found in 
Coker’s shot punch when placed 
together fit perfectly, and reading 
across a part of Talmage’s sermon 
was deciphered, which read as ioi- 
lows:

“ W h o  watched you last night? 
W ho has been good to you all your 
lift? Methinks the goodness of 
God would convert this whole 
audience to repentance.”

Ou the other side of the paper 
was an advertisement which read 
evenly. This is the most remark­
able feature of the whole affair— 
the words uttered by Dr. Talmage 
seemed to apply so directly to the 
murderer, who divided the words 
by tearing the paper and using a 
part for a gun wad, which was 
found beside his victim.

Three sizes of shot were extri­
cated from the body of the deceas­
ed, and three sizisof shot were 
found in Coker’s shot pouch,which 
compared identically. 1 he loaded 
barrel of Coker’s gun was‘ also ex­
amined and it contained three sizes 
of shot, comparing with the shot 
in the pouch and those taken fr.om 
the dead body. His trial was set 
and continued ten times.

Understood by  A l l  P ra irie  T r ib e s  F ro m  
the B r it ish  B o rd e r  to Texas.

The sign language is understood 
by all the prairie tribes from the 
British border southward to Texas. 
Without uttering a word they can 
express any idea. James Mooney of 
the bureau of ethnology, to whom 
the writer is indebted for his infor­
mation on this interesting subject, 
has seen an entire council conducted 
by signs, seven languages, including 
English, being represented. The 
most expert sign talker on the plains 
is Lieutenant H. L. Scott, U. S. A.
The system is surprisingly simple, so 
that any intelligent person can ac­
quire its rudiments with little diffi­
culty.

The uplifted forefinger is a man. 
Making a stroke across the forehead 
and held up, the forefinger is a whito 
man—that is to say, a man who 
wears a hat. The hand making tho 
motion as of combing out the hair id 
a woman. A  stranger enters tho 
tepee. One of the chiefs present wag­
gles his hand on his wrist, signifying 
vacillation. That means “W ho are 
you?” If the newcomer is a Sioux, 
he passes his hand across his throat. 
That is the sign of the Sioux trillo, 
supposed by some to refer to the 
practice of cutting the throats of 
enemies.

The sign of the Cheyennes is tho 
motion of cutting off a finger, refer­
ring to their practice of chopping off 
the fingers of enemies for necklaces.
The Tonkowa were formerly canni­
bals, in allusion to which fact they 
hold up a finger to represent a man 
and then point the finger down tho 
throat. Different tribes also have 
pictured symbols. That of the Dela­
wares, some of whom have been 
driven out to the Indian Territory, id 
a turtle. The eastern tribas rever^\«~
the turtle because it brought tire 
world up from under the water. 
Originally the world was covered 
with water, all the people and ani­
mals being up iu the sky. They 
sent messengers down to find land, 
but without success. Finally tire- 
turtle went, dived and brought up a 
piece of earth in its mouth, from 
which the dryland grew .—Washing­
ton Star.

The so called “blood rose” is be­
lieved to be indigenous to a sm. lt 
area of country in Jefferson covuty, 
Fla. One thing is sure, it flourished 
only in that latitude and is said to 
have had a supernatural origin near 
the center of its present habitat. Tire 
original bush, which grows on tire 
Grant homestead, near the Aucel11 
river, in the county and state men­
tioned above, is still strong and vig­
orous and aas leaves of a light glossy 
green.

the money to pay for it and the 
taste to enjoy it. Nowadays it is 
found on the bills of faro of all the 
first class restaurants. The finest 
rates de toies gvay dome from Stras- 
burg.

Here is the way tao young geo.se 
are prepared in Strashurg for this 
culinary masterpiece: Up to the age 
of six mouths they run loose in a 
grass field. They arc then put by 
themselves in pens and arc so closely 
confined that they can ready only 
wiggle their beaks. These pens, or 
cages, arc arcaneed tier upon tier. 
1 he geese arc rod at regular times 
and stuffed to repletion. Some five 
or six strong farm women attend to 
this.

They take the goose by the neck, 
and with a rude wooden spoon, 
while they squeeze its beak, open 
with the left hand and poke into the 
gullet with their right boiled corn- 
meal. It takes from 10 to 20 days of 
this enforced feeding to enlarge the 
liver to an abnormal size.

In the first days of feeding the 
geese become apoplectic, and it is 
necessary to take them by tlie feet 
in pulling them out of the cage and 
to handle them carefully. This is to 
avoid cerebral congestion. When 
the liver is thought t > ho sufficiently 
swollen, which is known by the de­
formed condition of the bird, they 
are killed.

A sharp knife ii drawn across the 
base of the skull. This severs the 
principe! vertebra. Without wait­
ing fertile bird to cool he. is rapidly 
stripped of his feathers and hung in 
the open air.

To Strengthen Ropes.
The idea is suggested in a French 

journal that, in order to insure great­
er strength and consequently more 
safety in ropes used for scaffolding 
purposes, particularly in localities 
where the atmosphere is destructive 
of hemp fiber, such ropes should be 
dipped, when dry, into a bath con­
taining 20 grams of sulnb-f , j vT': 
per per liter o-f. *int kept m
j,,„i - — a ^oration some four days,
afterward being dried. The ropes 
will thus have absorbed a certain 
quantity of sulphate of copper, which 
will preserve them a long time, both 
from the attacks of animal parasites 
and from rot.

The copper salt my. be fixed in/the 
■ fibers. by a To  a, ting, of tar or by 
*r ‘ m , and in order to do this it
may be passed through a bath of 
boiled tar, hot, drawing it through a 
thimble to press back the excess of 
tar and suspending it afterward on a 
staging to dry and harden. In a sec­
ond method the rope is soaked in a 
solution-ox IUO grams of soap per liter 
of water. The copper soap thus 
formed in the fiber of the rope ir, 
stated to preserve it even better than 
tar.
