S t r e e t  C a r  L e t t e r  Uoxi's .
Letter boxes are attached to the 

street cars in Huddersfield, England, 
and letters can be posted in these 
boxes as the.cars are traversing the 
suburbs, the boxes being emptied by 
the postoffiee employees on the a r­
rival of the car a t or near t he central 
postoffico on each trip. If a person 
stops the car especially for the pur­
pose of m ailing a letter, a penny is 
collected by the conductor and de­
posited in the  farebox. This doubles 
the cost of sending the letter, hut the 
advantage of an immediate special 
delivery is secured, and letters ar 
greatly expedited by tho scheme.— 
London Globe.

But tho nam e spread like 
wildfire and has reached the u tte r­
most limits of the globe.

The story of how Jackson told tho 
Yankee gunner at Port Republic to 
point tho other way is very rom an­
tic, but is also false.

He introduced the duplex 
system in 1870 and the quadruplex 
two years later. Prescott made cer­
tain th a t the aurora borealis was an 
electrical display, and while in the 
Boston office on one occasion he dis­
connected the batteries and operated 
the wires w ith the atmospheric elec­
tricity .—Philadelphia Times.

I t  has been demonst rated  in the 
sheep marke t  more than once that 
it is easier to fail down stairs than 
to cl imb up,hut  every body thought 
tha t the recent  high price was too 
good a th ing  to miss.  The  p ro ­
spect  now is more favorable. The  
flood lias subsided and most  dea l ­
ers th in k  tha t the marke t  is about 

ltd take a turn for the better.  The  
apparent  supply of sheep available 
for the next  th i r ty  days is m o d e r ­
ate and there is no good reason 
why priees should , not  improve,  
i f  there is money in it for the ex ­
porters there ought  to be for the 
dressed mutton m e n .—Chicago 
Drover ’s Journa l .

W, F.  Buch­
anan,  had  a pre l iminary  exam ina ­
tion in San Angelo on Tuesday,  
before Commissioner Dubois. Dan 
Buchanan is charged with con­
spiracy to defraud the government  
in connection with his  brother V\ . 
F. Buchanan,  Charles Roe, J .  M. 
Harr is  and J ohn  D. Vai l ing:  J .
M. Harri s  who turned  states evi­
dence testified as follows: Alter
giving information tha t  the readers 
of the  D e v i l ’s  R i v e r  N e w s  are 
already famil iar  with: The  re ­
mittance sheet  wa3 supposed to 
show the date,  number,  series and 
size of the hilts th a t  should have 
been sent  off for the money orders 
issued. The  money for the money 
orders should h a v e  been sent  in a 
registered package to Vaco.  I  he 
remittance sheet  was not  witness­
ed by any one. I wrote ail the 
money orders.  Defendant  on the  
evenings of October 3rd ants 4th 
came to the postoffice with a latge 
bundle of let ters and stated to me 
tha t  he was sending off' the money 
orders.  Defendant then knew that 
the thir ty money orders were not 
paid ior. Defendant  told me that 
W. F.  Buchanan had told him,  de­
fendant,  all about ids intention* 
to rob the  government  out of 63000 
by having  th i r ty  m oney  orders 
issued wi thout  paying  for them

J  have known the  defendant  
something over two years.  He  
was dur ing  this  t ime  cashier  of 
the Coke County hank  and was 
such cashier  on October 3, 4, and 
5, 1893. No one was in the post- 
office on the morning of October 
5-th, 1893, when I was making  uj 
the mail .  A day or two after the 
our por ted robbery  1 had a talk 
with / ibis defendant  in regard to 
the m a t te r  and  as to what he 
would tell  the officers in case they 
came to Robert, Lee, and  defendant 
was speaking in regard to his being 
a witness to the remit tance shee 
in case anything should come up 
and tha t  he would tell the officers 
that  he saw me count  the money 
and pu t  it  in a registered package 
on the morning  of October 5, 1893. 
V .  F .  Buchanan was supposed to 
be president  of the Coke. County 
h a n k .

Cross-examined;
I havb never made these state­

ments before because 1 was only 
asked about  the part ies who were 
conspir ing to defraud the govern­
ment  and defendant  was not  then 
connected with the  affair. I  knew 
defendant  was cashier  of the Cuke 
County bank by business I  had 
with h im in the  bank,  a n d  in the 
manner  of his signing the deposit 
slips. One of the remit tance sheets 
was shown to he signed by II .  L. 
Adams written by myse lf  and,  by 
oversight,  the other  one was not 
signed. At a former trial I was 
asked to teil of all the persons in ­
terested in tlvis conspiracy.  D on ’t 
know7 now tha t  I  can answer why 
I know the defendant  was con­
nected with the conspiracy.

