Marblehead, that curious Massa­
chusetts fishing town, which has fig­
ured so sturdily in every war in Ne w 
England’s history, is famous for the 
rough dialect, quaint expressions and 
unfettered independence of its peo­
ple. Here some queer old time cus­
toms prevail that have died away 
elsewhere in the United States.

1 ‘My business detaining me in Mar­
blehead for a few days one Novem­
ber,” said a commercial traveler, 
“my perusal of the Boston paper was 
interrupted the first evening by a 
tremendous blowing of horns and 
beating of drums and tin pan3 in the 
street. Looking out of the window, 
I saw a long line of boys and girls 
marching down tho street in double 
file, carrying torches. Their faces 
were blackened; they were clad in 
long, white gowns, and as they shout­
ed and performed antics the towns­
people, who had turned out to view 
the procession, applauded the specta­
cle. This strange procession paraded 
up and down through the town until 
bedtime. All the while huge bon­
fires, a part of tho celebration, were 
blazing down near the water’s edge.

“Upon inquiring aato tho meaning 
of this weird spectacle, I learned that 
tho children were carrying out their 
annual custom of celebrating what 
is known to them as ‘Pope’s Night.’ 
It is doubtful if any of them ever 
heard of Guy Fawkes or the gunpow­
der plot, but they know that tho 
evening of Nov. 5 is a legitimate 
time for them to indulge in all sorts 
of mischief. The town was settled 
in 1039, just 2-1 years after the expo­
sure of Guy Fawkes’ conspiracy, by 
people from the islands of Jersey and 
Guernsey and from the west of Eng­
land. The first comers undoubtedly 
brought this quaint celebration across 
the Atlantic to their new home, and 
it has survived to he observed today, 
more than 250 years after the found­
ing of the town.”—New York Sun.

D y n a m itin g  F ish .
Electricity has been utilized for 

purposes of fishing. A net, or sardi­
nal, as it is called, which was nearly 
1,300 feet long and is used for catch­
ing sardines, was taken, and an elec­
tric cable, with dynamite cartridges 
at intervals of E0 feet, was placed nit­
on the edge of it. The cable was con­
nected with an electric battery upon 
the torpedo boat in such a way that 
ail the cartridges might be fired si­
multaneously. The net was let down 
at 5 in the morning in very deep wa­
ter, and before this was done the 
neighboring fishermen had been ask­
ed not to go out in order that there 
might be nothing to disturb the por 
poises.

About an hour after the net had 
been letdown the porpoises came up 
in large numbers, and when a good 
many fish had been got into the net 
there were about 80 just around it. 
The cartridges wore then fired, and 
the explosion was so effective that 
one only of tho 80 porpoises escaped, 
while the boats in the vicinity felt no 
shock, and the -water was very little 
disturbed.—Invention.

Fatal accidents at target practico 

are happily not as common now as in 
the early days of the rifle volunteer 
movement in England, but still there 
is room for a bettor method than that 
in vogue of recording tho score of 
the shooters. A self recording tar­
get, which has been exhibited in 
Plymouth, is veil spoken of and 
seems to meet ail the requirements 
of such a device. The face of tho 
target is composed of steel, and tho 
whole surface of the “bnfiseye,” tho 
“center” and the “outer” consists of 
steel rings, which can be forced back 
on pressure. When the bullet reaches 
the target, the ring on which it 
strikes is driven backward and is 
forced forward again by a spring. 
The backward motion of the ring 
closes an electric circuit, actuating 
as an indicator at the shooting point, 
where the result of the shot cart thus 
be instantly seen. —Electrical Review.

R a i l r o a d  C o m m i s s i o n  D ec i s io n .

Washington, May 26.— A deci­
sion of importance to railroad 
interests was announced by Justice 
Brewer in the case of Jo h n  H. 
Reagan and others constituting the 
railroad commission of Texas, 
against bondholders for several 
railroads operating in Texas.

T he  question involved the  con­
sti tu tionality  of ihe railroad law 
of Texas adopted in 1891. Special 
in terest  attached to the case owing 
to the fact tha t  ex-Senator Reagan, 
who was instrum enta l in the  pass­
age of the National In te rs ta te  com­
merce law, was at the  head of the 
Texas railroad commission. A 
question of fact was also submitted 
as to the proprie ty  of the rates 
established by’ the commission 
The Federal courts  of Texas had 
held the law unconstitutional. The 
supreme court reverses this ruling 
and sustains the law. On the 
question of fact, however, it holds 
that the rates established are u n ­
ju s t  and cannot be exacted.

