FACTS ABOUT BANK NOTES.

They Have Been Used For Many Curious 
Purposes.

Curious and not unr-^rosting ig 
the fate which ^oasionally befalls 
bank notes, as the following in­
stances will show.

Some time ago a wealthy gentle­
man in the north of England caused 
quite a sensation at a fancy dress 
ball by appearing in a costume cov­
ered entirely with bank notes, which 
were stitched on. The gentleman 
secured the first prize for the best 
dress of the ball, but it may perhaps 
be questioned whether he arrived 
home without finding himself minus 
a few of his valuable adornments.

It is said the Duke of W el­
lington once, during xbattlo in the 
peninsula, made use of a bank note 
in a unique way. In the heat of the 
engagement be found it necessary 
to send a dispatch to a distant point 
of the field, and not having any pa­
per convenient wrote his message on 
the back of a “ fiver.”

A few years ago a bank note was 
made use of by an unlucky gambler 
in a sad and tragic manner. The 
unfortunato man, who bad ruined 
himself beyond redemption on the 
turf, blow’ bis brains out, and bis 
last bank note served for the wad­
ding of the pistol.

An amusing story is told of a 
farm laborer who one day presented 
at a bank a rag of gray paper, crum­
pled and pulpy, the type hardly legi­
ble, which he said was a bank note. 
His explanation was that a pet goat 
in his kitchen had got hold of it and 
eaten it—a goat of expensive habits. 
The note had been in the animal’s 
Siuij.jr.ch onmo t.irr*« liofurp. it was 
missed and was only suspected to bo 
there because one of his girls had 
seen Nanny “ mumbling over”  a bit 
of gray paper. The owner went 
through a serious domestic differ­
ence of opinion and mental struggle 
before be decided whether to sacri­
fice the pet on the chance of recov­
ering the money. The struggle be­
tween sentiment and “ siller”  ended 
unfavorably for the goat, and after 
all the “ promiso to pay”  extracted 
from so strange a hiding place was 
so bechew’ed and mangled that the 
poor man was kept in suspense for 
some time as to whether he might 
not lose both his money and bis pet. 
But his story was ultimately be­
lieved, and be went away comforted.

There was an old, eccentric lady 
of means, moving in high society, 
who always slopit on a certain pil­
low’, which she would allow no one 
to touch but herself and always care­
fully kept locked up during the day­
time. No one thought there was any 
particular value attached to the pil­
low’, but put her conduct down to 
eccentricity. A fter her death acci­
dent disclosed the fact that the pil­
low contained bank notes amounting 
in value to several thousand dollars. 
No doubt the old lady found it very 
soothing to sleep on so much Wealth. 
Readers who suffer from insomnia 
may feel inclined to take the hint.—

Napoleon’s Booty In One Campaign.
The season was as busy on tho 

military as it had been on tho xaoliti- 
cal side. Day and night the soldiers 
in tho conquered Venetian lands 
wrought with ceaseless labor until 
the whole territory was in perfect 
order as a base of military opera­
tions. Not a single strategic point 
there or elsewhere was overlooked. 
Even tho little island of St. Peter in 
the Mediterranean was taken from 
Piedmont and garrisoned with 200 
men. It was generally understood 
that war might break out at any 
moment. Every contribution under 
treaty obligations was exacted to tho 
utmost farthing.

As a single illustration of the 
French dealing, jewels and gems es­
timated by the pope as worth 10,- 
000,000 francs were accepted by tho 
French experts at a valuation of 
fivo. Within the previous 12 months 
Bonaparte had sent to Paris 7,000,- 
000 francs, of which he destined 
2,000,000 for the outfit of a fleet. It 
was but a moiety o f what he had 
raised. During this summer, on tho 
contrary, he kept everything. Even 
the 3,000,000 francs promised to Kar­
ras were not paid. It is therefore 
likely that he had in hand upward 
of 30,000,000 francs in cash and com­
missary stores to tho extent of sev­
eral millions more.—Professor W.

Receipts of cattle this week is 
estimated at 55,000, divided as 
follow-; 21,000 natives, 32,000 
westerns and 2,000 Texas. Owing 
to the very heavy receipts the 
first half of the week all grades of 
Westerns declined 25 to 40 cents, 
the greatest decline being on com­
mon and medium grades of steers. 
Thursday, with moderate receipts 
the market was active and strong, 
prices showing an advance of 5 to 
10 cents. To-day, receipts light; 
market closed strong.

