T h e T uscan I'easau t.
In Tuscany you will often find 

peasants whose families have been 
on tho same farm  for 200 or 300 
years. They talk  of themselves as 
gout© (the Roman gens) of the pa­
drone (landlord) and take an affec- 
tionato in terest in him and his fam i­
ly. But the Tuscan peasant is a 
thorough conservative. He has not 
yet grasped the changes brought 
about by railroads, steam boats and 
in ternational communication. Ho 
hankers after a large extent of land 
on which to grow w heat enough to 
provide bread for the whole year 
and is inclined to regard other crops 
as accessories.

W ith the actual low price of corn 
th is does not su it the owner, partic­
u larly  as it is custom ary in Tuscany 
to grow w heat two years running 
on the  same land, w ith little  or no 
manure. So soon as the corn is ca r­
ried (early in Ju ly ) tho stubble is 
plowed up, and maize or m illet is 
grown for early autum n cutting  as 
green fodder. Tho yield of wheat 
is of course wretched, from six to 
thirteen  fold, and proprietors who 
possess tho requisite capital are 
dividing the ir larger farm s and 
building tho necessary farmhouses. 
—M acm illan’s Magazine.

Wool and Cotton Repor ter  will 
esv tomorrow of the  wool trade; 
T h e  marke t  has  s t rengthened  the 
pas t  week without  wool showing 
signs of much increase in activity.  
The  feature of the ma rk e t  which 
commands  most  at tention is, oi 
course,  to be found in the fact tha t 
the American marke t  is consider­
ably below the JGuupra  n.  Sales 

Boston and Pbiia- 
the week aggregated 

9,962,500 pounds,  0,039 500 being 
domestic and 3,923,000 foreign. 
Ter r i to ry  wools have at tracted a 
good share of at tention.  Fleeces 
have  also shared well in the 
week’s business.  In  Boston the 
marke t  remains very firm, busi ­
ness being s teady.  Fleeces have  
sold well; good blocks of X X  and 
delaine have  been moved; also of 
ha lf  arid th ree quar ters washed 
and unwashed  wools. Sales oi the 
above lines amount  to 1.500.000 
pounds.  Eas te rn Oregon and Cali­
fornia have sold wt-ii. Ter ri tory 
had a good week, over 2,000,000 
pounds being moved.  Austral ian 
wools have fallen off in sales; 
clocks have been reduced consider­
ably and selections picked up as a 
■result of the recent  heavy business 
in this hue of stock. The  sales of 
the  week amount  to 5,031,000 ibs., 
domestic and 985,000 lbs.,  foreign, 
a  total of 6.015,000 against a total 
of 8,653,500 for the previous week 
and 2,901.500 for the correspond­
ing week last  "year. The  saies 
since Ja nua ry  1, 1895, amount  to 
107,806,570 pounds,  against  118,- 
027,335 last year.

Receipts of catt le est imated this 
week at 66.500, of which 37 000 
were nat ives,  21,500 Westerns and 
8,000 Texas.

While the  receipts  of ali kinds 
of cattle show a decrease of 4,000 
head the supply of Weste rns  is 
8,500 less than  last  week. The 
best grades of natives have decl in­
ed in price,  while the demand for 
all classes of Weste rns  has been 
good and prices show7 a steady ad ­
vance, and we are able to quote 
prices 15 to 25 cents per cwt. h igh ­
er than one week ago. The  m a­
jor ity of the big outfits are through 
shipping for this  season, so we 
look for a very l imi ted supply of 
westerns from now on. The  sea­
son will be pract ical ly over this 
year  from three to four weeks 
earl ier  than former years,  but  in 
the aggregate we figure on about 
the same number of cattle forward­
ed from the West as last year .  We 
nave had but one or two bad 
breaks in the marke t  this season 
and most  of brands will show an 
increase for the ye a r ’s shipments  
over last  of ■ 25 to 50 cents per  cwt. 
The  marke t  closes this week strong 
and active.  We look.for  still fur ­
ther  advance in price nex t  week.

