{a Centauri) is well nigh 16,000
times as distant as the planet Nop-
tune, while beyond it are hundreds
of millions of stars farther and yet
farther off. Some that can be just
detected are probably 10,000 times
as remote as a Ceatauri, or, in oth-
er words, 3,000,000,000 times as far
away as the earth is from the sun.

But the light that comes across
those distances and reveals those
faraway orbs reaches wus through
movements and vibrations due to
molecules far smaller than any mi-
croscope can reveal. That light
shakes the minute molecules of a
pheotographio plato placed in the fe-
cus of a telescope and leaves behind
thoe record of its knocks. It vibrates
in the bright lines of bol'u' and steol-
lar spectra. In a no less wonderful
way molecular knocks—most mi-
nui'e but most numerous—transmit
intain the heat of the sun and
stnrs. Bat, it may be asked,
‘f arc moleculos and atoms? Can
ffirm their existence? Can we
measure their size or detect their
