The pb/sphate of lime, acted upon 
by sulphuric acid and calcined with 
carbon, produces phosphorus for 
matches. The hoofs are 1 ulcd to 
exUact the oil; tho horny substance 
is shipped to the manufactories of 
combs and a variety of special arti 
oies.— Hew Yci’k Sun.

Uopes ¿>1 JUp to Date Undertakers. j

.Alt ho tig la the word “ undertaker” ! 
‘is a manifest euphemism meant to ! 
hide the nature of the trade for 
which it stands; tho undertakers 
long ago sought further to disguise 
Their profession by elegant phrase­
ology. Nobody hut a pauper is now 
^buried in a coffin by an undertaker. 
’The wealthier dead are laid away in 
burial caskets fey funeral directors. 
The undertakers of this town as a 
»class are an interesting, if somewhat 
grisly, subject of study. Nobody 
who has really known an undertaker 
can doubt tho truth and realism oí 
tho gravediggers’ talk in “ Ham let.” 
Tho modern funeral director of this 

WD is not a gravedigger, but ho is 
a man of small reticenco touching 
subjects that most men prefer to 
avoid. Tie has become calloused by 
use of such things, and he has an j 
unpleasant way of dwelling upon 
certain details of his profession, as 
had Shakespeare’s gravediggers.

Outwardly tho New York under­
taker is an almost offensively re- 
¡spectacle person, There is a tradi­
tion of the trade that imposes neat­
ness upon the premises. Undertak­
ers are divided as to the exact pro­
prieties of decoration. Most affect 
ebony trimmings to their offices, but 
a few substituto white paint for 
black with startling effect. Under­
takers in New York commonly join 
with their main business one or more 
of three or four avocations. Many 
keep livery stables, so that the coach 
that carries a sable company to a 
cemetery by day whisks off a bride 
in white silk ¡and orange blossoms 
by night. Some undertakers are also 
mumifaeturei’s of funeral offerings, 
wreaths and emblematic devices. 
Some show little signs which read, 
■“ Pinking Done Hero.”  Some deal in 
cut flowers'. A  few are in tho real 
estate business, and the announce- 
merit “ Lodgings For Single Gentle­
m en” beside a gaping coffin serves 
to recall Lamb’s pleasantry on this

Undertakers in New York are of 
¡all nations, and it is usual for a for­
eign family to employ in the case of 
death an undertaker of their own 
race.

phemism for a business regarded 
with some popular prejudice.

Tho New York undirrtakers, al­
though nearly all anxious to sur­
round their business with pomp and 
-dignity, differ greatly in their meth­
ods. A few rise quite above the dis­
play of casket« and content them­
selves with a modest announcement, 
o f their trade. Many have the privi­
lege of placing advertisements dia 
the fronts of churches. In such ease 
the undertaker acts as sexton at 
rather less than current rates, the 
advertisement of the sign on tho 
church front being an equivalent 
for part of the pay. If is a great card 
for tho ordinary undertaker to hard 
the victim of an accident or a mur­
dered person or a suicide sent to his 
¡shop. This brings the coroner, ai| 
official investigation, and a free ad­
vertisement in the newspapers. Such 
undertakers like to use tho word 
‘“ morgue” as an equivalent for their 
places of business, and all aro eager 
to see their names and addresses in 
fh e newspaper report of the coro ’ 
tier’s inquest. Tho truly swell un­
dertaker isanxiousto avoid this sort 
of notoriety. It would he almost 
fatal to his fame to liavo a  “ sloven­
ly, unhandsome corpse” brought in­
to liis place of business after a mur­
der or an accident. He is a grave 
and respectable, semiclerical person, 
learned in the etiquette of grief, 
skilled in all the decencies of his 
trade, and unparalleled in making 
plausible by a nice itemizing the 
Jump sum of a large bill. To have 
the hoafr-o# htif
m ost a temptation to suicide. Ho 
does not vise early to read the death 
announcements in the morning 
newspapers lend get his card to the 
homes o f the afflicted ahead of his 
rivals. On tho contrary, lie can 
count with certainty upon his 
clients. He regards certain respect­
able families as bis natural prov and 
never sees any one ot half a dozen 
feeble millionaires roll by in a car­
riage without a vision of a hearse in 
which that same millionaire must 
¡soon take his last ride.— Now York 
H um.

Surgical Operations Are Now Done W ith  
the Aid of Chloroform.

The iiso of an:estbeties for allevi­
ating pain is no longer to be confined 
to tho lords of creation. Humani­
tarians have come forward with the 
declaration that the lower animals 
shall not be subjected to the knife 
or the redhot iron without first be­
ing reduced to unconsciousness, when 
they may ho operated upon at pleas­
ure. Mr. John Moore of Manchester 
Is authority for the statement that 
operations done without chloroform 
are “ veritable and revolting acts of 
cruelty and butchery.”

Hitherto tho objection to the em ­
ployment of chloroform for the pur­
pose of aiding operations in animal 
su rg e s  has been the expense. Vet­
erinary surgeons have not thought 
it worth tho .cost to secure the poor 
dumb creatures from pain. But the 
objection can now no longer be 
maintained an inexpensive form of 
tho drug is available, and an eco­
nomical method of administering it 
has just been discovered. The quan­
tity of tho drug required is very 
small.

Tho apparatus consists of a sort of 
mask, lined on tho inside with an 
absorbent cotton material. When

^stTe-
cumbs gradually to tho influence of 
tho anaesthetic, but once he feels 
the effect he is aroused with diffi­
culty, and then only after a consid­
erable period. Horses require more 
chloroform than other animals, and 
the cost in their case is estimated 
at 5 cents a head.

