Simailpox MNisseminated Among Indiats by
a White Bian.

“Cracker” John Ferris, the veteran
stagedriver, who in the early fifties
drove the stage on the overland
route between Independence, Mo.,
and Bauta Fe, in relating some of
his inferesting experiences to a
group of friends the other day, told
this story, says a Fort Bliss (Tex.)
correspondlent of the New' York
Werld: 2 :

“The amallpex outbreak among
the Comanche Indians in the year
i855,” be said, “‘caused a great stir
throughout the western country. I
carried the first news of that devas-

I was making one of my trips when

the Neosho river. Great excitement
prevailed becauss of an cutbreak of
smollpox among the Indians, who
thickly populated that section. Hun-
dreds of {be redskins had died.

“Smalipox bad up to that time
been an unknown disease among
theeo Indinns, and the outbreak was
the result of cne of the most terrible
schemes of revengel bave ever seen
recorded. Imn the spring of 1855 two
young men, whose names I have for-
gotten, went cut to the plains for
the purpcse cf spending a few
months. The object of the trip was
for the berefit cf the health of one
of them. They reached Council
Grove and resolved to remain therg
a short time. They decided to get a
taste of buffulo hunting. They leit
Council Grove early one morning
on a two weeks’ hunt. They were
mounted on good hicrses, which soon
attracted the covetous eyes of strag-
gling bands of Indiauns.

“On the third day they cameupon
& large berd of buifalo and had an
exciting chase. The invalid young
man killed cre of the animals and
had dismounted to view his prize
when a big, strapping Indian rodc
out of a cilump of trees, shot the
white man and scalped him. The
companion of the murdered man
saw the horrible crime, and think-
ing that a similar fate awaited him
put epurs to his horse and headed
for Council Grove. He was closely
pursued by the Indian. The white
man escaped and reached Council
Grove in an exhausted condition.
The comgpanion of the murdered
man vowed to have revenge upon

The
United States government set on
foot an investigation as to the cause
of the outbreak, and it was discov-
orad to lie in the blankets brought
ifrom the ecast. A large reward was
offered for the arrest of the young
man, but he left the country as soon
ag he found that he was wanted.
Henever returned,so far as I know.”’

COLLECTH

Some Hints For Those Whe Think of En-
gaging In the Pastime.

B. H. Warren, state zoologist of
Pennsylvania, tells in bulletin No. 6
bow to collect, skin, preserve and
mount birds. Thoc ﬂlﬂc‘for having,
of course, a permit granted by the
state in which he lives, starts outb
after his birds with the best shotgun
he can procure. Usually it is a 12
gauge, but a 16 or 20 boro is prefer-
able, and he should have shelis load-
ed with shot of a size for anything
from a warbler to an eagle. An aux-
iliary barrel that will shoot a 32 oz
88 caliber shot shell is also useful,
and a metal tubo {ive or six inches
long to fit into the gun barrel the
sameas a cartridge, loaded with 22
caliber shot shells, is also useful for
small birds like the warblers. Smoke-
less powder is best for the 32, 38 and
22 caliber shells, because it makes
little noise to disturb the other birds
in the vicinity.

To carry the specimens a good
sized fish basket is best, each species
being wrapped in paper carefully
and groat care being taken that tho
tail feathers are not broken. When
socvoral large birds are taken, it is
best toskin but the body, leaving the
legs and head whole. Of

in the notebook. The notebock
should be kept in ink, because a pon-
cil mark blurs easily. When a bird
is shot, it should be picked up by
the legs or bill unless it isa crippled
heron, hawk or owl. The woundad
birds are killed by pressing the heart
from either side close to the wings.
All wounds and openings aro stop-
ped with cetton to prevent tho plum-
age being spoilod.

To be of wvalue each specimen
should be labeled with the name,
gex, date and looality, ospecially in’
the case of young birds, sinco an
adult can always be identificd. The
name of tho colleotor, color of the
bird’s eyes and contents of its stom-
ach may also be put on tho label, be-
sidas abbroeviations indicating adult
(ad.) or immaturo (g. or yuv.) and
the state of tLe plumage, whether
nuptial (nupt.) or migratery. ‘‘Hor-
net’’ means a yearling bird.

The average collector, man or wo-
man who from a love of nature
soeks tho fields will not care to do
more than skin the birds, leaving it
to some regular taxidermist to mouat
thom. For skinning birds and blow-
ing eggs six instruments arc needed
—namely, a pair of spring forceps,
an egg drill, a cartridge knife, a pair
of surgical scissors, a pair cf stufiing
forceps and a blowpipe to blow tho
eggs. Any taxidormist will show
how to gkin a bird far beltor than
words can describe tho process.
Once secured, the bird skin is pro-
served with commoen salt if at o dis-
tanco from the texidermist, as in a
camp, for instance.
