For Ihreo generations tho Beres- 
ford family have banded down as 
substantially trno a remarkable 
dream story which is connected with 
a small pocket book and a* piece of 
black ribbon in possession cf a 
member cf tbo family. So well 
known and so well authenticated was 
the story that a member of ihe Beres- 
ford family recently printed for 
private circulation a short account 
of the facts, of which, without im­
pugning tho sincerity of his rela­
tives, he endeavored to give a simple 
explanation.

Tho narrative is a love story as 
well as a dream story. Tho heroine 
of it is Nicola Hamilton, tho young 
wife cf Sir Tristram Beresford. This 
young lady appeared at the break­
fast table mie morning very agitated 
and pale and with her left wrist 
hound wit i a piece of black ribbon. 
She replied to her husband’s inqui­
ries by entreating him to ask her no 
questions She then said that her 
brother, Lo*d Tyrone, cf whom she 
had been very fend, had died on the 
preceding Thursday, which subse­
quently proved to bo the ease.

It seems that in the night Lady 
Beresford had dreamed that her 
brother sat by her bedside (although 
she declared he had indeed sat there) 
and, after telling her whom her 
child should marry and that her 
husband would die before her, warn­
ed her, with the utmost vehemence, 
against marrying tho second time.

The mon­
key went about wistfully seeking 
the attentions to which ho had been 
accustomed, hut none of his eld, 
friends had a kind look or word l'cr 
him.

TRAINED IN NAVAL WARFARE CITATION.

Man’s Mind Caímos Risa Superior to tiia 
T e r  A7 i’S o f R a t t le .

An expert, writing to tho London 
Daily Mail on the importance of se­
curing well trained men for naval 
service, nays:

“ To resume tho subject of the im­
portance of having enough men 
trained to the working of battle­
ships. wo all know that in sudden 
emergencies, or when any great 
mental triaUds upon us, we are apt 
to act irrationally. An untrained 
cockswain in a bumping race, when 
lie ro overlapped by the boat behind, 
will as like!/Yis not do the'wrong 
thing. He is *ot aceusí^ned instinc­
tively to do the right. Instinct can 
only result from habit in these mat­
ters, and this is where training 
comes in. Tho crew of the 6 inch 
quick finer, if they are trained men, 
will handle the weapon correctly, 
because they have done the samo 
tilinga thousand times, and because, 
whatever thdr minds are thinking 
of, their haHs perform the right 
movementsimconsciously. And bat­
tle is the-most terrible trial of tho 
nerves ard mind imaginable.

“ Firing heavy guns loaded with 
si lot o r  shell A weapons which show 
bp' ¿3* it
charge their enormous power of in­
jury, is in itslelf a tiling which re­
quires nerve. How much more so 
when mere is a ceaseless crash of 
the enemy’s projectiles arriving, tho 
sight of the dead and the dying— 
for the wounded may have to lio 
where they fall—and perhaps an 
ominous tilt of the ship, to appall 
t he tim id!

“ A man does not cease to be a 
man because he puts oil a uniform. 
Blue cloth and brass buttons do not 
ward off death or make dying easi­
er. Character gives courage, and 
military or naval training is, apart 
from the mechanical education, a 
strengthening of character. He who 
thinks a man-of-war’s man can he 
made in a week or a month over­
looks this most essential point and 
can never have been on board a 
warship.

“ Below deck this is as much tho 
case a ? upon deck. Smartness in 
passing up ammunition may often 
decide a battle. Nor is it easy fur 
untrained men to work in the sti­
fling heat and acrid atmosphere of 
the hold when all openings in tho 
armor deck have been closed. I have 
seen even the seasoned sickened by 
the heat and smell of a submerged 
torpedo room. And the very closing 
cf all the openings in the deck is 
and must be unnerving to the men, 
who see their escupe cut off. Tho 
maintenance of discipline will bo 
difficult in the extreme with many 
untrained men below the water line. 
'The commissioned officers at theso 
posts of danger will have to be good 
men, and they cannot be every­
where. If eicVfrT Arriséis or men aro 
of inferior quality, unaccustomed to 
their duties or imperfectly imbued 
with mutual confidence and esprit 
de corps, there Will be anarchy be­
low the armor deck, with, as its con­
sequence, paralysis of the combat­
ants above.”
