SPEECH FOR THE DEAF,

It Is a Wonderful Achievement to Teach
Them to Use Language.

The hearing child just learning to
talk is quite unintelligible at first,
but gradually the organs learn their
lesson, and utterance grows distinet.
But the ear is the guide and critic of
thege early attempts. The deaf child,
however, hears no sound and sees
only the glight movements of the
lips and tongue and can never learn
to speak by his own unaided cbser-
vation and hhlt“tIO!’u of those mo-
tions. The teacher nvist furnish the
correstisn and troinfing that the ear

vibrations that produce heat are the
sensation we call warmth.

To train the deaf child’s organs to
teke their r*orcr positions for the
utterance of words as unconsciously
as those of a lLearing person is a
very slow process. The develop-
me1 t of any set of reflex actions is

laborious tack even where mis-
L&LEu can Le reccgnized and correct-
ed by the learmer himself. In this
case, however, the learner cannot
correct his own errors, but must
rely upon the alert car of his teacher
to kkeep him from acquiring a wrong
set of reflex actions and forming
habits that it will bo almost impos-
siblo to break up.

Sicde by eside with articulation
comes the task of tezching language. |
Imagine yourself in a country whose
speech you did not know and whose
inhabitants did not understand
yourse. Imeagine, in addition, that
youwore sudderly deprived of your
hearing. How well do you think
you would succecd in learning the
new language? Yetthe congenitally
deaf child is under even a greater
disadvantage than this. He is not
only in o foreign land, the language
of which ho does not understand;
but, to Legin with, he has no concep-
tion cf what language is. He has
no language of his own which can

Is it any wondor, then, if, after

ment, ‘‘The man clopped the ground
with his dig, and the dog hurrahed
with his wag?”’ The irregularities
and inconsistencies of English gram-
mar and spelling make it much
harder, of course, to teach the deaf,
and no class of people would be
more greatly benefited by a st;ictly
phonetic epelling and an exception-
less grammar than they. That the
deaf child is not frightened by these
irregularities is shown by the reply
of a bright little girl when asked to
give the yrincipal parts of some ir-
regular verbs. Several were given
correctly, and ,then she began on
another: ‘‘Eat—ate’’—she paused
for a moment in thought, and then
added, ‘‘swallowed.’’—dJohn Dutton
Wright in Cemury.
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In addition to Sachs, the

PORTUGAL’S NEWSPAPERS.

They Are F:w and lave Odd Titles and
¥rimitive Blethods.

There are fewer than 50 newspa-
pers published in the entire king-
dom of Portugal, the population of
which is nearly 5,0€0,C00, or about
the same s that of Pcnnsylvanla,
in which the total number of news-
papers published is 1433. Journal-
ism in Por d‘g"] is conducted on a
somewhat primitive plan, and the
newspapers of Portugal have not
only a primitive aspect, but some-
what primitive titles as well. - ‘The
weekly newspaper having the lar-
#ast cirenlaticn in the kingdom is

ayinEnglish, “The Dot on tho
Eye.”” Itispublished in Lisbon. An-
other Lishbon paper is called The Is-
land, though why it hasa geograph-
ical designation is not altogether
clear. The medical journal of Lisbon
is called The Contemporary Surgeon.
The (1ty of Gporto, better known to
many Americans than Lisbon, the

capital has a number of dd]ly pa-
pers, the chief one of which is Actu-
alidade, a Portuguese variation of
the gort of journalism represented
by the well known phrase, “‘If you
see it in 'The Sun, it's s0.”” It is not
the only Oporto journal with a pe-
culiar name. There isanother daily,
claiming a circulation of 20,600, the
title of which is Des de Marzo,
which is Portuguese for the 16th of
March. Still another daily paper of
Oporto is called Tke Primerro de
Janeriro, otherwise the 1st of Janu-
ary. The humorous paper of Oporto
is O ESorvete (The Sherket), and
three other daily papers of the sama
city are known as A Lucia, A Pala-
vara and A Justica, otherwise Tha
Light, The World and Justice. There
is one daily paper published at Va-
lencia, in Portugal, called The Coun-
try, and omne in Lishon called Tha
Atlantic. In Coimbra, one of the old-
est of Portuguese cities and long
known as the seat of a university
founded in 1308, there is ons daily
paper, called The News.

