Sugar and Muscular Exertion.

It is a fact well known to Alpine
tourists that on difficult climbing
excursionse an increased desire is
felt for the consumption of sweets
and sweetened food, and many

who never touch such things al
home devour large quantities of
them on these ,tours. It is also
trequently remarked how eagerly
the guides appropriate any sugar
that may be left over and consume
it en route. At the instigation of
the Pruseian war office investiga-
tions have recently been made, by
means of a special apparatus, into
tne question whether the con-
sumption of small quantities of

sugar rendered the tired muscles

capable of renewed exertien. In
order iv obtain a practical result,
the person who was made the sub-
ject of the experiment was kept
totally ignorant of the object of
the experimenters. One day a
sweet liquid was administered
containing 30 grams of sugar, and
on the next day a similar liguid
containing a sufficient amount of
saccharin to render it indistin-
guishable from the other as regard-
ed taste. When a very large
amount of muscular work had
been performed, it was found that
a greater quantity of work could
be got through on the days when
sugar was given than on the days
when saccharin was given. The

_|system bad become very poor in

sugar, in consequence of the gevere
muscular effort which had previ-
ously been gone through,and hence
the administration of a compara-
tively small quantity of sugar had
the effect of producing an increas-
ed capability for work.—Euglish
Mechanic.

The bridle of pretty much every
harness has upon it rosettes, morve
or less ornamental, one on each side,
placed at the ends of the frount, or
brow, band. These rosettes aro
made in very great variety. Some
aremade of tin, some of German sil-
ver, and sowe of German silver cov-
ered with a thin sheet of silver.
Some rosettes are plain, some are
embossed. They sell at prices rang-
ing from practically nething to $2 a
pair. Rosettes of this kind are often

with initials. Engraved rosettes are
not infreguently seen on businesy
harness.

There ave costlier rosettes that aro|
used on carriage harness only and!
are made some of leather and somge
of silk ribbon. These are made by
hand in various sizes and of variouy
colors and combinations of colors,
Handsome rosettes of leather sell at
$2.50 to §5 a pair, depending upon
the gize; the ribbon roscites at from
$0 to §10 a pair. Roseties of this
kind are not soid with the harness.
They aro beught separately az orna-
ments. Ribbon rosettes costing $10
apairmight, for instance, be bought
to attach to the bridles of afine dou-
bLle harness cosling, say, $400 « cet.

come distinctly lighter in hue.

Here is another interesting experi-
ment: The large tortoise shell but-
terfly normally feeds upon the leaves
of tho elm, while the small tortoise
shell iz addicted to nettles, but
when some imagoes of the large
tortoise shell were bred from cater-
pillars that have been found upon
nettles, they showed a wonderful
similarity to the smaller species,
though the color was nearer to that
of thelarger. Quite in the samo
line is the oheervation that the thorn
moth exhibits variations in color
according us the larva is fed upon
cak, hawthorn, lime or lilae. Many
other expeviments have shown a
similiar effect of food in modifying
or completely changing the color of
animals.

Among the changes of color that
aro most perplexing, if one would
refer their cause to utility only, is
that of the gull, which is blue and
white, and is therefore generally
allowed to be of protective value.
But of the first three years of their
lives several common species of gull-
have a brownish speckled plumage,
which is totally unlike that of the
older birds, on which fact Mr. Bed-
dard remarks, “If one color be ad-
vantageous, the other must be the
reverse, and three years is either a
considerable period or it is not long
enough.’’
