4 County Commissioner,
Alvin McClure), both passed away
on December 20, 1991. Sheriff Mills
passed away the day after Christmas,
December 26, 1991 after a lengthy
illness. Our heartfelt condolences are
extended to the surviving family
members of all three families during
this time of pain and sorrow. We
wish them strength and the power of
faith with which to face the dark
times ahead.

Retired Sheriff Billy Mills was a
very special and longtime friend of
mine and will be sorely missed. He
was to me and many other Texas
lawmen, the epitomy of what a Texas
Sheriff should be. He knew his job,

he was firm but fair, and he never,
ever, failed to lend a helping hand to
other lawmen, or to those whom he
had to arrest, if and when it was
needed.

He began his association with the
profession he loved so dearly at an
early age as he was the son of Texas
Ranger (and prior sheriff) Frank
Mills of Coleman, Texas. Billy used
to tell me many tales (most of them
true) about traveling with his dad
while working on various criminal
cases and it only came natural that
he too would come to be a Texas
peace officer, which he did in 1948
at age 23. I was fortunate enough to
meet and become acquainted with
Frank Mills before he passed away
and listened with rapt attention to
his stories of “Rangering’’ along the
Texas-Mexico border back in those
golden years just after the turn of the
century.

Billy started his professional
career in law enforcement as a
patrolman with the San Benito
Police Department deep in the Rio
Grande Valley of Texas just about
the same time he married his lovely
wife, Juanita. They had one child, a

daughter named Deborah, who is
now married to Scotty Bourne. He
served three years with the police
department before moving to
Ozona, Crockett County, Texas, to
accept an appointment as a deputy
sheriff. After serving six years in
that position he became sheriff and
served the people of his county with
honesty, compassion, and
professionalism for 32 years before
retiring at the end of his term on
December 31, 1988.

I first became aquainted with
Sheriff Billy Mills when I moved to
Ozona, Texas, a rookie game war-
den in June, 1964. I was fresh out
of Game Warden School at Texas A
& M, graduating in May, 1964 and
both Billy and his wife, Juanita, were
very gracious and helpful to me and
my family as we settled into the
community.

In the years that followed I spent
many hours riding on patrol with
Billy as we prowled throughout
Crockett County, a huge county of
3,000 square miles. He showed me
where all the rural roadways were and
taught me how to get from one to the
other in the quickest way, a very
essential item in my line of work. He
took me around the county intro-
ducing me to the various ranchers
and key people I needed to know to
more effectively do my job, always
“‘cluing’” me in to their various
“‘quirks’’ so that I would know how
to. best approach them if the need
arose. I grew to admire and respect
Billy for his unfaltering belief and
dedication to the profession of law
enforcement and his outstanding
honesty and compassion when deal-
ing with both the ‘‘good guys’’ and
““bad guys’’ of his county. Billy’s
cardinal rule of good law enforce-
ment was ‘‘Do your job firmly but
fairly. If you must use force to get it
done, then do so. But if you can do
your job and still help those you
have to arrest and still call them
“friend”’, then you have done your
job and served the people in a better
way.

The years went by and I left
Crockett County to accept positions
of law enforcement in other areas,
lastly as Sheriff of Kinney County,
but I never lost contact with Billy and
called upon him many times over the
years for counsel and advice when
faced with a difficult decision related
to law enforcement, and even an
occasional personal problem. Billy
always came up with a suggestion or
solution that allowed me to see the
answer to the problem more clearly.

Though I had talked to him over
the phone several times over the past
few years, I think it was sometime in
1987 since I last saw him. Texas
Ranger (now retired) Tol Dawson
and I had gone to Ozona to meet with
Billy to discuss a criminal investiga-
tion. During that visit Billy took us to
his new home that he was preparing
for his retirement (he and Juanita
had lived in an apartment in the
county jail for over 30 years). It was
at that time he told us that he was
ready to retire and was going to do
so at the end of his term in 1988.

Billy is gone now, at the age of 64,
and somehow it just doesn’t seem fair
that a man such as he, who had given
so many years of -his life serving
others had to spend the last 4 or 5
months of his life in the hospital. It
should have been that Billy and
Juanita would have more years
together to enjoy their lives without
the stress and strain of public ser-
vice. But it just wasn’t in the cards I
guess.

The memory of Billy Mills will
always be close to my heart. His
laughter, his wit, his unfailing
dedication to law enforcement and
to those of us who serve in that field,
his friendship, counsel and advice.
All those things and much more will
be his legacy. And, I guess when it’s
all said and done that is a good thing
to leave behind.

