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Sheriff’s Corner

In order to try and clear up
some local rumors regarding the
arrests of six (6) underage minors by
the Sheriff’s Department Tuesday
night, May 18th, I feel a brief ex-
planation of the basic facts of the
case are in order.

At approx. 11:00 p.m. of the night
in question we received a call for
assistance from a Val Verde County
Sheriff’s deputy who reported that
he had pursued a Ford pickup out of
Val Verde County into Kinney
County and had the vehicle stopped
approx. 4 miles inside the Kinney
County line on Hwy. 90 west of
Brackettville. He further reported
that the vehicle was occupied by
several Brackettville teenagers,
some of who were obviously under
the influence of alcohol and
requested one of our units respond
to his location.

Chief Deputy Sheriff John S. Frit-
ter and Deputy Vito LaGioia were
dispatched to the scene and took
custody of the vehicle and it’s oc-
cupants. I was notified and met
with them at the Sheriff’s Office
shortly thereafter. :

It was then determined that the
six (6) minors, ranging in age from
15 yrs. to 19 years old had been to
Mexico and that three of the group,
one 15 year old boy and two 16 year
old girls, were highly intoxicated.
The other three boys, aged 16, 18,
and 19 did not appear to have been
drinking. The 18 year old and the 19
year old were released on their own
recogniance, the four remaining
minors were later released into the
scustody of their parents who signed
Custodial Release papers at the
Sheriff’s Office.

Within a couple of days rumors
were rampant locally that six young
people had been ‘busted” for
possession of cocaine. This is not

true! There was no indication of any
other drugs other than alcohol in-
toxication at the time of the incident
and no other drugs were found on
or about the person of any of the six
involved. Alcohol abuse, especially
by young people and underage
minors is serious enough in itself
and corrective action by parents is
needed any time one suspects that
his or her minor child is involved in
such illegal possession or consum-
ption of alcohol. Law enforcement
starts at home!

A costly burglary of the Bracket-
tville High School is under in-
vestigation at the time of this
writing. We received a report of the
burglary the morning of Thursday,
May 20th and the subsequent in-
vestigation has determined that ap-
prox. $962.00 in cash, checks, and
other property was taken in the
crime. Evidence at the scene in-
dicates that the perpetrator(s) of the
crime had advance knowledge of
where the cash box containing the
bulk of the loss was located. The
case continues under investigation
at this time with two identified
suspects also under investigation.

The combined, cooperative effor-
ts of law enforcement officers from
the local Border Patrol, Amistad
Area Narcotics Task Force, and the
Kinney County Sheriff’s Depar-
tment led to the arrest Saturday af-
ternoon, May 22nd of a known,
previously convicted drug dealer in
Brackettville on charges of felony
possession of marijuana.

The suspect, Glenn Rex Morgan,
38, of Brackettville, was placed un-
der surveillance Saturday afternoon
after information was received from
an undercover agent that he was to
take delivery of approx. one (1)
pound of the illegal weed. A drug

San Antonio - El Paso Mail Route...and Indians

Richard Howard and A. A.
“Bigfoot” Wallace made a bid for
the San Antonio - El Paso Mail
Route via Eagle Pass and Presidio
del Norte in 1850 for $25,000 per
annum with service every two mon-
ths but the postmaster disallowed
the bid as too costly. The next bid-
der was Henry Skillman, another of
the party that had founded and built
the Lower Road from San Antonio
to El Paso in 1849, September 20,
1851, Henry Skillman was signed to
establish mail route 6401 from Santa
Fe - El Paso and the lower road to
San Antonio. J

Skillman’s operation first started
with a wagon with six Spanish mules
and spares herded alongside by six
or more former Texas Rangers well
armed. “Bigfoot’” Wallace became
one of the most reliable and depen-
dable drivers for the Skillman mail
route.

Sometime in late 1852 or early
1853, Bigfoot was in charge of the
mail coach running from San An-
tonio to El Paso. “We had been
traveling hard since 12 o’clock at
night when we left Fort Clark in or-
der to make the watering place on
the Devil’s River. It was here we
would “noon it”’ (rest for a couple of
hours, unhitch the team for watering
and grazing). After daylight on the
road I noticed several Indian
“smokes’ rising up and disap-
pearing but apparently they were a
long way off, and once we passed a
considerable Indian ‘““Trail”” where
at least fifteen or twenty horses had
crossed the road. Altogether, I
didn’t like the sign, and I told the
boys (riding guard) to keep a bright
look out as I felt sure the Indians
were hatching some devilment for
our benefit. However, we reached
the “water-hole’”’ in safety about
noon, watered all our animals, and
hobbled them out to graze. I had
eight men with me, most of them old
frontiersmen, who had seen much
service and were good fighters as
ever drew a bead upon an Indian.

Near the watering place there was
about a quarter of an acre of very
thick chaparral, and after we had
taken a bite to eat, I told the boys to
.drag the coach up to the edge of the
“chaparral, and they could take a
“snooze.” I was determined to keep
watch while the balance slept.

The appearance of the country
around our encampment was
enough to make one uneasy, for it
had a real “Ingny look” - broken
rocky hills, covered here and there
with clumps of thorny shrubs and
stunted cedars, and a little narrow
valley or'canyon between them, in
which there was nothing but a few
patches of withered grass.

