Commissioners court 
transfers HIDTA 
forfeiture account

The Kinney County Commis­
sioners Court unanimously agreed 
Monday to transfer a $62,000 
High Intensity Drug Trafficking 
Area (HIDTA) forfeimre account 
to the city of Eagle Pass.

All of the assets of the Allied 
Area Narcotics Task Force had 
previously been transfered, except 
for the cash.

The commissioners released 
the money based on a request from 
the state.

The commissioners also estab­
lished an appellate judicial system 
at the special meeting.

The approved order, which was 
required by the state, creates a $5 
fee on all district and county court 
civil filings for the use of the ap­
pellate court.

Chief Justice Phil Hardberger 
said the Fourth Court of Appeals 
needed the additional money “be­
cause of gross salary inadequacies 
for our staff and briefing attorneys 
compared with the private mar­
ket and other courts of appeals.”

In other action, the court set 
salaries for lifeguards at $7 per 
hour, including $5 from the 
county and $2 from donations. 
Assistant lifeguards will be paid 
$5 per hour, with total wages com­
ing from the county.

The commissioners also ap­
proved minutes, payment of the 
bills and budget amendments.

Following the special meeting, 
the commissioners held a budget 
workshop.

County judge suspended
Commissioners to appoint replacement for Seargeant tomorrow

Kinney County Judge Tommy Seargeant 
has been suspended from office with pay 
by the State Commission on Judicial Con­
duct.

Seargeant, who received the order of 
suspension on Monday, and County Com­
missioner Joe Montalvo were indicted by 
the grand jury last week on theft and mis­
appropriation of public property charges.

“It has to do with some guard rails that 
came into possession of the county and then 
ended up on the private property of Mr. 
Montalvo,” District Attorney Tom Lee said. 
“The Judge was a party to them ending up 
in private hands. ”

Seargeant has served 14 years as Kin­
ney County judge in three stretches going

back to 1971.
The commissioners court has scheduled 

a special meeting for 1:15 tomorrow after­
noon to appoint a county judge to replace 
Seargeant during the suspension.

The Texas Government Code says “the 
commissioners court may appoint a resi­
dent of the county to fill the office until the 
next term or until the suspension ends, 
whichever event occurs first.

The law also states that the commission­
ers court shall compensate the acting judge 
“in an amount equal to the compensation 
of the regular judge. ”

The current annual salary for the county 
judge is $20,898.60, or $1,741.55 per 
month.

Seargeant has the right to a post-suspen­
sion hearing to demonstrate that continued

District Attorney Tom Lee
service would not jeopardize the interests 
of parities involved in court proceedings 
over which the judge would preside nor 
impair the public confidence in the judi­
ciary, according to Robert Flowers, execu­
tive director of the State Commission of 
Judicial Conduct.

A written request for a post-suspension 
hearing must be filed with the commission 
within 30 days from the receipt of the or­
der of suspension.

Within 30 days from the receipt of re­

quest, a hearing will be scheduled before 
one or more members or the executive di- 
reaor of the commission, as designated by 
the chairman of the commission.

The person or persons designated will 
report findings and make recommenda­
tions, and within 60 days from the close of 
the hearing, the commission shall notify 
the judge whether the suspension will be 
continued, terminated or modified.

Seargeant and Montalvo were indicted 
last week following an investigation by the 
Texas Rangers that began last fall. Both 
were arrested and released after posting 
$1,000 bonds.

Lee said the county officials will likely 
go to trial this fall.

“The next step is to set an arraignment 
date, and any pre-trial matters will have to 
be resolved,” Lee said.

Trustees OK appraisal district’s budget

The Brackett School Board approved the 
Kinney County Appraisal District’s budget for 
the upcoming fiscal year at a special meeting 
Tuesday night.

The budget for the upcoming fiscal year 
increased by $11,314, or 8 percent, from 
$140,846 to $152,160.

The appraisal district employees received 
raises through the new budget. The chief 
appraiser’s salary was increased by 16 per­
cent, from $28,400 to $32,960. The chief 
appraiser’s $3,600 car allowance was deleted 
from the budget.

Also, a $4,(X)0 utility contract was added 
to the budget.

