The Jews made the mistake of thinking that the system 
of religion that God gave to them when He led them out of 
bondage would last until the end of time. They could not see 
that their age was one of preparation for the better Gospel 
age. We will be in the same class unless we realize the 
truth taught in such passages as Heb.7:12, "For the priest-
hood being changed, there is made of necessity a change al-
so of the law." 

God promised that the world would be pleased through the 
seed of Abraham, Gen. 22:18. According to Gal. 3:15, 
this promise had to do with the coming of Christ to save lost 
man; however, because men were so wicked God gave the 
Old Testament law to curb man's sins, to reveal how sinful 
man is, and therefore to show the need for a Saviour. The 
quotation is too long to print here, but please read Gala-
tians 3:16 to 24, which passage establishes what I have just 
said. The reason the Gospel is the part of the Bible that we 
must be guided by is that it has a direct connection with the 
death of Jesus, but the Old law merely led up to the coming 
of the Lord. 

Would you want to make the death of Christ of no effect? 
Notice that Paul shows one would do this very thing if he 
should try to be saved by the commands in existence before 
the coming of Christ, Ga1.2;21, "I do not frustrate the grace 
of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ 
is dead in vain." More from this same writer to the effect 
that one cannot hold to Jesus and the Old Testament law at 
the same time, Gal. 5:14, "Christ has become of no effect 
unto you, whosoever of you are justified by the law; ye are 
fallen from grace."

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Article III of 

the Constitution of Texas be 
amended by adding a new sec-
tion thereto to be known as 
Section 49-e, as follows: 

"Section 49-e. The Parks and 
Wildlife Department, or its 
successor vested with the 
powers, duties, and authority 
which deals with the opera-
tion, maintenance, and im-
provement of State Parks, shall 
have the authority to provide 
for, issue and sell general ob-
ligation bonds of the State of 
Texas in an amount not to ex-
ceed Seventy-Five Million Dol-
lars ($75,000,000). The bonds 
authorized herein shall be 
called "Texas Park Develop-
ment Bonds," shall be executed 
in such form, denominations, 
and upon such terms as may

in any installment of any bonds, 
shall not exceed four and one-
half percent (9',t%) interest 
per annum; they may be issued 
in such installments as said 
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment, or its said successor, 
finds feasible and practical in 
accomplishing the purpose set 
forth herein. 

"All moneys received from 
the sale of said bonds shall be 
deposited in a fund hereby 
created with the State Treas-
urer to be known as the Texas 
Park Development Fund to be 
administered (without further 
appropriation) by the said 
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment, or its said successor, in 
such manner as prescribed by 
law.
