Council to discuss contract
to provide water to Spofford

The Brackettville City Council began contract
negotiations this week to provide water to the City
of Spofford.

“We have a document and we’re just trying to
present an outline of what will be a contract be-
tween the two cities for providing water to
Spofford,” City Attorney Pat Dodson said at
Tuesday’s regular meeting. “It’s just a working draft
for both sides.”

“I know everyone’s anxious to get a contract and
get things moving forward on both sides,” he added.

Officials from the City of Spofford had not seen
the draft prior to Tuesday’s meeting.

“Three big items that we have discussed that need
to be decided are the maximum volume of water
that the City of Spofford would be needing and the
City of Brackettville would be contracted to deliver,
the price to be paid for that water, and the term of
this contract,” Dodson said. “I think those are three
big items. .

Dodson said the City of Brackettville is consid-
ering a maximum volume of 1 million gallons per
month.

“Based on our understanding, Spofford should
never need that much water,” he said.

The City Council is seeking a short-term con-

Border Patrol rescues

11 aliens from boxcar

U.S. Border Patrol agents res-
cued 11 illegal aliens from a box-
car of an eastbound train stopped
near Spofford at approximately 6
a.m. Friday.

The agents opened the car and
found 11 Mexican citizens riding
in the locked car. All were hot and
tired, but breathing fine despite the
lack of air holes or vents in the
car. The agents reported the aliens
had no food or water.

Several of those rescued had =
been recruited in Sabinas,
Mexico, while the others had been
recruited at El Central Park in
Piedras Negras, Mexico. The
group had entered the United
States by wading across the Rio
Grande River near Eagle Pass.

According to the Mexican Na-
tionals, they were guided to some
railroad tracks where they waited
for several days until a train
stopped. At that time, the smug-
gler who recruited them loaded
them into the boxcar and locked
them inside, telling them he would
see them in San Antonio.

Border Patrol officials are con-
cerned about the life threatening
conditions to which smugglers
expose human beings. Tempera-
tures within these train containers
can reach levels of more than 150

“l believe the council feels that
they would like to charge the City
of Spofford at least what it’s cost-
ing the citizens of Brackettville.”

said.

“I know both cities have to prepare and live by a
budget on an annual basis. The charges involved
with providing water to the City of Spofford should
certainly be a part of the budget each year for the
City of Brackettville. There may be things that we
can’t even see right now that may influence the cost
of delivering water.”

After mimimum charges, the City of Brackett-
ville is charging its citizens $1.25 per thousand gal-
lons of water. Spofford is currently paying 75 cents
per thousand gallons to the Fort Clark Municipal
Utility District.

“I believe the council feels that they would like
to charge the City of Spofford at least what it’s cost-
ing the citizens of Brackettville,” Dodson said.

“The council has not made any decisions on any
of these terms,” he said. “These are things that were
discussed in executive session.”

The City Council will discuss the water contract
Monday night at 6 during a special meeting.

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The Kinney County Appraisal District
Board of Directors has voted to pursue the
purchase of the Kreiger Insurance building
to house the district’s office, which is cur-
rently located in the Las Moras Masonic

Lodge building.

In a letter to the taxing entities of Kinney
County, Appraisal District Board Chairman
Jimmy Bader said “owning the Kreiger
building will be a good economic invest-
ment.”

Chief Appraiser Joyce Fuentes said the

Appraisal District has paid approximately
$54,000 in rent to the Masonic Lodge over
the past 14 years.

Under the Texas Property Tax Appraisal
District guidelines. governing bodies of the
taxing units must approve the proposed pur-
chase.

The Kinney County Commissioners
Court, Brackett School Board and
Brackettville City Council all discussed the
issue at regular meetings this week, but
tabled the item because of lack of available

information.

According to Fuentes, the City of
Spofford passed a resolution in support of
the transaction.

The Appraisal District currently has a
15-year lease with the Masonic Lodge that
runs through Dec. 31, 2000.

A clause in the lease says that “either
party may terminate this lease agreement
by giving one year notice of termination in
writing.”

Fuentes said that the Appraisal District

has requested that the clause be waived.

The Masonic Lodge has not taken ac-
tion on the request.

Fuentes said that if the request is de-
nied to waive the one year notice, the Ap-
praisal District could pay the next year’s
rent with accumulated savings.

