Paying o ff 
the debt

Last month, our government 
did something it hasn’t done since 
before the television was invented 
— it paid off some of the national 
debt.

In one swoop, a billion dollars 
was knocked right off the top, and 
another billion was trimmed off a 
week later.

Although this event went pretty 
much unnoticed, it was a momen­
tous occasion for we Americans 
who fought long and hard to slow 
government spending, erase the 
deficit and put our country on 
sounder financial footing.

But before fiscally conservative 
lawmakers began overseeing the 
federal budget in 1995, you would 
have been laughed straight out of 
Washington for believing such a 
thing could happen. Well, it did, 
and here’s how we’re going to 
keep the ball rolling:

The debt — at $5.7 trillion to­
day — will continue to be reduced 
by following a simple mathemati­
cal process. Keeping the brakes 
on government overspending al­
lows the economy to grow, help­
ing to increase our federal budget 
surplus.

By reforming and reducing 
high taxes, we can help put even 
more money into the economy, 
and increase the surplus even 
more. That surplus can be used to 
further pay off the debt. It can also 
be used to address national emer­
gencies, like the terrible situation 
our military is in.

That’s what we’ve done by 
keeping government spending an­
chored to a conservative, smart 
rate of growth. The bureaucracy 
is still too big, but we have made 
progress in trimming dead-weight 
and useless programs from the 
budget. However, we still have a 
long row to hoe.

A couple of weeks ago, the 
Washington Times reported that 
more than half of federal employ­
ees perform work that “is not in­
herently governmental in nature. ” 
In other words, they’re doing 
work that could and should be 
done by private citizens and not 
financed with your tax dollars.

The sun needs to set on such 
things. Recently, the House laid 
out the federal government’s fi­
nancial blueprint for the next sev­
eral years. It makes sure that So­
cial Security contributions go only 
to Social Security. It also increases 
defense funding, cuts more waste­
ful spending, and uses the savings 
to pay down $3.6 trillion of the 
national debt.

What does that mean to you? It 
means you’ll pay lower interest 
rates for your next car, house or 
personal loan. At the same time, 
our budget will eliminate the mar­
riage penalty tax and eliminate the 
death tax, which hurts so many 
family-owned small businesses, 
farms, and ranches. Our plan also 
makes it easier for parents to put 
aside extra savings for their 
children’s education.

You see, the federal budget is 
more than just numbers. It’s even 
more than our taxes and spend­
ing. Every page of that document 
relates to how much of our own 
money we can keep. That means 
it affects our future and the what 
the future will look like for our 
children.

State climatologists : 60 percent chance drought will continue

Every second counts in an 
emergency, so do what you can 
by taking a Spanish-language 
Adult CPR class.

Some old timers are already 
saying the current drought is 
worse than the drought of 1955. 
But according to historical 
records, it’s not quite that bad. 
Texas Climatologist John Nielsen- 
Gammon says the current drought 
will only be comparable if it does 
not rain for another two months. 
He says there is a 60 percent 
chance the drought will continue, 
based on the strength of La Nina. 
Extension Forage Specialist Larry 
Redmon says producers should 
prepare for a very long drought. 
He says they should reduce stock­
ing rates and inputs, and consider 
drilling wells. By definition, 
droughts last a decade or more. 
Current data suggest this is the 
early middle of a drought.

Game species affected 
Dry weather, Texans have seen 

plenty, and there more to come. 
Extension Wildlife Specialist Dale 
Rollins says the drought is affect­
ing even the hardiest wildlife. He 
says quail are the hardest hit. The 
drought has limited food and nest­
ing habitat in more areas. Quail 
must search for food longer, in­
creasing their exposure to preda­
tors. Rollins says that turkeys are 
faring somewhat better. Nesting 
cover for turkeys is not affected 
as much. He says if it rains soon, 
the upcoming spring turkeys, sea­
son could be satisfactory. Rollins 
says the drought facilitated deer 
hunting by making com feeders a 
big attraction during the dry sea­
son. This left them more exposed 
to hunters. Rollins urges ranch­
ers to remember the wildlife when

times get tough. If livestock are 
being fed in a dry lot, he recom­
mends confining them and letting 
the wildlife have what is left in 
larger pastures. And as ranchers 
reduce their stocking rates, they 
can leave watering areas for wild­
life to use.

