According to the superintend-
ent's figures, the peak enroll-
ment last year was 697. This 
fall the high was 715.

We then drove them 
into the stock pens and loaded 
them, having our only trouble 
with a few steers whose horns 
were too long to go through the 
car doors.

At Meeting Here Wednesday -- 

Officials Discuss Bovina Crossings 
By Pat Jacobs 

Groundwork was laid Wed-
nesday noon at a meeting of 
the Bovina city council and 
Santa Fe officials from Amaril-
lo for better protection of ve-
hicle drivers at the two rail-
road crossings in town, one on 
Third Street and the other at 
the east end of Main Street. 

That something must be done 
was the concensus of opinion of 
both Santa Fe and city officials, 
and the most likely solution for 
the present time is gates. 

Attending the meeting from 
Bovina were Mayor Bedford 
Caldwell, Chamber of Com-
merce and Agriculture Presi-
dent Leon Grissom, and Coun-
cilmen Charles Corn, C. E. 
Trimble, Owen Patton, Edward 
Isaac and Billie Cudderth. 

Representing Santa Fe were 
Kenneth C. May, superintend-
ent of the Plains Division, B. L. 
Pritchard, division engineer, 
and Dean Hastings, Santa Fe 
agent in Bovina. They express-
ed a desire to cooperate with 
Bovina in providing protection 
to traffic. 

time. Gates also have three 
signals across their lengths. 

In explgz "^u the operation of 
the gates, May said_ the signal 
lights flash fol. 10 seconds be-
fore the gates begin their de-
scent. Cates are down in about 
20 seconds, depending on speed 
of the train, before a train ap-
proaches and will stay down if 
another train is approaching. 

Hastings said that in the 11 
years he has been agent in Bo-
vina, four people have been 
killed at the crossings, two re-
cently, although there have been 
a number of accidents. 

Most accidents are princ-
ipally the result of carelessness 
of drivers, or the failure of 
drivers to educate themselves 
in safety rules to follow while 
crossing railroad tracks, es-
pecially where there are two 
main tracks as in Bovina. 

Trains coming through Bo-
vina had already been slowed 
to 50 miles per hour before 
Wednesday, but May agreed to 
slow them to 40 miles per hour 
until gates are installed here. 
At that time, regular speed of 
70 to 80 miles per hour will be 
resumed. 

The Plains Division super-
intendent pointed out that Santa 
Fe is working against tremend-
ous competition in the transpor-
tation field. The time element 
is of vast importance many 
times and slowing a freight 

In discussing the gates, 
Pritchard said that gates are 
more effective than signal lights 
and bells, which Bovina now has, 
but are more expensive. Main-
tenance is also expensive since 
gates are often broken. 

May said that the principle 
danger of gates is that the driv-
er is not expecting them, sees 
bnly the flashing lights and pro-
ceeds only to be caught by the 
gates as they descend. However, 
he pointed out that the gates 
are light and most people are 
strong enough to lift them from 
the top of the automobile should 
one come down unexpectedly. 

Another danger is the gate 
catching between a cab and 
trailer. 

If gates are installed at Bo-
vina crossings they will also 
have flashing signals similar to 
the ones in operation at this 

Various other solutions were 
discussed, including the clos-
ing of the east crossing and 
building an overpass or under-
pass at Third Street; closing 
both crossings and providing an 
overpass or underpass at Eighth 
Street; and installation of a 
hanging traffic light in center of 
the street. 

An underpass would cost be-
tween $100,00 and $200,000, the 
railroad men estimated, de-
pending on various construction 
problems, and an overpass 
probably would cost less. How-
ever, clearance in an underpass 
is 16 feet while clearance for 
trains, by state law, for an 
overpass is between 22 and 27 
feet. 

The possibility of building an 
overpass both over the track 
and Highway 60 was discussed, 

train from 50 to 40 miles per 
hour will cost Santa Fe about 
15 minutes, he said. 

May also announced the inten-
tion of Santa Fe to relocate the 
loading dock, now standing just 
east of Third Street, to a more 
suitable place, thus providing 
the city leeway to control drain-
age in that area. 

Cost of installing gates at the 
two railroad crossings is esti-
mated between $20,000 and 
$25,000, according to Pritchard 
and May. Although no commit-
ments were made by either 
Santa Fe or the city, May said 
that in Amarillo the cost was 
split 50-50 between the two. 

