Texas Department of Transpor­
tation plans highway expansion

After seeing a map released by 
the Texas Department of Transpor­
tation (TxDot) showing a relief 
route bypassing Brackettville, citi­
zens of Kinney County ha\)'b ex­
pressed some concern.

In October of last year, the 
Border Trade Transportation Task 
Force released its report on pro­
posed projects in the area. On re­
quest by the Texas Department of 
Transportation, the task force was 
given 90 days to create a prelimi­
nary plan that would show the best

plan for efficient traffic flow in the 
area.

TxDot’s Del Rio Area Engi­
neer, Robert Parker, says the plan 
is basically a guideline to outline 
how the department should priori­
tize the highway projects.

“This is a plan that looks at the 
overall picture. We want to know 
how traffic will affect the U.S. 
once it enters into the country, so 
we can provide the best traffic 
routes,” said Parker.

Parker says that in many cases, 
when a highway is being widened 
and it runs into a small town like 
Brackettville, a relief route is con-

structed. If the route is con­
structed, it will be permanent.

The proposed relief route would 
bypass Brackettville, about 3 miles 
south of town.

Many times, Parker says, cities 
don’t want the high amounts of 
traffic passing through, or the haz­
ardous materials that some trucks 
carry in their area, or the increased 
pollution from cars stopping and 
starting right in the middle of 
town.

TxDot is working toward begin­
ning the widening project that 
would widen Highway 90 into a 
four lane highway. The department 
plans to begin work on the area 
between Laughlin Air Force Base 
in Del Rio, and Sycamore Creek 
in 2005. The plans are to then 
move on to the area from Sy­
camore Creek to Brackettville, in 
2007. Parker emphasized that 
these dates are just a goal and de­
pend strictly on environmental is­
sues and funding.

Because the plans are so pre­
liminary, there is no way to say 
for sure if there will even be a re­
lief route, and it won’t even be con­
sidered until 2010.

“Before any routes are chosen, 
we’d have to do environmental 
studies and get concerns from citi­
zens. The economics of a commu­
nity are a high priority,” says 
Parker.

When the time comes, TxDot 
will hold public meetings for citi­
zens, to allow them a chance to 
offer their views on the simation.

Because of increased traffic 
from Mexico into the United 
States, following the North Ameri­
can Free Trade Agreement 
(NAFTA), TxDot made the plans 
for highway expansion.

Young donates equipment to EMS |

James Young, a new resident of 
Kinney County, donated an Auto­
mated External Defibrillator 
(AED) to the Kinney County EMS 
this week. The machine, which 
costs over $2,500, was a piece of 
equipment needed very much be­
cause of licensing requirements for 
EMS units.

When Sister Catherine Young, 
M.D., of Eagle Pass, Young’s 
cousin, learned that he was mov­
ing to the Brackettville area, she 
informed him that the county was

in need of an AED. He decided to 
donate the machine.

“I was down in the dumps 
thinking I was going to have to 
purchase this machine and take it 
out of our budget, unless there was 
a miracle...and there he came!” 
said Carolyn Rutherford, EMS 
Director.

The American Heart Associa­
tion recommends the AED for use 
during a full arrest of the heart, 
which means the person has no 
pulse and has stopped breathing.

The machine sends electrical 
pulses into the heart in attempts 
of getting the heart beating once

again. It must be used within the 
first four minutes of the arrest.

One of the most important 
qualities of the machine is that it 
can be used by someone who is 
not trained in medical procedures.

The machine takes the user 
step-by-step, audibly explaining 
how to proceed. It even tells the 
user if the body of the person in 
need, is able to receive the shock.

OSHA requires that an AED be 
in every public building just as a 
fire extinguisher is. Texas is in the 
process of enforcing this require­
ment.

Many of you have expressed 
your frustrations over the hun­
dreds of military absentee votes 
thrown out in the Florida presi­
dential election. I want you to 
know that I share your con­
cerns. This is no way to treat the 
men and women who serve our 
country.

I’d like to begin by giving you 
some background on the mili­
tary vote and what happened in 
the Florida election. Pentagon 
figures show that more than
180.000 of our nation’s 1.4 mil­
lion active-duty troops are reg­
istered in Florida. Some
150.000 of those troops claim 
Florida as their home, but do not 
live there due to deployments. 
More than 4,000 of these 
Florida absentee ballots re­
mained to be counted after elec­
tion day this year.

