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Vondy to celebrate 93rd birthday

How do you celebrate an­
other birthday...when you’ve 
had 92 others? For Agnes 
Vondy it usually means getting 
together with her son, whose 
birthday is close to hers. This 
year Agnes’ son may not be able

to be with her so she hasn’t any 
special plans for her 93 rd birth­
day on February 8th.

When she was born in Brac­
kettville in 1909, Fort Clark was 
still an active military base. The 
streets were dirt and though her 
grandparents, Frank and Ann 
Ross Fritter lived in a house on 
Thomas Street, Agnes was born

in the Goebel house. Her par­
ents were Patrick “Pat” Fritter 
and Lucy Stratton Fritter. Agnes 
was the second child, her older 
sister was Katherine F ritter 
Bailey and two sons followed, 
Patrick, Jr. and John Stanley 
Fritter.

Agnes went to school at Brac­
kettville, graduating in 1927 as 
Valedictorian of her class of 11, 
then studied to be a teacher at 
Lady of the Lake College at San 
Antonio. Thomas Vondy of 
Houston caught Agnes’ eye at a 
dance and they were married in 
1929 at the little Catholic church 
on Sweeney Street in Brackett­
ville. The couple had a church 
wedding, “with all the trim ­
mings” , Agnes says.

She was always involved in 
athletics, both at Brackettville 
and Lady of the Lake College. 
In Brackettville she played base­
ball, basketball and tennis, and 
in college basketball and tennis.

Growing up in Brackettville, 
Agnes knew many children who 
lived at Fort Clark since they all

came into town to go to school. 
One she remembers from high 
school was the daughter of Colo­
nel Wallace B. “Babe” Scales. 
Colonel Scales was very popu­
lar and the only officer ever as­
signed to Fort Clark twice as 
Commander of the 5th Cavalry. 
Commander Scales died here in 
1935.

There were lots of band con­
certs at the fort, she recalls, as 
well as outdoor boxing matches. 
Agnes’ aunt and uncle. Major 
Harry and Bessie Wilson lived 
at the fort then, and the Fritter 
children walked to the events 
there.

What is now the Adult Cen­
ter was a hospital at that time, 
and Brackettville residents were 
often patients there. Fort Clark 
doctors also came to town and 
made house calls, though Dr. 
Gilson practiced in Brackett­
ville. There were few cars in 
town then, and the roads weren’t 
paved. There were private 
stores, where the butcher shop 
would cut meat for you, the dair-

A great friend and mentor of 
mine died on Saturday morning. 
Folks in Brackettville most 
likely have never met this man, 
unless they traveled to Method­
ist Hospital Emergency Room in 
San Antonio. I first met Dr. 
Leonard D. Marks in 1980 
when I joined Kendall County 
EMS as a paramedic student. 
At that time I suffered so se­
verely from “physician intimi­
dation stammer,” that I could 
not utter two understandable 
words in a patient report in per­
son or over the radio or phone! 
However, after only a few con­
versations with him, I found my 
affliction disappeared. Regard­
less of the hour of the day or 
night (most often in the wee 
hours of the morning) “Doc” as 
I tagged him, greeted me in that 
unusual accent he had, with: 
“what’s up, kiddo?” An EMS 
Medical Director, you must un­
derstand, is disturbed at all pos­
sible inopportune times. The 
conversation always ended

with, “just be sure to do what’s 
right for your patient. ” An EMS 
Medical Director becomes a lot 
like your Dad; you always as­
sume he’ll be there to help you 
out of a tight spot. “Doc” took 
care of my Susie after her ma­
jor vehicle accident, where she 
suffered a brain injury. He was 
sharp and funny and charming: 
all the characteristics that calm 
a worried Mom’s worst fears. 
He taught me by that great ex­
ample, how important all those 
characteristics are to your pa­

tient. Without knowing it, I 
learned more from “Doc” than 
any of my teachers. Even 
though I can no longer hear his 
voice, I feel his presence with 
every patient I attend. How won­
derful for his wife, son, and 
daughters to know that his in­
fluence benefits many people far 
away from San Antonio. 
Thanks, “Doc,” and Godspeed.

Two pilots die in T-37 crash near auxilary field
Two Laughlin AFB pilots 

were killed in a crash south of 
Spofford last Thursday.

First Lt. Chad B. Carlson, an 
instructor pilot from Lewisville, 
Texas, and Second Lt. Nicholas 
J. Jabara, a student pilot from 
Colbert, Washington, were pro­
nounced dead at the scene.

