FCSA board member John Dixon

In efforts to reduce expenses, 
the Fort Clark Springs Associa­
tion Board of Directors closed 
the Las Moras Restaurant and 
Lounge after the close of busi­
ness on Sept. 28.

“It was purely a financial de­
cision,” said John Dixon, who 
serves as treasurer on the FCSA 
board.

“We had been discussing it 
since July. It has continually lost 
money over the years. I took the 
2001 audit back to 1999, and 
between the restaurant and the 
bar, they both lost over a quar­
ter of a million dollars in a two- 
year period,” he added.

Dixon said the restaurant and 
lounge were on their way to los­
ing about $110,000 through the

end of the fiscal year, which 
ended on Sept. 30.

“We just shut the books down 
for August. The restaurant has 
lost roughly a little bit over 
$82,000 up until A ugust,” 
Dixon said.

“We’re hoping we’re going 
to be able to reduce our prop­
erty and casualty insurance for 
those specific areas,” he added.

Association officials are con-

sidering privatization for the 
restaurant and lounge.

“We’re examining proposals 
to potentially lease it out and let 
someone else manage it, ” Dixon 
said.

The treasurer said the 
association’s finances are con­
tinuing to look up.

“The RV Park and the motel 
are continuing to make money,” 
he said.

W ater board proposes 
additional rule changes
ByJ .J .

Kinney County Groundwater 
Conservation District officials 
are considering two additional 
changes to the district’s rules.

Board members Don Hood, 
Chris Ring, Darlene Shahan, 
Cecil Smith, Hadley Wardlaw 
and Bob Young voted Monday 
to have the proposed changes 
drafted by their attorney, Brian 
Sledge of Austin. Board mem­
ber Chuck Hall was absent from 
the meeting.

The proposed changes are 
expected to be available to the 
public today.

The board will reconvene 
Monday at 4 at the Courthouse 
to consider adopting the pro­
posed changes.

The rule changes were pro­
posed by Paul Terrill, an Austin 
attorney representing local land- 
owners. He presented those 
changes to the board last week.

In Hood’s motion, he said the 
district would “maintain a two- 
tier system, but ... extend the 
historic use period under the cur­
rent rules so that it begins on 
Jan. 1, 1960.”

Terrill had questioned the 
two-tiered system involving ex­
isting and historic users, and 
objected to citizens’ inability, to 
claim historic use prior to 1972 
under the current rules.

“If someone can prove up 
historic use, I think they should 
get it,” he said. “Somebody that 
has water use from the ’40s or 
the ’50s or the ’60s may indeed

have a harder time proving it up. 
They’re not going to have the 
same sort of aerial photographs. 
People that were farming at the 
time may be dead. They’re go­
ing to have proof problems.

“From a legal standpoint, 
under the water code, if some­
body can prove up historic use, 
there ought not be any differ­
ence between somebody who has 
use in 1973 versus somebody 
who has use in 1963 or 1953.

“If somebody has an old 
claim, let them come in and 
prove it up. Y’all will be ulti­
mate arbitrators of whether they 
have sufficient proof to prove up 
their claim. But they shouldn’t 
be arbitrarily kept out of the op­
portunity to prove up their claim 
by an arbitrary endpoint, which 
right now is 1972,” he added.

Hood’s motion also said the 
district would “change rule 
14.08 so that it is mandatory 
rather than permissive that the 
board establish a reduced fee for 
groundwater on land under con­
tract with the CRP. ”

Terrill represents two land- 
owners involved in the Conser­
vation Reserve Program (CRP), 
where landowners receive an­
nual rental payments and cost- 
share assistance to establish 
long-term, resource conserving 
covers on farmland.

“The way your rules are set 
up right now, they will have to 
pay users fees for water that they 
have a permit for, but for which 
they are contractually barred 
from using for irrigation for ap­
proximately eight years,” he

said. “I would ask the board to 
suspend those fees or in some­
way address that specific situa­
tion for land that is in CRP.

“I think it’s only fair that you 
don’t pay user fees for water that 
you’re not using. In addition to 
that, I think it has the added 
benefit of promoting conserva­
tion in the district. If somebody 
is not having to pay fees on wa­
ter that they can’t use, it’s go­
ing to encourage people to not 
use that water,” he added.

Smith asked if CRP partici­
pants could use their water for 
uses other than agriculture.

“I’m not aware of that,” Ter­
rill responded. “I ’m not aware 
of anybody having used water 
from CRP land for some use 
other than that. If that’s a seri­
ous concern, I think that’s some­
thing that you can address with 
your rules.”

