Commissioners approve resolution; approve free
use of civic center and help with little league field

All but one Kinney County
Commissioner’s Court voted to
approve a resolution that
showed support for the authori-
zation of the Val Verde County
Underground Water Conserva-
tion District; the Maintenance of
full regulatory authority of the
Kinney County Groundwater
Conservation District and the
sustained prohibition against the
export of Edwards Aquifer wa-
ters from Medina and/or Uvalde
Counties via pipelines.

The resolution was approved
by County Judge Herb Senne
and commissioners Marvin
Davis, Joe Montalvo -and Pat
Melancon.

Voting against it was Pct. 3
Commissioner Nat Terrazas.

Terrazas noted that he was
not against a water conservation
district that has local powers, but
that it is “Hard for me to sup-
port this one right now,”
Terrazas said.

“It’s hard for me to support
the Kinney County Groundwa-
ter Conservation District right
now as it is,” he added.

“You vote how you have to,”
Senne told Terrazas. “We need
to talk more one-on-one about
this.”

Davis noted that he was not
particularly fond of a water dis-

trict that would run up enormous
legal bills for the county. “There
is a lot of concern on how they
are using their authority,” Davis
said.

Senne noted that “Personally,
I don’t feel this is the case.”

Davis chimed in saying he
doesn’t want the Kinney County
Groundwater Conservation Dis-
trict to be the “poster child of
bad management.”

With that, Senne asked for
the vote. “We have a 4-1 vote
in favor of the resolution,”
Senne said and told Terrazas to
note on the resolution how he
voted.

The court also approved to
ratify the free use of the Kinney
County Civic Center or other
County facility for an informa-
tional public meeting/hearing
concerning a proposed bill to
dissolve the Kinney County
Groundwater Conservation Dis-
trict.

Senne noted that the City of
Brackettville Mayor Joe N.
Garza approached him and asked
for the use of the civic center
for an informational meeting.

“I told him that as far as I am
concerned to go ahead and book
it the event,” Senne said. That’s
why the court had to ratify the
free use of the Civic Center.

“I took it upon myself, since
this is in the public’s interest to
allow them to use it. I would
need a motion from the court,”
Senne said. “To ratify the use.”

Montalvo made the motion
while Terrazas second it.

The motion passed unani-
mously. :

The court also approved to
pay half the cost of installing two
disconnects to the lights at the
Kinney County Little League.

Mike Wade with Rio Grande
Electric Cooperative noted that
the company has poured in many
hours of volunteer time to re-
place the lighting at the little
league ballpark.

Wade also said the RGEC
helped with the installation of
the new scoreboard and made
mention there are new seats and
a new fence.

Currently, there are two dis-
connects that light the ballpark
at night. It is done manually, “I
don’t think those disconnects
were made for this,” Wade said.
He noted that an approximate
cost of $2,44.66 is needed for
two disconnects and asked the
court to approve paying half that
amount.

The court agreed and will use
money from the building main-
tenance fund.

y Bears’ NCAA Championship win

demonstrates the value of women’s sports

During the NCAA women’s.
basketball championship, I was
cheering for Baylor University’s
Lady Bears. They defeated the
tough Michigan State University
Spartan team by 84-62 to win
their first NCAA national bas-
ketball title with the second-
highest margin of victory in a
woman’s NCAA title game ever.
In five years, Coach Kim
Mulkey-Robertson took a team
with a 7-20 record and took it
to the pinnacle of women’s col-
legiate competition. Both she
and her team have made Baylor,
Waco and all of Texas very
proud.

Baylor’s success was built on
hard work, commitment and sac-
rifice. They were able to take
setbacks, such as last year’s loss
to Tennessee in the Sweet 16
round of the NCAA tournament,
to galvanize their play. Coach
Mulkey-Robertson and her play-
ers rebounded from that disap-
pointment to win this year’s na-
tional championship.

The Lady Bears are part of a
trend toward more female par-
ticipation in organized sports.

In 1971, there were only
325,000 women in high school
varsity sports throughout the
United States. Today there are
2.5 million.

Before 1971, 32,000 women
participated in college sports;
today that number exceeds
150,000. Women'’s high school,

college and professional sports
are drawing increasing numbers
of fans. Women professional ath-
letes are celebrities whose
achievements are enjoyed by all
Americans.

