There are a lot of low-water
crossings, (in the proposed
park).” She noted that the ATVs
would have a temendous
impacton those waterways.

The county roads are the life-
line of ranchers to town, schools
and merchants.

ATV type of activity would be
hard on the land. ;

America’s Independence helped
spark independence world-wide

“We hold these Truths to be
self-evident, that all Men are cre-
ated equal, that they are endowed
by their Creator with certain un-
alienable rights, that among these
are life, liberty and the pursuit
of happiness - that to secure these
rights, governments are instituted
among men.” This is the best-
remembered sentence from the
Declaration of Independence.

When I was a child, I loved
the Fourth of July because of the
picnics, fireworks and the patri-
otic feelings inspired by the flags
and red white and blue decora-
tions. As I grew older, I began
to appreciate the deepen signifi-
cance of the holiday. An avid
reader from a young age, I par-
ticularly enjoyed history and
learned that America’s bid for
independence came close to fail-
ing.

We were fighting Great Brit-
ain, which was the 18" Century’s
superpower. It was only through
bravery and steadfastness that our
forefathers emerged victorious
despite numerous setbacks and
defeats.

The Declaration of Indepen-
dence, written so eloquently by
Thomas Jefferson, neither began
nor ended the American Revo-
lution. By:July 1776, the 13 colo-
nies had already been involved
in a shooting war. against the Brit-
ish for over a year, and the Con-
, tinental Congress had appointed
George Washington as the com-

manding general. The untried
Continental Army, augmented by
local militias, had managed to
force the British to leave Boston,
but had been defeated on other
battlefields. In the beginning, the
fight was to assert American
rights as British citizens, but the
Declaration of Independence
clarified the goal of the war,
making it a conflict about the
fundamental concept of liberty.

This concept was a powerful
motivator as George Washington
kept the poorly paid and
equipped army together during
the seven years of war.

His strength of character,
ability to learn from defeat and
shrewdness helped drive the Con-
tinental Army, but the glue which
held it together was the goal of
the mission - liberty for all.

Sometimes Americans forget
how revolutionary the idea of
freedom was for the world in
1776. There were very few coun-
tries which were even vaguely
democratic at the time. The Neth-
erlands were a republic. England
had its parliament but was ruled

by a king. Some of Switzerland’s’

Communist China still
cracks down on democratic
forces and is imposing strict con-
trols on the freewheeling
internet. The young people of
Iran are rejecting the sham elec-
tions approved by the clerics who
run that country. Resistance to
our liberation of Iraq from the
tyrant Saddam Hussein is driven
by the fear that a free Iraq can
threaten the strongmen who cur-
rently oppress so many who live
in the Middle East.

Though the present struggles
in Iraq and Afghanistan are dif-
ficult, I am confident that the
power of freedom will help re-
make this region of the world,
just as it remade Imperial Japan
and Nazi Germany after the end
of World War II. Though there

“will always be setbacks, history

seems to be moving toward
greater acceptance of democracy
and free markets in South
America, Africa, Eastern Eu-
rope, Asia and the Middle East.
This will make the world more
peaceful and far more prosper-
ous.

This is why our Fourth of July
is so important. It was a declara-
tion of independence for 13 small
colonies over two centuries ago,
which has become a clarion call

for freedom that .is.still. being
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Protecting the Stars and Stripes

This symbol inspires our sol-
diers in the midst of battle and
provides the direction and mo-

rale they need to protect our free- o

dom.

It unifies our citizens in times
of trouble and gives us reason to
reflect on and celebrate our free-
dom. It is, of course, our Ameri-

can flag and it is perhaps the ul- -

timate symbol of our freedom.
Throughout American his-
tory, our flag has always held the
value and meaning of what it
means to be an American.

The Stars and Stripes con-
tinue to command respect and ad-
miration around the world.

Freedom is America’s great-
est and most recognized attribute.
Freedom is symbolized by our
flag and the treatment of our flag
is the ultimate expression of the
honor we bestow upon this sym-
bol.

If we afford the flag our deep-
est respect, we are chenshmg our
freedom.

When we fail to recognize the
significance of our flag, we fail
to recognize the significance of
our freedom...that it does not
come without sacrifice.