R -cross-examined.
I never  made compla int  against  

any of the  conspirators in this 
matter .  I was never before asked 
the quest ion above answered in 
regard to this defendant.  I did 
not m ake  the  compla int  against 
¡his defendant.  Ain not  here now 
as a will ing witnesf,; am under  a 
sutq.OBia. A week or two after 
the purpor ted  robbery,  and before,
I or any one else was a rrested for 
the crime, the defendant  told me 
tha t all of the  money orders had 
been paid except  one or two.

II.  L. Adams,  pos tmas te r  at 
Rober t  Lee at  the  t ime of the su p­
posed robbery testified tha t  when 
he began to investigate the ease he 
asked Harri s  why he had not  a 
witness to the remi t tance sheet  as 
the law required.  Ha r r i s  said he 
did not know tha t  the law required 
a witness,  hut  he told me tha t  W. 
F. Buchanan saw h im put  up the 
money in a registered package. 
After I  saw VV. F.  Buchanan  1 
then went to defendant  D.L .B uch ­
anan,  who told me tha t  he saw the 
money for the money orders count ­
ed by Dr, Har r i s  and saw it put  in 
the registered package envelope 
and proper ly addressed,  hut tha t 
he did not see it placed in the mail 
hags and locked. Sometime in 
March 1894, I had a conversation 
with this defendant  an d  remarked  
to h im tha t  the evidence looked 
very strong against  the  defendants,
VV. F .  Buchanan Charles Roe and 
Walling, and tha t  I  believed tha t 
they had never paid money into 
the postoffice and tha t they had 
collected the  amount  from tbe

very suspicious,  but tha t  he knew 
the money was paid out of the 
bank for the m o n e y  orders and the 
hooks so showed it.

I first inquired of Dr. H a r r i s  on 
the evening of October 5, 1893,who 
paid this amount  of money in the 
postoffice and he said he had sold 
the money orders to VV. F.  Buch­
anan. I also asked Harr i s  who 
could have known of this amount 
of money being paid in. Har r i s  
said he had no idea who could 
have known and described how he 
had sat at the table and made out 
the remittance sheet.

After this conversat ion with 
Harris  I then went up to the bank 
and found defendant  and VV. F. 
Buchanan in the hank.  I asked 
them if they had heard tha t the 
mail had been robbed.  They  both 
said they had not. This  was about 
five or six o’clock in the evening. 
Defendant and Buchanan  both e x ­
pressed surpr ise at the robbery. I 
then asked them if they had any 
idea \yho could have known; of 
their having carried tha t  amount 
down to the posteffice and they 
both said tha t they had no idea. 
I then asked W. F.Buchanan to go 
down to the postoffice with me and 
I would see what  my duties \vere 
under  such circumstances.  Short ly 
afterward the defendant  also came 
down and in the course of our con­
versation said tha t  W.F.Buchanan  
had bought those orders and that 
VV. F.  Buchanan  always at tended 
to such matte rs .  After the  a r ­
rest of Harris ,  Buchanan,  Roe and 
Walling, defendant  told me that 
they had collected all the orders.

Cross-examined:
The  remittance sheet  showed we 

had no witness. Dur ing my eon 
versalion in March,  1894, with this 

'defendant  in regard to the suspici­
ous circumstances sur rounding the 
defendants,  Buchanan,  Roe, and 
Walling, I had no reference to this 
defendant .  I  never  examined the 
bank hooks. I met  Jo hn  D. Wal­
ling on the road on October 5th, 
1893,when he told me he had been 
robbed.

B. F .  Montgomery,  sheriff of 
Coke county,  testified tha t defen 
dant  told him lie had seen Harr is  
count the 63,100 and put  it in an 
envelope and addressed it  to Waco 
and put  it in the tmdi bag. Tha t  
he did not  see the mail hag put  in 
the hands of the driver.

J.  M. Hagelsiein of the San 
Angelo National  hank,  testified to 
having received a let ter  in the 
iiand writ ing ot the defendant  con 
taining two money orders for 8100 
each, to he pa id  at  the  postoffice 
and planed to the credit  of the 
Coke County bank.  They  were 
collected and  so credited.  This 
letter was dated October 4th,  1893.