Desirable old fleece wools, how­
ever, show little  change in price 
because of the ir  scarcity and the 
preference accorded them over 
new wools.

Longview, Texas, May 23.— At 
exactly 3 p m, to-day the F irs t  
National bank ol this place was 
robbed by four men. I t  resulted 
in the death of one of the robbers, 
named J .  C. B enneit  and one 
citizen, George Buckingham and 
the mortally wounding of J .  W. 
Mi Queen and City Marshal Matt 
Muokleroy and seriously wound­
ing T. C. Summers and C. S. 
Leonard. Two of the gang a p ­
proached the cashier and president 
and the cashier grappled with one 
of them and got his hand badly 
mashed with the ham m er of the 
robber’s pistol. The other two 
robbers out in the back alley be­
tween the courthouse and the bank 
kept up a rapid firing at anyone 
who came in sight, but the ir  aim 
was bad, for they shot twenty or 
th ir ty  times Deputies Shovvard and 
Stevens without effect. The horse 
owned by the dead robber had 
over 200 rounds of cartridges 
strapped to the saddle, while the 
man, himself, wore a belt full be­
sides and had two big six-shooters. 
He had married a very respectable 
girl, a Miss Renfroe, who lived 
two miles from here, he left Ren- 
froe’s a few nights ago tak ing  one 
of the old m a n ’s best horses. Ii 
is thought B enne tt’s brother, Geo. 
was with him and J im  Jones, a 
man who worked in a saw mill 
here was fully recognized. This 
leaves only one of the robbers un ­
known. The dead robber had a 
diagram of the bank in his pocket, 
and wore a ha t  with the printed 
label of L. B. Robertson, Ardmore, 
I .T . I t  is a miracle tha t  so few 
people were struck with bullets as 
the streets were crowded and dis­
trict court was in session and a 
passenger train was s tanding at 
the depot. -Many bullets broke 
glass doors and ffersqembedded in 
the goods on the store shelves. No 
less than 200 shots 'w ere  fired. A 
posse was organised 'q u ic k ly  and 
were only fifteen m inutes behind 
the robbers when last heard from. 
The bank o ff‘reel $500 reward and 
the citizens supplem ented  it  with 
8200, and the governor was asked 
to do the same.

St. Joseph , Mo., May 26 —My 
last bulle tin  gave forecasts of the 
storm wave to cross the continent 
from May 27 to 31, and the  nexl 
will reach the  Pacific coast about 
the  31, cross the  Western m oun­
tains by close of Ju n e  1, the  great 
central valleys from Ju n e  2 to 4, 
and the E as te rn  states about the 
5 h.

Very warm weather will precede 
this d isturbance, and the storm 
center will increase in force in and 
east of the great central valleys 
from June  2 to 5.

The second disturbance of June 
will reach the Pacific coast about 
the 6th, cross the Western moun­
tains by close of 7th, the great 
central valleys from 8 to 10, and 
the Eas te rn  Slates about thex lL h .  
It will a tta in  its greatest f - fcas t  
of the  Mississippi about

The warm wave will cross the. 
Western mountains about May 31 
and J u n e  6th. the great central 
valleys about J u n e  2nd and 8th, 
and the E asU ru  states about the 
4 and 10. The cool wave will 
cross the western mountains about 
June  3rd and 9 ft, the great central 
valleys about the  5th and 11th, 
and the Eas te rn  States about 7th 
and 13 h.

The tem perature  of Ju n e  will be 
near the general average, the firs! 
half  of the  m onth warmest, E  un- 
fall will be above the average, ex ­
cept im m edia te ly  east of the Rocky 
Mountains.

About the 3rd or 4th is a danger 
period. E a r thquakes  are caused 
by the same forces tha t  cause to r ­
nadoes. These pent up forces 
sometimes find ven t  through an 
earthquake or sometimes through 
the tornado. Tornadoes and e a r th ­
quakes usually occur a t  the same 
time, but when the ear thquake is 
great the tornado is email and 
weak, and when the la ter  is great 
the force of the ear thquake  is les­
sened. Electricity  is the force,the 
earth becomes over charged or 
plusly charged, and the  only re ­
lief is by electricity passing off into 
space. This  must occur through 
low barometers, which are of all 
grades, from a gentle d is turbance  
to the terr ib le  tornado.