Receipts of sheep and lambs re­
ceived at these yards’ during the 
month of August amounted to 317,- 
975 head, fully one-half of them 
being westerns which sold from 
$2.90 to $3 10 for good to prime. 
Quite a good many were bought 
for feeding purposes at from $2.50 
to $2 70. Prices for the month 
fluctuated very little, not over 20c 
per ewt. For the first week in 
September we estimate about 70,- 
000 head, market shows more 
activity and prices are 10 to 20o 
higher, taking into consideration 
the quality. Sheep sold this ŵ .dk 
at from $3,15 to $3.25, no better 
than were sold last week at fijom 
$2.85 to $3. Ja easts receipts this 
month are not too heavy prices 
will advance but owners and ship­
pers in general must not all try to 
get to market in a week or two 
simply because market this week 
is firmer and prices a shade higher.

A Chicago Chemist. Talks A howl, the Growth 
i:i'Sjifciaf iza i iou in U is FrofesMon.

“ 1 don’t believe 1 would take a 
stomach if it was brought to me.”

He was a chemist, and ho was il­
lustrating a previous statement that 
in a science so broad as chemistry 
the tendency is constantly toward 
specialization.

“ I make a specialty o f paints, al­
though 1 also do other kinds of ana­
lyzing, including the assaying of ores 
and the examination of waters. Just 
the other day I got a sample of wa­
ter from a new well which a farmer 
had dug on his place in Iowa. Tho 
ground was rather low, and ho was 
afraid tho water might contain ty ­
phoid germs. Water from stock wells 
is frequently sent for analysis in tho 
same way. It is a good deal less ex­
pense for a wealthy breeder to sink 
two or three wells, if  necessary, in 
order to get pure water, than it 
would ho to use water about whoso 
properties there is any question. A 
good deal of water which is sent to 
Chicago for analysis comes from 
towns which have sunk public wells 
and want to know what they have 
got. Others again come from people 
who think they have discovered 
some mineral water of rare medici­
nal virtue. Yet they are apt to be­
lieve that you don’t know what you 
are talking about when you send 
hack an analysis which fails to con­
firm their dreams of wealth or else 
that you arc secretly forming a syn­
dicate to buy up the well for a song. 
A fter they have sent the water to 
other chemists and find the report 
confirmed they are obliged to change 
their minds and admit, that you were 
neither ignorant nor designing.

“ The analysis of the stomach in 
cases of suspected poisoning is most­
ly done by chemists connected with 
medical schools. This kind of work 
is moro directly in their lino and the 
other chemists don’t have much to 
do with. it. Assaying, contrary to 
the popular idea, is not of itself a 
very profitable branch of the profes­
sion. It takes a good deal of time 
and trouble, for which the fees are 
not sufficient compensation. Chem­
ists who make a specialty of assay­
ing usually increase their incomes 
by selling assaying outfits to mine 
owners for use in thoir own proper­
ties. In order to bo able to uso this 
equipment the mine owner, if  ho has 
not already done so, must study 
metallurgy, and this gives thechcrn 
ist. an additional source of revenue. 
The assaying of ores subdivides 
again. Some chemists confine them­
selves largely to gold and silver and 
others to iron and other ores. Like 
other professions, that of chemistry 
has large rewards for those who can 
make largo successes, but its chief 
advantage is, I think, that it affords 
such opportunities to young men of 
what I may call practical imagina­
tion—that is to say, invention. Won­
derful as its achievements have been 
1 look to see still moro remarkable 
things accomplished in tho near fu­
ture, possibly before tho end of the 
century. ’ ’—Chicago Tribune.

Half a 
dozen or moro provincial lotteries 
are drawn weekly in Triest, their 
inferior shares costing only 2 pence 
or 3 pence. The selection of ticket 
numbers is often basedupon dreams 
and omens embodied in a systematic 
form in a published book. It is in­
structive to watch tlio buyers of 
tickets examining tho winning num­
bers posted up in the streets. Every 
occupation is represented, in the 
towns and out of them, and tho 
waste of time and money is great. 
Increasingly largo sums, it is said, 
which if circulated through the le­
gitimate channels of trade would 
support an industrial population, are 
now flung from hand to hand in 
feverish speculation.

It is tho fact that the provincial 
lotteries in which the poorer classes 
chiefly indulge thoir speculative ten­
dencies are all government proper­
ty.— London News.

A New F illing For Thermometers,
Tulnol, another coal tar deriva­

tivo, is now being extensively used 
in place of quicksilver for filling 
thermometers. This substance, it is 
stated, while it contains a slight 
percentage of water, can stand a 
much lower temperature without 
freezing than mercury can. Another 
advantage it has over the latter is 
that it expands with great uniformi­
ty and regularity when exposed to 
warmth. In color tulnol is a dark 
blue.—St. Louis Republic.