Receipts of sheep and  lambs last 
week footed up 90,846 head.  The 
first lour days ot this week the a r ­
rivals foot up about 82,000. From 
present  indications receipts will 
be about  100,000 for the week, 
fully two- thirds being Westerns.

WHALES’ LEAPS.

Th«Som e G igan tic  J u m p s T ak en  l»y 
M onsters o f  i! ie D eep .

“ Speaking of jum ping ,” -rtua an 
old seaman who had becii'Vtatohing 
some hoys playing ’leapfrog, “ let 
me tell you of the greatest jum p 
ever seen. I t  was m any years ago, 
when I was little  more than a lad, 
hut, I was how oarsm an on a whale­
boat belonging to tlio ship Henry 
Staples. We had had had luck for 
several weeks when one day wo 
sighted a big whale, and two boats 
set off in a race to see who would 
get t here first. I t  was fairly smooth, 
w hat the sailors call a whiteoap 
breeze, and  our boats fairly How 
o ver the water. Finally tho whale 
roso not 100 yards away, headed di­
rectly  for us. The m ate gave orders 
to stop, and we sat still, expecting 
th a t the m onster would rise near us. 
Tho luirpooner stood w ith his iron 
all ready to throw, while we grasped 
our oars, nervously prepared to jum p 
a t the word ‘ste rn  a ll’ th a t nearly 
always came when a whale was h a r­
pooned. Not a word was spoken, 
and suddenly a m ountain of black 
appeared. I t  seemed to shut oil tho 
entire horizon. Up it w ent until I 
distinctly saw a 70 foot whale over 
20 feet in tho a ir hovering over us.

“ The m ate was tho first to regain 
Ins senses and gave tho command 
‘stern a il.’ J u s t  as we were ready 
to spring overboard the boat shot 
hack several feet, and the next sec­
ond the gigantic anim al dived into 
tho ocean, ju st grazing us. having 
completely passed over tho boat in 
the biggest leap I ever heard o f.”

Such gigantic jum ps are  rare. A 
«mnil.Hr one was n  carded by Dr. 
Hall, who a t the tim e was a m id­
shipm an on the ship Leander. They 
wore lying in the  harbor of Bermu­
da. when all hands were attracted  
hy  the appearance of a very large 
whale iay t efidqGtlyffppeni’ed in the 
iiurbor and seemed very nuicli 
alarm ed by the shallow water, floun­
dering about violently. Tho young 
m idshipm an joined a boat’s crew 
th a t  started  in pursuit, and ju st as 
they  were about to strike the whale 
disappeared, sinking out of sight, 
leaving a deep whirlpool, around 
which the boat shot. Before it stop­
ped up came tho whale, having in 
Ul probability struck tho bottom, 
and went into the air like a rocket. 
“ Ho complete was this enormous 
leap ,” says Dr. Hall, ‘‘th a t for an 
in stan t we saw him  fairly up in the 
.¿nr, in a horizontal position, a t a 
distance of a t least 2J perpendicular 
foot over our heads While in his 
progress upward there was in his 
spring some tow n of the vivacity 
w ith which a trea t or salmon shoots 
o u t e r  tlio wat*r, bu t ho fell back 
or.on  in tho sea like a huge log 
throw n on s broadside and with 
such, a thundering crash as m ade  all 
hands star, w ith astonishm ent and 
the boldest hold his breath for a 
rime. II;.d tho whalo taken his leap 
one mil -a to sooner ho would have 
fallen ?lump on tho boat.”

Comparatively few people have 
seen a large whale, bu t wo can iiu- 
agir.o w hat an object an animal 70 
feet long and weighing as m any tons 
would make flying through the air.