Tho danger of overdosing is very 
small. A horse cannot be killed by 
chloroform inhalation under ordi­
nary circumstances. For sheep, 
which aro subjected to painful muti­
lation, chloroform can be easily em ­
ployed. The operation is better per­
formed, tho flow .of blood being not 
so great as when chloroform is not 
used, and fewer hands are required.

The firing of horses, “ ringing” cf 
bulls and swine and branding of -cat­
tle are now successfully done with 
the aid of chloroform. In each in­
stance the results have been more 
satisfactory than when the animals 
were cut up and mutilated in cold 
blood. A writer on the subject in 
the London Lancet says:

“ The rough and tumble butchery 
of the prochloroform era of veterin­
ary surgery has little to commend it 
when compared with tho precise 
methods and accurate results ob­
tained by scientific exponents of 
veterinary surgery, such as can bo 
arrived at by the aid of chloroform. 
If owners of horses and farm stock 
and of pets once realized that chloro­
form for their animals meant not

Value of Upper W indow« For Catchtr-g 
the lives ot the Passing Crowds.

There is a man in fins town who 
has probably devised more advertis­
ing schemes than any other Now 
Yorker who is not a theatrical press 
agent, and he has never been, known 
to use another man’s idea but once. 
The one scheme that was not his 
own is the second story show win­
dow, but when he went into that 
sort of advertising he did it on such 
li ¡scale that, although be is out of it 
now, the results of his short experi­
ence are seen all over tho town.

The second story window as a 
means of advertising is used in a 
variety of ways, tho most common 
being for some sort of exhibition of 
athletic or sporting goods. It is the 
outgrowth, without doubt, of the i 
Custom of putting cigar and ciga-- 
retie makers, candy pullers and pan •; 
cake bakers in the front windows of 
ground floor shops to attract the a t - , 
tent ion of passersby.

If such schemes worked well for 
tho side of the street nearest the 
shop, the second story ought to at­
tract the notice of those across the : 
street. If you have ever seen such '

Vmm  & roman tie point of view tho 
most interesting object of all about 
tho old Monumental -church at Rich­
mond, Ya., is the photograph of 
Wilk es Booth’s double.. It hangs in 
a dark corner of the old fashioned 
vestry room, ma-d represents a man 
in the prime of life standing beside 
a table, his long clerical garments 
giving him increased height and 
dignity. The long, straight hair is 
brushed straight hack from the 

| high, ^road forehead, and the face 
— in every lineament— is said to bo 
the image of Wilkes Booth as he 
would have appeared at that time. 
The resemblance is most remarka­
ble— the deep, black « 3'es, the shape 
of chin, month, cheeks, forehead, 
eyebrows and nose— and, moreover, 
here is a subtlo similarity to mem­
bers of tho Booth family that defies 
description.

This man was the Rev. John G. 
Armstrong, rector of the church 
from 1878 to 1884. But even to this 
day strange rumors of the final end 
of Wilkes Booth are to be heard in 
places where his friends and inti­
mates lived and talked long after 
the assassination of President Lin­
coln had passed into history.

There are tales of a mysterious 
grave, of a liody that tallied in some 
of its marks with those of Wilkes 
Booth and differed materially in 
others, and an intangible fabric of 
-supposition built about a -series of 
gossiped incidents. However value­
less these ma3T be historically, the:,7 
show an undercurrent that found 
an outbreak in tl 10 romance of Mr. 
Armstrong of Monumental church.

The likeness of Mr. Armstrong to 
Wilkes Booth was so startling that 
some people who had seen both men 
found it hard to believe that they 
were not the same. Tho preacher’s 
manner might ho called dramatic. 
His movements and gestures had 
the repose and breadth that most 
actors acquire in following their art 
and living and working constantly 
before an audience. He was, more­
over, slightly lame, as Wilkes Booth 
would probably have been in conse­
quence of the injury to his log sus­
tained in jumping from President 
Lincoln’s box. Aside from this fact, 
Mr. Armstrong’s manner, voice and 
temperament led to tho conviction 
that were ho not a priest he would 
have been a groat actor. It is said 
that liis daughter did subsequent^7 
go upon the stage and met with 
great success.

No subject of discussion was more 
constant in Richmond than the p > o 
fcibilify that Mr. Armstrong and 
Wilkes Booth were ono and the 
same man. Mr. Armstrong strenu­
ously denied the identity, but such 
denials could not silence the rumors. 
There seemed, moreover, te be a 
shadow over his antecedents. Ho 
came to Richmond a comparative 
stranger, and claimed that he was a 
priest ordained in Ireland. An in­
vestigation was quietly started to 
clear up the facts as to his past, hut 
did not give entire satisfaction. #

In the midst o f the constantly re­
iterated declaration sand denials the 
elerg.yman was accused of irregu­
larities in his habits, and this again 
called forth tho charge that he was 
not all I10 seemed to be. lie finally 
resigned the rectorship of Monu­
mental church and went to a city 
in the extreme south. Shorty after 
ho left the ministry ho sank out of 
sight and died in obscurity. But 
even to the end tho doubt as to his 
idontitj7 hung like a shadow over 
his life, and when on his deathbed, 
bis last words were a denial— a pa­
thetic, heartbroken denial— that he 
was Wilkes Booth. —  Philadelphia 
Times.