The theory upon which Portu-
guese papers are conducted appears
to be that they should be, above all
things alse, vivacious, and it is for
this reason perhaps that weekly
parers are at adiscount in Portugal,
the favorite plan being to dividg
what would be in the United Stateu
the contents of a weekly paper into
sevenths and publishing it on the
installment plan, so to speak, every
day, and excluding from its col-

umns, so far as possible, anything
so gensational as what is called *‘the
uncorroborated news.”’ A fair and
proper substitute for news is found
in jocose and harmless allusions tg
the appearance of individuals, such
as are contaired, for instance, in
The Voz do Povo (The Voice of thg
Pecple). In Lisbon there is publish-
ed a journal called The Public Inter-
est, which makes a feature of book
rm iews. The Lisbon Cirele is a po-
litical organ of the more radical op-
ponents of the local government.
Another daily paper in Lisbon i4
called O Seculo. —New York Sua.

higher than they have been in
years and packers say that they
have no hope of obtaining as many
canners as they could u-e belore
the grass cattle come. In fact
they feel that prices of thin stock
will ruie high until Texas grassers
arrive in the summer.

Oane of the paramount questions
at the coming cattlemen’s conven-
tion at San Antonio, Texas, will
be the admission of Mexican eattle
and on what basis. The coming
in of a new administration will
mesan a new tariff schedule, and
naturally enough stockmen in
Texas are anxious to have a law
framed that will be to their best
interests. There seems to be only
one equitable way, and that is 1o
adopt the ad valorem duty, Cattle
admitted trom Mexico are usutlly
of an inferior grade, but the range
in quality is such that a specific
charge would be clearly unfair.—

St. Louis, Mo., March, 5.—A
gpecial from Guadalajara, Mexico,
sayt: Almost a warlike spirit was
aroused among the people of
Mexico by the coming of Messrs.
Birdee, Sloan and Pierce of Boston

Mexican government for the Te-
turn of the flags captured by .the
Mexican troops during the war of
1847. The newspapers of the
republic are indulging in intemp-
erale language regarding the mis-
sion of the gentlemen, and they
are denouncing Americans
America in most incendiary lan-
guage, going 8o far as to demand
of L‘le United States, at the can-
non’s mouth, if necessary, a re-
turn of all the territory taken from
Mexico. They specify California,
Colorado, Nevada, Utah, Arizona,
New Mexico and Texas as the
property which has been ‘‘stolen”
from this ccuntry. 8o strong is
the sentiment against America
that ladies are openly insulted in
the streets and stores, and if their
escorts resent the offense they are
dragged cff to jail and fined.

It is expected that the importa-
tion of Mexican cattle will be
heavy for the next few weeks, as
it is faared that the secretary of
agriculture of the new administra-
tion will not be o kindly dispos-
ed toward the ‘‘greaser’s’’ cattle
as hag been Sfac-‘etary Morton.
A government official recently back
from Chihuabhua says in that
Mexican state alone 40,000 cattle
are contracted for delivery on this
side the line before Mareh 4, and
that our large buyers whom he
e dbat ity Lad mab s
begun their purchases. The Tex-
ans bave been bitterly opposed to
the letting down of the bars
against the Mexiean cattle, but
gome feeders and dealers in the
west favor their admission. West-
ern cattlemen recently came into
conflict before the ways and means
committee over this question in
the tariff hearings. The representa-
tives of the breeders on this side
demanded protection, while some
of the big dealers desired a con-
tinuance ofthe present regulations
under which the Mexican cattle
are admitted at a rediculously low
ad valorem valuation.—DBreeders
Gazette.