Billy Mills was my friend, and
much more than that. I will miss him
as will his wife, daughter, and his
many other friends. Billy Mills was
the epitomy of a Texas lawman,
sheriff, and friend.

Days Past

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January 8 - April, 1682 - LaSalle,
Tonti, and their party .set out to
trace the Mississippi to its mouth.

Well, here we are already into a
fresh, clean, new year. So much to
look forward to, accomplish and do.

How we do it all depends on us so
le.t's put all our old worries and
disappointments behind us and start
over. If you want to become a better
individual - think of yourself that
way and with a little practice, you’ll
gradually become the kind of person
you want to be. The secret is, try to
think positive in every situation.

We were talking about artichokes
the gther day and I was truly
surprised at how many people have
never eaten them.

Webster says its a plant somewhat
resembling a thistle, the tuber is
cooked as a vegetable. The term
“‘Jerusalem’’ is altered from ‘‘Italian
sunflower.”’

What’s funny about that is the
artichoke doesn’t even resemble the
sunflower.

I believe I’ve written about them
earlier, but it’s time to refresh you on
what an important vegetable the
artichoke is to your body. It is highly
recommended to diabetics because of
its high insulin content. They make
pasta from the flour of the Jerusalem
artichoke which is lower in starch and
calories than white flour.

It’s excellent raw in salads or
cooked like potatoes. It contains a

form of natural insulin that metabol-
izes certain types of sugars into
glycogen (stored energy) in both the
muscles and the liver.

Fresh artichokes are best, but
because the plant is seasonal and not
always available, organically grown
Jersusalem artichokes dried and then
encapsulated, provide a year round
source for this important food suppl-
ement. So, if you’ve never eaten
artichokes, get one, cook it like you
do boiled potatoes, and give it a try.

While visiting my cousin last year,
the conversation naturally got around
to different ways of cooking. She
asked me if I knew how to put a crust
on fried chicken if you remove the
skin. I told her my way certainly
works for me. Since I know we all
need to remove the fatty skin from
the chicken, I want to share my

secret.

After removing the skin, soak the
chicken in water, add salt if you like,
soak for 15 minutes or so, remove
from water andquickly put it in a bed
of flour. Nothing else, leave it there
for a few seconds. After flouring on
all sides, lay chicken on a piece of
wax paper for 30 minutes. This will
form a seal and will look as if you
had put glue on the chicken. It
doesn’t look as pretty as chicken fried
with ‘the skin on, but that’s not
important.

““Tanuary'is the first month in the
Gregorian calendar, and begins the
most popular single day of the entire
year. At least 125 sovereign nations
and their territories celebrate New
Years Day as a public holiday.

The name ‘‘January’’ was derived
from the Latin ‘‘Januarius Mensus,”’
or the month of Janus. In the old
Roman year, it was a festival month
honoring Janus, the god of gates and
doorways.

Janus is depicted on coins and
works of sculpture as a diety with
two faces, one looking into the past,
the other into the future.

Janus is associated in mythology
with new beginnings for all human
enterprises.

COFFEE CAKE

2 cups all purpose flour
1 Tea. baking powder
1 Tea. soda
1 Tea. ground cardamom
1/4 Tea. salt
1/2 cup butter or margarine
1 cup sugar
2 eggs
3/4 cup sour cream
1/2 cup brown sugar
1/2 cup chopped nuts
1/4 Tea each: ground allspice
and cinnamon

FOR THE GLAZE

1/2 cup confectioners sugar
2 Tea. lemon juice
1/2 Tea. vanilla
or water
On wax paper, sift together the flour,
baking powder, soda, cardamom and
salt. In a large bowl, cream butter
with the sugar until fluffy. Add the

eggs and beat for one minute, or un-
til smooth. Then spoon in the sour
cream, and beat again thoroughly.
Combine with the sifted ingredients.
Pour batter into a 9x9x2 inch baking
pan that has been lightly greased and
floured. Combine the brown sugar,
nuts, allspice and cinnamon, and
sprinkle evenly over the batter. Cover
with plastic wrap and refrigerate
overnight.

Preheat oven to 350 degrees, bake
for 50 minutes, or until toothpick
inserted in center, comes out clean. If
the cake browns too quickly, cover it
loosely with aluminum foil, let cool
foir }0 minutes. Meanwhile in a small
mixing bowl, make the glaze by
combining the sugar, lemon juice and
vanilla. Drizzle over the cake after it
has cooled. Best when served warm.

Maggie was raised along the Rio
Grande River and in her day knew
most every cow trail in that part of
the country. Her parents and grand-
parents were raised on the Rio
Grande, too.