Feeling pretty sure that danger
was about now and as I came to this
conclusion, I saw one of the horses
raise up his head and look for a long
time in a certain direction, and a few
minutes afterward a deer came
running by as if it had been
frightened by something behind it. I
waited long enough to see that no
wolves were after it, and then
hurried to the camp and gave ole
Ben a shake. “Help me bring in the
horses’’ and between us we brought
them all in and tied them securely to
the chaparral without waking any of
the other boys.

Trading Places

Texas will be the main
beneficiary of the proposed North
American Free Trade Agreement.

Then Ben laid down again to
finish his nap, but he sprang up as
suddenly, “Cap, they are coming. I
hear their horses’ feet.” We then
saw twenty-three Comanche
warriors coming as fast as their hor-
ses could bring them right for our
camp.

The Indians charged to a few feet

of the chaparral where we were '

posted, and began to pour their
“dogwood switches” (arrows) as
thick as hail. But with our rifles and
six-shooters, we “‘emptied” four of
their warriors from their saddles.

The Indians returned dismounted
to give us another “turn.” They
were yelling and screeching as if
they thought we were a set .of
“green-horns.” After ‘“‘emptying”
five more Indians, they fell back but
were reinforced by some forty more
warriors.

After a conversation with their
chief in Mexican, I told them we
would camp at the California
Springs  (between the second
crossing of Devils River and Beaver
Lake) tonight in spite of the whole
“Comanche Nation.” They departed
for the springs but we took the road
back to Fort Clark. We rattled along
at such a rate that we reached Fort
Clark safely the next morning.

The commandant at Fort Clark

(with Special Orders from Depar-
tment of Texas to aid the mail) fur-
nished us with an escort of twelve
men and a sergeant, and we made
the trip back to San Antonio without
any further trouble from the Indians
at that time.

Often, I take for granted the fact
that not every person in this county
knows what an extension agent with
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service does and is responsible for
in each county. It is not until a coun-
ty resident comes to the office or is
attending an educational meeting
that a question arises about Exten-
sion Service work.

State law authorizes the Texas
Agricultural Exténsion Service as a
part of the Texas A&M University
System (which is the state land
grant university) to offer ongoing
educational services to improve
farm, ranch, home and community
life in Texas counties. County Ex-
tension Agents are an integral part
of the Cooperative Extension Ser-
vice, which represents a three way
partnership of the county, Texas
A&M University and the United
States Department of Agriculture
(U.S.D.A)).

The commissioners court of each
county enters into an agreement
with the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service and the U.S.D.A. for
the purpose of cooperating in farm,
ranch and home demonstration
work. The commissioners courts in-
clude in their annual budgets the
necessary salaries and other expen-
se items of each county Extension
office.

Through this “local front door”,
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service carries the problem-solving
knowledge available from research
and technology to county residents.
County Extension agents work
closely with Extension specialists
and local volunteers to transfer this
knowledge through public meetings,
demonstrations, short courses,
publications, mass media and
follow-up personal consultaions.

County Extension agents live and
work with the people in a designated
county and form the basic unit of the
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice. Agents are professional
educators with broad based training
in agriculture, home economics, 4-H
and youth work, natural resources,
community development and other
related subjects.

Agents also work with a county
Extension program council which is
composed of local lay people, who
identify county problems, evaluate
solutions  and plan  needed
educational activities.

Cooperative Extension was made
possible by the passage of the
Smith-Lever Act of 1914. The
Texas Legislature, in 1915, accep-
ted the terms of the Smith-Lever
Act and established the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service as a
legal entity in the state, assigning it
to the Texas A&M University
System for administration. The
legislature also authorizes financial
participation by County Com-
missioner’s Courts of Texas. The
U.S. Department of Agriculture
administers all efforts nationally.
That covers the legal basis for Ex-
tension work but what about the
functions on a county level?

The basic function of the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service as .
stated in the Smith-Lever Act
is...“to aid in diffusing among the
people of the United States useful
and practical information on subjec-
ts relating to agriculture and home
economics, and to encourage the
application of the same...”.

Texas Agricultural Extension
Service programming is based on
initiatives which include: :
*Increasing Agricultural Com-
petitiveness-enhancing the efficien-
cy and effectiveness of agricultural
producers dealing with lowering
production costs, making products
more competitive in the world
market and increasing profits.
*Water Quality Management-
programs to address water quality
in home, -landscapes, agricultural
production and natural resource
system management. )
*Proper Use of Chemicals in the
Evironment-inform public of scien-
tifically proven environmental
problems and ways to minimize
chemicals in our environment.. .
*Solid and Hazardous Waste
Management-waste management
impacts every aspect of community
life and TAEX is committed to in-
creasing research-based knowledge,
instilling attitudes of environmental
responsibility and  stimulating
change in practices among com-
munities. '
*Conservation of Natural Resour-
ces-developing technologies
available for improving practices to
better manage natural resources.

These are a few of the 22
initiative that each county in this
state works on in the way of
educational programs and many
other services. Get involved with the
Extension process to promote a bet-
ter way of life for all of us who live in
this great state.

Lower Grocery Bills
There’s a refrigerator in the
future that will greatly reduce the
spoilage of many perishablé foods
and operate about as inexpensively
as the one in most kitchens f(')day. It

could cut food costs dramatically.

This refrigeration marvel of the
21st century is being birthed now in
the Separations Research Program
of the College of Engineerng at The
University of Texas at Austin.

Dr. William Koros, a pringipal in-
vestigator on the project, says the
refrigerator is ready to be marketed
now insofar as technology is'concer-
ned. It won’t be around for a while
yet, however, because new products
like this have to be made “commer-

cially viable and .consumer com-
patible.”