The budget was approved by the school 
board after a 2-1 vote. Trustees Steve

LaMascus and Tim Ward voted for the bud­
get, Darlene Shahan was against, and Jimmy 
Bader abstained.

School Board members Lloyd Lee Davis, 
Gloria Garcia and Rosemary Slubar were ab­
sent. Davis and Garcia arrived later in the 
meeting.

The School Board of Trustees will meet 
again on Tuesday in special session at 6:30 
p.m.

Jimmy Bader resigned as presi­
dent of the Brackett School Board 
of Trustees Tuesday night at a spe­
cial meeting.

Bader has served 11 years on 
the local board. For the past six 
years, he has served on the board 
of directors for the Texas Asso­
ciation of School Boards.

“Jimmy has been a very posi­
tive leader,” Superintendent Tay­
lor Stephenson said. “He is knowl- 
edgable about education in Texas 
and knows the schools of Brack­
ettville and their needs. He has 
always put the kids first. He will 
be missed.”

Bader resigned his position be­
cause his wife, Kathy, is applying 
for a teaching position within the 
district.

State law does not allow a 
teacher related to a board mem­
ber to be hired. A teacher’s spouse 
may be elected to the board after 
the teacher has been employed.

“There is an opportunity for 
Kathy to return to teaching and we 
feel that we need to take advan­
tage of the situation,” Bader said 
in a prepared statement to the 
board.

“Currently, BISD is in good 
financial condition. The board and 
superintendent are functioning ef­
fectively and will continue to serve 
the needs of our children, now and 
in the future.

“I look back at my 11 years of 
board service with great satisfac­
tion, ” he said. “We have improved 
facilities, both for academics and 
athletics. We are in an enviable fi­
nancial position. We have a good 
administration, a great staff, and 
both are dedicated to the welfare 
of the children of our community.

“There have been many accom­
plishments and I take much pride 
in having been a small part of the 
picture.

“I thank the people of Kinney 
County for allowing me the op­
portunity to do what I love so 
much,” Bader said, “Our children 
are our future and I will always 
be involved in their education.”

The School Board is expected 
to fill Bader’s unexpired term at a 
special meeting on Tuesday, Aug. 
5.

Recently, it seems like only bad news is coming 
out of Washington. Well, there is good news to 
report. The tide is turning. Just a few years ago, 
the talk was about how to raise taxes and national­
ize health care. Now, it’s about cutting taxes and 
balancing the federal budget.

This Congress is on track and moving full steam 
ahead toward balancing the budget, cutting taxes 
and reducing unneeded regulations. Streamlining 
government into a more efficient machine is good 
for everyone. That’s why my committee, the Ap­
propriations Committee which directs federal spend­
ing, has taken a long, hard look at each federal 
program.

Churches have property rights, too

Even though the United States 
Supreme Court struck down the 
Religious Freedom Restoration 
Act (RFRA) in its Boerne v. 
Flores decision, it does not nec­
essarily mean that parishioners of 
St. Peter’s Catholic Church must 
continue holding their worship 
services in a local school gym. 
Like private citizens, churches 
possess constitutionally protected 
property rights which may safe­
guard religious freedoms where 
an act of Congress failed.

St.Peter’s is a beautiful church 
that sits atop a hill overlooking the 
city of Boerne, Texas. Residents 
have enjoyed looking at its twin 
bell towers and southwestern-style 
architecture since 1923. In that 
time, St. Peter’s congregation has 
swelled to over 2,000 members, 
forcing the overflow of parishio­
ners from its meager 230-seat 
sanctuary to a local gym for ser­
vices. This, coupled with the need 
to make liturgical changes to com­
ply with Vatican II standards, led 
the Archbishop of San Antonio to 
convey his blessing upon plans 
both to expand and modernize St. 
Peter’s sanctuary.

City officials, however, denied 
the church the building permits it 
needed to make the intended 
changes. The city contended that 
the church was “historic.” The 
power of this designation gave the 
government the ability to ad­

equately serve the needs of its 
congregation.

Archbishop Flores filed a law­
suit against the city. Among other 
things, he contended that the per­
mit denial violated the RFRA law 
passed by congress in 1993. It is 
this statue - of which the stated 
purpose is to protect “persons 
whose religions exercise is sub­
stantially burdened by govern­
ment” - that the Supreme Court 
just struck down.