The Brackett School Board and the
Brackettville City Council will discuss the
issue at special meetings on Monday. The
Kinney County Commissioners has not yet
set an agenda for further discussion.

Kinney County Justice of the Peace John Ford
has refused to try any cases from the City of
Brackettville without an interlocal agreement be-
tween the two inteties “to protect the county and
the city.”

“I believe that there should be an interlocal
agreement between the City of Brackettville and
the J.P.’s office for J.P. services out of the county,”
Ford said at Monday’s regular Commissioners
Court meeting.

The county commissioners discussed an
interlocal agreement and asked Ford to have
County Attorney Tully Shahan look into the le-
galities of the issue.

City Secretary David Luna informed the City
Council of the situation at Tuesday’s regular meet-
ing.

Luna said Deputy Sheriff Bobby Guidry told
him Tuesday morning that Justice of the Peace
John Ford asked that his name not appear on any
future tickets given inside the city limits.
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J.P. refuses to try city cases

“I felt it would have been more appropriate if
the J.P. would have said something to the coun-
cil,” Luna said.

City and county officials both discussed Mayor
Carmen Berlanga’s role as a municipal judge.

The Local Government Code says: “In a gen-
eral-law city, the mayor is ex officio judge of the
municipal court unless the municipality by ordi-
nance authorizes the election of the judge or pro-
vides for the appointment and qualifications of the
judge.”

In February 1992, the City Council passed an
ordinance allowing the judge of the municipal court
to be appointed by the mayor with a majority vote
of the council.

The term of the municipal judge is for two years
and runs concurrently with the mayor’s position,
according to the ordinance.

The City Council will discuss the municipal
judge’s position and an interlocal agreement on
Monday at 6 p.m. at a special meeting at City
Hall.

Both taught fourth
grade last year.

Donaldson received her
bachelor’s degree from Texas Tech
University. She has six years of
experience, including three years
at Garland ISD in Rowlett, Texas,

two years at Mesquite ISD, and
one year at Dallas ISD.

Robinette, a graduate of
Abilene Christian University, has
worked eight years in the teach-
ing field. She was at Buena Vista
Elementary in Del Rio for four
years, East Texas Christian in
Tyler, Texas, for three years, and
at Christian Academy in St. Louis
for one year.

Morgan is a graduate of the
University of Michigan. She
taught at Mitchell Elementary in
Ann Arbor, Mich., last year.

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Council OKs
AD’s budget

The Brackettville City
Council approved the Kinney
County Appraisal District’s
budget Tuesday.

The proposed budget for
the Appraisal District is 4.18
percent higher than the cur-
rent budget, up from
$152,160 to $158.516.

The biggest increase in the
proposed budget is the line
item for service and mainte-
nance, which is proposed at
$21,000, up from $18.000.
The line item includes
$16,340 for computer soft-
ware maintenance.

The chief appraiser’s an-
nual salary remained $32,960,
while the bookkeeper’s salary
increased from $16,800 to
$17,304 and the clerk’s in-
creased from $11,290 to
$12,984.

one for the 32-plus years I’ve lived

here. Most of that time we had a
volunteer service manned by lo-
cal men.

In all those years, we never lost
a patient. There were cases of
massive strokes, massive heart
attacks and horrible accidents on
the highways.

There was a different concept
in those days. Ambulance service
had one motivation -- get the pa-
tient to the hospital as speedily as
possible.

Ambulances were not rolling
hospital rooms (even ICUs). At-
tendants were not amateur
wannabe doctors. =

When a call came, an ambu-
lance was there in a matter of min-
utes and on the way to the hospi-
tal post haste.

What a different game today.
It’s not uncommon (even with paid
attendants) for an ambulance to re-
quire 20 to 30 minutes to arrive
at the call. It’s not uncommon for
the attendant to take 15 to 20 min-
utes to fill out paper work before
even loading the patient. This is

all in the name of effective ser-
vice.

It’s a common practice for the
EMS to follow the fire truck on
call. On one occasion, there was
no need for the EMS, but some-
one found a cat and three atten-
dants cared for the cat. even giv-
ing it oxygen.

Recently, I had occasion to go
to Del Rio by ambulance. On this
occasion. the driver and attendants
were fast. efficient and model of
appropriate action.

I waited weeks for a bill. I fi-
nally-had a call from a collection
dgency in Austin as I remember.
He said he had filed with Medi-
care and they turned it down.