Key to survival 
With Texas ranchers enduring 

a third drought season in 4 years. 
Extension Range Specialist Larry 
White says it’s a critical time for 
evaluating pasture management 
practices. He says the current dry 
cycle may last for up to 10 years, 
so protecting forage resources 
through reduced stocking rates is 
essential. However, the amount of 
reduction necessary depends on 
the producer’s current situation. 
A healthy pasture may have some 
bare ground. But the majority 
should have stubble three to six 
inches high. White says there 
should be even more if producers 
are continuing to graze livestock, 
because pasture growth is not ex­
pected until April or May. Pro­
ducers who have already made 
stocking rate adjustments may be 
able to maintain the reduced herd 
size, if they receive rainfall soon. 
However, White says even re­
duced stocking rates may be too 
high for producers that are already 
in trouble. He says those produc­
ers should eliminate their entire 
herd. The danger of overgrazing 
is losing important resources like 
rainfall and soil. A higher percent­
age of rainfall runs off overgrazed 
pastures, and with excess mnoff 
comes excess soil erosion. White

says pasture management deci­
sions should always take drought 
into account. He recommends a 
regular forage monitoring system, 
where forage supply is evaluated 
three times a year.

Third drought 
The Texas Agriculture indus­

try is facing a crisis situation. 
Texas farmers and ranchers are 
enduring their third drought in 
four years. Extension Agronomist 
Travis Miller says 91 percent of 
the state’s winter wheat crop is in 
fair to very poor condition. West 
Texas wheat is dying, and much 
of it didn’t come up at all. Miller 
says livestock producers have 
been the hardest hit. Stock tanks 
are drying up in many counties. 
Seventy one percent of the state’s 
ranges and pastures are in poor to 
very poor condition. Cattle prices 
are higher than a year ago. But 
ranchers will lose money by be­
ing forced to sell off herds because 
of a lack of water and forage. Sev­
enty five Texas counties have been 
given disaster declarations and are 
eligible for disaster assistance. 
The Texas Department of Agri­
culture is providing drought infor­
mation assistance packets. Farm­
ers and ranchers may receive a 
copy by calling the agency’s state 
drought coordinator Bill Breeze at 
(512) 463-7517.

Risk management 
A risk management program 

helping producers make sound fi­
nancial planning decisions is also 
serving as an aid during the peri­
ods of drought. Extension econo­
mist Joe Outlaw says the Finan­

cial and Risk Management Assis­
tance Program is a planning tool 
aimed at helping both farmers and 
ranchers become better managers 
and marketers. With the assistance 
of a computer software programs. 
Extension Economists input every 
aspect of a producer’s operation 
and calculate a risk component 
prior to making a costly financial 
decision. The program takes into 
consideration market conditions as 
well as past yields to help give the 
producer an expected average re­
turn on investment. He says all of 
the information is put into a model 
and linked with forecasts from dif­
ferent groups. This can help 
project what the financial condi­
tion of the farm or ranch will be 
in the future. The program will 
help the producer analyze a num­
ber of alternatives. Those include 
keeping replacement heifers and 
building back the herd over time. 
Also a farmer looking to install a 
$60,000 irrigation system could 
have his plan evaluated. Outlaw 
says the analysis would help them 
decide if they can afford it. Eor 
ranchers, the assistance program 
can also be a valuable tool when 
facing a drought situation. It’s re­
ally about the comparison between 
the present and the future. Out­
law says it won’t tell them real­
ity, but will give farmers a good 
understanding of what they should 
do.

Smith said television, radio, and 
billboard public service announce­
ments and more than 250,000 
pieces of public awareness mate­
rials for schools, social service 
agencies, law enforcement and 
youth related organizations are 
aimed at bringing the troubled 
youth problem to a wider public 
attention and to make youths and 
parents more aware of the services 
aYailable,_.,, .
“Many of today’s youth who are 
lonely or angry do not have con­
structive ways of venting their 
frustrations,” states Smith. “We

offer a safe, non threatening en­
vironment where callers can dis­
cuss their problems with someone 
who will listen and not judge 
them. Hotline callers are urged to 
seek ongoing guidance and sup­
port from trusted adults, school 
faculty, or local social service 
agencies.”
“Our goal is to help minimize 
problems at home or school and 
prevent youth from becoming in­
volved in delinquent, self-destruc­
tive behavior, ” explains Smith.

Protect your rights! 
"Render" your taxable 
property by April 17th.