Also suggested was the possi-
bility of receiving funds from 
the State Highway Department 
since the crossing on Third 
Street is on a State Highway. 

and opinion expressed was that 
some day either overpasses or 
underpasses will be a necessity 
with increased rail traffic and 
s peed. 

For an overpass, some Fed-
eral aid might be forthcoming, 
officials said, and also, a drain-
age problem would not be 
present in construction of such. 

For construction of either, 
the state would have to be ask-
ed to make a traffic survey 
count, May said, and since 
Third Street is a state highway, 
permission will have to be 
granted by the state for the in-
stallation of gates. 

Since two tracks come 
through Bovina, Mayor Caldwell 
asked for help from Santa Fe 
in the use of flag men when 
a train goes through town and 
another is approaching.

Children learn big skills in 

small ways. 
Often the home-made or throw-

away item serves a child better 
than an expensive toy. 

Is he ready to tell time? He 
can learn to do it with a paper 
plate. 

Reading a clock is a compli-
cated business. The face may 
have either Roman or Arabic 
numerals, confusing enough. Then 
the child has to grasp the 60-min-
ute hour, and the fact that each 
numeral has to count for five 
minutes. 

It's easiest to write the clock 
numbers plainly on a paper 
plate. Attach a long and short 
hand of cardboard, fastened with 
a prong. Bright colors help. Then 
adult and child can practice set-
ting a clock for 12, 2, 5 or what- 
ever. As the children learn, the 
clock can be "set" to show lunch-
time or bedtime. It can be taped 
to a child's door for messages or 
practice in time-reading. 

A child can learn the days of 
the week and the cycle of months 
by having a household calendar 
explained to him, or by making 
his own with a playbook.

officials on the train who came 
by our compartments and picked 
up our passports to check and 
stamp them, then they returned 
them to us. 

Our train was powered by 
steam for 4 or 5 hours, and Joe 
was certainly happy about that. 
Ile was a bit difficult to control 
for those hours.' 

There is an Englishman in 
the compartment with us -- 27 
years old. He works for the rail-
road in England and is a semi-
ra ilfan. Needless to say, Joe has 
enjoyed talking with him. The 
other person in our compart-
ment is a young man from Lis-
bon. He doesn't speak any Eng-
lish, and of course we don't 
know any Portuguese. He speaks 
a little French, so we can com-
municate with him. He has an 
English-Portuguese vocabulary 

'book and he was teaching us a 
few words; then Joe tried to 
teach him a few of the English 
words. We all had several good 
laughs over our poor pronunci-
ation of some of the words. He 
is a mechanic and is going to 
Paris for 5 months to work. He 
has been so nice and friendly 
to us today. 

It is almost 10 p.m., so we 
are all about to try to get a 

Monday, October 10, 1966 
We got up early this morning, 

had breakfast, and checked out 
of the hotel. The taxi got us to 
the train station 30 minutes be-
fore our train left at 8:10 a.m. 
We much prefer having more 
time to make our train connec-
tions than we did in Madrid. 

Today we rode almost the 
length of Portugal. The coun-
tryside was very interesting. 
There were many hills and a 
great deal of terrace farming 
on them. The grass and trees 
were pretty and green. We saw 
many cork trees; Portugal is a 
big producer of cork. The bark 
is taken off the cork tree every 
nine years. We rode alongside 
a pretty branch of the Mondego 
River for several miles today. 

The train madefair time until 
we reached the Portugese-
Spanish border. On the Portu-
gese side we had to wait about 
30 minutes. Then we stopped 
again on the Spanish side, and 
had to wait 1 1/2 hours for the 
Spanish to change from a die-
sel to steam engine and "goof" 
around. All the passengers had 
to get off the train and take their 
passports inside the customs 
area to be stamped. T he Spanish 
are not the fastest group of 
people! In comparison, the Por-
tugese government had customs 

Sunday, October 9, 1966 
Our main got into Lisbon 

this morning about 10:30, but it 
was noon before we got some 
dollars changed for Escudos (28 
Escudos to the dollar), bought 
our train tickets to Chateller-
ault, and got settled into a 
hotel. We ate "homemade" 
sandwiches for lunch and set 
out to "see Lisbon in an after-
noon." First we took a taxi down 
to the Tagus River and shot 
some pictures of the city, of 
ships and fishermen. Then we 
took a short ferryboat ride 
across the river and back. It 
was so nice. The sun was shin-
ing so brightly and the water 
looked so blue. Today was the 
nicest and warmest day of our 
trip. 