Of the 4,000 ballots received, 
more than 1,500 were rejected 
- that’s about 37 percent. Elec­
tion officials report that these 
military overseas ballots were 
rejected in Florida for a variety

Capitol Comment

The people of America sent 
a message November 7, but it’s 
taking a little time to figure out 
exactly what it is. As we learn 
about dangling chads, the drum­
beat is also beginning about the 
reform of our election process. 
Should we change election day 
from Tuesday to Saturday? 
Should we open and close the 
polls at a uniform time nation­
wide? More fundamentally, 
should we scrap the Electoral 
College?

This final idea would require 
amending the Constitution. As 
we consider that, we should be­
gin by examining the intent of 
its Framers. Their clear vision 
during the Constitutional Con­
vention of 1787 was that we re­
main a collection of states united 
in their common interests. The 
delegates in Philadelphia never 
really considered any form of 
electing the President that did 
not involve a process by which 
the states themselves had the fi­
nal say, with the particular con­
cern of small states holding sway 
throughout. The Electoral Col­
lege was established as the best 
means by which to ensure popu­
lar expression of will, weighted 
by the influence of individual 
states. Although many schemes 
were considered and rejected, 
Alexander Hamilton pro­
nounced of the final effort, “If 
the manner of it be not perfect, 
it is at least excellent.”

He was right. Consider how 
closely the fortunes of both Vice 
President Gore and Governor 
Bush were tied to the decisions 
of the people of smaller states 
such as West Virginia, New 
Mexico and Oregon. Each can­
didate spent considerable time in 
these states. The combined 
population of these three states 
is about 6.8 million. By com­
parison, the Los Angeles-Long 
Beach metropolitan area has 
15.3 million inhabitants. Would 
another candidate for the high­
est office of the land ever step 
foot in tiny West Virginia were 
the fortunes of the election based 
solely on the popular vote?

Presidential races in the fu­
ture would instead be the pur­
suit of the vote in major urban

centers of the country, charac­
terized by frequent run-off elec­
tions as proliferating smaller 
party candidates siphoned off 
sufficient votes to prevent an 
absolute majority.

This is often the unfortunate 
result in many countries around 
the globe and one we’ve avoided 
for two centuries. In just three 
of 53 presidential elections has 
the process established in the 
Constitution failed to yield an 
electoral majority. That’s not a 
bad record, considering the 
emergence of political parties, 
the e^ablishment of universal 
suffrage and the rapid growth of 
our country. What has not 
changed is that we remain a con­
federation of states with com­
mon purpose and a system with 
enough checks and balances that 
those who lose do not feel 
threatened or disenfranchised. 
Scrapping the electoral system 
would gravely undermine that 
principle.

In fact, that’s why attempts to 
change the process will fail. The 
approval of the legislatures of 
three-fourths of the states is 
needed to amend the Constitu­
tion. Just 14 states could sink the 
proposition. Twenty states have 
a population of fewer than three 
million and would see little in­
terest in ratifying their loss of 
influence over the selection of 
the President.

This doesn’t mean there is 
nothing we can do to improve 
the process. To reach a more 
expeditious conclusion in a 
close election, we might define 
a finite period for the casting of 
federal votes. Establishing a uni­
form voting period tied to a 
single time zone (9 to 9 CST, for 
example) would ensure that all 
Americans are voting in the 
same real-time period. Setting 
the election on a Saturday in­
stead of Tuesday should be con­
sidered. We
might also require absentee bal­
lots to be post-marked on a 
specified date prior to the elec­
tion. These simple changes may 
produce more open access and 
uniformity while confounding 
the ability of news organizations 
to affect the vote in one part of 
the country based upon early 
and erroneous calls from an­
other region — as well may

have happened regarding 
Florida on November 7.

We might consider one other 
modification. In two states now 
(Maine and Nebraska), electors 
are chosen in a bifurcated way. 
Of each state’s total, two are 
chosen by the winner of the 
popular vote statewide, with the 
rest allocated to the winner of 
each congressional district. If 
this procedure were in place in 
every state, candidates would 
not only focus on individual 
states to cobble together a vic­
tory, but be able to spend time 
in potential strongholds within 
a state he or she might otherwise 
lose.