Jabara was the grandsonof 
Col. James Jabara, the first 
American Ace of the Korean 
War.

Both pilots, assigned to the 
84th Flying Training Squadron, 
were on a routine training mis­
sion when their T-37, a small 
twin-engine jet, went down.

The command center of the Air Force Investigation Board located near the crash site the day after the accident.
The crash occurred around 

1:30 p.m. approximately 1 mile 
down wind from the runway. It

is not known whether or not the 
pilots were on approach for 
landing but apparently they

were too low to eject. The T-37, 
or Tweet, which has been in ser­
vice since 1956 does not have a

Lucy Fritter pumped the player 
piano to accompany the movies. 
Located where the library is 
now, the building was later used 
for a grocery store, and “Ross 
Hall” where dances were held. 
The “Chataqua Players” gave 
programs on the stage at Ross 
Hall which combined entertain­
ment and education. The group 
also performed at schools.

Touring vaudeville groups 
performed at both the Clark 
Theater and Ross Hall.

After Pat Fritter closed the 
movie theater, he opened the 
“Airdome”, a precursor to the

The speech
By Henry Bonilla

W ashington, D.C. - Rep.

Change of Address

Energy is not only a matter 
of economic security - it is vital 
to our national security. Now, 
more than ever before, it is criti­
cal that we reduce our reliance 
on foreign sources of oil.

In addition to altering the 
course of our lives and pushing 
us into a battle against terror­
ism, September 11, 2001 served 
as an unfortunate reminder of 
why our country must adopt a 
sensible, national energy policy. 
Stability depends on opening up 
our own resources.

Today, the United States de­
pends on foreign oil production 
for about 60 percent of national 
demand. Yet back when the oil 
shocks of the 1970s knocked the 
wind out of our economy, that 
figure was closer to one-third. 
This is unacceptable - but solv­
able.

We must take control of our 
destiny and increase domestic 
production to help stabilize oil 
prices, control our own energy 
supply and put Americans back 
to work - a strong energy policy 
would be one of the best eco­
nomic stimulus packages Con­
gress could pass.

Utilizing the Artie National 
Wildlife Refuge

One of the first steps to re­
duce dependence on the Middle 
East is to open up the Artie Na­
tional Wildlife Refuge (ANWR) 
for drilling. Opponents of drill­
ing in the ANWR have unfortu­
nately painted an inaccurate pic­
ture of environmental destruc­
tion and disregard for its habi­
tat. The truth of the matter is that 
while the Refuge is the size of 
South Carolina, the proposed 
drilling area in Alaska is only 
2,000 acres - smaller than the 
San Antonio International Air­
port.

New technologies enable 
drillers to efficiently use much 
smaller plots of land, effectively 
reducing any disruption to the 
surrounding wildlife and natu­
ral habitat. If we made the com­
mitment to drill in the ANWR 
today, in one year’s time we 
could have the full capacity to 
produce the amount of oil that 
we im port from Saddam 
Hussein’s Iraq everyday.

Uncapping our M arginal 
Wells

There are nearly 500,000 
low-volume wells around the 
country that have the capacity 
to produce roughly 10-15 bar­

rels a day. While that figure may 
sound low, the combined pro­
duction of these wells would 
equal 20 percent of America’s 
oil needs - nearly the same 
amount we currently import 
from Saudi Arabia.

Unfortunately there is cur­
rently no economic incentive for 
producers to incur the expense 
of reopening and maintaining 
these wells. Producers need a 
safety net to weather the storm 
of price fluctuations.

That’s why I have proposed 
bipartisan legislation that pro­
vides a tax credit for marginal 
well operators if oil prices fall 
to between $18 and $15 per bar­
rel. By implementing a floor on 
the price per barrel, we can cre­
ate stability and ensure that do­
mestic producers can continue 
contributing to our nation’s oil 
demands, even in the face of 
dropping prices.

The solution
We must free ourselves from 

the whims of foreign dictators 
and unstable regimes that do not 
have America’s best interests at 
heart.

Increasing domestic produc­
tion by encouraging marginal 
wells and allowing access to 
ANWR resources would be a

critical step towards ensuring 
that we are not beholden to for­
eign countries for our nation’s 
energy needs.

It is critical that we empha­
size a balanced and comprehen­
sive strategy that meets the needs 
of today and plans for tomorrow 
- one that effectively balance 
conservation, development of 
alternative sources of energy, 
and common sense exploration 
to increase our own energy sup­
ply here at home.

This will be one of my high­
est priorities for Congress this 
Spring.