Terrill also objected to the 
district rule which mandates that 
production fees be paid up front 
for all users, but the directors 
apparently are not going to ad­
dress the issue.

“Everybody has to pay their 
fees based on the claimed 
amount that they are seeking in 
their application,” he said. “The 
problem with that is we don’t 
know what adjudicated right 
they’re going to get, and we can 
only know that at the end of the 
process. For people that have 
over-claims, that the permit 
amount might be significantly 
reduced. Your system discour­
ages people from coming in and 
bringing their full claim.”

W hat do you do when your speaker cancels? 
Baker offers suggestions to fellow Rotarians

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Roger Baker, pastor of the 
First Methodist Church and a 
Rotarian, addressed the Brack­
ettville Rotary Club last Thurs­
day at a noontime meeting at 
Barbara’s Table in the patio area.

Rotary President Paula 
Renken opened the meeting with 
the traditional Pledge of Alle­
giance and the Four-Way Test.

Baker made apologies for the 
unexpectedly absent guest 
speaker and then surprised the 
gathering by introducing his 
topic: “What to Do When Your 
Speaker Cancels.”

The fun presentation included 
a brief overview of strategies, 
such as finding a replacement 
speaker. Baker recommends con­
tacting teachers, lawyers, pas­
tors and others who frequently 
speak in public. These people 
might have a topic prepared 
they can present on short notice.

In other cases, the person re­
sponsible for finding a speaker 
might need to create a brief pro­
gram themselves with little time 
to prepare.

The minister then proceeded 
to show how most people with a 
little speaking experience can 
quickly prepare a 10 to 15 mi­
nute program.

Baker recommends choosing 
a topic from the familiar things 
in life. Hobbies, books recently 
read, and unique life experi­
ences all provide possible top­
ics. The speaker’s occupation 
may provide interesting subject 
matter, especially if the career 
is unfamiliar to many in the au­
dience.

Topics based on location, 
such as Fort Clark, time of year, 
such as football season, or 
events in the news, like Home­
land Security, each have possi­
bilities.

Baker recommended that 
more than one potential topic be 
selected until appropriate sup­
port material can be found.

Using a humorous and casual 
style, Baker demonstrated the 
necessity of adjusting the style 
of presentation to match the se­
riousness of the topic.

“You don’t want to present a 
persuasive argument without 
some passion in your presenta­
tion,” the preacher said. “But 
you also don’t want to go over­
board presenting simple facts.”

Baker recommends presenters 
stick to informative or entertain­
ing topics when preparing for a 
short-notice presentation.

Another tip offered was to 
create handouts and visual aids 
early in the process so that the 
presentation would flow natu­
rally from them. Using the op­
portunity to distribute lecture 
notes to the Rotarians, Baker 
showed how he had used a copy 
of the handout as a starting place 
and then expanded the notes to 
create his personal presentation 
script. The presenter offered ad­
vice concerning visual aids, re­
calling past presenters to the 
Rotary Club and identifying the 
different resources they used. He 
then showed how recorded 
sounds and even scents could 
add to the audience participation 
with a speaker.

Drawing from practical expe­
rience, Baker showed how hu­
mor can enliven a presentation 
by keeping the listeners en­
gaged. He identified an introduc­
tory joke as a simple way to en­
gage attendees from the very 
start. Topical humor, according 
to Baker, is probably best, but 
is not required. He finds humor 
involving race, religion, politics 
and sexuality as particularly 
troublesome and best avoided.

Among the resources Roger 
recommends are humorous col­

lections, like the Milton Berle 
“joke file” and other antholo­
gies.

The young clergyman de­
scribed the misuse of statistics 
as a sure method for boring an 
audience. Baker then illustrated 
the point in a handout that il­
lustrated the levels of church 
membership in Kinney County.

His statements that “Kinney 
County holds over 67 tons of 
church members” and that “it 
would take three jumbo jets to

move all the church members in 
Kinney County to Jerusalem” 
were received with the intended 
humor and challenges.

While defending the auti:en 
ticity of the statistics, Baker 
showed that these meaningless 
numbers lent little to the presen­
tation while becoming an issue 
for pointless discussion. Baker 
recommends that the speaker al­
ways be ready to identify spe­
cific sources for any factual ma­
terial presented.

on television have any influence 
on their behavior? If they see 
casual sex, hear foul language 
and watch hours of bloody may­
hem on the boob tube, do you 
think it changes the way they see 
their world?