Texas has long been fertile
ground for talented female ath-
letes. Beaumont’s Babe
Didrikson Zaharias was the pre-
mier female athlete of her era,
dominating the Olympics in
track and field and later in pro-
fessional golf. She stunned the
athletic world on July 16, 1932,
with her performance at the na-
tional amateur track meet for
women in Evanston, Illinois.
Mrs. Zaharias entered the meet
as the sole member of her team
and by herself won the national
women’s team championship by
scoring 30 points.

Recent Texas female athletes
include gymnast Carly Patterson
of Allen, who won the coveted
gold medal for the all-around
competition at the 2004 Olym-
pics. SHe is only the second fe-
male gymnast from the USA to
do this; Mary Lou Retton, of
Houston, was the first, 20 years
ago.

Texas women compete in pro-
fessional sports ranging from
golf and tennis to the bruising
world of professional rodeo.

Three Texas women are at the
top of the National Cutting
Horse Association’s pyramid in
terms of titles and earnings.

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Af-
ter prolonged discussions with
Agriculture Appropriations
Subcommittee Chairman Henry
Bonilla and other Members of

- Congress, the U.S. Department

of Agriculture (USDA) has
changed its position on agricul-
ture budget cuts that negatively
affect Texas farmers.

“I’m pleased the Administra-
tion has heard the concerns of
farm state members such as my-
self. This is an important first
step in working with the Admin-
istration to ensure a viable fu-
ture for agriculture,” said
Chairman Bonilla.

The original USDA budget
proposed sharp cuts in agricul-
ture programs throughout Texas
and the nation.

The budget proposal would
have lowered the payment limit
cap for individuals, eliminated
the three-entity rule and
changed a farmer’s eligibility
for marketing loans.

In a study published by
Texas A&M University for the
USDA'’s Payment Limits Com-
mission in 2002, researchers at
the Agriculture and Food Policy
Center found that payment lim-
its would force many family
farmers out of business.

Chairman Bonilla joined fel-
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low Members of Congress and
lobbied the USDA to reconsider
the damaging cuts.

This morning, Secretary of
Agriculture Mike Johanns made
the following statement: “We
believe the President has pre-
sented a budget that has some
reasonable suggestions for re-
ducing the costs of our farm pro-
grams.

However, we acknowledge
that many of these policy pro-
posals, such as the reduction in
the payment limit, are quite sen-
sitive.

We recognize Congress may
have other proposals to achieve
these savings, and we are will-
ing to work with Congress on
other cost savings recommenda-
tions.” This concession by the
Administration allows Congress
the flexibility to find savings,
which will least affect farmers
and ranchers.

“As long as I serve as chair-
man of the subcommittee, I’ll do
everything within my power to
protect Texas farmers and ranch-
ers. It’s never easy to lobby
against the Administration, but
in this case it was for the good
of our farmers and provided a
positive effect for all involved,”
said chairman Bonilla. “Secre-
tary Johanns and the USDA rec-
ognize that our federal govern-
ment should not punish certain
states based on the crops they
produce.”

As Chairman of the Agricul-
ture Appropriations Subcommit-
tee, Bonilla oversees all agricul-
ture funding. He was the first
freshman Member of Congress
in 25 years to be given a seat on
the powerful Appropriations
Committee.

In addition to serving as
chair of the Agriculture Appro-
priations Subcommittee, Bonilla
is also a senior member of the
Defense Appropriations Sub-
committee. Given his role on the
Committee, Bonilla is Nnow re-
_garded as one of the two most
influential lawmakers in Texas.

To lead delegation to discuss issues of mutual concern with Mexico

WASHINGTON—U.S. Sen.
John Cornyn (R-Texas), Chair-
man of the Immigration, Border
Security and Citizenship Sub-
committee, has been named Co-
Chairman of the United States-
Mexico Interparliamentary
Group by Senate Majority
Leader Bill Frist (R-Tenn.). The
United-States-Mexico
Interparliamentary Group is
comprised of members of the
U.S. and Mexican Congresses
and meets annually to jointly
discuss shared concerns in the
interest of maintaining positive
relations.