C. L. Broome, deputy IJ.S. m a r ­
shall testified as follows; I went 
to Robert  Lee on October 15-th, to 
invest igate the robbery and learn­
ed tha t  defendant,  D.L.  Buchanan,  
was a witness to the sending off of 
the money  alleged to have been 
robbed, tha t  he saw th e  money 
sent  in the mail .  Oa October 16, 
1893, I went to the  Coke County 
bank and saw defendant .  l i e  tolci 
me that  ho went tor the postoffice 
on the morning of Oct. 5, 1893, to 
mail the money  orders th a t  had 
been bought;  tha t  this was the 
reason he was at the postoffice and 
that  he saw Dr. Har r i s  count the 
money,  83,100, pu t  it  into a re­
mittance envelope,  and then in a 
registered envelope and then a d ­
dress it t® the U.S,  depository at 
Waco, Texas,  seal it up and put  it 
into the maii  sack. 1 asked him 
if he took the  money in his hands 
and counted it, and he said he did 
not, hut  tha t  he saw Harr i s  count 
it. l i e  said he was behind the 
counter  and did not see Harri s  put 
the mail sack in the hands of the 
mail dr iver .  l i e  said he did not  
sign the remi t tance  sheet  as a 
witness.

Defendant  told me tha t he could 
identify the  bills sent off, because 
they were all large hills, and  he 
saw them counted.  1 told him 
tha t  the  remi t tance  showed two 
8500 bills, fourteen 8100 bill and 
fourteen 850 hills, and  he said that  
these were the size of the hills lie 
saw counted,  and tha t  he could 
swear posi t ively tha t  these hills 
were sent  off.

After the a rrest  of. W. F.  Buch­
anan ,  Roe and Walling, I had an ­
o ther  conversat ion with defendant,
I then asked him if he would go to 
El Paso and swear to the s ta te­
ments he had made to me on the 
morning of Oct. 16th, 1893. He  
said he would not,  tha t  the fact of 
the business was he was not in the 
postoffice on th8 morning of Oct.
5 :h , before the mail left, and did

postoffice money orders ,he  said he 
did not  know anyth ing  s bout  it at 
all, did not  know whether any 
money was paid for them at all. 
T h a t  all he knew was tha t  he mail ­
ed the money  orders,  and tha t  he 
d id n ’t know anything about the 
business and did not  want to he 
mixed up  in it, or he a witness in 
the case.

Upon the trial of Buchanan,  Roe 
and Walling, I had a subpoena for 
defendant  as a witness for defend­
ants,  and failed to find him.  xlis 
relatives told me tha t  he had gone 
to Alexandria,  Texas,  and tha t he 
and his lather  were going to El 
Paso, Texas,  for the  trial.

I came to Texas in 1868 from 
the state of Georgia,and have been 
in the lumber  business nearly all 
the t ime since tha t  date. In the 
year  1886 I sold my mill ing i n ­
terests and accepted a situation as 
state agent  of the penitentiaries.  
VV. G. Par ish was financial agent. 
My duties were to pu t  the products 
on the ma rke t  and buy material.  
Mr. Par ish and I became warm 
fr iends,which relation was as close 
as ever at  the t ime of his unfor­
tunate death in the Dallas j til.

I  resigned my agency in 1887 to 
re-embark in the lumber  business 
i  went to Galveston and organized 
a company to buy a large saw and 
p laining mill tha t  w7as for sale in 
Houston,  together with eighteen 
lots tha t  it was located on. For  
this purpose I associated with m y ­
self VV. G. Halsey,  M. Lasker and 
R. B. Hawley.  We bought the 
property.  Then  W.G Halsey and 
I exchanged our interest  in the 18 
lots for Hawley and L aske r ’s in ­
terest  in the machinery,  which 
Halsey and myself  moved to Polk 
county,  Texas,  and  built  a large 
and modern mill.  The  firm was 
called the  Polk County lumber 
company.

IPowever, before we were ready 
for operat ion our funds became 
exhausted and I went  to Dallas 
and borrowed 628,000 of J .  H 

rBerais & Co. through Y. M. Lang- 
don, the  secretary of the firm oi 
Bern is <fc Co.