This means of escape from the 
earth is called convention, because 
the electrical forces are conveyed 
away on the particles of m atter ,  
not continuous, th a t  compose the 
storm center. W here electricity 
is conducted through continuous 
matter, as a copper wire, it. is 
called conduction.

Relief by eartl quake is ne ither  
<»t.nvi<ctio:i nor conduction, but is 
similar to lightntrr«..belvreen clouds 
w here 'the  electricity tearrjTvs.vvay 
through m atter ,  destroying the 
medium ra ther than being convey­
ed on or conducted bv it.

I  
could take the money in a few and 
pu t in a larger num ber and let 
them  im prove while the industry  
was down, so I  w’ould be ready to 
r ap the golden h a r v e s t v \ h e n  it  
comes. So I  have no sheep to sell.
I receive a num ber of letters from 
sheepmen and they all hang the ir  
hats on the same nai;—th a t  the  
present Congress has k illed tin: 
sheep industry . On th is  subject 
I expect to have but little to say, 
as the  E p itom is t  does not dabble 
in politics. I  s editor and con­
tributors are all broad-minded men 
and women, and do not let politics 
get so mixed up with fas m ingas  to 
cause the ir  farms to be neglected. 
I am a Republican, bu t 1 want the 
Wilson bill to bicorne a law fas it  
came from the House. Let us 
have the tx p r r ie n c e  in reality , not 
from the stum p speaker. T hen  if 
the sheep industry  is killed dead 
it will be no guess work bow to 
commence the  resurrection, and 
there  will be no need of a doubling 
Thomas in the U nited  States. T h is  
is ail in politics I have to say, and 
I am sure I have offended no one,, 
tha t he or she will bother Friend  
Fuller by sending articles of re ply 
to ease their  wrath. Take all kinds- 
of stock or all k inds of farm p ro ­
ducts, Jn  fact take every article 
manufactured in the world, at 
times, the prices are so high th a t  
it is out of sight of common peopb ; 
then the time comes when tiie 
bottom falls out of the market. 
Ju s t  this week I was in Stark, the 
day a horse buyer was loading a 
car with horses, and in looking 
over them  there were two extra  
g od ones. A few years ¡¡go they 
would ¡¡ave sold for $150 each, 
readily. Some one asked the  
buyer w hat be paid for them . $35 
for one and $40 for the other, 
know th a t  is a kp 
wintering a horse in as good con 
d ilion as they were.

T he  cattle industry  a few years 
ago was in about the  same condi­
tion as the horse m ark e t  of today, 
but. the cattle m ark e t  s tarted  up, 
though it pulled a large num ber of 
cattlemen down with it  before it  
did get on its feet.

And look at the wheal m arket i f" 
today, ranging from 45 cents per  
bushel and down, and how far 
down I do not know, but I believe 
from the  presen t prospect the  far­
mer tha t  sells for 45 cents this 
year is lucky.

We, as a class, all ju m p  from 
one industry  to another, h u n ’i r g  
the best. When we get it in o 
our heads to go out of one business 
into another we iet all hold go and 
make a grab. I t  is jus t  th is  way 
with sheep. Some of our sheep 
men are so determ ined  to go out 
of sheep that they 'are  nearly off r- 
ing to give them away,'or they yi 1 
seil a few for so much and throw 
in a large num ber  for good count. 
Something has h i t  them  hard . 
They’ are rush ing  every head into- 
market. Some of them are in such 
poor condition tha t  t in y  will h a rd ­
ly make a shadow,and we all know 
on a poor sheep the picking is 
scarce and very poor quality . And 
at the p resen t time we cannot im ­
agine how fast some of our W est­
ern sheep  men are unloading, bu t 
we will see in a }’c*ar or so. J .  N. 
Gran, of Asherville , K m . ,  in the 
Kansas F a rm er ,  says th a t  a few 
years ago there  was from 12'000 to
15,000 th eep  in his township , bu t 
today, neariy  all gone to m ark e t .  
This is only one case in the h u n ­
dreds in the West. And th is  is 
the foundation to the a rg u m en t  
th a t  there  is money to stay by our 
sheep, for when the time comes 
for sheep to go up in price, the  
demand is going to be so far ahead 
of the supply , and the price is 
bound to be high, and the farmer 
who stays by his sheep will be the 
lucky m an, financially. I t  will 
take years to get lire numb: r  of