W ithin a week of the w riting  of 
tho present article I was drifting  
along tho shores of Santa Catalina 
island, southern California, when a 
CO foot whale alm ost cleared the 
w ater about 1,000 yards from the 
boat. I was about to ask  the boat 
m an w hat rock it was when ¡die 
great head descended .tvnf the tail 
rose into the .uv as the m onster 
dived.

far. Foorsfey, the famous whaler, 
chr--moles a num ber of incidents of 
jum ping among whales, some leav­
ing tho water completely and rising 
20 or more feet into the a ir .—Phila­
delphia Times.

■“ On my first v isit to E ngland,” 
says a man who is a persistent tra v ­
eler, “ I was given letters of in tro­
duction to a fam ily liv ing in tho 
suburbs of Liverpool, which, on tho 
day following my arrival in th a t 
city, I took occasion to present.

D on e In 'th is  W ay.

Somebody once asked Governor 
Ggl^bgr
though a Kentuckian, had grown up 
an abolitionist.

“ One of the principal causes,” ho 
answered, “ was a negro whom we 
called Uncle Tim. Ho was a slave 
who had  descended from my grand­
fa ther to m y father and was the 
only ono in tho family. My father 
died when i  Mas a small boy, and 
we became embarrassed, and in or­
der to divide up v4tut little  there 
was left Uncle Tim had to be sold. 
I well rem em ber him as be stood up 
on a box ready for the sale. Ho was 
a powerful man, far above the aver­
age height, w ith a m anly hearing, 
a fine face and a skin as black as 
ebony. Ho had always been very 
fond of us children, and I thought 
alm ost as m uch of him as if ho had 
boon my own father. As he stood 
w aiting he implored, w ith tears 
stream ing from his eyes, a brother 
of my fa ther to buy him. That was 
impossible, and observing his dejec­
tion and surm ising its cause I  said:

“ ‘U ndo Tim, I am going to work 
to earn money, and when I get 
enough I will buy you and set you 
free. ’

“ His faco lighted up  w ith pride 
and pleasure as I said this, but it. 
■was immediately followed by a look 
of despair. Ho came down, lifted 
mo up in bis arm s and said sadly: 
‘Thanks, Marse Dick. You are a 
poor orphan and w on 't never be rich 
enough to buy U nde Tim. ’ Ho was 
sold, and, being past his prime, only 
brought some §400.

“ I moved to Illinois in time. I 
struggled. I w ent back to Kentucky 
and grew no richer. 1 used to see 
U ndo Tim occasionally, and 1 a l­
ways assured him  th a t some day I 
would buy him. l ie  alw ays seemed 
to listen to me gratefully, but ap­
parently  had no hope of success. In 
1849 I w ent to California, and after 
much effort I made a few thousand 
dollars and then returned to fulfill 
my promise. I sent tho money to 
my brother, and U nde Tim was p u r­
chased aud freed.

REFORM IN PENMANSHIP.

W h ere  th e  T w o  A d am ses W ere  R o m .
Mr. Isaac FIull Adams of Quincy, 

a grandson of P resident John Ad­
ams, has made public an interesting 
fact in regard to the birthplace of 
the two Presidents Adams. In a le t­
ter to William C. Spear, the libra­
rian  of the Quincy H istorical socie­
ty, Mr. Adams says:

“ John Adams, m y grandfather, 
was born in tho sm aller house and 
in the fron t cham ber nearest the 
street (not in tho lower room), over 
tho common parlor.

“ John  Quincy Adams was horn in 
the larger house in tho east front 
chamber nearest tho sm aller house. 
I was born in tho same chamber in 
the  sm aller house in which John 
Adams came into the world and 
have often been told th is by my fa­
ther and m other.”

The two old houses arc situated  at 
South Quincy, a  few m inutes’ walk 
from the Quincy Adams station. 
The smaller house, in which John 
Adams was born* is situated on 
Franklin  street and isilio  : band
house in all pictures taken with a 
fron t view.

Tho larger house is situated a t the 
corner of Franklin  street and inde­
pendence avenue. There has never 
before been an absolut«. certain ty  as 
to which house John Adams was 
horn in, and the public le tter of his 
grandson will be of considerable his­
torical in terest.—Boston Journal.