Maggie was the mother of five
children. She was an important
person to the 375 people who lived
just across the Rio Grande from her.
In fact, they depended upon Maggie
Smith for their food and clothing as
she had a little store on the banks of
the Rio Grande at HotSprings, Texas.

Before the establishement of the
Big Bend National Park, Maggie ran
the post office kept there by the
government. Maggie’s little store was
kept open after the government
closed down the post office. Mail was
then delivered to Hot Springs once a
week from Marathon, Texas, eighty
miles away.

On Monday morning when the
mail came in, it was a sight to behold.
People came from miles around to
get their mail and shop in Maggie’s
little store. They hung around until
almost sundown and then would start
home. Some had come from fifty
miles across the river. Had you come
early enough on a Monday morning,
you could have seen the Mexicans
swimming their horses and mules
across the Rio Grande.

Their mounts were loaded with
anything that could be traded for
groceries and medicine. Maggie was a
great trader but never cheated her
customers. She gave credit even when
her customers had to pay her back
over a long period of time.

At one time, the people across the
river were more prosperous due to the
Candeleria Wax that grows in Mex-
ico which is used to make varnish,
records, and chickle gum. It was
worth 40 to 60 cents a pound. When
the labor unions took over, they were
paid a much smaller sum per pound.

Because of the lack of farm labor
in Texas at that time, Mexicans were
given permits to cross the river and
work in Texas. When the crops were
harvested, the Mexicans had to go
back home.

Maggie was a good story teller. On
the wall in her store was a picture of a
mother and her baby. Her name was
Gregaria Hernandez according to
Maggie. Gregaria was 32 years old
and with child. When the labor pains
started she rode horseback fourteen
miles to get to Maggie. She got as far
as the front of Maggie’s store and
there the baby was born in a wagon.
Maggie’s only instruments were the
wax cutting scissors and a dirty rag.

The baby was named Henry, after
one of Maggie’s sons.

Another time they came after
Maggie to go across the river to help
deliver a baby. When she got there,
she found the mother with her hands
tied above her and pulled up with a
deer skin under her feet. No wonder
Maggie had been sent for.

Blood Banks are an extremely
important method for saving hun-
dreds of lives of persons suffering
from bleeding, shock, and blood-
destroying diseases. Blood tran-
sfusion is used routinely in cases of
surgery and childbirth involving
great loss of bleod.

During World War II surgeons
developed techniques of: remov@ng
whole blood from a donor, treating
the blood with an anti-coagulant,
and storing it in sterile containers
under refrigeration. By means of
this method blood could be preser-
ved until needed.

Processed blood is available at
blood banks set up by hospitals,
charitable agencies such as Red
Cross, and private pharmaceutical
companies throughout the United
States, and serve to route blood of
the desired types in needed quan-
tittes to hospitals or private
physicians.

Donate blood when you can, it's
easy, you can do it lying down.

For the second year in a row, op-
tometrists nationwide are donating
their services to give free eye exams
to low-income uninsured working

people and their families.

People who may qualify for fr.ee
eye care are being alerteq. Coin-
ciding with the 65th anniversary
of Save Your Vision Wefek, March‘l
-7, approved patients wx.ll be seen in
optometrists’ private offices.

Low income people can sign ubp}
for the program, called VISIO

USA, by calling 1-800-766-4466
during January only, according to
the American Optometric
Association. Those who qualify will
be matched with an optometrist in
their area.

To qualify for the free eye care,
persons must have a job or live in a
household where there is one
working member; have no health in-
surance; have income below an
established level based on family
sizz and have had no eye
examination within 12 months.

deep diving cranks; striper are slow;
crappie are slow; white bass are fair
on slabs and L’il Georges, no limits
caught; catfish are fair to 3 pounds
on nightcrawlers and shrimp.
TEXANA: Water murky, normal
level; black bass and all fishing slow;
a few catfish caught on trotlines
baited with cut bait and shad, most
in the 2-5 pound range.

TDA URGES TEXAS CHILDREN TO
CONSUME FIVE SERVINGS OF
FRUIT OR VEGETABLES EACH

DAY

AUSTIN - Through its Project
TEACH program, the Texas Depar-
tment of Agriculture is encouraging
elementary students to increase
their consumption of fruits and
vegetables to five servings a day,
Agriculture Commissioner Rick
Perry announced today.

Called “5 a Day for Better
Health’”” the nationwide health
promotion program was launched by
the National Cancer Institute and
the Produce for Better Health
Foundation. The program’s goal is
to increase fruit and vegetable con-
sumption to five servings a day by
‘the year 2000. Currently, Americans
consume on average 2.5 servings of
fruit and vegeatables each day.