The Court’s decision did not, 
however, address the very heart 
of the matter. The real issue is 
whether the government may le­
gally destroy the church’s ability 
to make necessary changes to its 
own building - changes which 
would not affect the building’s 
“historic” facade. Defining the 
line between the right of St. 
Peter’s parishioners to worship as 
they please in a building they own 
and die city’s right to protect its 
perceived aestheric and historic 
heritage is the true issue that has 
yet to be decided.

Fortunately, the Constitution 
does provide a dividing line. Like 
the columns found in the portico 
of the Supreme Court building it­
self, the first ten amendments to 
the Constitution protect the foun­
dation of our liberties and indi­
vidual rights. In the case of a 
church, the First Amendment’s 
religious freedoms and the Fifth 
Amendment’s property rights pro­
tections combine to protect both 
the rights of the church’s mem­

bers as well as provide a limit on 
how far government can infringe 
upon those rights.

As the Founding Fathers so 
aptly recognized when they 
authored the Constitution, the 
parishioner’s rights to free exer­
cise of their religious beliefs are 
directly related to the protection 
of their rights. In the 1993 case 
of U.S. V . James Daniel Good 
Real Property, the Supreme Court 
held that “individual freedom 
finds tangible expression in prop­
erty rights. ” Nowhere is that more 
true than in the case of a church. 
The plain fact is that the very de­
sign of a church building be it the 
steeple of a Christian church to 
the minaret of a Muslim mosque 
- is a form of religious expression 
in itself.

The Founding Fathers created 
a constitutional structure which 
forbids government from dictat­
ing the arch itecture of our 
churches and temples any more 
than it can dictate the structure of 
our religious beliefs. Ours is a 
nation of tolerance and respect for 
the rights and the dignity of the 
individual. Having struck down 
Congress’ attempt to ensure this 
freedom by statute, it is now up 
to the courts to make sure that the 
religious and property rights of St. 
Peter’s parishioners are protected.

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Making OSHA 
a partner, rather 
than an enemy

Calvin Coolidge once said, 
“The business of the American 
people is business.” Therefore, 
our govermnent should be work­
ing with business not against it., 
Nowhere does this ring truer than 
in current debate over reforming 
the Occupational Health and 
Safety Administration (OSHA). .

As a former small business, 
owner, and having spoken with: 
literally thousands of employers 
and employees throughout Texas,7 
I am convinced employers and 
workers alike would benefit if 
OSHA functioned in a way that 
helped establish workable safety 
standards and enforced those stan­
dards fairly and reasonably.

Rather than look to OSHA as 
a partner in safety, many employ­
ers I know fear the agency and its 
random inspections that turn their 
work sites upside down.

We need to put behind us the 
days of Byzantine regulations and 
“gotcha” enforcement practices. 
We must recast OSHA into a 
modem, effective partner in the 
rapidly evolving American work-, 
place.

The fundamental, statutory 
flaw in OSHA is that current law 
does not require the agency to 
consider the feasibility and unin­
tended consequences of its regu­
latory actions. Nor does current 
law provide the agency with any 
incentive to do so.

Rather than look 
to OSHA as a part­
ner in safety, many 
employers / know  
fear the agency and ̂ 
its random inspec-\ 
tions that turn their \ 
work sites upside 
down.

I have a bill before the Senate,: 
the Occupational Safety and; 
Health Reform Act, to transform 
OSHA from an agency based on 
fear to one based on cooperation, 
from an agency of arbitrary pro­
cedures to one focused on com­
mon sense.

Key elements of my bill would:
■ Require OSHA to consider 

the feasibility of the requirements 
it seeks to impose on employers 
before promulgating any new 
regulation.

■ Require OSHA to weigh the 
costs and the expected benefits of: 
new regulations and articulate the: 
results each regulation would: 
achieve.