Why am I not surprised, I have
no Medicare coverage. He asked
about other insurance. I told him
to send me the bill and I would
pay it.

Weeks passed and [ received a
notice from my insurance com-
pany. He had filed four claims.
one for S$80. one for S70. one for
S20 and one for S4. All for one

ambulance ride to Del Rio.

On further checking, I found I
had been talking to a collection
agency (which according to my in-
formation gets 20 percent of all
the money that comes in).

I found the EMS does not bill
nor collect for services. It seems
we have an agency that likes to
play the big shot and continually
beg for more money.

With a local clinic and out-
standing hospital facilities 30 min-
utes away, we need an ambulance
service that is an emergency ser-
vice with one thing: in"mind --
transportation of the patient.

To pay exorbitant salaries to
highly qualified personnel to ob-
fuscate and delay the needs of
those in emergency situations is
ridiculous on the face of it.

To rip the taxpayers off to sus-
tain the game should never hap-
pen.

Thinking heads should look
carefully at the situation rather
than bow to dreamers with dollar
marks in their eyes.

Plowing backward on crop insurance

There’s a story Texans tell about the northern
fella who decided to go into farming and got his
tractor stuck in reverse. He unplowed three acres.

That pretty much describes what the U.S. De-
partment of Agriculture was planning to do with
the way it processes crop insurance claims this year.

Last month, the Department ot Agriculture’s Risk

§
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Management Agency proposed changing the rules
governing appraisal and adjustment procedures for
crop insurance policies on non-emerged seed re-
sulting from a lack of moisture. In layman’s lan-
guage, this means seeds that fail to grow due to
lack of rain.

The draft regulation would have deferred apprais-
als in such cases to 25 days after the final planting
date. During drought conditions, a seven-day ap-
praisal process has been the historical practice.

To me, this was just one more example of bu-
reaucratic excess, rushing to fix a problem without
first taking into account all the possible ramifica-
tions of a given action.,

We see it all the time. Federal regulators jump
the gun and step in, often making a situation worse.

[ heard from many Texas producers and insurers
who were extremely concerned about the possible
ramifications of the proposed change. These farm-
ers purchased 1998 policies in good faith, based on
their current understanding of how the program
works.

It would be grossly unfair to make substantive
changes in the administration of these policies now.
when the relevant sales closing dates have passed.
and when farmers have made critical business deci-
sions based on the original terms of the policies.

The agency asserts that the program is vulner-
able to abuse. If that is so. Congress and the De-
partment of Agriculture will need to work together
to correct it.

I intend to collaborate with the Department of
Agriculture to find the fairest and most reasonable
solution to any underlying problems with the fed-
eral crop insurance program. In the meantime. the
department’s Risk Management Agency has agreed
to my request to delay changing the procedures on
this year’s policies. That will give the USDA and
Congress time to revisit how policies can best be
structured to prevent these problems in the future.

A warning call
(Part IV)

The job of our armed forces is
to train, fight and win wars. If our
troops were called upon to fight a
war in the near future, we should
expect victory. But that victory
may cost us more than we are
willing to pay.

Winning a potential war with
our military in the condition it is
in today could cost us the lives of
many of our servicemen and
women. What it all comes down
to is: we are not properly prepared
to easily win a war.

We are not prepared on many
fronts. We are not prepared be-
cause we are unable to recruit suf-
ficient numbers of qualified men
and women to serve. We are not
prepared because good, well
trained men and women currently
serving are overworked, under
paid and getting out. We are not
prepared because the Defense
Department budget has been cut
every year for the past 14 years.

Most of the key components of
our military have deteriorated to
the point of danger. Recruitment,
retention, funding, morale and
readiness are down.

The only thing that is not down
is the number of deployments our
troops are sent on. Those have
actually increased.

This puts us in an increasingly
dangerous position. The main
function of our military is to fight
a war. But with all the peacekeep-
ing deployments we send our
troops on, they are simply too
busy these days to properly train
for combat.

We have become our own
worst enemy. We are not allow-
ing our military to do what it is
designed to do. Readiness to fight
a war is the most important com-
ponent in maintaining any mili-
tary.

We have readiness problems
that go beyond our over-deploy-
ment. We simply don’t have the
manpower we need. To make
matters worse, the Defense De-
partment does not have the money
it needs to fix aging equipment.