A "rendition" is a report to the appraisal district that lists all 
the taxable property you owned or controlled on January 
1 St of this year. The rendition form is available at your local 
appraisal district office... or you may draft a similar form.

Who must file a rendition?
You must file a rendition if you own tangible personal prop­
erty that is used to produce income— such as the inventory 
and equipment used by a business.

Are there any advantages to you?
The advantages of filing a rendition are:

^  You give your opinion of your property's value. If the 
appraisal district believes the value is higher, it must 
notify you in writing of the higher value and explain 
how you can protest that value to the appraisal review 
board.

O' You record your correct mailing address so your tax 
bills will go to the right address. If your bill is mailed to 
the wrong address, the law still holds you responsible 
for paying your taxes on time or paying extra charges 
for late payments.

You can also file a "report of decreased value" to no­
tify the appraisal district of significant depreciation of 
the value of your property in 1999. The district will 
look at your property before assigning a value in 2000.

What's the deadline?
The last day for filing 2000 renditions is April 17. Call your 
appraisal district for the last date the rendition may be post­
marked, if mailing. You can get an extra 15 days if you ask 
for it in writing by the April 17 deadline.

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Texas health officials report decline in number of TB cases
Tuberculosis is an ancient dis­

ease that knows no borders.
According to data released re­

cently by the Texas Department 
of Health, the number of TB cases 
in Texas declined 9.4 percent in 
1999 from the previous year to 
1,649.

This decrease continues a 
ownward trend from the recent 
peak of 2,542 cases reported in 
1994. The proportion of those 
with tuberculosis who are foreign 
born however, is rising - almost 
double from 20 percent of those 
with TB in Texas in 1993 to 39.3 
percent in 1999.

“Our large urban areas and sev­
eral counties along the Texas- 
Mexico border bear a great bur­
den of tuberculosis,” said Dr. 
William R. Archer, Texas Com­
missioner of Health.

“Tuberculosis does not exist in 
isolation. We cannot seal our 
state’s borders. We live in the 
world community of trade, travel 
and displaced people and the 
world’s forecast for tuberculosis 
is deadly without a great coordi­
nated effort.”

Dr. Nils Daulaire, president of 
the Global Health Council, has 
stated that the effects of health 
problems transcend nations’ bor­
ders. “There is no ‘them’ in glo­
bal health,” he told the 1999 Glo­
bal Health Council Conference 
attendees. “Only us. We cannot 
be a strong world unless we are a 
healthy world. ”

While TB is the number one 
killer in the world - 2 to 3 million 
people each year accounting for 
more than one-quarter of all pre­
ventable adult deaths in develop­
ing countries - the disease in the 
United States occurs mainly in 
well-defined risk groups and geo­
graphic areas.

“Unfortunately, it is the most 
difficult cases that are left to 
treat,” said Charles Wallace of 
TDH’s Tuberculosis Elimination 
Division. “TB carries a stigma. 
In some cultures, tuberculosis is 
a bad word and the disease is hot 
discussed. We in Texas face lan­

guage barriers in dealing with 
TB.”

Tuberculosis is a contagious 
disease, especially damaging to 
the lungs. People with active TB 
spread the bacteria through the air 
when they cough, sneeze or talk. 
The disease is not usually trans­
mitted on clothing, bedding or 
other items touched by those with 
active tuberculosis. But left un­
treated, each person with active 
TB may infect up to 15 people a 
year. Many others are infected 
with TB but will not get sick or 
be infectious.

“People may die from tuber­
culosis or they may remain ill a 
long time, infecting others,” 
Wallace said. “There is a huge 
pool of people infected with TB, 
more than one million in Texas. ”

Highest risk groups in Texas 
include people born in a foreign 
country, substance abusers, those 
with HIV infection, inmates in 
correctional facilities, people with 
diabetes and the homeless.

Symptoms include a persistent 
cough, fever, weight loss, night 
sweats, constant tiredness and loss 
of appetite.

Some people with active tuber­
culosis will have only mild symp­
toms. Those with advanced cases 
may cough up blood. Checks for 
TB include a tuberculin test to 
show if a person is infected, chest 
x-ray to show if the lungs have 
been damaged, and a sputum test 
to show TB germs.

Stopping or slowing tubercu­
losis in Texas acts as a firewall 
for 18 other states, Wallace said, 
especially among migrant work­
ers. Texas supports a tracking and 
TB treatment completion project 
called TB-Net that follows migrant 
workers from clinic to clinic.