After the ferry ride we walk-
ed around town for quite a while. 
We took an elevator from the 
newer, low section of Lisbon 
to the old, quaint, high section. 
Then we walked along the crook-
ed, narrow streets noticing the 
laundry hanging outside several 
of the houses. As we walked 
we were watching for an open 
souvenir shop so that I could 
buy a spoon. Contrary io the 
usual in the larger cities, there 
were no shops open. We did fin-
ally find a spoon at a news-
stand, so we bought it andsome 
picture postcards. 

We used two of the pictures 
on the postcards to show the 
taxi drivers where we wanted to 
go for taking pictures. The 
first was a very large, modern 
monument erected to the dis-
coverers who were from Por-
tugal. It was very impressive! 
Across the street from the 
monument were two ponds, one 
with a black swan and the other 
with several white swans. In the 
park area there were lovely 
flowers planted in designs like 
coats of arms from all over 
Portugal. It seems that wher-
ever we go in Europe there 
are pretty parks for the people 
to enjoy. We took another taxi 
to an old Roman aqueduct--the 
picture on another postcard--
for a picture. 

Next we did something "dif-
ferent"; we rode a train! This 
time it was a motorcar com-
muter train out to Oeiras--a lit-
tle town along the coast. We 
walked several blocks down to 
the beach. We looked out past 
a point of land to the Atlantic 
Ocean. We then walked back to 
the train station, waited several 
minutes, rode the train back to 
Lisbon and took a taxi to our 
hotel at 7 p.m. 

We had a very good dinner 
at our hotel The Capitol. We 

We waited until 4 p.m. for the 
motorcar to Madrid. The trip 
was very pleasant, and we en-
joyed looking at the pretty coun-
tryside. There was a great deal 
of farming along the way, but 
much of it looked hopeless with-
out irrigation and on veryrocky 
hillsides. Most of the plowing 
is done with crude wooden plows 
pulled by mules. We also saw 
some mules pumping water by 
walking around the wells in cir-
des. There were some grape 
vineyards, a little cotton, corn 
fields and many olive trees. 
(Olive oil is used a great deal 
in Spain for cooking and salad 
dressings.) In both Spain and 
Morocco we saw many sheep 
and goats being herded on the 
hillsides. 

Our motorcar got into Madrid 
about 6:30 p.m. We were hoping 
CO catch the 7:00 bus out toTer-
rejon AFB so we could mail 
some film, buy some more 
drinks, etc. for our train rides, 
and eat supper at the snack bars  
It was 6:45 by the time we got 
off the train and finally found 
a taxi; we were afraid we 
wouldn't be able to catch the 
bus at 7:00. We found a place 
to leave our bags for a few hours 
and just barely made the bus. It 
rained very hard all the way out 
to Torrejon and all the time we 
were there. We were planning 
to catch the next bus back to 
Madrid at 8:20 (according to the 
schedule we had), so we were 
running around splashing in the 
rain. We ate hotdogs and drank 
milkshakes and were all set to 
catch the bus at 8:15. 

While we were waiting for 
the bus, Joe asked someone if 
it had come by yet. The man 
told us that the 8:20 bus didn't 
run anymore and the next one 
was at 8:45 p.m. That meant 
the bus would get into Madrid 

9:30 and allow us just 30 
minutes to get our bags, find a 
taxi and get to our train by 
10:00. So, we decided we should 
take a taxi back to Madrid and 
not wait for the bus. We waited 
and waited for the taxi; Joe call-
ed again and the man said he 
didn't have a taxi available. 
So, we caught the bus at 8:45 
and hoped that we could make 
our train. 

Sure enough, the bus didn't 
get downtown until 9:30. 1 went 
to get the bags, and Joe went 
r' get a taxi. Of course, all 
the taxis were busy because of 
the rain, but we finally got one 
at 9:45. Joe and I were so afraid 
that we didn't have a chance 
of making our train because 
the main station was almost 
all the way across town from 
where we were. We told the 
taxi driver to hurry because our 
train left at 10:00, but he drove 
more slowly than any taxi we had 
taken the entire trip, and got 
caught by all the red lights. 
When we reached the station 
it wasexactly 10:00 and time 
for our train to pull out. We 
ran all the way from the taxi,