The Constitution is infused 
with the Framers’ understand­
ing that popular passion must be 
modulated to ensure true con­
sensus in what they knew would 
be a country of diverse tenden­
cies. There are many examples 
of this, but none more funda­
mental to our federal identity 
than the creation of the Electoral 
College. They knew that it may 
sometimes be difficult to select 
a chief executive through the 
sheer popular will, and devel­
oped a systematic process to 
handle those cases. Indeed, it 
was only after considerable de­
liberation and explicit rejection 
of every imaginable alternative 
that the delegates to the Consti­
tutional Convention settled on 
the system.

In the heat of a closely con­
tested election and its aftermath, 
we’re unlikely to improve upon 
their work. This matter should 
be debated, and we should seek 
improvements to assure fairness 
and stability. However, I believe 
the current process is not some 
18th Century anachronism ill- 
suited to modern times, but 
rather the practical expression 
of our essence as a nation.
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of technicalities, which no other 
ballots were subjected to. For 
example, signing your name as 
“Bob,” instead of “R obert,” 
may have caused your vote to 
have been tossed out. It simply 
is not right that the men and 
women of our armed services 
were subjected to this form of 
admonishing.

The bottom line is that these 
votes were questioned only in an 
attempt to reverse this election. 
It seems the special circum­
stances surrounding an overseas 
military voter were not as im­
portant as other factors. When 
these men and women signed up 
for service, they placed their 
lives in the hands of the execu­
tive branch of the federal gov­
ernment. The overseas deploy­
ments of our troops are not 
made by personal choice, but by 
military orders. These deploy­
ments deny our nation’s defend­
ers many comforts we ta^e for 
granted, and some of the ease 
to exercise their rights.

A hallmark of our democracy 
is the right of the men and 
women who serve in our armed 
forces to vote. Unlike their fel­
low servicemen and women 
based in the United States, it is 
difficult for those who serve 
aboard ships to vote. Soldiers 
and sailors serving on the front 
lines often do not have the 
chance to get their mail post­
marked, yet they still submit 
valid ballots, which should be 
counted. These technicalities 
were beyond the control of our 
servicemen and women. For 
these reasons and others unmen­
tioned, federal, state and local 
governments have the responsi­
bility to defend our military’s 
right to vote.

In order to address the injus­
tices committed during this elec­
tion I am introducing legislation 
which reaffirms and defends the 
military’s constitutional right to 
vote. My legislation will urge the 
Justice Department to fully in­
vestigate the current abuses and 
take all appropriate legal action 
to protect the future civil rights 
of our military and their depen­
dents.

Our m ilitary is scattered 
across the globe in a time of 
record deployments. The thou­
sands of servicemen stationed on 
ships or stationed abroad did 
their part in our democracy. It 
is now in the hands of our fed­
eral government to sed that their 
votes are counted and to ensure 
that we do not repeat this event 
in the future.

The Brackettville Rotary Club 
met Thursday noon, on Novem­
ber the thirtieth. Mr. Michael Hall, 
principal of Brackettville High 
School, and members of the team 
to plan and prepare for the dinner 
theater scheduled for December 
15th, announced that dates set for 
the occasion conflict with dates for 
other Christmas activities in the 
community. The decision was 
made to revise the plans and use a 
Valentine theme for the diimer the­
ater. A definite date will be an­
nounced.

November Program chairman, 
Dave Alexander, Patrol Agent in 
Charge of the Brackettville Sta­
tion, presented the last program 
of the month. A long time friend 
of Mr. Alexander’s and Watch 
Commander, Brad Coe of the 
Brackettville Border Patrol Sta­
tion, told the Rotarians about the 
history of the Border Patrol.

The Del Rio area, which in­
cludes Brackettville, has had an 
important role in Border Patrol 
history. The United States Border 
Patrol was established in May of 
1924, and the Del Rio Sector was 
established in 1925. In 1940, Coe 
explained that the Brackettville 
Station was located at Spofford, 
Texas to curb the influx of illegal 
aliens entering on the railroad spur 
from Piedras Negras, Coah., 
Mexico via Eagle Pass. When the 
aliens arrive in Spofford, they 
would board Southern Pacific 
freight trains bound for San Anto­
nio and the interior. The Spofford 
Station was also responsible for 
intercepting aliens who entered 
through the Eagle Pass area and 
walked through the brush in an 
attempt to evade detection. Dur­
ing discussion, we learned that the 
small jail-like structure that still 
stands was the Border Patrol Sta­
tion in the past.