We must now focus on sta­
bility for our country - our 
economy, homeland defense 
and national security.

drive-in movie. Patrons sat out­
doors and looked at a movie pro­
jected from the rear. Agnes re­
members the elevated screen to be 
about 100 square feet.

A few soldiers came to Brac­
kettville from the fort, and a lot 
of girls went with the soldiers and 
later married them.

After their marriage, Agnes 
and Tom Vondy lived at the as­
phalt mines near Uvalde. There 
was a small settlement there but 
the children had no place to go to 
school. Agnes and Tom went into 
Uvalde to talk to the Superinten­
dent of Schools who agreed there 
had to be a school at the mines. 
For six years Agnes taught there, 
with 60 students in first through 
sixth grades. One of the homes 
was converted to a schoolroom.

The Vondy’s daughter, Luanne 
was born in 1934 and when she 
was about 3 the family moved to 
Uvalde where Agnes began teach­
ing dancing. Governor Dolph 
Briscoe, Jr. who was then about 
12 years old, was one of her stu­
dents.

Agnes wanted a room added to 
her home for a dance studio and 
approached John Nance Garner, 
who in addition to being Vice- 
President of the United States from 
1933 to 1941, also had a construc­
tion company in Uvalde. At the 
time he was building homes in 
Uvalde for rentals. She ap­
proached Gamer when he was in 
Uvalde on vacation and asked if 
he could put a large room for a 
dance studio on her house.

Gamer replied that he “never 
had built a dance hall but he’d go 
for it.”

When still a student, Agnes was 
“quite a dancer” and took lessons 
from a cousin who lived in Cor­
pus Christi. She taught tap, bal­
let and aerobatics and had an ex­
ercise class in Uvalde.

Later, after Tom died in 1968, 
she took up square dancing. With 
a local group she went to square 
dances in Del Rio, Uvalde, Eagle 
Pass and the Service Club at Fort 
Clark.

The Vondys moved to Rock 
Springs, Texas where they had a 
cafe for about four years in the 
early 1940’s. When war broke out 
they sold the cafe and Tom went 
to the shipyards in Portland, Or­
egon for three years, where their 
son Harry was bom in 1944. Tom 
went on ahead, and Agnes with 
Luanne rode a troop train to Port­
land, with an overnight stop in Los 
Angeles. The train was so crowded 
Luanne had to sit on her mother’s

lap. The family lived in a housing 
project, which Agnes remembers 
was all new construction, and 
where they had many friends.

After the war, they moved to 
Houston where Agnes taught at 
parochial schools from 1946- 
1959, they returned to Brackett­
ville in 1959. Here Agnes taught 
second grade from 1959 until 
1971. Some of her students are 
now grandparents, she says.

When the Vondy family re­
turned to Brackettville Agnes 
found the town had changed con­
siderably with new people, and 
more people living here. Fort 
Clark had closed as a military 
post.

Tom Vondy had an office where 
the Brackett News is now located, 
and where Harry worked with his 
father until he moved to San An­
tonio.

Agnes learned to drive at 14, 
when her Grandma Fritter, who

had a car but didn’t know how to 
drive, hired Agnes to take her and 
Agnes’ Aunt Virginia (Ross) to 
church every Sunday. The Fritters’ 
had a Hudson Super 6, and Agnes 
earned a dollar each time she took 
her grandma and aunt to church.

“They Crusted me,” Agnes says, 
“and I like to drive to this day. ”

After retiring from Brackett­
ville Public School, Agnes taught 
Headstart and became interested 
in historical work. When Pat Frit­
ter died, Agnes inherited a small 
ranch and she tended to that as 
well. One day when she went to 
the ranch to water her cattle, she 
encountered an alien. The young 
man came to her car, where she 
had a gun in plain view on the seat 
and asked for money or food. She 
told him she had neither, but he 
could fill his canteen and go on. 
Five older men, dressed in long 
overcoats and Stetson hats, rose 
from the bushes where they tiad

been hiding. They asked for di­
rections to Rio Hondo, and Agnes 
says, “I pointed to the east, and 
they left.”

Agnes now belongs to the His­
torical Society, Daughters of the 
Confederacy and Descendants of 
the Republic of Texas and the Ge­
nealogy Society of Brackettville 
and Uvalde. She still drives and 
takes care of her family of cats.

Gospel, we read that Jesus’ dis­
ciples went out into the boat 
without Him and after He had

prayed for a while. He walked 
across the water to them. They 
were afraid and thought He was 
some kind of ghost. Peter chal­
lenged Him saying, “If it is re­
ally You, tell me to come to You 
across the water.” Jesus, as we 
remember the story, assured 
Peter that he could indeed walk 
on water, but as Peter became 
afraid, he began to sink. Jesus, 
of course, saved him (22-31).