If you say no, they know the 
difference between fantasy and 
reality, you would be only half 
right. The most recent studies 
reveal that what children see on 
television has a frightening im­
pact on how they behave.

For instance, the following is 
copied from a report produced 
by Parents Television Council 
(PTC): “Recently, 24 state attor­
neys general sent a letter to Jack 
Valenti, the president of the Mo­
tion Picture Association of 
America urging him to persuade 
the industry to try to cut back 
on cigarette smoking in movies 
in an effort to reduce the appeal 
of cigarettes to teenagers. Un­
derlying this letter is recogni­
tion of the fact that teenagers es­
pecially often imitate the behav­
ior of their favorite TV and 
movie stars.”

Also in a report from PTC is 
the following: “Mounting evi­
dence also points to the fact that 
highly sexualized images on 
television can shape teens’ atti­
tudes towards sex. Teenaged 
girls who watch a lot of sex on 
TV tend to have more sex part­
ners. Young women who watch 
as little as 22 hours a month of 
prime time TV are more likely 
to endorse a “recreational” 
view of sex than young women 
who watch less TV. Teens who 
watch sexy TV shows tend to 
engage in sexual behaviors more 
frequently than teens who watch 
less sex on TV. Children who 
are exposed to sexual material 
in media become sexually active 
earlier in life, putting them at 
higher risk for STDs and preg­
nancy.”

The short story here is that 
no matter what the goons from 
Hollywood, Lalaland, tell you, 
what your children see on tele­
vision and in the movies does 
indeed have a telling effect on 
how they think and act. Let’s take

Geoffrey Hughes, author of 
Swearing: A Social History of 
Foul Language, Oaths and Pro­
fanity in English, “The influence 
of Hollywood has become a 
dominant factor (in the shift in 
attitudes towards swearing), ini­
tially for restraint, but subse­
quently for license.”

“We’ve seen the pattern time 
and time again. Once the initial 
taboo is broken and the shock 
value wears off, more and more 
curse words fall into the cat­
egory of ‘acceptable’ language, 
and TV must try to up the ante 
by introducing new words to 
prime time TV’s obscene lexi­
con.”

Think back on the last 30 
years, those of you who are old 
enough to remember, and con­
template the incredible change 
in the amount of swearing you 
hear in public now as compared 
to then. Remember the breath­
taking line from Gone With the 
Wind, “Frankly, my dear, I 
don’t give a damn?” It caused 
tremors all through our society. 
Now such a line would be lost 
in the deluge of foul language 
emanating from the screen.

Did you know that foul lan­
guage increased overall during 
every timeslot between 1998 
and 2002? Foul language dur­
ing the family hour increased by 
94.8 percent between 1998 and 
2002 and by 109.1 percent dur­
ing the 9 p.m. ET/PT time slot. 
Ironically, the smallest increase, 
38.7 percent, occurred during 
the last hour of prime time — 
the hour when young children 
are least likely to be in the view­
ing audience. And foul language 
increased during the WB’s fam­
ily hour by 188 percent between 
1998 and 2002. Foul language 
during the second hour of prime 
time is up on the WB by 308.5 
percent since 1998, from a mere 
two instances per hour to over 
10 per hour.

Bat flights await at Devil’s Sinkhole

More than a million Mexican freetailed bats are taking flight 
from the depths of Devil’s Sinkhole, a 310-foot collapsed lime­
stone pit that is the heart of a 1,859-acre state natural area. It 
reigns as the largest single-chamber and third deepest cavern in 
Texas.

The mostly undeveloped Devil’s Sinkhole State Natural area, 
located approximately 6 miles northeast of Rocksprings, is open 
to the public by prioj arrangement only.

The nonprofit Devil’s Sinkhole Society takes reservation for 
bat flight observations and afternoon sinkhole tours. The bats are 
at their peak during the months of August and September and into 
October.

Currently, bat tours take place Wednesday through Sunday 
nights and sinkhole tours on weekends only. Tour participants 
meet at the Visitors Center in Rocksprings for the 20-minute bus 
ride to Devil’s Sinkhole, 6 miles northeast of town.

Tours will run through Oct. 19. Bat flight tour fees are $10 for 
adults, $8 for persons over 65, and $6 for children 4 to 11. Day­
time tour fees are $6 per person.

Devil’s Sinkhole State Natural Area is one of more than 120 
state parks that make up the Texas State Park System. For tour 
reservations, call (830) 683-2287.