“Our relationship with our
neighbor to the south is one of
growing importance and I be-
lieve this conference will pave
the way for further advancement
and understanding of the bilat-
eral issues confronting our two
countries,” said Cornyn, who
meets regularly with senior
Mexican officials both in
Mexico and Washington. “I ap-
preciate the majority leader pro-
viding this opportunity to ensure
that Texas will literally have a
seat at the table for this impor-
tant conference.” The
Interparliamentary Group will
attend the the Mexico-U.S.
Interparliamentary Conferences,

which have been held on a regu-
lar basis since 1961 for the pur-
pose of providing a forum for
the progression of understand-
ing between the representatives
of Mexico and the United States.

Interparliamentary Conference
will be held in Newport, RI
from June 9-12, 2005, and co-
chaired by Cornyn and U.S.

Oven baked barbequed Brisket

Most of us, “In these here
parts”, Love to cook outdoors
on the grill. Haven’t met any-
one who doesn’t enjoy the fla-
vor of the delicious foods pro-
duced by skill or sometimes,
sheer luck.

For the past few years, I’ve
been limited to indoor grills or
the oven which do a pretty good
job for the two of us. But today’s
recipe will work for a small bris-
ket, or large, and is divine in
all respects, cooked in the oven.

Oven-Barbecued Brisket

*1 (5 1b.) brisket (Do not
trim fat), 5 tbsp. liquid smoke,
2 tbsp. kosher salt, 2 tbsp. sugar,
6 tbsp. pure ground chili pow-
der (divided), oil for pan, 1/2
cup beef broth, plus more if
needed, 1 cup ketchup, 1/2 cup
apple cider vinegar, 1/3 cup
packed brown sugar, 4 tbsp.
worcestershire sauce.

Rub both sides of the brisket
with liquid smoke. Combine salt,
sugar and 2 tbsp. chili powder
in small bowl and spread half
over fatter side of meat, patting
it into meat.

Lay brisket in a large glass
baking dish, seasoned side down
and spread remaining salt mix-
ture (about 1 cup) over top side.
Cover and refrigerate 24 hours.

Heat oven to 325 degrees.
Brush bottom of roasting pan

with oil (I used cooking spray

on bottom and sides) and pour
in beef broth. Place meat in
roasting pan fat side up. Pour
left-over liquid on brisket. Cover
tightly with foil. Roast 3 1/2 to
4 hours all together, checking
at 2 hours to make sure liquid
covers bottom of pan. If neces-
sary, add more beef broth. Con-
tinue to roast, checking every
30 minutes, add broth as
needed. Cook until meat is fall-
ing apart tender.

While meat is cooking, make
sauce (if desired) by combining
ketchup, vinegar, sugar, wor-
cestershire sauce and remaining
4 tbsp. chili powder in large,
deep sauce pan with 1/2 cup wa-
ter.

Bring to a boil, stirring of-
ten, then reduce heat to simmer
and cook 30 minutes, stirring oc-
casionally to prevent scorching.
Remove brisket from oven and
drain off fatty liquid. Serves 6
to 8 people.

*For larger brisket, increase
ingredients accordingly to in-
sure desired seasoning.

Observation No. 1 — I have
been advised by some members
of the Catholic Parish I serve not
to become embroiled in, as these
people perceive it, the “Politi-
cal Issue” of the “Water Ques-
tion” facing Kinney County.

An easy journey to a great reward

We take travel for granted
today. We drive to Del Rio or
Uvalde without remembering
that only a few generations ago,
these trips required substantial
preparations and overnight
lodging. We can fly to almost
anywhere in the world in just a
day’s time, and soon limited
space travel will be within the
reach of many. Travel has be-
come not only possible but al-
most passé.

I remember growing up in the
Piney Woods of Nacogdoches
County (East Texas) and occa-
sionally hearing the proud proc-
lamation at a funeral service or
in an obituary that someone had
spent their entire life within
Nacogdoches County. Today, it
seems almost laughable; back
then, it was a proud boast that

the deceased felt no need to suc- .

cumb to the temptations of
Lufkin, Waco, or even Dallas.

Today we embrace travel - a
positive step, I believe.

resort to random herd selection to
hit cattle tuberculosis testing target

Texas livestock health offi-
cials will randomly select nearly
2,000 of the state’s purebred or
seed stock beef herds for cattle
tuberculosis (TB) testing this
summer, to fulfill disease sur-

~veillance obligations ofthe

Texas Cattle TB plan.