After Governor Hogg was elected 
I was afraid tha t  the  railway com­
mission would have  a bad effect 
on the lumber  interests,  and h a v ­
ing enough lumbe r  on hand  to pay 
the 825 000 to Bemis,  I concluded 
to sell my interest ,  which I did to 
Y. M. Langdon and W. G. Parish,  
Halsey retaining his interest  in 
the business,  which they run for 
some t ime under the  old name of 
the Polk County lumber  company 
with indifferent success, then 
changed to the Leggett  lumber 
company and went into the hands 
of a receiver.

Halsey  died very suddenly,  
Langdon was murdered  in Dallas, 
VV. G. Pari sh  was ar rested for 
causing the murder  of Y. M. Lang­
don and commit ted suicide in jail ,  
and I, the last  one of the four so 
closely connected,  will appear  be­
fore your honor today to he sen ­
tenced to a term in the peni ten­
tiary.

The  facts of Langdon’s and 
Pa r i sh ’s deaths  I p resume you are 
familiar with.  The  other ,as stated 
here,any business man in Houston 
or the witness in the case against  
me, VV.T. Carter,  will corroborate.  
I t  may not  seem as st range to 
others as to me,  yet  while I am a 
firm believer in tree agency, in

Washington,  1>. C., Apri l  27.— 
The  advocates of the  duty on wool 
were hopeful of accomplishing 
something in tha t  direction as long 
as the Democratic Senators were 
not uni ted in suppor t  of the tariff 
bill, but  their  hopes have beer: 
much dampened  by the  compro­
mise which has been virtually a r ­
ranged by the Democrats .  Senator 
Voorhees has wr it ten a let ter on 
the free wool quest ion to a friend 
in which he says:

“ I t  is my understanding  tha t 
very  few carpe t wools are produc­
ed in this country and th a t  they 
aggregate about  three-fourths of 
ail the wools impor ted.  I f  this be 
true, then  as to carpe t  wools there  
could be no disadvantage and 
must  be a certain advantage  to 
carpet  manufacturers  of the coun­
try and the consumers of then- 
goods in lree wool. Second, I am 
fur ther  advised tha t  the largest 
proport ion of fine wools imported 
to this country are wools which 
cannot be produced here, owing to 
cl imatic conditions,  and tha t they 
are essential  to the manufacturers 
in production of fine fabrics. If  
this be true they should also be 
admit ted free of duty.  This  would 
leave but  a small  proportion of ex ­
ported wools which compete at the 
presen t  t ime with domestic wools.

“ i t  is also manifest  to me that  
the failure of our wool growers to 
realise a profit on wool is almost 
entirely due to overproduction,  
both in this country and in other 
wool-growing countries of the 
world. I  have no doubt  th a t  in 
the year  following the passage of 
a free wool tariff' bill th e  price of 
domestic wool would advance un-

The Boston Wool Reporter  says: 
“ Our advices from Texas this 
week report  tha t  the English word 
dealers are circulating th roughout 
the wool growing districts,  ci rcu­
lars soliciting shipments  of wool 
to London and Manchester direct.  
Very low rates from Galveston and 
New Orleans per cotton steamers 
have been made , lower than ever 
before, and it is for this reason 
pr inc ipa lly ' tha t  shipments  of T e x ­
as wool to England are anticipated.  
Water  rates to Boston from Gal ­
veston and New Orleans are 78 
cenls per  hundred ,  while from 
Galveston to London,  Manchester  
and  Liverpool ,  we are informed, 
have been reduced to about 22 
cents per  hundred.

In Oiiio 11 cents has been pa id  
for fine unwashed  and in Michigan 
the buyers have started to pay 10 
cents for the same grade of wool.

In New York  everybody seems 
willing to concede tha t  the  s i tua­
tion has changed for the better .

At St. Louis from 2 to 3 cents 
more than was expected has been 
received for some of the scoured 
wools sold. Missouri and I l l inois  
wools sell freely, in fact as soon 
as they come in. Clear medium 
at 1G to 17 cents, while fine and  
off stock sell at relative values

H I S  C O U R T S H I P .
Mr. Jam es Lemprioro was at W at­

son's hotel, Bombay. lie  was going 
home. He had been upward of 30 
years in India, there was no denying 
that. But then, as he himself said, 
"men wear so differently.” Besides 
he eousok'd himself with the life in- 
Karanee offices. Terms were so m uch 
more favorable tha t longevity must 
ho on the increase. He did not con­
sider Isis own at all a bad age at 
which to commence a happy English 
career.

Mr. Lempriere had been in the 
civil service in the northw est prov­
inces and had run the usual course 
w ithout especial distinction either 
for competence or the lack of it.