T a - Copy Flat.« Is  N o L on ger  th e  H ig h es t  
Type o f  E x ce llen ce .

Probably all who have had a com­
mon school education rem em ber v iv­
idly the agonies they suffered dur­
ing the half hour a day devoted to 
m aking pothooks and copying u n ­
meaning phrases in the ir w riting 
books. The same num ber of unfor­
tunates realize w ith equal vividness 
how widely different their own pres­
ent chirography is from the flowing 
copy plate which t:liqyr tried to im i­
tate, w ith more or less success, in 
the ir youthful days.

Tho penmanship of the world has 
always been far short of the ideal 
copybook standard, bu t since the 
general introduction of the type­
w riting machine it has grown from 
bad to worse. Tlie part of tho com­
m unity who have university  educa­
tions are worse off in th is regard 
than the common school graduates, 
for tho reason th a t if they  ever did 
w rite  a half way decent hand as tho 
resu lt of the ir teacher’s strenuous 
efforts it was completely ruined 
when they began to take notes of 
lectures a t college.

The world moves, and now the  ed­
ucational experts have arrived at 
the conclusion th a t the whole sys­
tem of instruction in w riting  is 
wrong; tha t  <hn beisnHfril and elab­
orate curly cues and in tricate shad­
ing of the old copy pi Jo  system are 
not only useless and uifilouli to ac­
quire, bu t that, in the generality of 
cases, thei* are really unreadable. 
Every one has received num bers of 
le tters w ritten  by some so called 

1 first, class penman, which are beau- 
j tifnl to look a t in tho regularity  of 
I the ir strokes and curves, bu t ex- 
I trem cly hard to read. Tho sehool- 
| teachers have come to a realizing 
| sense of a fact th a t tho first purpose 
: of handw riting  is to be legible and 
not artistically  beautiful, and th a t 

i the samo am ount of tim e form erly 
1 spoilt in elaborating shading and 
! curves, if spent in practicing tho 
modern perpendicular hand, will 
give four tim es hotter results in the 
way of a m astery of tho art, greater 
freedom in w riting  and tho acquisi­
tion of ft stylo which will be legible, 
even if it departs from regularity .

Tho samo gradual transition has 
taken place in tho a r t of lettering  as 
practiced by draftsm en. Twenty 
years ago draftsm en and engineers 
learned elaborate lettering, the ru s­
tic style, tho old English and many 
others, and m any w eary hours were 
spent, in tho drafting  room putting  
these varied hieroglyphics on tHo 
drawings. Tho doctriuo th a t sim ­
plicity and u tility  are the highest 
form of beauty lias made headway 
among the draftsm en, as elsewhere. 
Tho first reform was in the substi­
tution of plain block lettering of tlie 
old style. Tho m aking of Mock le t­
tering, however, is a slow task, and 
much valuable- tim e was wasted. 
Tho next reform  was the in troduc­
tion of the German “ rundsollrift, ” 
which is a species of freehand work 
done w ith a special pen which 
shades broadly and alm ost autom at­
ically. The “ rnndseh rift” may bo 
put on a  draw ing w ith great rapidi­
ty, but it requires considerable skill 
to do it well, and tho result of poor 
or mediocre work is painful to the 
eye.

Tho whole subject of lettering  has 
now beconio a lost art. The d rafts­
man of today doesn’t ink his fingers 
and break his back a t anything of 
tho kind. He buys a box of assorted 
prin ted  letters on paper or cloth, 
w ith well gummed backs, and when 
his draw ing is done licks th e  hack 
of a sufficient num ber of these le t­
ters and affixes them  to his drawing 
after the m anner of tho humble 
postage stam p.—New York Tribune.

DUELS AMONG SHEEP.