TDA is incorporating the “5 a
Day”’ concept into Project TEACH
or Texas Education and Agriculture
Cooperating for Health, which is
designed to teach elementary
children about Texas agriculture
and the importance of good
nutrition.

“Texas producers provide a
bounty of produce to choose from to
meet the ‘5-a-Day’ guidelines,”
Perry said. “Just this month, Texas-
grown fresh produce includes broc-
coli, cabbage, carrots, cauliflower,
celery, eggplant, green onions,
greens, lettuce, mushrooms, pep-
pers, spinach and sweet potatoes.”’

PUBLIC COMMENT TO BE
ACCEPTED ON PROPOSED RULES
FOR YOUNG FARMERS LOAN
PROGRAM

The Texas Department of
Agriculture published proposed
rules for a new program that will of-
fer interest-free loans of up to
$50,000 to first-time, young farmers
and ranchers beginning in 1993.

The Texas Agricultural Finance
Authority’s Young Farmer En-
dowment Program was created by
the Texas Legislature this year.

TEXAS AND CALIFORNIA AG
OFFICIALS WORKING TOGETHER
TO ALLOW NURSERY STOCK
SHIPMENTS

Agriculture Commissioner Rick
Perry announced that the Texas
Department of Agriculture and the
California Department of Food and
Agriculture have reached an
agreement designed to pave the way
for field-grown Texas nursery
products to be shipped into Califor-
nia.

Under the agreement, TDA will
develop and implement a com-
prehensive inspection system to cer-
tify that Texas-field grown stock is
free of the parasites that California
has quarantined. The plan will be
submitted to both Texas growers
and California officials for their in-
put before it is finalized and set in
motion in January.

COTTON GIN CO-OP

Walk into any cotton gin co-op,
rural cafe or other popular gathering
place for farmers and ranchers and
chances are you will see for yourself
that the majority of people who
grow our food and fiber are of the
older generation --54.4 is, to be
exact, the average age of a Texas
farmer.

The newly-created Young Farmer
Endowment Program is aimed at
helping reverse this trend.

Created in 1991 by the Texas
Legislature, this interest-free loan
program is designed to help would-
be farmers and ranchers between
the ages of 18 and 39 establish their
first farm or ranch.

Farmers’ Rights Must

Be Protected

Eliminating the boll weevil as a
threat to Texas farmers and ran-

chers is certainly a goal every Texan -

should support. Anything that aids
our farmers--anything that helps
make the agriculture industry of this
state more profitable-is good for all
of us.

But no matter how well-
intentioned our efforts to aid far-
mers, nothing justifies a law that
would give government agents free
rein to come and go, unannounced,
onto their property.

You’d be hard-pressed to find a
farmer or rancher who would ap-
prove of a law that allows gover-
nment agents to destroy a farmer’s
crop-and then charge the landowner
the cost of that destruction.

Most of our farmers have just
about all the government they can
stand, and I’m going to proceed with
the utmost caution when it comes to
imposing any more on them.

That is precisely why I vetoed the
Cotton Boll Weevil Eradication Act
earlier this year. The intent of the
bill was good-but the actual
legislation was flawed and would
have been harmful to the farmers it
was designed to protect.

My goal now is to work with
agriculture groups to prepare a
good, workable piece of legislation
that will aid us in our efforts to
eradicate the boll weevil in Texas,
but will not hurt the livelihcod of
farmers and ranchers of this state.

No one really wants to go against
Texas’ tradition of property rights,
and allow government officials to
come on private land without per-
mission of the landowner. Cer-
taninly they wouldn’t -approve of a
provision allowing officials to plow
up cotton without fair warning and
proper authority.

The bill would have allowed

program  officials to  restrict
pasturage of livestock. At the same
time, these program officials would
not be held liable for any damages
resulting from any actions they took.

The bill also called for a referen-
dum vote by those individuals
“economically affected’”’ by cotton
on the issue of establishing a
checkoff program to fund boll
weevil eradication in different parts
of the state. Allowing people who
are not actual cotton farmers to vote
would mean that farmers them-
selves would not be making critical
decisions about their business and
their land.

Frankly, I have been surpnsed
that the Department of Agriculture
has opted to spread misinformation.
about my actions rather than
cooperating with my office to help:
fix a bad bill. ¢

“This campaign of misinformation
has gone on for months now. I cer-
tainly do not want to make a par--
tisan issue out of something as vital.
to the agriculture industry of this
state as the eradication of the boll.
weevil. I must assume that those.
complaining the loudest simply are
unaware of the reasons for my veto.