■ Require OSHA to determine-
whether it has chosen the most 
cost-effective means of meeting' 
those goals. j

On the enforcement side of the 
equation, my bill would allow and 
encourage employers to take their: 
own steps to improve health and; 
safety, as well as to utilize gov­
ernment approved safety consult- i 
ants to help them improve the; 
workplace. Employers who dem­
onstrate this commitment through: 
low injury rates would be exempt: 
from some of the more unfair and; 
burdensome requirements. :

^m m er heats up and more people 
Head outdoors, precautions need 
to be taken to avoid two tick-borne 
illnesses - Lyme disease and 
Rocky Mountain Spotted Fever. 
Bpth diseases are still carried by 
ticks in Texas, according to an en­
tomologist with Texas A&M Uni­
versity.

“Lyme (disease) is resident 
hère in Texas,” said Dr. Pete Teel 
of College Station.

According to the Texas Depart­
ment of Health, there were 77 
cases reported by physicians in 
1995 and 97 in 1996. Records to 
date this year suggest that the 
number of cases are down but the 
disease is still a threat to human 
health, he said.

Tick populations are cyclical, 
Teel said. The Lone Star tick and 
the blacklegged tick, both of 
vC'hich carry Lyme disease, pro­
duce a generation about every 
year to year and a half. That could 
explain the high number of cases 
even in a drought year like in 
1996, he said.

Cases may be down this year, 
he explained, because tick popu­
lations are trying to rebound from 
the drought and because abundant 
rains this year have kept people 
from going outdoors as much.

As for Rocky Mountain Spot- 
téd Fever, which can be transmit­
ted through the American dog 
tick, there were six cases reported 
in 1995 and five in 1996. The 
American dog tick is widely scat-

tered throughout the United 
States, but especially in the south­
eastern and the central areas.

The classical sign for Rocky 
Mountain Spotted Fever is a 
small, spotted rash that occurs first 
on the palms of the hands or the 
soles of the feet, and then spreads 
to other parts of the body.

The rash associated with Lyme 
disease is large and circular. Of­
ten it migrates outward from 
where it begins, taking on rings 
or redness and looking somewhat 
like a bull’s eye. Other symptoms 
may include swelling of the large 
joints, such as the knees or el­
bows, something resembling 
Bell’s palsy or other neurological 
problems where one side of the 
fece will droop, or a severe fron­
tal headache.

One of the difficulties in 
determing whether someone has 
Lyme disease is that it takes sev­
eral weeks for the body’s immune 
system to develop detectable an­
tibodies. Even though the person 
may show symptoms, a blood test 
may not show the disease.

Prevention includes avoiding 
known tick-infested areas. But if 
that is impossible, wear protec­
tive, light-colored clothing. Boots 
should be worn if possible, with

the bottom of pant legs taped 
around the outside of the boots 
with 2-inch masking tape. The last 
wrap of the tape may be turned 
over.

Do you think just because you 
don’t go out into the woods or pas­
tures that you will not have to 
worry about ticks and tick bites?

Remember this: Deer, pets, 
and most other warm-blooded ani­
mals can pick up ticks and bring 
them into your yard and house.

How many of you have pets? 
How many of you have deer and 
other wild critters coming into 
your yards every day?

There are several liquid and 
granular insecticides that are avail­
able from most stores that you can 
put on your yard to kill ticks, 
fleas, and other bugs. Apply bug 
repellent spray to your shoes and 
socks when outdoors. Check your 
pets frequently and remove any 
ticks found on the animal, wash­
ing your hands thoroughly after­
wards.

And finally, if you are bitten, 
remove the tick carefully. If you 
later become sick or notice symp­
toms described above, seek medi­
cal attention and advise your doc­
tor that you have been bitten by a 
tick.

Hall shares ideas of education

Last Thursday, the Brackett- 
ville Rotary Club heard Chuck 
Hall discuss some of his ideas 
about education which, he ac­
knowledged, “could be wrong.” 
Readers of The Brackett News 
will recognize Hall as the author 
of the column “But, I could be 
w rong.”

J.J. Guidry, Rotary Chair­
man for July, introduced Hall 
who first came to Brackettville 
when he was a small child.

After graduating from col­
lege, Hall taught at Brackett 
High School for 11 years, be­
fore taking a year off to recu­
perate from teacher burnout.