We cannot continue to let our
military deteriorate. We need to
increase the defense budget and
give our armed forces the tools
they need to do their jobs.

Recruitment. retention. fund-
ing. training and morale are all
married to readiness. If one of
these components is weak, our
readiness is compromised.

We cannot wait any longer. We
have to address these problems
immediately.

We cannot risk the lives of our
servicemen and women. We must
provide them the tools to do what
the military is designed to do --
train. fight and win wars.

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Trustees award bid
for academic wing

The Brackett School Board of Trustees approved
Greco Construction’s base bid of $1,090,000 for
the district’s new academic wing at Monday’s regular

meeting.

The school district received bids from five San
Antonio construction companies for the construc-
tion of the high school addition, all of which were
above the estimated cost of the project.

The estimated cost of the project was between
$800,000 and $1 million, while the proposals ranged

from $1,090,000 to $1,238,000.

Included in Greco Construction’s base bid was
$22,000 for individual thermostats in each of the
classrooms. Those funds will be put into a better-

ment fund.

“The purpose of the betterment fund is to pro-
vide a way of paying for unforseen costs that might
occur during the building process, Superintendent

Taylor Stephenson said.

Alternative proposals not included in the base
bid were $85,000 for science lab equipment, $17,000
for storage closets, and $12,500 for a parking lot.

“We are working on cost-cutting
ideas.

Francis Henry French was born in
Fort Wayne, Indiana on September 27,
1857. Deeply impressed from his youth
by the stirring deeds and stories told by
veterans of the Civil War, he realized his
ambition for a military career by enter-
ing the United States Military Academy

at West Point, New York, where he gradu-

ated 12th from the Class of 1879. He was
assigned as 2nd Lt. of “E” Company 19th
Infantry and came West. Following ser-
vice at Fort Garland, Colorado Territory
and Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, the regi-
ment moved to Fort Brown at Brownsville,
Texas, where Lt. French was detailed as
the Regimental Adjutant. In December of
1882, the 19th Infaniry was posted to Fort
Clark.

At Fort Clark, on January 1. 1883.
Lt. French began diaries, which he faith-
Sfudly maintained for the next 30 years.

Friday, July 16, 1886

Went out for usual ride early
this morning and enjoyed it thor-
oughly. Could not fish. After
breakfast climbed up to top of
bluff in rear of the house from
which place had a splendid view
of surrounding country. Mr.
Garrett got out his camera and
made several views around the
place, taking two groups of us in
front of the tents. It was very kind
in him to make these mementos
of the trip. Played cards until
lunch and a while afterwards and
then dozed. read “Silas Lapham™
and talked. Took usual delightful

.boat ride with Mamie and Mabel.

The moon was full tonight and
made a beautiful effect on the
water. Then all went to the
Garretts and had bread & butter,
coffee and cake, refreshments that
were very much enjoyed. Sat
there singing and talking until
quite late. The month is half gone
and soon it will be time for me to
start.

Saturday, July 17, 1886

For the last time got up early
and had my usual enjoyable boat
ride. After breakfast Mr. Garrett
went with Mabel, Mamie and
myself out on the lake and made
two views of the lake and boat.
Sat around chatting until noon.
After lunch packed up and pre-
pared to start back to the post. Had
dinner early and at four o’clock
bade good-bye to Mr. and Mrs.
Garrett with a great deal of re-
gret. They have been very kind
and hospitable and seem to feel
sorry that we had to return. If the
forage for the animals had not
given out we would have re-
mained until tomorrow. The ride
back was made more quickly than
going out. About 5 miles out we
met Gen. and Mrs. Smith in their
carriage. Rode over to their house
to unload the ambulance and then
returned to quarters, found Ives
going to the store with some la-
dies and learned that my mail was
in his desk. Found a letter &
bundle of papers from home. let-
ters from Capt. Vance and from
Mallory line agent about state-
room. Capt. Vance was unable to
lend me the $500 to pay Hewitt
but thinks he will have it in the
Fall. At tattoo met Guard, Geary
& Leefe. “K™ Co. came up yes-
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For those teens that read this
column, I’m not a good driver.
I always have many other things
on my mind than what I am do-
ing. I must focus on driving
myself.

I do think that generally the
teenagers drive better than folks
my age do. They are just in a
hurry. Slow down. Drive safely.