Tuberculosis usually can be 
cured with a regiment of antibiot­
ics over the course of many 
months. After about two weeks of 
treatment, people usually are not 
infectious. A major problem is the 
development of multi-drug resis­
tant TB (MDR-TB), often caused 
by partial or inconsistent treat­

ment, when patients do not take 
all their drugs or when they re­
ceive the wrong treatment. People 
with MDR-TB can pass on the 
same drug-resistant TB germs to 
others.

One strategy used in Texas to 
try to prevent MDR-TB from oc­
curring is directly observed 
therapy or DOT.

With DOT, an outreach or pub­
lic health worker visits each pa­
tient to watch that patient take 
every dose of TB medicine until 
the treatment is complete. These 
treatments may be anywhere from 
two to 10 times a week, often for 
months.

The World Health Organiza­
tion (WHO) estimates that be­
tween now and the year 2020, 
nearly one billion people will be 
newly infected, 200 million will

get sick and 70 million will die 
from TB if control is not strength­
ened.

More than one-third of the 
world’s population is infected 
with TB. Most of these people are 
not infectious and will not become 
sick.

But up to 10 percent may de­
velop tuberculosis during their 
lifetime. HIV infection in particu­
lar, is accelerating the spread of 
TB. In people with weakened im­
mune systems, TB germs can be­
come active and multiply.

According to the U.S. Centers 
for Disease Control and Preven­
tion (CDC), TB has to be fought 
globally to protect locally. A re­
port from CDC’s Division of Tu­
berculosis Elimination states “In 
an era marked by increased in­
ternational travel and a global

marketplace, no region of the 
world is immune from outside in­
fluences. International collabora­
tion will be essential to eliminate 
TB. TB does not stop at the U.S. 
border and neither can prevention 
efforts.”

Several projects along the bor­
der with Mexico attempt to ad­
dress the multi-national problems 
of tuberculosis.

The international workgroup 
Ten Against TB includes Texas, 
New Mexico, Arizona, California 
and six states in Mexico, The goal 
is to coordinate activities, author­
ity, resources and TB programs 
on both sides of the border.

The United States Agency for 
International Development 
(USAID) is putting $16 million 
into the TB fight along the U.S.- 
Mexico border. This year, S3 mil­

lion will facilitate binational infor­
mation exchange systems in six 
brder states.

Another $13 million will be 
available between 2001 and 
2004.Other binational programs 
include three projects along the 
Texas-Mexico border. Juntos Bi­
national Tuberculosis Project in­
cludes the sister cities of El Paso 
an Ciudad Juarez, Chihuahua, 
exico; Los Dos Laredos connects 
Laredo with Nuevo Laredo, 
Tamaulipas, Mexico and McAllen 
with Reynosa, Tamaulipas,

Binational cooperation results 
in an openness between Texas and 
Mexico and a strengthening of 
local systems,” Archer said. “Re­
lationships, friendship and work­
ing together will create the change 
needed for handling tuberculosis.”

Jose, Emily favorite names in Texas for 
booming number of babies born in 1998

Texas residents had more ba­
bies in 1998 than in any other year 
since births were first recorded in 
the state in 1903, according to the 
Bureau of Vital Statistics at the 
Texas Department of Health 
(TDH)'. Those 342,199 infants 
were more likely to be called Jose 
if a boy and Emily if a girl than 
by any other names.

These two names lead the list 
of the 10 most popular names for 
all Texas children born in 1998, 
the last year for which complete 
statistics are available. Those 
names will likely be around for a 
while.

Overall life expectancy for a 
baby bom in Texas in 1998 was 
76.5 years. A male infant born 
that year could expect to live 73.5 
years while a female infant’s life 
expectancy was 79.5 years. Also, 
females had a higher life expect­
ancy than male infants in all ra­
cial and ethnic groups.

Jose also heads the list of most 
popular boy names for Hispanic 
infants, with Jennifer the favorite

State officials urge Turkey hunters to be wary of ticks
A little on the Wildlife side 
By Henry Lutz

AUSTIN, Texas — Unwary 
turkey hunters could carry more 
than a trophy gobbler out of the 
woods this spring. State officials 
are urging anyone spending time 
afield in the months ahead to take 
precautions against disease-car­
rying ticks.

“Millions of outdoor enthusi­
asts head afield in Texas each 
year,” said Bryan Richards, a 
wildlife biologist with TPW who 
contracted Lyme disease in Wis­
consin several years ago.