Illegal aliens later discontinued 
using the railroad spur line as their 
main mode of entry, and the sta­
tion was moved to Brackettville in 
1952. Also at this time, the water
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level in Spofford started to drop 
which was another factor prompt­
ing the change of location. The 
Spofford area is still kept under 
regular surveillance by the Brack­
ettville Station.

Coe mentioned that during the 
forties, that station probably 
caught more draft dodgers going 
south than illegal aliens going 
north. Chief Patrol Agent, Paul 
Berg, head of Del Rio Sector and 
a Rotarian happened to be attend­
ing the Brackettville meeting and 
added that the Border Patrol also 
was responsible for the Prisoners 
of War housed here during the war.

From 1961 to 1977, the Brack­
ettville Station was located in a 
small bujlding leased from Mr. 
Allen Kreiger. This building is 
currently occupied by Mr. Tully 
Shahan’s law office, located on 
Ann Street across from the court­
house. Coe remarked that when 
he saw the Shahan office he was 
amazed that it was so large. Today, 
the office is set up basically like it 
was at that time. This amazement 
at the rapid growth of the Patrol 
became a theme as time went on, 
due to the explosive growth of the 
Border Patrol.

In October of 1977, the station 
moved to a new' building, which 
was constructed by Mr. Tommy 
Seargeant. The building was 40 by 
50 concrete block building that 
provided 2000 square feet of 
space. A paved, covered parking 
area behind the building, provided 
space for eight vehicles. The build­
ing is currently occupied by Don’s 
Funeral Home, which is located 
on Highway 90.

This building was leased from 
Mr. Seargeant. The on duty force 
in 1986 at the Brackettville station 
consisted of one Patrol Agent in 
Charge, two Supervisory Border 
Patrol Agents and 24 Patrol 
Agents. Station manpower in­
creased during 1986 through 1990 
to an on duty force of 43 agents in 
the fall of 1990. The astounding 
rapid growth is very apparent here. 
It doubled in size in this short pe­
riod of time.

The construction of a 24-hour

checkpoint on Highway 90, east 
of Brackettville at Cline was com­
pleted in 1989 and was the respon­
sibility of the Brackettville Station 
until 1993 when it was transferred 
to Uvalde.

In October of 1989, construc­
tion was started on a new Brack­
ettville Station - an 8,000 square 
foot building completed in August 
of 1990. The U.S. Air Force Na­
tional Guard Civil Engineering 
Squadrons based in Michigan, Il­
linois, Wyoming, Texas and New 
York, each spent two weeks work­
ing on the building until April of 
1990. In August of 1990 volun­
teer agents from the Brackettville 
station continued the construction. 
The use of the Air National Guard 
resulted in a saving of over 
$125,000.00.

Currently the staff consists of 
one Patrol Agent in Charge, one 
Assistant Patrol Agent in Charge, 
two Watch Commanders, nine Su­
pervisory Border Patrol Agents, 19 
Senior Patrol Agents and 65 Pa­
trol Agents including three Canine 
Handlers for a total of 97 Agents 
and one secretary.

Over the years, the Brackettville 
Station has developed the reputa­
tion of being the best station in the 
Service. The type of work and the 
positive attitude of those who work

here are, at least in part, the rea­
son.

During the discussion, Coe said 
the Agents who asked to leave this 
area come to regret it. He said he 
spent half his career trying to get 
to Brackettville. He really likes it, 
and finds it much safer than living 
in a city. He added that any time 
he has had any problem around 
the property which caused him to 
contact the sheriff, he has always ’ 
found that the sheriff “knows about 
it - or knows it’s going to happen - 
and knows who did it”.

Several agents have chosen to - 
live here after retirement. Coe ' 
named one who “has a set of tires ■ 
and drags them around the edge 
of his property every day”.

Brackettville Agents have al­
ways taken part in the local com­
munity. This has included 4-H, 
Little League, School Board, and 
the War on Drugs, to name a few. 
Agents working with the School ■ 
District started the “Outstanding 
Smdent Program” and also award ' 
several scholarships to deserving 
seniors who plan to continue their  ̂
education.

Rotarians would like to express' 
their gratimde to the Border Pa­
trol for the work they do and for • 
being a valued part of our com­
munity.

Dodson presents geneology of 
the Texas cowboy to Society

New president Bud Buckner 
opened the meeting on Saturday, 
December 2, 2000, in the meet­
ing room of The Kettle in Uvalde 
at 10:00 a.m. The group stood for 
the pledge to the flag of the United 
States of America, pledge to the 
Texas flag, and the invocation.