Jesus sometimes asks us to do 
things that seem as impossible 
as walking on water. We some­
times are fearful and begin to 
sink, as Peter did. It is impor­
tant for us to remember that 
because Jesus asks us to work 
for Him, to be “fishers of men,” 
He will give us the strength and

perseverance to carry on-to get 
the Job done-to be disciples.

As we get closer to the sea­
son of Lent, a time of prayer and 
sacrifice, it is good for us to 
open our hearts to the Lord’s 
voice and pray that we will re­
spond to His call to discipleship 
with conviction and generosity.

Lord, I thank You for the dis­
ciples You have put in my life 
and I pray that You will help me 
to become a disciple for You. I 
ask You to give me faith and 
courage so that I don’t become 
fearful and sink in the water of 
my fears and doubts.

Health
Breastfeeding among 
H ispanic m others

Houston - Researchers at 
Baylor College of Medicine are 
identifying effective ways to in­
crease breastfeeding rates 
among low-income Hispanic 
mothers.

The U.S. Surgeon General 
has made increasing breastfeed­
ing rates a public health prior­
ity. But, until this study, con­
ducted through the USDA/ARS 
Children’s Nutrition Research 
Center at Baylor, there has been 
little information about the best 
way to do so.

Proyecto Leche do Vida 
(Project Milk of Life), a com­
munity-based breastfeeding pi­
lot project, began as part of a 
random -controlled research 
trial.

Designed to compare the ef­
fectiveness of home visits and 
telephone consultations by 
trained breastfeeding counse­
lors, the research trial and pilot 
project provided services to 
women living in Houston’s East 
End neighborhood, an area with 
a predominantly Hispanic immi­
grant population. -Spearheaded 
by Dr. Judy Hopkinson, an as­
sistant professor of pediatrics at 
Baylor, the program was ini­
tially funded by the Texas De­
partment of Health and Episco­
pal Health Charities.

Preliminary results from the 
research trail, which involved

105 new mothers, showed 38 
percent of mothers in the trial 
breastfed exclusively for at least 
three months, a significant im­
provement over the 5 percent 
typical for new mothers in that 
area.

Scientific research has shown 
that three months of exclusive 
breastfeeding is needed to effec­
tively reduce infant morbidity 
and health care costs through­
out the first year of life.

Hopkinson found that both 
home visits and telephone calls 
could effectively increase the 
number of mothers who are still 
breastfeeding exclusively at 3 
months of age.

In the study, 41 percent of the 
new mothers who received 
home visits and 35 percent of 
those who received phone calls 
were still breast- feeding exclu­
sively at 3 months postpartum, 
compared to just 11 percent in 
the control group.

However, when it came to 
first-time mothers, Hopkinson 
found that home visits were 
hands-down the most effective 
approach. She explained that the 
inexperienced mothers often 
lacked basic breastfeeding 
knowledge and skills.

Many also have limited ac­
cess to Spanish-language 
breastfeeding information and 
assistance in the hospital. As a

result, hands-ort teaching dur­
ing home visits becomes essen­
tial.

Following completion of the 
research tria l, the Proyecto 
Leche de Vida community-based 
project was continued, with ad­
ditional financial support from 
Episcopal Health Charities and 
private philanthropists.

Over two years, counselors 
in the project provided over 
2,700 breastfeeding consulta­
tions to more than 450 women. 
Another 1,000 women partici­
pated in prenatal breastfeeding 
classes.

The success of Proyecto 
Leche de Vida has lead to an 
additional $250,000 grant from 
the Texas Department of Health, 
which will help to develop simi­
lar public-service projects in 
additional under-served neigh­
borhoods throughout Houston.

When it sprouted, they got ex­
cited and eagerly watched it grow. 
They wanted to water it every day, 
and they loved to measure how 
much it had grown.

The curriculum for the J. and 
G. program covers the third 
through the sixth grades. Plans are 
being made to extend it through 
the eighth grade.

A couple of years ago, a green 
house was donated to the school, 
and this will be available for the 
J. and G. program to use. Six gar­
den boxes are to be built outside 
the fifth and sixth grade buildings 
that will be used this spring.

The books for J. and G. are 
modeled after the Boy Scout and

Girl Scout programs. A certificate 
is awarded for each project fin­
ished. The student can take the 
book home and choose a project 
and a date to finish.