The Uvalde de las Encinas 

Chapter of the Daughters of the 
American Revolution had 24 
members and prospective mem­
bers travel to Fredericksburg 
recently to celebrate Constitu­
tion Day with the nine other 
chapters in the Hill Country 
Council.

Attending the celebration 
from Brackettville were Jan 
Chism, Modge Hudson, Woodie 
Hornburg, Pat M cKelvy, 
Woodie Frances Trotter and 
Louise Stone.

The U.S. Constitution is the 
source of the nation’s stability 
and the fountainhead of citizens’ 
freedom. When the Founding 
Fathers gathered in Philadelphia 
that hot summer of 1787, they 
had a great sense of mission.

On June 19, James Madison 
made a moving speech urging 
that the convention come up 
with a “Constitution for the 
Ages.”

How could those men dare to 
dream that the constitution they

were writing could create a gov­
ernment that could last so long?

Even the notion that man is 
capable of self-govenment was 
revolutionary and controversial 
in 1787. Benjamin Franklin 
warned his fellow delegates that, 
if they failed to produce a work­
able constitution, future genera­
tions might conclude that man­
kind is not capable of self-gov­
ernment, and then leave govern­
ment “to chance, conquest, and 
to war.”

So, the Founding Fathers ap­
plied themselves to the task and 
invented an original design of 
governance that so distributed 
and divided the power of man 
over man that government could 
not evolve into tyranny and need 
to be overthrown in violence.

The Constitution’s fundamen­
tal principles were revolution­
ary in 1787, but have clearly 
stood the test of time. These 
principles included reliance on 
a written document, the concept 
that government is the servant

of the people not their master, 
the principle that government 
may exercise only those powers 
specifically delegated to it, the 
principles of federalism and the 
separation of powers, and the 
concept that representative de­
mocracy must function under 
constitutional procedures and 
restraints.

The featured speaker for the 
celebration was Texas Rep. 
Carter Casteel, who serves Dis­
trict 73. Casteel grew up in 
Monahans and graduated from 
high school there. She received 
her bachelor of arts degree from 
the University of Texas, her 
masters from Southwest Texas 
University, and her J.P. from St. 
Mary’s School of Law.

Casteel has taught school in 
Austin and also in Comal ISD. 
She has served as an attorney, 
county judge, and as president 
of the Comal County Bar Asso­
ciation. She was selected as the 
freshman representative of the 
year this past session.

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Tigers try to make it six in a row
Brackett opens conference with road game against Natalia on Friday

Brackett was one game away 
from making the football play­
offs last year. They finished tied 
for third in the district race with 
Natalia, but the Mustangs ad­
vanced to the post-season be­
cause of their victory over the 
Tigers.

In that game, Natalia took ad­
vantage of five Brackett turn­
overs en route to a 24-7 victory.

Brackett (5-0) is hoping for a 
different outcome Friday night 
when the two teams open district 
play at 7:30 in Natalia (2-3).

“The loss to Natalia last year 
just proved what we tell the kids 
every day — anybody can beat 
anybody on any Friday night in 
the state of Texas,” Tigers coach 
David Yeager said. “You have 
to come ready to play and be 
focused on the job at hand.

“I think this years team wants 
to be in the hunt for the district 
championship at the end of the 
year and they realize that you 
have to take each game one at a 
time. We did not overlook 
Natalia last year. We just didn’t 
play that well and they beat us.

“We certainly realize they 
have a good, well-coached ball 
team and will be ready to play 
Friday night. However, our kids 
are fired up and I feel will be up 
for the challenge,” he added.

This year’s contest is also ex­
pected to play a big role in the 
outcome of the district race.

“The one that wins it is go­
ing to have a good chance to win 
the district championship and a 
great chance to make the play­
offs — I really feel that way,” 
Mustangs coach Michael Fox 
said. “It should be a fantastic 
game.”

The Tigers are off to a good

start, winning their first five 
games, including wins over 
three larger 3A schools.

“I am very happy as to where 
our team is at entering district 
play,” Yeager said. “First and 
most important, we are healthy 
and having fun. Second, we are 
getting better each week in some 
phase of the game. And last, we 
are gaining more and more con­
fidence in our program, team 
and ourselves each time we take 
the field. The kids are having 
fun and are working hard each 
day.”

The Tigers were open last 
week after claiming a 20-19 
come-from-behind win over 
Sonora on Sept. 26.