The blueprint for regaining
Texas’ TB-free status was devel-
oped in 2002 by cattle industry
representatives, with a recom-
mendation for the Texas Animal
Health Commission (TAHC) to
implement a TB testing effort.
The plan calls for TB testing all
of the state’s 811 dairies and
about 2,400 purebred or seed
stock beef herds.

Dairy herd testing has been
completed, but only about 500
owners of purebred or seed stock
beef herds have volunteered
their herd for a test.

Federal funds for herd test-
ing “expire” October 1, so the
TAHC is tackling the problem
with a high-tech version of draw-
ing names from a hat.

“In early March, we recon-
vened the Texas TB Task Force,
which included leaders from the
purebred cattle industry, to de-
termine how to get herds tested
and meet the agreement made
with the U.S. Department of
Agriculture, which has funded
the plan,” said Dr. Bob Hillman,
Texas’ state veterinarian and ex-
ecutive director of the TAHC,
the state’s livestock and poultry
health regulatory agency.

“Random selection of herds
was seen as the most equitable
way to complete a statistically
valid disease surveillance of
purebred and seed stock cattle
herds.

By mid-April, a computer
program will pick names from a
database listing purebred and
seed stock producers.

We then will contact the
ranchers to line up the test that
will be conducted by private vet-
erinarians at no cost to the herd

owner.”

“We will try to accommodate
ranchers’ schedules, and if an
owner wants to volunteer their
cattle for TB testing, we wel-
come their participation,” he
said. “No herd is too small for
testing.”

Dr. Hillman said more than
500 private veterinary practitio-
ners in Texas have completed ad-
ditional TB training and are on
contract with the TAHC to con-
duct herd tests. §

To volunteer herds for a test,
locate a contract veterinarian, or
obtain information, ranchers
should contact their local TAHC
area office or the TAHC head-
quarters in Austin at 1-800-550-
8242.

Dr. Hillman explained that
dairies, purebred and seed stock
beef herds were targeted for test-
ing, because, during the past 22
years, TB has been detected in
15 Texas dairies and six pure-
bred cattle herds in nine coun-
ties, including El Paso, Karnes,
Comanche, Pecos, Uvalde,
Fayette, Culberson, Grayson,
Zavala and Hamilton counties.

Dr. Hillman stressed that
dairy and purebred beef cattle
are no more susceptible to TB
than commercial cattle, but they
usually are maintained in more
confined conditions, which are
conducive to TB transmission.

He pointed out that milk from
the dairies is safe, as pasteuriza-
tion, or heat treatment, kills the
bacteria.

Meat also is safe, as carcasses
are inspected for wholesomeness
at slaughter, and cooking meat
also kills bacteria.

In 2000, Texas gained cattle
TB-free status, with the excep-
tion of the El Paso Milk Shed,
where dairies with low levels of
recurring infection were still
present.

In 2002, the USDA pulled
Texas’ ‘free’ status, after two
infected herds were detected and

depopulated, explained Dr.
Hillman.

A third TB-infected herd was
detected and depopulated
shortly afterward.

During the statewide dairy
testing, which involved more
than 335,000 head, an infected
herd was identified in Hamilton
County and was depopulated in
2004.

“Completing the disease sur-
veillance of the purebred and
seed stock beef herds is ex-
tremely important,” stressed Dr.
Hillman.

“It will allow Texas to fulfill
its agreement with the USDA
and states that receive Texas
cattle.

“We can then move forward
to regain TB-free status and
avoid interstate movement re-
strictions on Texas cattle.

“Secondly, it will provide
Texas ranchers the assurance that
there is no undetected infection
in these valuable herds.”

Dr. Hillman said other seg-
ments of the TB plan are ongo-
ing and include:

® testing dairy and breed-
ing cattle being moved from
Texas,

® improved slaughter in-
spection by the USDA’s Food
Safety Inspection Service (FSIS),

® requiring yearly TB tests
on roping steers imported from
Mexico,

® continuing work with
Mexican states on TB control
and eradication.

“Cattle TB is not a disease
we can learn to ‘live with,’”
stressed Dr. Hillman. “The con-
tagious TB bacteria can cause
cattle to develop internal le-
sions, and in rare instances, can
cause human illness. Regaining
cattle TB-free status must be a
priority.

“In Texas, 2,000 ranchers
will make a profound difference
by completing this disease sur-
veillance effort.”