T h e B u ck s F ig h t  W ith  G ravity  an  
to  H ave a  C ode o f  H onor

One of the am using sights out 
west is tho flocks of bucks on the 
sheep ranches in Arizona and New 
Mexico. There are certain regions 
given up  to sheep raising, and ono 
can find outfits which num ber as 
high as 50,000 sheep. These are d i­
vided into flocks, never more than 
5,000 in a hunch, and while the 
bunches may he w ithin a few miles 
of each other they are kept separate 
and apart and never allowed to m in­
gle. Fivo thousand sheep in a hunch 
is about all th a t the gonius of man 
f>r dog can handle to advantage. 
During certain seasons o f the year 
the bucks are bunched together by 
themselves, and these are tho woolly 
folk who furnish  the entertainm ent. 
All day long they fight sham duels 
w ith each other, and every w aking 
m oment in tho 24 will offer the on­
looker a spectacle of full 30 of these 
combats raging a t a time. Tho sheep 
seem to have a fashion of code and 
conduct these affairs of honor with 
a great deal of order and decorum.

They arc never for blood and re- 
somblo a sparring  m atch for points 
between boxers or a joust w ith 
blunted spears between knights of 
olden time. As you watch tho flock 
grazing along your eye will bo 
aroused to somo buck, who sudden­
ly ceases feeding and stands for a 
m om ent in a though tfu l attitude. 
I t has suddenly occurred to this 
champion th a t he would enjoy a 
brief bunting bout, and he looks up 
and down the block for an adver­
sary.

H aving selected h is fellow duelist, 
I10 walks tow ard him  w ith  a very 
dignified, alm ost haughty , air. Tho 
buck thus honored by his notice 
raises bis Lead as I10 is approached 
and looks a t the  o ther w ith great 
calmness. Tho particular Merino 
who is resolved on trouble goes quite 
close to tho other, and in a stiff, 
formal way strikes him  once or 
twice w ith his fo refoo t. This hoof 
m aneuver would seem to bo the 
challenge.

Tho buck thus tapped—and tho 
blow is bestowed somewhere about 
the fore legs—hows profoundly, as if 
in haughty  acquiescence, and begins 
to back slowly away. The chal­
lenger does tho same. When they 
havo separated to a distance of per­
haps 30 yards, they will spring into 
tho air once or twice in a stiff legged 
way, as if testing their thews. H av­
ing satisfied themselves th a t they 
are decidedly in w orking order, and 
as if w ith  the tam o impulse, they 
lower their heads and rush  a t each 
other.

They m eet half way w ith a crash 
th a t can be heard across tho plains 
for a mile, and each buck is so se­
verely jolted as to be driven back­
ward several feet. Bowing with 
great deference to  each other, they 
then re trea t backward as they did 
before and to about the same dis­
tance and chargo again. Their woolly 
pates will crash together a second 
time, after which they will re trea t 
for a th ird. Beforo ono or tho other 
is entirely  satisfied they will run 
some six or seven of these courses.

A t last one will signify in a dig­
nified way, and by simply turn ing  
his attention  to cropping tho grass, 
th a t he doesn’t  care for an y m o re  
exercise of th a t sort a t th a t time. 
His adversary may feel like another 
bunt, bu t bo never urges his wish, 
and if there  is still any combat in 
him which m ust ho worked off ho 
hunts another sheep. Sometimes 
when tw o bucks are pulling off a 
duel somo o ther buck will bo a ttrac t­
ed by tho sight.

W ithout asking anybody’s per­
mission ho will lower his head and 
chargo w ith tho others. Instead of a 
duel there  will be a trio. Occasion­
ally a fourth, oven a fifth, will take 
part, and as m any as eight bucks 
have been seen all hilariously charg­
ing for a common center in a  fashion 
of a woolly Donnybrook fair.

Those buck tournam ents appear 
to afford tho sheep great satisfac­
tion. They conduct them w ith grav­
ity, and as 11 ono of them  ever gets 
h u rt and all of them  seem much re­
freshed thereby the sheep herders 
never in terfere .—W ashington Star.