I find it difficult to believe that
anyone who claims to be speaking
on behalf of farmers would truly
want me to sign into law a bill that
would deny a farmer the right to
make these kinds of decisions.

The whole point of this legislation
is to help farmers. With a good boll
weevil eradication plan, we can do
just that.

As governor, I look forward td
working with those agencies and in-
dividuals who can help me achieve
this laudable goal. In the meantime,
I will continue to veto any legislation
that harms our agriculture com-
munity and the rights of farmers.

Heart Attack: An Emergency That Demands Urgency

[t’s scary. It’s shocking. But it
could happen — to anyone,
anytime, anywhere.

Heart attack, after all, zs
America’s leading killer.

So listen to your body talk. And
respond immediately. Denial and
delay can be deadly.

Hearrt actacks occur when blood
supply to part of the heart muscle™”
is severely reduced or stopped.
Usually, cholesterol deposits
narrow arteries in a process called
atherosclerosis. A blood clot that
forms at such a narrowing can
cause an attack. In these cases, the
heart muscle is damaged and death
can be imminent.

During a heart attack, the
American Heart Association says
your body will likely send one or

more of these warning signals:

e Uncomfortable pressure,
fullness, squeezing or pain
in the center of your chest
that lasts more than a few
minutes.

Pain that spreads to your
shoulders, neck or arms.

Chest discomfort with
lightheadedness, fainting,
sweating, nausea or
shortness of breath.

Only a victim knows how it
feels to have a heart artack. So
don't chance it. Writing off these
signs as indigestion or something
clse less serious could mean writing
off your life.

More than 300,000 of the
estimated 500,000 Americans who
died of a heart atrack last year
didn’t reach the hospirtal alive, the
American Heart Association says.
Yer the faster you get proper
medical help, the greater your
chance to survive.

Heart attack, then, is an emer-
gency that demands urgency. So
know what to do if vou or some-
one around you shows any of
the signs.

First, be prepared. Know which
area hospitals have 24-hour
emergency cardiac care. Choose
the facility nearest your home and

office and tell your family and
friends. Keep a list of emergency
numbers near your telephone, in
your car, on your job and in a
prominent place in your pocket,
wallet or purse. Take a cardiopul-
monary resuscitation (CPR) class
with your family and co-workers.

If heart attack warning signs
occur, don't deny them. Respond
quickly. Call the emergency rescue
service. Or get to the nearest
hospital emergency room. Have
someone drive if you can get to a
hospital faster by car, bur don't
atcempt to drive yourselt.

You can help prevent heart
attacks and other cardiovascular
diseases by knowing and reducing
the risk factors. You have no -
control over heart discase risks
from diaberes, heredity, sex., race
and age. But you can change
others: cigarette smoking, high
blood pressure, high blood
cholesterol, physical inactivity,
obesity and stress.

You may need to change your
dier, lifestyle or take medicine to
adjust some of these risk factors.
You definitely shouldn’t smoke.

Talk to your doctor about the
risk factors that you need to reduce
for better health. Contact volun-
teers and staff at your nearest
American Heart Association office
for more information. They can
help you prevent and respond to
heart attack — an emergency that
demands urgency. :

Ninety percent of breast can-
cers are diagnosed by women or
their physicians finding a lump in
the breast. Women who are di-
agnosed with a lump large
enough to feel have a 50 percent
five year survival rate. Awoman
who is diagnosed as having
breast cancer by mammo-
graphy, before a lump can be
felt, has a 97% five year survival
rate and a 90% 10 year survival
rate.

A mammogram can detect a
cancer this small, @ even
before it can be felt.

I. 35-40 years of age -
One baseline mammogram.

Il. 40-50 years of age -

A mammogram every 1-2 years
depending on breast type and
risk factor.

lll. 50 years of age and over -
An annual physical examination
and annual mammogram.

IV. Asymptomatic women under
50 years of age with significant
high risk factors should be ex-
amined at appropriate intervals.
These risk factors include previ-
ous breast cancer and family
history of cancer.

have Mammograms done before a
problem exists. By using modern
state of the art X-Ray equipment
breast cancers can be found when
they are about the size of a grain of
rice and well before the cancer can
be felt. A woman who is diagnosed
with breast cancer at this early stage
has a 90% to 97% survival rate.
However, a woman who is not
diagnosed until ‘a lump can be felt
has approximately a 50% survival
rate in five years.

In an effort to find cancers at the
earliest possible stage and prevent
unnecessary deaths, a mobile breast
cancer detection unit will be made
available to local women.