He missed teaching, how­
ever, and returned to the edu­
cation field. He has just begun 
his 27th year as an educator. He 
has taught 23 different subjects.

Guidry described Hall as 
one of the best teachers who has 
ever taught in the Brackettville 
system. Guidry took four years 
of math with Hall, in addition to 
a speech course.

There are always problems 
that confront the educators, but 
Hall believes that these are op­
portunities to improve a situa­
tion. He also believes that prob­
lems are being solved today in 
a more effective way than in the 
past.

Hall asked the audience, 
“What percentage of good an­
swers to problems is accept­

able?”
The members struggled with 

this, but came up with 99 per­
cent. However, Hall’s comment 
was that if an airline accepted 99 
percent success there would be 
11 crashes a day.

“We can always do better,” 
he said.

This is his attitude about 
teaching as well as spending 
funds allotted for education ef­
ficiently and productively.

Hall remarked that he had 
worked with Superintendent 
Taylor Stephenson in problem 
solving and considered him to 
be the finest educator he had 
come across in the course of 
teaching. He stated that Brack­
ettville is lucky to have him.

The world is changing rap­
idly, Hall declared. It is becom­
ing more and more complex. 
Some things that were taught as 
true have been recognized as 
wrong. Many more subjects are 
taught now than a few years 
ago.

Computers have opened up 
an unlimited source of knowl­
edge. Data processing didn’t 
exist a few years ago.

Hall added that the Brackett­
ville School System is making 
great strides in the quality of edu­
cation it is offering students.

Hall stated that some knowl­
edge becomes more important 
because of high technology re­
quires it. Some knowledge be­
comes less important because 
technology replaces it. Some

He said that Stephenson 
asked him once what a student 
could be told about calculus that 
would demonstrate its value.

When Hall answered that it 
was a building block, 
Stephenson said, “That’s not 
enough. You have to find a bet­
ter answer and find it quick.” 

Time is now a tremendous 
factor in education. Hall stated 
that in the year 2000, 87 per­
cent of high school graduates 
will find jobs that do not exist in 
today’s market. Hall believes 
that the only answer to this di-

Dej- 
veloping skills in problem so1\À 
ing is essential. !

In the discussion that foli- 
lowed his rem arks, G uidry 
spoke of how Hall challenged 
his students. Students w ere 
asked to solve a problem at thé 
black board. He wanted them to 
understand w hat they were 
studying well enough to be ablé 
to solve the problem on the way 
to the blackboard. By the timé 
they were there, they should 
know the answer. Guidry said 
it wasn’t easy, but he learned to 
do that.

That kind of skill would be 
valuable to anyone. Any educa­
tor who can teach that skill is df 
value to the system.

Let’s clarify a few of these 
myths. Let your onion plants tell 
you when to harvest—and be pa­
tient. As bulbs mature, the foli 
age sends its reserves down into 
the bulb. If the foliage is dam- 
aged or stepped on, the p1o. t̂

cross-pollinate. The mosaic vfrus 
causes mottled fruit and is  
spread by insects or is carried on 
the seed itself. Control insects 
and buy clean seed to prevent 
multi-colored squash.

Roots grow only where there 
is adequate moisture, oxygen, 
fertility, temperature and sod
structure. Most of the absorbing
roots are locatedjn the top 12

inches of soil, with the rest of the 
roots usually staying in the top 
5 feet. Since roots only grow 
where water is available, give 
your plants a deep watering and 
do not assume there is a magical 
oasis luring plant roots to it.

Sprinkling a layer of water on 
tender vegetation does not form 
a protective layer when it freezes 
like many gardeners think. The 
best way to protect vegetation 
from freezing is with mulch or 
blankets when cold weather 
threatens.

Teachers express general job satisfaction
AUSTIN - Most Texas teachers are sat- 

..isfied with their current jobs despite con­
cerns about salaries, student disciple and 
student testing, according to survey results 

freleased today by the s ta te ’s largest 
:educator’s group.
: The Association of Texas Professional
; Educators recently polled a random sample 
:of its 80,000 members on issues ranging 
: from employment conditions to local con­
trol. According to the groups president, the 
•survey findings indicate that most teachers 
are educators by choice and plan to stay in 
the field until they retire.
 ̂ “These findings certainly debunk the 

"tnyth that many teachers just happened into 
the education field, but rather, teach because

they love it ,” said Larry Davis, a math 
teacher in Connally ISD near Waco. Davis 
cautioned, however, that all is not well with 
public education.