Received order
through the office detailing me as
a member of a general court, and
three cases for the garrison court
to try. Wrote on letter home be-
fore lunch and had a pleasant call
from Capt. Leefe. Completed let-
ter after lunch and also wrote to
Capt. Vance telling him of
Geary’s offer. After dinner exam-
ined prisoners for trial tomorrow
and notified members of court. Sat
a while with Mrs. Lyster. Then
put on citizen clothes and went to
chapel, escorting Mrs. Hall home.
Went over to Gen. Smith’s after-
wards and sat there some time.
Mrs. Merrill and Mrs. Hall came
there. Escorted them home and sat
with Mrs. Hall a short time.
Monday, July 19, 1886
Succeeded in qualifying two
more marksmen and in getting
several other legs at 300 yds. and
then took charge of the 1000 yds.
firing while Col. Lyster went in
for breakfast. Mail brought a let-
ter from home which shows that
the commissioner to take the tes-
timony in Father’s case has set
next Friday for the hearing. Hope
& pray that the factory will win.
Went to the guard house after
breakfast and then at 10 o’clock
met on the general court, but had
a short session on account of ab-
sence of witnesses. Tried three
men before the garrison court
immediately afterwards. After
lunch wrote up proceedings of tri-
als and took a cool bath. In the
evening went over with Geary to
call on the Leefes but found only
the little girls at home. Stayed
there a while and then called on
Mrs. Hammond. After tattoo went
down to the store with Geary.
Wrote a letter today to the Mallory
acent to engage the stateroom.
" Tuesday, July 20, 1886
Did not have much success at
600 & 500 yds. this morning scor-
ing only one leg. Afterwards went
over to 1000 yd. range but did not
have to wait there long. After
breakfast went down to the

Q.M.’s to have some blank forms
for court martial proceedings
printed. Then to the guard house
& hospital for prisoners and then
to the Library where tried four
men before the garrison court.
Mail brought a letter from Father
about his suit.and one:from-the
Auditor with a statement of dif-
ferences. He shows a stoppage of
about $80 for extra duty pay to
men in the C.S. Dept. at Brown.
This is contrary to custom and will
cause a great deal of hardship
throughout the Army. Wrote an
O.B. to the Commissary Sergt. at
Brown to straighten it out if pos-
sible and asking him to send me
copies of the orders detailing the
men as [ intend to make the of-
ficer pay who ordered the men on
extra duty.

out wildlife by picking up a fawn,
believing it to be orphaned, tak-
ing in small birds or maybe a
young racoon or rabbit that they
found in or near their yard.

As I mentioned last week, hu-
man intervention almost always
does more harm than good. In
some cases the harm can go both
ways.

There are several reasons for
not taking in a wild animal or ap-
proaching one that appears sick or
injured. First of all, it is illegal to
possess certain wild animals. Sec-
ond, wild animals in general carry
many kinds of parasites, such as
fleas and ticks, and diseases, such
as anthrax, distemper, and rabies.
The fleas and ticks themselves can
transfer diseases to humans.

Many people, myself includgd,
enjoy watching the many specics
of wildlife that we have in Kin-
ney County, some that will ven-
ture into or even live in our own
back yards.

Most of us are fascinated at be-
ing able to be so close to these
animals. Yet there are people that
have problems with some animals

being too close, that are taking up
residence with them.

Many people have problems
with' racoons, possums, skunks,
and other critters around their
homes as these animals search for
food and a place to raise their
young. They get into trash cans
or take up residence under the
house.

There are a few things that can
be done to lessen your chances of
an encounter with these animals.

First of all, don’t throw food
scraps out the back door. Don’t
leave dog or cat food in dishes in
the yard overnight. Buy garbage
cans with locking lids or use a
bungie cord or strap to hold the
lid on the can. Store dog and cat
food in the same kinds of contain-
ers, preferably in the garage or
store room.

Wildlife can smell these food
odors and will be attracted to your
house for supper. In some cases,
they will do damage to doors or
screens to get to it.

Also close up holes under
fences, houses, and outside stor-
age areas to prevent these animals

from setting up housekeeping. Try
using mothballs in certain areas
to discourage these animals from
coming around. Of course, don’t
use mothballs in the yard if small
children play there.