“While the exact number of 
tick-borne illnesses in humans is 
unknown, it is probably less than 
one thousand per year. It’s not a 
reason to stay home, but it is a 
reason to become informed and 
take reasonable precautions, 
which is what we’re advocating 
here.

“With common sense and dili­
gence, you can have a safe time 
outdoors in Texas.”

A bite from an infected tick can 
cause illnesses such as Lyme dis­
ease, Rocky Mountain spotted fe­
ver and human ehrlichiosis. Ticks 
are especially prevalent in 
wooded, brushy and grassy areas.

“Turkey hunting increases your 
chances of exposure to ticks. 
Hunters are walking through the 
woods and sitting for extended 
periods on the ground up against 
a tree,” added Richards. “Aware­
ness and precaution are a hunter’s 
two greatest allies.”

According to the Texas Depart­
ment of Health (TDH), Lyme dis­
ease is the most frequently diag­
nosed tick-borne disease in the 
nation and in Texas, with more 
than 1,680 possible cases reported 
in this state since 1990.

Lyme disease is a bacterial in­
fection that can cause severe skin, 
joint, heart and nervous system 
problems if it is not diagnosed and 
treated early. Named after the 
town of Lyme, Conn., where it 
was first described in 1976, the 
disease usually begins with flu-like

symptoms such as fatigue, head­
ache, fever, stiff neck and joint 
pain.

Occasionally there may be skin 
lesions or rashes, usually in the 
shape of a bulls-eye spreading 
outward from the site of the tick 
bite.

Julie Rawlings of the Infectious 
Disease Epidemiology and Sur­
veillance Division at TDH points 
to the Lone Star tick, common 
throughout the southern and cen­
tral United States, as one to watch 
for.

“In Texas, this is the tick likely 
to carry diseases,” she said. 
“People usually are infected April 
through June, months when the 
Lone Star tick is most active.”

Richards noted that Lone Star 
ticks, especially the nymphal stage 
ticks which are active in the 
spring, are much smaller than 
common dog and cattle ticks and 
can go unnoticed without careful 
inspection. In their larval and 
nymphal stages, they are no big-

ger than a pinhead. Adult ticks are 
slightly larger.

“Ticks can attach to any part 
of the human body but often at­
tach to the more hidden and hairy 
areas such as the groin, beltline, 
ankles, armpits and scalp.” 

Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention (CDC) research in 
the eastern United States indicates 
that, for the most part, ticks trans­
mit Lyme disease to humans dur­
ing the nymphal stage, probably 
because nymphs are more likely 
to feed on a person and are rarely 
noticed because of their small size, 
less than 2 millimeters or 1/12 
inch.

Thus, the nymphs typically 
have ample time to feed and trans­
mit the infection. Ticks are most 
likely to transmit infection after 
two or more days of feeding, but 
are capable of transmitting disease 
organisms within a few hours.

Next week we will look at pre­
vention and what to do if you are 
bitten by a tick.

Superintendent gives Rotarians 
overview of school budget

Superintendent Taylor 
Stephenson presented the program 
for the weekly luncheon meeting 
on March 30. He presented an 
overview of the Brackett ISD bud­
get and called our attention to the 
major problems confronting the 
district for the school year 2000- 
2001.

The district is appealing the 
local value assigned by the State 
Com ptroller which is 
$93,389,222, a figure Stephenson 
believes to be based on inaccurate 
information. The district would 
lose $375,000 next year if the ap­
peal is not won.

Another problem is the cost of 
insurance which has skyrocketed. 
Despite the district providing $100 
per month (raised $15 a month this 
year), the cost of insurance is 
about $160,000 a month which 
puts it out of the range of 
affordability for most of the lower 
paid employees.

Stephenson reported that the 
March figures on enrollment were 
399 in Jones Elementary (PK-6), 
94 in Brackett Middle School (jun­
ior high) which consists of grades 
7 and 8, and 188 students are in 
Brackett High School (grades 9- 
12). Thirteen students attend Al­
ternative School in Academic Re­
covery. Special Education stu-

dents include 43 in elementary, 31 
in middle school and 38 are in high 
school, 5 of these are in Alterna­
tive School academic recovery.

Fifty-five students are in the 
ESL (English as a second lan­
guage) program, most of whom 
are in grades K-3.