It was decided to order a re­
print of the cookbook that the so­
ciety published a few years ago as 
a fund raiser. Various officers and 
committee chairmen made their 
reports including Hawkins Huey, 
district representative of Kipney 
County.

Ron Dodson presented the pro­
gram appropriately entitled “Ge­
nealogy of the Texas Cowboy. ” He 
said the early beginnings were in 
1525 when cattle and horses were 
introduced to our continent by the 
Spanish. The Mexicans were 
trained to be vaqueros. From this 
the word evolved to buckaroo and 
then finally to cowboy. During the 
16th century there were herds in 
the Brownsville-Corpus Christi- 
Laredo triangle.

During this time some other 
new words were introduced. The 
quirt came into existence. The 
Mexicans had been using whips 
and the quirt was one-quarter as 
long as the whip, therefore quirt. 
These were made from rawhide. 
The word lariat came from the 
Spanish word for rope lariata. 
These were made from rawhide or 
horsehair. The first cattle in our 
hemisphere did not have long 
horns. As they adapted their horns 
grew longer and their feet grew 
shorter.

During the American Revolu­
tion cattle were driven as far as 
Louisiana to be used as food for 
the patriots. 'This was probably the 
first of the cattle drives.

At the time of the War Between 
The States it was said that there 
were more longhorn cattle than 
deer in Texas. Following the War, 
between 1866-1892, it is estimated 
that 10,000,000 head of cattle 
were driven out of Texas. The most

famous cattle drive trails were the 
Goodnight and Chism Trails. Few 
people realize that about one- 
foui^ of the cowboys on these trail 
drives were African Americans.

Sheep and goat predator management 
board to seat three new directors

Agri-business training opportunity

San Angelo -  The Commis­
sioner of Agriculture, Susan 
Combs, has verified that the fol­
lowing individuals: John Wade of 
Sonora (District 1), William 
Edmiston, DVM of Eldorado (Dis­
trict 2) and Gordon Hays of 
Ballinger (District 3) have been 
elected to six-year terms on the 
nine-member Sheep and Goat 
Predator Management Board. 'The 
Board held its biennial election 
Oct. 27 to elect three producers 
to represent its three districts en­
compassing 111 counties.

The Texas Commodity Refer­
endum Law, which governs this 
producer board, requires biennial 
elections and prescribes the bal­
lot-canvassing process. Canvass­
ing of the ballots took place on 
November 15, 2000. Each newly

elected director received the most 
votes in his district.

The new directors will be sworn 
in at the conclusion of the Dec. 
15, 2000 board meeting. The 
Board meets every-other-month 
and oversees collection of a 20- 
cent per head assessment that is 
used to fund predator management 
programs.

The Sheep and Goat Predator 
Management Board, formerly 
known as the Texas Sheep and 
Goat Commodity Board, was 
formed in 1992 by a referendum 
vote of sheep and goat producers 
in the 111-county production area. 
To date, the board has funded ap­
proximately $2.3 million for 
predator management and control 
programs.

Austin - Retiring minds want 
to know: what can baby boomers 
who haven’t saved enough - or any­
thing at all - do to prepare for re­
tirement? If you count yourself 
among the baby boomers who 
need to play catch up with their 
retirement savings, the Texas So­
ciety of CPAs provides the follow­
ing advice to get you started.

Review the Estimate of your 
Projected Social Security Ben­
efits

The Social Security Adminis­
tration will mail individuals Per­
sonal Earning and Benefit Estimate 
Statements approximately three 
months before a person’s birthday 
showing projected benefits at age 
62, your full retirement age, and 
age 70. Reviewing this statement 
in detail can help baby boomers 
determine how much they may 
need to supplement Social Secu­
rity income.

Maximize Retirement Plan 
Contributions

One excellent way to save for 
retirement and defer taxes is to take 
maximum advantage of a retire­
ment plan at work. A 401(k) al­
lows you to invest money directly 
from your paycheck, before taxes. 
W hat’s more, companies fre­
quently match employees’ contri­
butions. Money in qualified retire­
ment accounts grows tax- free un­
til it’s withdrawn in retirement. 
Self-employed individuals can 
open a Keogh, SIMPLE, or SEP 
retirement plan.