“Brackett is an extremely 
well-coached ball club that is 
real disciplined,” Fox said. 
“They just do a lot of real good 
things. They’re a very impres­
sive ball club. They play with a

lot of confidence. They fell be­
hind in the Sonora game, but it 
didn’t phase them a bit. They 
just kept pushing until they were 
right back in it, and they ended 
up winning it.”

Brackett’s offense is powered 
by a running game that is aver­
aging 258 rushing yards a game.

“Last year we were real im­
pressed with the way their backs 
carried out their fakes,” Fox 
said. They run a lot of misdirec­
tion, so you have to stay at 
home, and not run off and get

out of position. Their offensive 
line comes off the ball real well. 
They seem to be real strong 
kids. I know Coach Yeager and 
his staff does a great job in the 
off-season with their weight and 
conditioning programs.”

Brackett is led by the running 
tandem of fullback Glenn Mor­
gan and halfback Tony Rosetti.

Morgan has rushed for 547 
yards and seven touchdowns on 
85 carries.

“Morgan is a big, strong 
bruiser,” Fox said. “He’s aver­
aging 17 carries a game. He does 
an extremely good job of run­
ning the off-tackle play and the 
trap.”

Rosetti has ran for 372 and 
three TDs on 58 attempts this 
season.

“Rosetti did a great job last 
year at fullback and he hasn’t 
missed a beat since moving to 
halfback,” Fox said. “He has

The two seniors were recognized by 
BHS Principal John Paul Schuster for 
their academic aptitude, athletic talent 
and display of commitment to their com­
munities. They were both recognized 
during the pep rally last Friday.

“Beth and Dietrich are both leaders 
in the classroom, on the playing field 
and in the community,” Schuster said.

Make straight the way of the Lord

One of the prettiest drives 
you could ever take is the route 
between B rackettville and 
Rocksprings. You twist through 
a few West Texas “mountains,” 
through draws and washes, 
across creek beds and up trails’

Once or twice there are some 
wonderful views of miles of West 
Texas from places where the rug­
ged ground appears smooth and 
the distance hides the snakes, liz­
ards and scorpions.

It’s the sort of view that sus­
tained the pioneers as they came 
to Texas, and what I imagine 
appealed to the Native Ameri­
can tribes in the area. It’s easy 
to feel the presence of God when 
you feel overshadowed by the 
grandeur around you (see Psalms 
27:4-5, especially about taking 
shelter in the rocks!).

The same thing happens in 
our Christian lives, too. We have 
moments of “mountain top” ex­
periences when we can see God’s 
plan for us in wondrous el­
egance, unscarred by the details 
of practicalities. (Exodus 24:12)

We all ache for these mo 
ments of clarity and we celebrate 
when God gives us these in­
sights. (Psalms 43:3-4)

Sadly, though, I am often con­
fronted by “solo” Christians 
who feel no need to associate 
themselves with any group of 
Christians. These pioneers on 
the spiritual wilderness become 
hardened veterans of their cur­
rent existence. They pray in soli­
tude and worship alone. Some 
have staked out claims of valu­
able territory, discovering new 
wealth in their solitude.

Unfortunately, they rarely 
share their spiritual insights and 
keep to themselves the spiritual 
treasures they have found. Oth­
ers have a hard-scrabble claim 
in a spiritual desert, just getting 
by day-to-day and waiting for 
the infrequent rain of blessings.

These hardy pioneers have 
much to share with those of us 
who fill pews and conduct com­
mittee meetings. Likewise, we 
sitting in church buildings have 
treasure they could share in

group Bible study, communal 
worship and a supply of pasto­
ral guidance.

I suspect it is far easier to 
share prayer concerns and joy­
ous reports within a congrega­
tion, even if you can only share 
your needs and news with just 
one or two close friends. The 
oasis of Christian fellowship that 
the church is supposed to be is 
a wonderful resource for encour­
agement, sustenance and instruc­
tion. It’s the way God chose to 
nourish us — as a church.

When calling people to the 
good news of the messiah, John 
the Baptist used the phrase from 
Isaiah, “make straight the way 
of the Lord!” (John 1:23)

This phrase wasn’t unfamil-

iar to his listeners in a practical 
sense, either. Just like in Kin­
ney County, there are twisted 
paths through mountains and 
across draws all through Pales­
tine. “Make straight” can liter­
ally be translated as “go as the 
crow flies” — take the most di­
rect route to get there.

When we rise early on a Sun­
day to make our way to worship 
with our sisters and brothers in 
Christ, we are making a straight 
path to the Lord, a path that 
leads from our hearts and con­
tinues to the doorway of wor­
ship shared in the fellowship of 
saints.