“Despite a general mood of job satisfac­
tion, there are some concerns that need to 
be addressed on the state and local level,” 
said Davis.

Only 34 percent of survey respondents 
expressed confidence that the 1995 rewrite 
of the Texas Education Code gives them 
adequate powers to deal with disruptive stu­
dents and other discipline problems.

The survey findings further reinforce the 
fact that most Texas teachers have negative 
feelings about the Texas Assessment of 
Academic Skills (TAAS), a standardized test

administered in grades 3 through 8 and 
prior to graduation.

A total of 73 percent indicated that TAAS 
has not been a positive thing for public 
schools, and 69 percent say the test is not 
an adequate way to measure academic per­
formance.

Preventing heat illness, heat stroke requires knowledge and quick action

Summertime in Texas means 
outdoor fun. Unformnately, it’s 
also the season when thousands of 
people in Texas are affected by 
heat exhaustion and heat stroke. 
Heat exhaustion occurs when the 
body’s circulation system fails to 
maintain normal functions because 
of excessive loss of body fluids and 
salts. The illness results from 
heavy sweating during strenuous 
activity or from being enclosed in 
hot and stuffy areas.

Symptoms of heat exhaustion 
include dizziness, headache, pro­
fuse sweating, elevated tempera­
ture, and a cool and clammy skin 
texmre. “Left untreated, heat ex­
haustion can rapidly escalate to 
heat stroke, an emergency type of 
heat illn ess ,” says Gene 
Weatherall, chief of Texas Depart­
ment of Health’s Bureau of Emer­
gency Management.

Heat stroke, a life-threatening 
emergency, kills about 4,000 
people in the U.S. in an average 
year. In heat stroke, the body’s 
temperature-regulation system 
fails, and as water and salt sup­

plies dwindle, body temperature 
rises to extreme and deadly lev­
els. This heightened temperature 
can lead to severe damage to the 
brain, liver or kidneys. Symptoms 
of heat stroke are similar to those 
of heat exhaustion, but more ex­
treme. Body temperature usually 
exceeds 105° F and the skin be­
comes red, dry or very hot.

Weatherall suggests that adults 
stay alert for these warning signs 
of heat exhaustion and heat stroke, 
especially in children and the eld­
erly.

If you need to treat someone 
for heat exhaustion, first move to 
a cooler location, then elevate the 
patient’s feet. Remove or loosen 
any tight clothing and apply cool 
compresses with a wet cloth to the 
head, neck, armpits and groin. Do 
not apply ice directly to the skin; 
make sure the victim does not be­
come cold enough to shiver. Have 
the person drink one-half cup of 
water or a watered-down sports 
beverage every 15 minutes. Avoid 
beverages which contain caffeine, 
alcohol or a high sugar content.

and if the person is vomiting, do 
not give anything to drink. After 
conditions improve, a heat exhaus­
tion victim needs to be seen by a 
medical professional. If conditions 
do not improve, seek immediate 
medical attention.

Heat stroke victims need emer­
gency medical attention. An am­
bulance should be called immedi­
ately. Follow the same initial treat­
ment used for heat exhaustion. 
Move the person to a cooler place, 
remove or loosen tight clothing, 
and cool the individual by wrap­
ping him with wet sheets. Do not 
give the victim anything to drink, 
not even water. Do not apply ice 
directly to the skin, and make sure 
the victim does not get cold 
enough to shiver.

Both heat exhaustion and heat 
stroke can be prevented by follow­
ing a few simple precautions.

■ Never leave anyone-includ­
ing animals-in a closed, parked 
vehicle during hot weather.

■ Drink plenty of fluids, such 
as water and juices, and avoid bev­
erages which contain alcohol, caf­

feine and large amounts of sugar.
■ Plan strenuous activities for 

early or late in the day when it is 
cooler; then, gradually build tol­
erance for warmer conditions.