Despite all of this, you will still
see or have these animals near
your home. They have lived in
these wooded areas long before we
came along and it is impossible to
catch and remove them all.

Also keep your pets in your
yard away from wild animals.
Don’t allow your cats and dogs to
roam freely around the neighbor-
hood. They can come in contact,
or even fight, with a sick animal
and bring many diseases right into
your home, if they even come
back home.

Remember to have all of your
pets vaccinated against rabies ev-
ery year. The cost of the shots is
small compared to the cost and
pain of being treated for exposure
to rabies.

By remembering and following
these few tips, we can better live
with and enjoy the wildlife that is
so abundant here.

“Thq only hope for America is a spiritual
awakening.” This message is ringing out from
border to border and coast to coast.

A young man on a college campus said,
“These professors know their subjects but they
do not know the world.” How very true.

It is absolutely stunning to recount the num-
ber of crimes across this country. Crime, how-
ever, is only one of our problems.

Someone said this week, “Too many people
have grown up in a give-me atmosphere.”
Someone has said the true symbol of America
is the $1 bill.

To seek wealth for its own sake is a one-
way street leading to the destruction of the
soul. A man, justifying his lack of ethics in
business told me, “Business is business you
know.”

The Bible says, “The chief end of man is to
glorify God.” This is not for God’s benefit,
but for man.

Perhaps the greatest problem in America
is the lack of a Christian attitude in and to-
wards the home. Lack of parental respect,
though the fault of the parent, is at the heart
of most of the social problems of our land.

Children have come to be allowed to tell
the parents rather than ask. Advertising and
the news media point the way for children to
demand from parents rather than be obedient
to them. :

Politicians, beginning with Mr. and Mrs.
President and the V.P., continually prate about
the children. The tobacco stand by many poli-

ticians tries to lay the problem on “the chil-
dren” to camouflage a gigantic tax grab from
middle class America.

If children smoke, carry guns, smoke mari-
juana, etc., this is a parent’s problem. Big
brother in Washington should keep his nose
out of it.

Nowhere is the debasing of America more
apparent than in the culture sag. The symphony
orchestra has been largely replaced by heavy
metal and concerts of obscenity. The waltz has
been replaced by erotic and obscene contor-
tions. Modern art has been said to be night-
marish astigmatism.

Tax dollars are being used to fund obscen-
ity at its worst.

‘sitcoms,’ they have become ‘sexcoms.’ ” The
“soaps” are a panoply of immorality and ev-
ery kind of sexual and criminal deviates.

The State Board of Education is to be highly
commended for selling its Disney stock. If
more thinking stockholders do this, things will
improve.

The modern day trend to psychiatry and
“councilors” is a case of dumbing down of
people to bow before fanciful mental gymnas-
tics to seek to blame every aberration on some-
one or some situation (and now some gene)
rather than the culprit.

Western man was once stimulated and up-
lifted by religion. Today even much of his re-
ligion has become secularized.

Church standards have been lowered. In too
many cases, accepting the immoral practice
of the homosexual and lesbian has become
rampant.

Christians ideals have been largely thrown
on the garbage heap. A watered down Chris-
tianity is too often acceptable. Even a watered
down Christ and his teachings is too often ac-
ceptable.

From Christianity, came hospitals, orphan-
ages, education, care for senior citizens. In
fact, every commendable practice and institu-
tion came from Christianity.

All America needs to open eyes, minds and
hearts and see and know and practice the teach-
ings of God.

Texas Department of Health urges swimmers
to be cautious in rivers, lakes, stagnant water

With the temperature rising and few signs
of rain drops coming, more and more people
look to cool off at outdoor water spots.

But as the heat goes up and the water lev-
els in rivers, lakes, ponds and streams go
down, the potential for health problems grows.

“You can look at the problems associated
with swimming in fresh water like a pyramid,”
said James Perdue of the Infectious Disease
Epidemiology and Surveillance Division of the
Texas Department of Health (TDH).

“At the broad bottom, you have a lot of
microorganisms and bacteria that can cause
such mild problems as ear infections,
swimmer’s itch or intestinal diseases,” he said.
“At the top point, you have the very danger-
ous but relatively rare problems such as pri-
mary amebic meningoencephalitis.”

This infection, also known as PAM, is
caused by a common microorganism found in
most all untreated surface water and all types
of soil.