Stephenson reviewed various 
federal and state programs which 
provide money for different areas.

Visiting Rotarian Michael Hall 
was introduced and spoke briefly 
about his background and his im­
pressions of Fort Clark Springs 
and Brackettville, especially the 
school system. Hall has come 
here as an applicant for the job of 
High School principal. His home 
is in Brush, Colo., but this past 
year he has served as principal in 
a high school in California near

It is your job to be an ambas­
sador of peace and let God be 
God. Do not let the cares of this 
world overtake you, but “in ev­
erything by prayer and supplica­
tion with thanksgiving, make 
known your request to God, And 
the peace of God which passeth 
all understanding shall keep your 
hearts and minds through Christ 
Jesus.” (Phil. 4:6-7, read on 
through verse 9). We are to keep 
(or take good care of) our hearts 
and minds through Christ Jesus, 
therefore we must choose to act 
like him.

He has given us the power to 
do so through the shedding of his 
blood, the final sacrifice . (2  Cor. 
5:18-20; Eph 6:12-18; Heb. 
12:14-15; John 8:7,10-12; Col 
3:12-17; Gal. 5:22-23) Hebrews 
10:12-13 says of Jesus “...after he

had offered one sacrifice for sins 
forever sat down at the right hand 
of God; from henceforth expect­
ing till his enemies be made his 
footstool.”

The blood of Jesus is more im­
portant and more powerful than a 
“blood feud”. Yes, the word of 
God tells us that “Thou shaft not 
kill” or more precisely “Thou 
shaft not murder” (Matt. 5:21, 
read also verse 22). It is the courts 
job to determine a murderer’s sen­
tence, not yours. If you choose to 
hate, you will only be punishing 
yourself and setting an example 
for your children to learn wrong 
choices. By choosing to hate, you 
pass on the curses which fall on 
people who hate other people. 
Pray for those who must make 
decisions in a court of law, that 
they make their judgments accord­
ing to God’s word, remembering 
that God shows us mercy.

You can hate the sin, but not 
the sinner. We are commanded to 
love (agape love, unconditionally 
love) all, all, all people. (Mark 
12;33 Gal. 5:14-15). There are no 
exceptions. This does not mean it 
is easy, it is simply a matter of 
choice. If you humble yourself be­
fore God, he will heal your bro­
ken heart. (Psalm 34:18). He will 
restore what the devil has stolen 
from you (usually in an unex­
pected way). (John 10:10, Joel 
2:24-25)

Be wise in the wisdom of God, 
not the wisdom of “the world”. (I 
Cor. 1:19-25) Break family curses 
that continue to spread hate, 
unforgiveness, murder, and re­
venge by choosing to forgive in 
the name of Jesus. In so doing you 
bring upon yourself God’s bless­
ings, not the curses.

On a daily basis, we all risk 
ourselves as we leave the comfort 
and safety of our homes behind 
and journey into the world.

Maybe we are going to work 
or to the store or to visit someone 
just to admire God’s handiwork. 
Depending on where and how you 
live, this journey is not only an 
adventure but a dangerous one.

We are made aware by the me­
dia of the many hazards awaiting 
us in the world - traffic accidents, 
robberies, shootings, drugs, dis­
ease, kids killing kids, friends kill­
ing-friends, family members kill­
ing each other, etc.

Around every corner, in every 
city, town and village, the things 
we fear may cause our death are 
an ever-present reality.

So, why go out at all? Why not 
just hole up in our fortress homes, 
live in solitary and not take risks?

Well, physical survival re­
quires the sustenance of food and 
water. For the economic means 
to physically survive, we need to 
earn money. In addition, there is 
evidence to suggest that one can­
not physically survive entirely 
alone in this world. There seems 
to be little option but to brave the

hazards and journey forth in fear 
toward that death which awaits in 
one form or another.

Jesus’ words in John 12:25 help 
us. He says, “He who loves his 
life (fears for the loss of life) loses 
it; and he who. hates his life in the 
world (knows a life without fear 
follows the worldy life) shall keep 
lY (life without fear) to life eter­
nal.

These words from Jesus come 
early in Holy Week according to 
the gospel writer, when Jesus is 
anticipating his death on the cross 
and his subsequent resurrection. 
This passage is coupled with these 
words, “Truly, truly, Isay to you, 
unless a grain of wheat falls to the 
earth and dies, it remains by it­
self alone; but i f  it dies, it bears 
fruit.