Don’t Invest Too Conserva­
tively

The biggest challenge is to in­
vest aggressively enough to over­
come a late start, without seriously 
putting your financial future in 
jeopardy. For all but the baby 
boomers who are ten years away 
from retirement, it’s not too 
late to invest a substantial portion 
of retirement funds in stocks, as 
long as your portfolio is diversi­
fied. Over the long term, stocks 
have historically outpaced other in­
vestments. As you get closer to 
retirement age, you should adjust 
the allocation of your assets.

Don’t Get Sidetracked

Baby boomers are often torn 
between saving for retirement and 
putting money away for their 
children’s college education. Ex­
perts say that you should make sav­
ing for retirement your priority. If 
you don’t have enough to cover 
tuition bills, your children can 
apply for financial aid or student 
loans. You won’t have those op­
tions when you retire.

Fund an IRA
There have been so many 

changes to Individual Retirement 
Accounts (IRAs) that many people 
are confused about eligibility and 
tax implications. To set the record 
straight, everyone, even if covered 
by another retirem ent plan, 
can contribute to an IRA. Your 
contribution may or may not be 
deductible. This depends on your 
income and whether you or your 
spouse is covered by another plan. 
But even if your contribution is not 
deductible, the money invested in 
your IRA grows and compounds 
each year on a tax-deferred basis. 
This tax break can significantly 
enhance the growth of your retire­
ment fund.

Get Serious About Spendmg
Less

Track how you spend your 
money for a month. Then deter­
mine where you can make 
cuts and redirect your savings to 
your retirement nest egg. Better 
yet, arrange to have your bank 
transfer a fixed amount each month 
to a mutual fund. You often don’t 
miss what you don’t see.

Prepare, to Work m Retire­
ment

In a study conducted by the 
AARP, a full 80 percent of baby 
boomers surveyed said they plan 
to work at least part time in re­
tirem ent. If necessary, take 
a course to update your skills or, 
if you’re looking to do something 
different, focus on developing a 
hobby or interest that could pro­
vide you with self-employment in­
come in retirement.

Hold Out for More
When you work beyond your 

normal full retirement age and 
delay taking Social Security ben­
efits, you earn a bonus for each 
year (until you reach 70) that 
you don’t collect. When you even-

tually start taking your benefits, 
your monthly benefit will be 
higher based on the bonus(es) you 
have earned. And in many cases, 
the extra year(s) of employment 
mean the wage base on which 
your benefit is calculated will go 
up as well, resulting in an even 
higher monthly benefit.

Take it One Step at a Time
Don’t be overwhelmed by the 

amount you may need to save. In­
stead, CPAs say you should focus 
on cutting expenses and diverting 
your savings to retirement savings. 
For most baby boomers, a com­
fortable retirement is within reach.

Stroke, stroke, stroke! The 
better we learn to stroke, the 
faster we reach a winning des­
tination. This has repeatedly 
been proven by the gold medal 
winners of races each time they 
have competed in rowing com­
petitions. It has also been 
proven by the U.S. Coast Guard 
when rowing their boats out to 
save lives. Life and death can be 
measured in the skillful use of a 
“stroke.”

Similarly the proper use of 
edifying, encouraging words 
can lift and propel ones craft in 
giving life to others. If each per­
son rowing simply pokes their 
paddles into the water, there is

chaos. The craft goes nowhere 
or in circles, never achieving 
fulfillment of its destination. The 
same occurs with our words. 
We can choose to “poke” at 
people and things with our 
words or we can choose to 
”stroke” with our words.

The difference between 
“sucking up to someone” with 
our words and edifying them is 
our motivation. If you are moti­
vated to bring that person closer 
to God by pointing out truthful, 
encouraging things then it is a 
“stroke.” If you are motivated 
by greed, a desire to control 
others, or a spirit of mockery, 
your words will be for nothing.

Too often we are ready to 
“poke” at another person with 
our words. It is often easier to

look at and emphasize their 
faults rather than die good things 
about them. The emptiness and 
childishness in ones own life 
lends itself to putting the “spot­
light” on someone else’s imper­
fections. Rejecting others before 
they reject you becomes the nor­
mal.

This is not God’s plan. It is 
not his wisdom. It brings him no 
glory. He demands to be glori­
fied in our lives. He commands 
us to forgive others, love others 
unconditionally, edify the body 
of Christ, control our tongues, 
control our emotions, control 
our wills, ...all of this through 
the power of Jesus Christ living 
in us and his anointing upon us 
through the power of his Holy 
Spirit.