■ Stay indoors and in an air- 
conditioned environment as much 
as possible unless your heat toler­
ance is well-established. If air- 
conditioning is not available, use 
fans to cool rooms and pull shades 
over windows. Open windows on 
opposite sides of a room for cross­
ventilation.

■ Eat more frequently, but 
make sure meals are well-balanced 
and light.

■ Consult with a physician to 
determine the effects of sun and 
heat exposure while taking pre­
scription medications such as di­
uretics, antihistamines or mood- 
altering or antispasmodic drugs.

■ Remember that babies don’t 
tolerate heat well because their 
sweat glands are not fully devel­
oped. Avoid bundling babies in 
heavy blankets or heavy clothing.

■ Check frequently on ill or 
elderly friends or relatives who

Safety precautions keep pools, hot tubs, spas enjoyable

As outdoor temperatures begin to climb, 
swimming pools, hot tubs and spas become 
increasingly popular with both adults and 
children. But along with the fun and sun 
comes the potential for injuries and death.

Paying attention to safe actions and to 
pool or spa maintenance, whether in a 
backyard or a public park, can be a life- 
saver, according to Texas Department of 
Health (TDH) officials.

“One of the dangers in a pool or spa is 
the drain that can trap a person’s body or 
hair,” said Jim Soper, chief of TDH’s Rec­
reational Sanitation Branch, which regulates 
public swimming pools. Particularly at risk 
are children who often enjoy playing 
around drains.

According to TDH’s Injury Prevention 
and Control Program, 337 Texans sustained 
submersion injuries in 1996, with 126 
people drowning. Of those where the loca­
tion was known, 44 percent of the injuries 
occurred in swimming pools.

The U.S. Consumer Product Safety Com­
mission (CPSC) has records of 18 incidents, 
involving five deaths, of children ages 2 to 
14 trapped by swimming pool, wading pool 
or spa drains since 1980 nationwide.

Water draining or circulating in pools or 
spas creates a suction. If something blocks 
the drain, the amount of suction may be­
come so strong that a person’s body can be 
trapped by a vacuum seal, leading to 
drowning.

In addition, long hair of swimmers or

spa users can become entangled in drain 
covers and grates, trapping people under 
water and leading to drowning.

“One of the keys to safety in public pools 
is drain covers that are in place and secure,” 
Soper said.

In some instances, anti-vortex covers, 
which are dome shaped with numerous 
openings on the perimeter, may help to pre­
vent some entrapment problems. Dealers 
can provide anti-vortex drain covers fhat 
meet voluntary standards.

Two or more drains for each pump can 
lessen the amount of suction at any single 
outlet and reduce the risk of being caught. 
In addition, automatic shut-off switches that 
detect an increase in suction may be an ef­
fective emergency backup.

may need your help.
■ At first signs of heat illness 

(dizziness, nausea, headaches, 
cramps), move to a cooler loca­
tion, rest for a few minutes and 
slowly drink a cool beverage. If

conditions do not improve, seek 
medical attention immediately.

■ Don’t forget to protect your 
skin by wearing sun block at all 
times to minimize exposure to the 
sun’s harmful rays.

Age Grading Toys 
for Suitability o f Play

Q uestion: Could you explain 
why the toys I buy for my chil­
dren say on the package what 
age child the toys are for?

A nsw er:  Because small toy 
parts can be a real hazard to 
infants and toddlers (due to 
the risk of choking), many toy 
manufacturers designed a sys­
tem of labeling toys so that 
parents would know which 
toys are appropriate—and 
which toys are not—for their 
young children. These age­
grading notices on toy pack­
ages do much more than tell 
only whether the child will 
enjoy playing with the toy
they advise caregivers how touse those toys safely.

Age grading is a powerful 
safety tool because it alerts
parents that a toy that maybe
fun for a 4-year-old may be 
dangerous in the hands of a

younger child. Parents should­
n’t assume that their child is 
more developmentally 
advanced than the age-grading 
recommendation.

You must combine safety 
warnings with close parental 
attention. Keep a watchful 
eye on your young child 
whenever he or she is playing 
with any toy. And be sure any­
one who cares for your 
child—a baby-sitter, a day-care 
worker, a grandparent— 
understands which toys are 
appropriate for your young 
child.