It is the combination of lower water levels,
high water temperature and stagnant or slow
moving water that produces the problem, Per-

due said.

During drought and high temperature con-
ditions, concentrations of the amoebas increase
as they feed on the bacteria in the warm wa-
ter. The organisms thrive at temperatures
above 80 degrees F but do not multiply at
temperatures below 40 degrees F.

Infection occurs when water containing the
organisms is forcefully inhaled -- usually from
diving, jumping or underwater swimming --
and infects the brain.

Although the infection is rare, affecting

only about one person a year, for those in-
fected death occurs usually within a week.

Symptoms of the infection include severe
headache. high fever, stiff neck, nausea, vom-
iting, seizures and hallucinations as the con-
dition worsens. People who are infected do
not infect others.

Swimming pools properly cleaned, main-
tained and treated with chlorine generally are
safe as is salt water.

TDH offers these recommendations to
avoid infection:

B Never swim in stagnant water. Take “No
Swimming” signs seriously.

B Hold your nose or use plugs when jump-

ing into water.

B Swim in properly maintained pools when
possible.

B Keep wading pools clean and change the
water daily.

B Wash open skin cuts and scrapes with
clean water and soap.

B Avoid swallowing water when swim-
ming.

B Use ear plugs, swim goggles or masks if
you tend to get ear or eye infections.

To help keep potential sources of infection
out of recreational water:

B Shower before swimming.

W Take your children to the restroom fre-
quently.

B Children who are not toilet trained should
wear a swimsuit or rubber pants over diapers
designed to prevent leaks. Check diapers fre-
quently.

Perdue said that even more common dan-
gers associated with lakes and rivers include
injuries from diving into waters that hide rocks
and debris or into waters that are too shallow,
using alcohol or drugs and leaving children
unattended.

Significant bond, indemnification and insurance requirements will be placed on the suc-
cessful respondent, including the provision of performance and payment bonds. All contract
requirements of the Request for Proposal Specifications and Section 351.103 of the Local
Government Code (V.T.C.A.) will be required to be agreed to and met by the successful
respondent.

The financing proposal shall provide for lease-purchase of the Facility by the County, with
an option to purchase, and transfer of title upon payment of all lease payments. The County
shall have no liability or cost for the Facility financing except to the extent of prisoner housing
contract revenues actually generated by the Facility. The financing proposal shall include all
costs of planning, financing, design, construction, equipping, furnishing and start-up of the
Facility, including all costs of land and professional fees.

Operation and management will be required to be in conformance with the rules and
regulations of the Texas Commission on Jail Standards, the Operation and Management
Agreement between the successful respondent and the County, and rules of jurisdictions
housing prisoners at the Facility to the extent made applicable by the terms of the prisoner
housing contracts with those jurisdictions. The term of any operation and management agree-
ment shall be in conformance with the requirements of the Internal Revenue Code and appli-
cable Revenue Bulletins and regulations to the extent necessary to preserve tax-exempt
status for interest paid on the financing. The compensation for the operation and manage-
ment of the Facility will be paid on the basis of a per prisoner, per day fee, payable solely out
of the revenues of the Facility, and from no other source.

Design of the facility must be by an architectural firm proposed by the respondent and
approved by the Commissioners Court which has significant experience in the design of
detention facilities. The design and construction of the Facility must be in accordance with
the standards of the Texas Commission on Jail Standards, and the successful respondent
must obtain all required approvals and certifications of the Texas Commission on Jail Stan-
dards. Respondents shall present a firm bid for the construction, equipping, and furnishing of
the Facility in accordance with the requirements of the Request for Proposal Specifications.

The successful respondent will be required to provide all development and project man-
agement services necessary to assure timely financing, design and construction of the Facil-
ity in accordance with the successful proposal, the plans and specifications, applicable con-
tracts, and the project budget.

The County will not obligate its funds or tax revenues to pay for any component of this
project, including the operation and management of the Facility, and the sole source of
funding for repayment of financing, operation and management or other associated costs
and expenses shall be the revenues actually generated by the Facility and received. The
financing shall not be a debt or obligation of the County, and, upon termination of or default
on the financing, the County must have no liability or obligation for repayment of the financ-

ing.

The Kinney County Commissioners Court reserves the right to reject any or all proposals,

or to select the proposal most advantageous to the County, and reserves the right to waive
any irregularity in the proposals received.