Health
Early detection is key to survival

The statistics are staggering. 
One out of nine American 
women will develop breast can­
cer in her lifetime. A new breast 
cancer case is diagnosed every 
three minutes and one woman 
dies from this disease every 13 
minutes.

The physicians of Texas 
want all women to know they 
are at risk of breast cancer re­
gardless of ethnic background. 
For all women, prevention and 
early detection are important.

Breast cancer cannot yet be 
prevented but there are risk fac­
tors to be aware of. Having one 
or several risk factors, does not 
necessarily mean that a person 
will get the disease but that their 
chances of having the disease 
are greater.

Simply being a woman is the 
main risk factor for developing 
breast cancer. Breast cancer can 
also affect men, but to a lesser 
degree.

A woman’s risk of develop­
ing breast cancer increases with 
age. About 77 percent of 
women with breast cancer are 
over age 50 at the time of diag­
nosis.

Breast cancer is highest 
among women whose close 
blood relatives have the disease.

A women with cancer in one 
breast is three to four^times more 
likely to develop cancer in the 
other breast.

Breast cancer is slightly more 
common among Anglo Ameri­
can women.

Women who started menstru­
ating before age 12 or who went 
through menopause after age 50 
have a higher risk.

Women who have two to five 
drinks daily, have about 1.5 
times the risk of women who 
drink no alcohol.

Although most of the associ­
ated risk factors cannot be con­
trolled, early detection, and 
early treatment, may be pro­
moted through routine breast self 
exam begiiming around age 20 
and screening mammography 
after age 40.

For early breast cancer detec­
tion, the American Cancer So­
ciety recommends the follow­
ing:

Women age 40 and older 
should have a screening mam­
mogram every year.

Between the ages of 20 and 
39, women should have a clini­
cal breast examination by a 
health professional every 3 
years. After age 40, women 
should have a breast exam by a

health professional every year.
Women age 20 or older 

should perform a breast self 
exam (BSE) every month. By 
performing the exam regularly, 
women get to know how their 
breasts normally feel and can 
more readily detect any signs or 
symptoms.

If a change occurs, such as 
development of a lump or swell­
ing, skin irritation, or dimpling, 
nipple pain or turning inward, 
redness or scaliness of the nipple 
or breast skin, or discharge 
other than breast milk, women 
should see their physician as 
soon as possible for evaluation.

During a breast cancer 
screening, the two prim ary 
methods used are mammogra­
phy and a clinical breast exam. 
Mammography is used to diag­
nose breast disease in women 
who have symptoms, and also 
those who appear to have no 
breast problems. A clinical 
breast exam is an examination 
by a physician or nurse.

If detected early, breast can­
cer can be treated effectively 
with surgery followed by radia­
tion therapy. With early detec­
tion, the five year survival rate 
after treatment is 96 percent.

We lived for several years in 
the small town of Cotton Center 
between Lubbock and Amarillo. 
During the winter, dirt roads of­
ten became impassable and 
travel was difficult. Sometimes 
the only way to get out was by 
tractor and so people would 
only leave home when abso­
lutely necessary. Imagine what 
that travel must have been like 
in the days of horse and wagon.

In times past, during winter, 
wooden wheels often were re­
moved from the vehicles and 
brought indoors to keep them 
from warping. This armual ritual 
may have been the origin of the 
custom of the Advent wreath. It 
was only natural to festoon a 
wheel with greenery and candles 
as a sign of the season.

A traditional Advent wreath 
is suspended horizontally from 
the ceiling. That way the wreath 
becomes like a hole to peek into 
heaven. Also as the days grew 
shorter more and more candles 
were lit. An Austrian rhyme 
gives the pattern for the lighting: 
First one, then two,, then three, 
then four. And then the Lord 
Christ knocks on the door.

The eloquent language in 
Baruch portrays God’s leading 
Israel in joy, with God’s mercy 
and justice as companions along 
the way. It is against this back­
drop that the Herald of Christ, 
John the Baptist, appears. He 
announces that the paths will be 
made straight, the valleys filled 
in, and the mountains and hills 
be made low, the rough places

smooth.
These poetic words are meant 

to evoke something within each 
of us. What are the rough ways 
in our own lives that need 
smoothing in order for others to 
see the salvation of God through 
our words and deeds? What are 
the roads that have become so 
muddy and full of ruts that we 
are no longer able to see clearly 
just what it is to which God calls 
us?

“A voice cries out, “Prepare 
in the wilderness a road for the 
Lord!” (Isaiah 40:3)

I pray that I may use this Ad­
vent season to straighten the 
rough roads in my relationships, 
the muddy roads that keep me 
from the true love of God.

Q uestions and answers about diabetes
Question: What is diabetes?
Answer: Diabetes is a disor­

der of carbohydrate metabolism 
in which the body has too little 
insulin and too much sugar. It 
tends to run in families. Diabe­
tes is often marked by thirst, 
hunger, itching, weakness and 
loss of weight, among other 
symptoms. With proper treat­
ment and lifestyle changes, 
many possible complications 
such as blindness, amputations, 
heart disease, kidney failure and 
premature death can be pre­
vented or delayed.

Questions: Why is VA con­
cerned about diabetes?

Answer: The prevalence of 
diabetes among VA patients is 
substantially higher than in the 
general population. About 16 
percent of VA patients have dia­
betes, as compared to six per­
cent of the American public. The 
number of VA patients with dia­
betes is about 500,000. Three- 
fourths of the 5,900 lower-ex­
tremity amputations in VA in 
1999 were performed on pa­
tients with diabetes.

Question: If I am a veteran

with diabetes, how can VA help 
me?

Answer: If you are enrolled 
in VA health care and have any 
risk factors or possible symp­
toms of diabetes, your physician 
will order a test of blood sugar 
level in your routine examina­
tion or upon request for an ap­
pointment. More than 93 per­
cent of VA-enroiled veterans 
had that test in 1999. Also, if you 
are at risk of diabetes, VA phy­
sicians will see that you have eye 
exams, foot inspections and 
urine protein evaluations.

If you are found to have dia­
betes, your doctor will regularly 
have your blood sugar, blood 
pressure and cholesterol tested 
to prevent serious complica­
tions. You can also expect to 
receive information about 
changing your diet or other ac­
tivities to control your diabetes; 
VA’s patient education pro­
grams are designed to help you 
manage your care. Your VA 
medical treatment will be based 
on your individual condition and 
your preferences.

Washington, D.C. - Is your 
heating bill too expensive for your 
budget? If so, information in a new 
booklet might help.

The Financial Assistance Net­
work in Washington, DC has just 
published a booklet, “How To Get 
Government Help To Pay Your 
Energy Bills.” The booklet gives 
information on how and where to 
get government help to pay your 
heating bills.

“The federal government has 
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budgeted over one billion dollars 
to help people who are struggling 
to pay their heating bills. Many 
people do not know that this 
money is available or how to get 
it,” says Edmund Billings, a re­
searcher at Financial Assistance 
Network. “We’ve published a 
booklet that explains the program 
and tells consumers where to ap­
ply for assistance in their area. The 
booklet also has a special section 
for homeowners to get up to 
$25,000 of government money to 
help reduce their energy bills, even

Austin, TX - The Texas Rail­
road Commission today adopted 
an emergency rule to stop discon­
tinuance of natural gas service 
during winter months.

In 1999, at least 21 people died 
in Texas from hypothermia; of 
those 21, at least 17 (81 percent) 
were age 60 or older and many of 
them died unexpectedly in their 
own homes. Without adequate 
heat, many people, especially the 
elderly, are in danger long before 
the temperature drops to freezing.

“Our action today protects dis­
advantaged Texans, especially chil­
dren and the elderly, when winter 
temperatures drop towards freez­
ing,” Williams said. “We do not 
want Texans forced to choose be­
tween home heat and other 
needs. ”

Under the new rule.
Natural gas utility companies

40 degrees Fahrenheit and the 
National Weather Service predicts 
that the temperature in the county 
will fall below that level during the 
next 24 hours;

- Providers may not discoimect 
service to a delinquent residential 
customer for a billing period in 
which the provider receives a 
pledge, letter of intent, purchase 
order, or other notification from 
an energy assistance provider that 
is forwarding sufficient payment 
to continue service;

- Providers may not disconnect 
service to a delinquent residential 
customer on a day, or on a day 
immediately preceding a day, 
when personnel of the provider are 
not available for the purpose of 
receiving payment or making col­
lections or reconnecting service, 
and
